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CIn the beginning (5od created the heavens and the earth,

And the earth was waste and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep: and the Spirit of (sod
moved upon the face of the waters

And (5od said, Yt there be light: and there was [ight.
And (5od saw the [ight, that it was good: and (5od divided the [ight from the darkness.

And (5od called the light )ay, and the darkness he called (Night. And there was evening and there
‘was morning, one day.

And (5od said, Tt there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and (et it divide the waters from
the waters,

And (5od made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the
waters which were above the firmament: and it was so.

And (5od called the firmament (eaven. And there was evening and there was morning, a second day.

And (5od said, Jet the waters under the heavens be gathered together unto one place, and [et the dry
[and appear: and it was so.

And (5od called the dry [and Earth; and the gathering together of the waters called he Seas: and (sod
saw that it was good.

And (5od said, Jet the earth put forth grass, herbs yielding seed, [and] fruit-trees bearing fruit after
their kind, wherein is the seed thereof, upon the earth: and it was so.

And the earth brought forth grass, herbs yielding seed after their kind, and trees bearing fruit, wherein
is the seed thereof, after their kind: and (sod saw that it was good.

And there was evening and there was morning, a third day.

And (5od said, Tt there be [ights in the firmament of heaven to divide the day from the night; and [et
them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days and years:

and (et them be for [ights in the firmament of heaven to give [ight upon the earth: and it was so.

And (5od made the two great [ights: the greater [igﬁt to rule the da\z. and the [esser [igﬁt to rule the
night: fhe made] the stars also.

And (5od set them in the firmament of heaven to give [ight upon the earth,

and to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the [ight from the darkness: and (5od saw
that it was good.

And there was evening and there was morning, a fourth day.

And (5od said, Jet the waters swarm with swarms of [iving creatures, and [et birds fly above the
earth in the open firmament of heaven.

And (5od created the great sea-monsters, and every [iving creature that moveth, wherewith the
waters swarmed, after their kind, and every winged bird after its kind: and (5od saw that it was good.
And (5od blessed them, saying, (Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and [et birds
multiply on the earth,

And there was evening and there was morning, a fifth day.

And (5od said, Tt the earth bring forth [iving creatures after their kind, cattle, and creeping things,
and beasts of the earth after their kind: and it was so.

And (5od made the beasts of the earth after their kind, and the cattle after their kind, and everything
that creepeth upon the ground after its kind: and (sod saw that it was good.
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26 And (5od said, Jet us make man in our image, after our [ikeness: and [et them have dominion over the
fish of the sea, and over the birds of the heavens, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over
every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

27 And (5od created man in his own image, in the image of (5od created he him; male and female created
he them,

28 And (5od blessed them: and (50d said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth,
and subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the heavens, and over
every [iving thing that moveth upon the earth,

29 And (5od said, (Behold, I have given you every herb yielding seed, which is upon the face of all the
earth, and every tree, in which is the fruit oj' a tree \zie[cﬁnﬂ seed; to you it shall be for food:

30 and to every beast oj' the earth, and to every bird oj' the heavens, and to everything that creepeth upon
the earth, wherein there is [ife, [1 have given] every green herb for food: and it was so.

31 And (5od saw everything that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And there was evening
and there was morning, the sixth day.

1 And the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.

2 And on the seventh day (5od finished his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day
from all his work which he had made.

3 And (5od blessed the seventh day, and hallowed it; because that in it he rested from all his work which
God had created and made,
4 Ohese are the generations of the heavens and of the earth when they were created, in the day that

Yehovah (5od made earth and heaven,

5 And no plant of the field was yet in the earth, and no herb of the field had yet sprung up; for Jehovah
(5od had not caused it to rain upon the earth: and there was not a man to till the ground;

6 but there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of the ground.

7 And Jehovah (5od formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of
life; and man became a [iving soul.

8 And Jehovah (5od planted a garden eastward, in Eden; and there he put the man whom he had
formed,

9 And out of the ground made Jehovah (5od to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good
for food; the tree of [ife also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.

10 And a river went out of den to water the garden; and from thence it was parted, and became four
heads.

11 Ohe name of the first is Pishon: that is it which compasseth the whole land of Havilah, where there is
gofcf:

12 and the gold of that land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx stone.
13 And the name of the second river is (sihon: the same is it that compasseth the whole [and of Cush.

14 And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is it which goeth in front of Assyria. And the fourth
river is the (Euphrates.

15 And Jehovah (5od took the man, and put him into the garden of Iden to dress it and to keep it.
16 And Jehovah (od commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mavyest freely eat:

17 but o_f the tree of the know[edge o_f good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it; for in the da\z that thou eatest
tﬁereo_f thou shalt sure[y die.

18 And Jehovah (5od said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a help meet for
him,
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19 And out of the ground Jehovah (s5od formed every beast of the field, and every bird of the heavens;
and brought them unto the man to see what he would call them: and whatsoever the man called every
living creature, that was the name thereof.

20 And the man gave names to all cattle, and to the birds oj' the heavens, and to every beast oj' the ﬁe[cf:
but for man there was not found a help meet for him,

21 And Jehovah (5od caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and he slept; and he took one of his ribs,
and closed up the flesh instead thereof:

22 and the rib, which Jehovah (5od had taken from the man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the
man,

23 And the man said, Qhis is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman,
because she was taken out of Man.

24 Oherefore shall a man [eave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be
one flesh,
25 And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed.

1 (Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field which Jehovah (sod had made. And he
said unto the woman, Yea, hath (5od said, Ye shall not eat of any tree of the garden?)

2 And the woman said unto the serpent, Of the fruit of the trees of the garden we may eat:

3 but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, (5od hath said, Ye shall not eat of it,
neither shall ye touch it, [est ye die.

4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

5 for (od doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as
God, knowing good and evil,

6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and
that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took oj' the fruit tﬁereo_f, and did eat; and she
gave also unto her husband with her, and he did eat.

7 And the eyes of them both were opened, and tﬁe\z knew that they were naked; and tﬁey sewed ﬁg-
leaves together, and made themselves aprons.

8 And they heard the voice of Jehovah (5od walking in the garden in the cool of the day: and the man
and his wife hid themselves from the presence of Jehovah (sod amongst the trees of the garden.

9 And Jehovah (5od called unto the man, and said unto him, Where art thouQ

10 And he said, ‘I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid
myself,

11 And he said, Who told thee that thou wast nakedQ Jlast thou eaten of the tree, whereof
commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat?Q)

12 And the man said, he woman whom thou gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I did
eat,

13 And Jehovah (5od said unto the woman, What is this thou hast doneQ And the woman said, Hhe
serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.

14 And Jehovah (5od said unto the serpent, (Because thou hast done this, cursed art thou above all
cattle, and above every beast o_f the ﬁe[cf: upon thy be[[sz shalt thou go. and dust shalt thou eat all the

da\zs oj' tﬁ\z [ij'e:
15 and  will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between tfnz seed and her seed; he shall bruise
tﬁ\z head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

16 nto the woman he said, /I will greatly multiply thy pain and thy conception; in pain thou shalt bring
j'orth children; and tﬁy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.
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And unto Adam he said, (Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of
the tree, of which ‘I commanded thee, saying, Qhou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy
sake; in toil shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy [ife;

thorns also and thistles shall it En'ing _forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb oj' the ﬁe[d:

in the sweat o_f tfnz _face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground: for out of it wast thou
taken: _for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return,

And the man called his wi_fe s name I ve; because she was the mother oj' all [iving.
And Jehovah (sod made for Adam and for his wife coats of skins, and clothed them.

And Jehovah (5od said, (Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil; and now, lest
he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of [ife, and eat, and [ive for ever-

therefore Jehovah (5od sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he
‘was taken.

So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of (€den the Cherubim, and the flame
of a sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of [ife.

And the man knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and said, I have gotten a man
with [the help of] Jehovah,

And again she bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the
ground.

And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an offering unto
Gehovah.

And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And Jehovah had respect
unto Apel and to his offering:

but unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance
fell.

And Jehovah said unto Cain, Why art thou wrothQ and why is thy countenance fallen?Q)

Cl_f thou doest well, shall it not be [ij'ted up? and ij' thou doest not well, sin coucheth at the door; and
unto thee shall be its desire, but do thou rule over it,

And Cain told Apel his brother. And it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up
against Abel his brother, and slew him.

And Jehovah said unto Cain, Where is Apel thy brotherQ And he said, 4 know not: am I my
brother s keeperQ

And he said, What hast thou done the voice of thy brother s blood crieth unto me from the ground.

And now cursed art thou from the ground, which hath opened its mouth to receive thy brother s blood
from thy hand;

when thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth \zie[d unto thee its strength; a fugitive and a
wanderer shalt thou be in the earth,

And Cain said unto Jehovah, Oy punishment is greater than 4 can bear.

(Behold, thou hast driven me out this cfa\z from the face o_f the ground; and from tﬁ\z face shall I be hid;
and I shall be a _fugitive and a wanderer in the earth; and it will come to pass, that whosoever _findeth
me will slay me.

And Jehovah said unto him, Dherefore whosoever slayeth Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him
sevenfold, And Jehovah appointed a sign for Cain, [est any finding him should smite him,

And Cain went out from the presence of {Jehovah, and dwelt in the land of Nod, on the east of Eden.

And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the
name of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.
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And unto Enoch was born Arad: and Urad begat Mehujael: and Mehujael begat Methushael; and
Methushael begat Tamech.

And damech took unto him two wives: the name of the one was Adah, and the name of the other
Billah.

And Adah bare Jabal: he was the father of such as dwell in tents and [have] cattle.
And his brother s name was Jubal: he was the father of all such as handle the harp and pipe.

And Jillah, she also bare Qubal-cain, the forger of every cutting instrument of brass and iron: and
the sister of Pubal-cain was Naamah,

And damech said unto his wives: Adah and Jillah, hear my voice; Ye wives of amech, hearken unto
my speech: For I have slain a man for wounding me, And a young man for bruising me:

If Cain shall be avenged sevenfold, Qruly damech seventy and sevenfold.

And Adam knew his wife again; and she bare a son, and called his name Seth. Seor, [said she], (God
hath appointed me another seed instead oj' Abel; j'or (Cain slew him,

And to Seth, to him also there was born a son; and he called his name Enosh. Phen began men to call
upon the name of Jehovah,

Ohis is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that (5od created man, in the [ikeness of (sod
made he him;

male and female created he them, and blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day when they
‘were created,

And Adam [ived a hundred and thirty years, and begat [a son] in his own [ikeness, after his image; and
called his name Seth:

and the days of Adam after he begat Seth were eight hundred years: and he begat sons and daughters,
And all the days that Adam [ived were nine hundred and thirty years: and he died.

And Seth lived a hundred and five years, and begat Enosh:

and Seth [ived after he begat ECnosh eight hundred and seven years, and begat sons and daughters:
and all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years: and he died.

And Enosh [ived ninety years, and begat Kenan.

and Enosh [ived after he begat (Kenan eight hundred and fifteen years, and begat sons and daughters:
and all the days of Cnosh were nine hundred and five years: and he died.

And Kenan [ived seventy years, and begat Mahalalel:

and (Kenan (ived after he begat OMahalalel eight hundred and forty years, and begat sons and daughters:
and all the days of (Kenan were nine hundred and ten years: and he died.

And Mghalalef lived sixty and five years, and begat Jared:

And Mahalalel (ived after he begat Jared eight hundred and thirty years, and begat sons and
daughters:

and all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred ninety and five years: and he died.
And Jared lived a hundred sixty and two years, and begat Enoch:

and Jared [ived after he begat Cnoch eight hundred years, and begat sons and daughters:
And all the days of Jared were nine hundred sixty and two years: and he died.

And Enoch [ived sixty and five years, and begat Methuselah:

and Enoch walked with (sod after he begat Methuselah three hundred years, and begat sons and
daughters:

and all the days of (Enoch were three hundred sixty and ﬁve years:
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and Enoch walked with (sod: and he was not; for (od took him,
And Methuselah [ived a hundred eighty and seven years, and begat Tamech:

and Methuselah [ived after he begat Jamech seven hundred eighty and two years, and begat sons and
daughters,

And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and nine years: and he died.
And damech [ived a hundred eighty and two years, and begat a son:

and he called his name Noah, saying, Dhis same shall comfort us in our work and in the toil of our
hands, [which cometh] because of the ground which Jehovah hath cursed.

And damech [ived after he begat Noah five hundred ninety and five years, and begat sons and
daughters:

And all the days of damech were seven hundred seventy and seven years: and he died.
And (Noah was five hundred years old: And Noah begat Shem, Gtam, and Japheth.

And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the ground, and daughters were born
unto them,

that the sons of (sod saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all
that they chose.

And Jehovah said, Oy spirit shall not strive with man for ever, for that he also is flesh: yet shall his
days be a hundred and twenty years,

Ohe (Nephilim were in the earth in those days, and also after that, when the sons of (sod came unto
the daugﬁters of men, and they bare children to them; the same were the might\z men that were of old,
the men of renown,

And Jehovah saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of
the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually,

And it repented Jehovah that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart.

And Jehovah said, d will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the ground; both man,
and beast, and creeping tﬁinﬂs, and birds oj' the heavens; for it repenteth me that I have made them.

But Noah found favor in the eyes of Jehovah,

Ohese are the generations of Noah. (Noah was a righteous man, [and] perfect in his generations: Noah
walked with (5od.

And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth,
And the earth was corrupt before (s50d, and the earth was filled with violence.

And (5od saw the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted their way upon the
earth,

And (5od said unto Noah, he end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence
through them; and, behold, I will destroy them with the earth,

Make thee an ark of gopher wood; rooms shalt thou make in the ark, and shalt pitch it within and
without with pitch.

And this is how thou shalt make it: the [ength of the ark three hundred cubits, the breadth of it fifty
cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits.

A light shalt thou make to the ark, and to a cubit shalt thou finish it upward; and the door of the ark
shalt thou set in the side tﬁereo_f; with lower, second, and third stories shalt thou make it.

And 9, behold, I do bring the flood of waters upon this earth, to destroy all flesh, wherein is the
breath oj' [ij'e. _from under heaven; everything that is in the earth shall die.
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But I will establish my covenant with thee; and thou shalt come into the ark, thou, and thy sons, and
thy wife, and thy sons wives with thee.

And of every [iving thing of all flesh, two of every sort shalt thou bring into the ark, to keep them alive
with thee; they shall be male and female,

Of the birds after their kind, and of the cattle after their kind, of every creeping thing of the ground
after its kind, two of every sort shall come unto thee, to keep them alive.

And take thou unto thee of all food that is eaten, and gather it to thee; and it shall be for food for thee,
and for them,

Ohus did Noah; according to all that (s0d commanded him, so did he.

And Jehovah said unto (Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen
righteous before me in this generation.

O_f every clean beast thou shalt take to thee seven and seven, the male and his fema[e; and o_f the beasts
that are not clean two, the male and his fema[e:

oj' the birds also o_f the heavens, seven and seven, male and j'ema[e, to keep seed alive upon the _face oj'
all the earth,

Oror yet seven days, and I will cause it to rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights; and every
living thing that I have made will I destroy from off the face of the ground.

And Noah did according unto all that Jehovah commanded him,
And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of waters was upon the earth,

And Noah went in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons -wives with him, into the ark, because of
the waters of the flood.

Of clean beasts, and of beasts that are not clean, and of birds, and of everything that creepeth upon the
ground,

there went in two and two unto (Noah into the ark, male and female, as (s0d commanded Noah.
And it came to pass after the seven days, that the waters of the flood were upon the earth.

In the six hundredth year of (Noah s [ife, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, on
the same day were all the fountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were
opened.

And the rain was upon the earth forty days and forty nights.

In the selfsame day entered (Noah, and Shem, and Ham, and Japheth, the sons of (Noah, and (Noah s
wi_fe, and the three wives oj' his sons with them, into the ark;

tﬁe\z. and every beast after its kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and every creeping tﬁing that
creepeth upon the earth after its kind, and every bird a_fter its kind, every bird oj' every sort,

And they went in unto (Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh wherein is the breath of [ife.

And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh, as (od commanded him: and Jehovah
shut him in,

And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the waters increased, and bare up the ark, and it
was [ifted up above the earth,

And the waters prevailed, and increased great[y upon the earth; and the ark went upon the _face oj' the
waters,

And the waters prevailed exceeding[\z upon the earth; and all the ﬁigh mountains that were under the
whole heaven were covered,

Oifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and the mountains were covered.
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And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both birds, and cattle, and beasts, and every creeping
thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every man:

all in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit o_f [i_fe, of all that was on the dr\z land, died,

And every [iving thing was destroyed that was upon the face of the ground, both man, and cattle, and
creeping tﬁings, and birds oj' the heavens; and tﬁe\z were cfestroyecf from the earth; and (Noah on[y was
left, and they that were with him in the ark.

And the waters prevailed upon the earth a hundred and fifty days.

And (5od remembered (Noah, and all the beasts, and all the cattle that were with him in the ark: and
(5od made a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters assuagecf:

the fountains also of the deep and the windows of heaven were stopped, and the rain from heaven was
restrained;

and the waters returned from off the earth continually: and after the end of a hundred and fifty days
the waters decreased.

And the ark rested in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the month, upon the mountains of
Ararat,

And the waters decreased continually until the tenth month: in the tenth month, on the first day of the
month, were the tops of the mountains seen.

And it came to pass at the end of forty days, that (Noah opened the window of the ark which he had
made:

and he sent forth a raven, and it went forth to and fro, until the waters were dried up from off the
earth,

And he sent fortﬁ a dove from him, to see i_f the waters were abated from oﬂ' the face of the ground;
but the dove founcf no rest for the sole oj' her foot, and she returned unto him to the ark; for the waters

were on the face oj' the whole earth; and he put fortﬁ his hand, and took her, and [wougﬁt her in unto
him into the ark.

And he sta\zed yet other seven cfa\zs; and again he sent _fortﬁ the dove out o_f the ark;

and the dove came in to him at eventide; and, [0, in her mouth an o[ive-[eaj' plucked oﬂ': so Noah
knew that the waters were abated from oj]' the earth,

And he sta\zed yet other seven cfa\zs, and sent j'orth the dove; and she returned not again unto him any
more,

And it came to pass in the six hundred and first year, in the first month, the first day of the month, the
waters were dried up from off the earth: and (Noah removed the covering of the ark, and [ooked, and,
behold, the face of the ground was dried.

And in the second month, on the seven and twentieth day of the month, was the earth dry.
And (5od spake unto (Noah, saying,
(50 forth from the ark, thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons wives with thee.

(Bring forth with thee every [iving thing that is with thee of all flesh, both birds, and cattle, and every
creeping tﬁing that creepeth upon the earth; that tﬁe\z may breed a[mndant[\z in the earth, and be
fruitfu[, and mu[tip[\z upon the earth,

And Noah went forth, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons -wives with him:

every beast, every creeping thing, and every bird, whatsoever moveth upon the earth, a_fter their
fami[ies, went j'orth out o_f the ark,

And (Noah builded an altar unto Jehovah, and took of every clean beast, and of every clean bird, and
offered burnt-offerings on the altar,
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And Jehovah smelled the sweet savor; and Jehovah said in his heart, I will not again curse the
ground any more for man s sake, for that the imagination o_f man s heart is evil _from his youtﬁ:
neither will q again smite any more ever\ztﬁing [iving, as q have done.

While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and cfay
and night shall not cease.

And (5od blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the
earth,

And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every bird
oj' the heavens; CWith all wherewith the ground teemeth, and all the ﬁshes o_f the sea, into your hand
are they delivered.

Every moving thing that [iveth shall be food for you; As the green herb have CI given you all,
(But flesh with the [ife thereof, [which is] the blood thereof, shall ye not eat.

And surely your blood, [the blood] of your [ives, will I require; At the hand of every beast will I
require it. And at the hand of man, even at the hand of every man s brother, will I require the [ife of
man,

GWhoso sheddeth man s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: Gror in the image of (od made he man,
And you, be ye fruitful, and multiply; (Bring forth abundantly in the earth, and multiply therein.
And (5od spake unto Noah, and to his sons with him, saying,

And 9, behold, I establish my covenant with you, and with your seed after you;

and with every [iving creature that is with you, the birds, the cattle, and every beast oj' the earth with
you. Of all that go out of the ark, even every beast of the earth.

And d will establish my covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of
the flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth.

And (5od said, Ghis is the token of the covenant which I make between me and you and every [living
creature that is with you, for perpetual generations:

A do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token oj' a covenant between me and the earth,
And it shall come to pass, when ¢l bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in the cloud,

and I will remember my covenant, which is between me and you and every [iving creature oj' all ﬂesﬁ;
and the waters shall no more become a ﬂoocf to destrosz all ﬂesﬁ.

And the sons of (Noah, that went forth from the ark, were Shem, and Ham, and Japheth: and Ham is
the father of Canaan.

Ohese three were the sons of (Noah: and of these was the whole earth overspread.

And (Noah began to be a husbandman, and planted a vineyard:

and he drank of the wine, and was drunken. And he was uncovered within his tent.

And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brethren without.

And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and [aid it upon both their shoulders, and went backward,
and covered the nakedness of their father. And their faces were backward, and they saw not their
father s nakedness.

And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his youngest son had done unto him.

Of these were the isles of the nations divided in their [ands, every one after his tongue, after their
families, in their nations,

And the sons of Htam: Cush, and Mizraim, and Put, and Canaan.

And the sons of Cush: Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah, and Raamah, and Sabteca; and the sons of
Raamah: Sheba, and edan,

And Cush begat Nimrod: he began to be a mighty one in the earth,

He was a mighty hunter before (Jehovah: wherefore it is said, ke (Nimrod a mighty hunter before
Jehovah.

And the beginning of his kingdom was (Babel, and Erech, and Accad, and Calneh, in the land of
Shinar,

Out of that [and he went forth into Assyria, and builded Nineveh, and Rehoboth-ir, and Calah,
and Resen between Nineveh and (Calah (the same is the great city).

And Mizraim begat Judim, and Anamim, and ehabim, and (Naphtuhim,

and Pathrusim, and Casluhim (whence went forth the (Philistines), and Caphtorim.

Ohese are the sons of Ham, after their families, after their tongues, in their lands, in their nations.

And unto Shem, the father of all the children of Eber, the elder brother of Japheth, to him also were

and Eber [ived after he begat Peleg four hundred and thirty years, and begat sons and daughters,
And Peleg lived thirty years, and begat Reu:

and Peleg lived after he begat Reu two hundred and nine years, and begat sons and daughters,
And Reu [ived two and thirty years, and begat Serug:

and Reu [ived after he begat Serug two hundred and seven years, and begat sons and daughters,
And Serug lived thirty years, and begat (Nahor:

and Serug [ived after he begat Nahor two hundred years, and begat sons and daughters,

(Nahor s wife, Milcah, the daughter of Haran, the father of Milcah, and the father of CIscah.

And Sarai was barren; She had no child,
And Qerah took Abram his son, and ot the son of Faran, his son s son, and Sarai his daughter-in-

law, his son Apram s wi_fe; and the\z went fortﬁ with them from r oj' the Chaldees, to go into the
land o_f Canaan; and the\z came unto Haran, and dwelt there.

And the days of Qerah were two hundred and five years: and QJerah died in Haran.

Now Yehovah said unto Abram, (et thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy
father s house, unto the [and that I will show thee:

And Jehovah plagued Pharaoh and his house with great plagues because of Sarai, Abram s wife.

And Pharaoch called Apram, and said, What is this that thou hast done unto meQQ why didst thou not
tell me that she was thy wifeQ

Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and ot dwelt in the cities of the (Plain, and moved his tent as far
as Sodom,

Now the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners against Jehovah exceedingly.

And Jehovah said unto Apram, after that ot was separated from him, [ift up now thine eyes, and
look from the place where thou art, northward and southward and eastward and westward:

j'or all the land which thou seest, to thee will <] give it, and to thy seed j'or ever,

And d will make thy seed as the dust of the earth: So that if a man can number the dust of the earth,
then may thy seed also be numbered.

Arise, walk througﬁ the [and in the [engtﬁ oj' it and in the breadth of it; for unto thee will ¢] give it

And Abram moved his tent, and came and dwelt by the oaks of Mamre, which are in Hebron, and
built there an altar unto CJehovah.

And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, Arioch king of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer
king of ®lam, and Gidal king of (5oiim,

that they made war with (Bera king of Sodom, and with (Birsha king of (zomorrah, Shinab king of
Admah, and Shemeber king of Jeboiim, and the king of (Bela (the same is Joar).

All these joined together in the vale of Siddim (the same is the Salt Sea).
Owelve years they served Chedorlaomer, and in the thirteenth year they rebelled.

And in the fourteenth year came Chedorfaomer, and the kings that were with him, and smote the

10 Now the vale of Siddim was full of slime pits; and the kings of Sodom and (;omorrah fled, and they
fell there, and they that remained fled to the mountain,

11 And they took all the goods of Sodom and (somorrah, and all their victuals, and went their way.
12 And they took ot, Abram s brother s son, who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.

13 And there came one that had escaped, and told ,Abram the Hebrew: now he dwelt by the oaks of
Mamre, the Amorite, brother of Tshcol, and brother of Aner; and these were confederate with
Abram,

14 And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he led forth his trained men, born in his
house, three hundred and eighteen, and pursued as far as PDan.

15 And he divided himself against them by night, he and his servants, and smote them, and pursued them
unto Hobah, which is on the left hand of P)amascus.

16 And he brought back all the goods, and also brought back his brother dot, and his goods, and the

women also, and the peop[e.

17 And the king of Sodom went out to meet him, after his return from the slaughter of Chedorlaomer
and the kings that were with him, at the vale of Shaveh (the same is the (King s (Dale).

18 And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was priest of (sod Most High.
19 And he blessed him, and said, (Blessed be Abram of (sod Most High, possessor of heaven and earth:

20 and blessed be (sod Most High, who hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave him a
tenth of all,

21 And the king of Sodom said unto Apram, (5ive me the persons, and take the goods to thyself.

22 And Abram said to the king of Sodom, I have [ifted up my hand unto Jehovah, (God Most High,
possessor of heaven and earth,

23 that I will not take a thread nor a shoe-[atchet nor aught that is thine, lest thou shouldest say, I have
made Abpram rich:

24 save only that which the young men have eaten, and the portion of the men that went with me, Aner,
Eshcol, and Mamre. Yet them take their portion.

1 After these things the word of Jehovah came unto Apram in a vision, saying, S-ear not, Abram: 4 am
thy shield, [and] thy exceeding great reward,

2 And Abram said, O Uord Jehovah, what wilt thou give me, seeing q go childless, and he that shall be
possessor of my house is Eliezer of PDamascusQ

3 And Abram said, (Behold, to me thou hast given no seed: and, (o, one born in my house is mine heir.

4 And, behold, the word of Jehovah came unto him, saying, Jhis man shall not be thine heir; (But he
that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be thine heir.

5 And he brought him forth abroad, and said, ook now toward heaven, and number the stars, if thou be
able to number them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be.

6 And he believed in {Jehovah; and he reckoned it to him for rigﬁteousness.

7 And he said unto him, I am JJehovah that brought thee out of (r of the Chaldees, to give thee this
(and to inherit it,
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And he said, O 9ord Jehovah, whereby shall I know that CI shall inherit itQ)

And he said unto him, Jake me a heifer three years old, and a she-goat three years old, and a ram
three years old, and a turtle-dove, and a young pigeon.

And he took him all these, and divided them in the midst, and [aid each half over against the other: but
the birds divided he not.

And the birds of prey came down upon the carcasses, and Apram drove them away.

And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and, [o, a horror of great darkness
fell upon him,

And he said unto Apram, (Know of a surety that thy seed shall be sojourners in a land that is not
theirs, and shall serve them; and the\z shall a_f_f[ict them four hundred years;

And d will bless her, and moreover I will give thee a son of her: yea, d will bless her, and she shall
be [a mother of] nations; kings of peoples shall be of her.

Ohen Apraham fell upon his face, and [aughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him
that is a hundred years oldQ and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bearQ

And Abraham said unto (sod, Oh that CIshmael might [ive before thee!

And (5od said, Nay, but Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son; and thou shalt call his name Usaac: and
I will establish my covenant with him for an everlasting covenant for his seed after him.

And as for CIshmael, I have heard thee: behold, I have blessed him, and will make him fruitful, and
will multiply him exceedingly; twelve princes shall he beget, and I will make him a great nation,

they may keep the way of {Jehovah, to do righteousness and justice; to the end that Jehovah may bring
upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.

And Jehovah said, (Because the cry of Sodom and (omorrah is great, and because their sin is very
grievous;

I will go down now, and see whether they have done altogether according to the cry of it, which is
come unto me; and if not, I will know.

And the men turned from thence, and went toward Sodom: but Abraham stood yet before (Jehovah.
And Abraham drew near, and said, Wilt thou consume the righteous with the wickedQ

Peradventure there are fifty righteous within the city: wilt thou consume and not spare the place for
the fifty righteous that are thereinQ

Ohat be far from thee to do after this manner, to slay the righteous with the wicked, that so the
righteous should be as the wicked; that be far from thee: shall not the Judge of all the earth do rightQ
And Jehovah said, df I find in Sodom fifty righteous within the city, then I will spare all the place
for their sake,

And Abraham answered and said, (Behold now, ‘I have taken upon me to speak unto the dord, who
am but dust and ashes:

peradventure there shall [ack five of the fifty righteous: wilt thou destroy all the city for [ack of fiveQ
And he said, Xl will not destroy it, if I find there forty and five.

And he spake unto him yet again, and said, Peradventure there shall be forty found there. And he
said, I will not do it for the forty s sake.

And he said, Oh let not the Jord be angry, and  will speak: peradventure there shall thirty be found
there. And he said, I will not do it, if I find thirty there.

And he said, (Behold now, ‘I have taken upon me to speak unto the Uord: peradventure there shall be
twenty found there. And he said, d will not destroy it for the twenty s sake.

And he said, Oh [et not the Yord be angry, and I will speak yet but this once: peradventure ten shall
be found there. And he said, /I will not destroy it for the ten s sake.

And Jehovah went his way, as soon as he had [eft off communing with Abraham: and Abraham
returned unto his place.

And the two angels came to Sodom at even; and Yot sat in the gate of Sodom: and Yot saw them, and
rose up to meet them; and he bowed himself with his face to the earth;

and he said, (Behold now, my lords, turn aside, I pray you, into your servant s house, and tarry all
night, and wash your feet, and ye shall rise up early, and go on your way. And they said, (Nay; but we
will abide in the street all night.

And he urged them great[y: and thesz turned in unto him, and entered into his house; and he made them
a feast, and did bake unleavened bread, and they did eat.

(But before they lay down, the men of the city, [even] the men of Sodom, compassed the house round,
both young and old, all the people from every quarter;

and tﬁe\z called unto Yot, and said unto him, Where are the men that came in to thee this night? (wing
them out unto us, that we may know them.,

And Yot went out unto them to the door, and shut the door after him,
And he said, I pray you, my brethren, do not so wickedly.

(Behold now, I have two daughters that have not known man; let me, I pray you, bring them out unto
you, and do ye to them as is good in your eyes: on[y unto these men do nothing, forasmuch as tﬁe\z are
come under the shadow o_f my rooj'.
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9 And they said, Stand back. And they said, Dhis one fellow came in to sojourn, and he will needs be a
judge: now will we deal worse with thee, than with them. And they pressed sore upon the man, even
Yot, and drew near to break the door.

10 (But the men put forth their hand, and brought ot into the house to them, and shut to the door.

11 And they smote the men that were at the door of the house with blindness, both small and great, so that
they wearied themselves to find the door.

12 And the men said unto Yot, Hast thou here any besidesQ son-in-law, and thy sons, and thy
daughters, and whomsoever thou hast in the city, bring them out of the place:

13 for we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxed great before Jehovah: and Jehovah
hath sent us to destroy it.

14 And 9ot went out, and spake unto his sons-in-law, who married his daughters, and said, (lp, get you

out of this place; for Jehovah will destroy the city. (But he seemed unto his sons-in-law as one that
mocked.

15 And when the morning arose, then the angels hastened ot, saying, Arise, take thy wife, and thy two
daughters that are here, [est thou be consumed in the iniquity of the city.

16 But he lingered; and the men [aid hold upon his hand, and upon the hand of his wife, and upon the
hand o_f his two daughters, Yehovah Being mercifu[ unto him; and they Brougﬁt him _forth, and set him
without the cit\z.

17 And it came to pass, when tﬁesz had En'ougﬁt them _fortﬁ abroad, that he said, Cscape _for th\z [i_fe; (ook
not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the Plain; escape to the mountain, [est thou be consumed.

18 And 9ot said unto them, Oh, not so, my lord:
19 behold now, thy servant hath _found j'avor in thy sigﬁt. and thou hast magni_fied thy [ovingkindness,

which thou hast showed unto me in saving my [i_fe; and  cannot escape to the mountain, [est evil
overtake me, and °I die:

20 behold now, this city is near to flee unto, and it is a [ittle one. Oh [et me escape thither (is it not a [ittle
one?), and my soul shall [ive,

21 And he said unto him, See, I have accepted thee concerning this thing also, that I will not overthrow
the city of which thou hast spoken.

22 Haste thee, escape thither; for I cannot do anything till thou be come thither. Jherefore the name of
the city was called Joar.

23 Ohe sun ‘was risen upon the earth when ot came unto Joar.

24 Ohen Jehovah rained upon Sodom and upon (somorrah brimstone and fire from Jehovah out of
heaven;

25 and he overthrew those cities, and all the (Plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that which
grew upon the ground.

26 (But his wife [ooked back from behind him, and she became a pillar of salt.
27 And Abraham gat up early in the morning to the place where he had stood before Jehovah:

28 and he [ooked toward Sodom and (somorrah, and toward all the land of the Plain, and beheld, and,
lo, the smoke of the [and went up as the smoke of a furnace.

29 And it came to pass, when (5od destroyed the cities of the (Plain, that (od remembered Abraham, and
sent Yot out of the midst of the overthrow, when he overthrew the cities in which ot dwelt.

30 And ot went up out o_f Qoar, and dwelt in the mountain, and his two cfaughters with him; _for he
_feared to dwell in Joar: and he dwelt in a cave, he and his two daughters.

31 And the first-born said unto the younger, Qur father is old, and there is not a man in the earth to
come in unto us after the manner of all the earth:
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come, [et us make our _father drink wine, and we will (ie with him, that we may preserve seed o_f our
_father.

And they made their father drink wine that night: and the first-born went in, and [ay with her father;
and he knew not ‘when she [ay down, nor when she arose.

And it came to pass on the morrow, that the first-born said unto the younger, (Behold, I [ay
\zesternigﬁt with my _fatﬁer: (et us make him drink wine this night also; and go thou in, and [ie with him,
that we may preserve seed of our father.

And they made their father drink wine that night also: and the younger arose, and [ay with him; and
he knew not when she [ay down, nor when she arose.

Ohus were both the daughters of Iot with child by their father.

And the first-born bare a son, and called his name (Moab: the same is the father of the (Moabites unto
this day.

And the younger, she also bare a son, and called his name (Ben-ammi: the same is the father of the
children of Ammon unto this day.

And Abraham journeyed from thence toward the land of the South, and dwelt between (Kadesh and
Shur. And he sojourned in (serar.

And Abraham said of Sarah his wife, She is my sister. And Abimelech king of (serar sent, and took
Sarah,

But (5od came to Abimelech in a dream of the night, and said to him, (Behold, thou art but a dead
man, because of the woman whom thou hast taken. Sror she is a man s wife.

Now Abimelech had not come near her. And he said, Jord, wilt thou slay even a righteous nationQ
Said he not himself unto me, She is my sisterQ And she, even she herself said, He is my brother. CIn
the integrity of my heart and the innocency of my hands have  done this.

And (5od said unto him in the dream, Yea, I know that in the integrity of thy heart thou has done this,
and I also withheld thee from sinning against me. Qherefore suffered I thee not to touch her.

(Now therefore restore the man s wife. 3-or he is a prophet, and he shall pray for thee, and thou shalt
live. And if thou restore her not, know thou that thou shalt surely die, thou, and all that are thine.
And Abimelech rose early in the morning, and called all his servants, and told all these things in their
ear. And the men were sore afraid.

Ohen Apimelech called Apraham, and said unto him, What hast thou done unto usQ And wherein
have I sinned against thee, that thou hast brought on me and on my kingdom a great sinQ Phou hast
done deeds unto me that ought not to be done.

And Abimelech said unto Abraham, What sawest thou, that thou hast done this thingQ

And Abraham said, (Because I thought, Surely the fear of (so0d is not in this place. And they will
slay me for my wife s sake.

And moreover she is indeed my sister, the daughter of my father, but not the daughter of my mother;
and she became my wife:

and it came to pass, when (50d caused me to wander from my father s house, that I said unto her,
Ohis is thy kindness which thou shalt show unto me. At every place whither we shall come, say of me,
He is my brother.

And Abimelech took sheep and oxen, and men-servants and women-servants, and gave them unto
Abraham, and restored him Sarah his wife.

And Abimelech said, (Behold, my land is before thee. )well where it pleaseth thee.

And unto Sarah he said, (Behold, I have given thy brother a thousand pieces of silver. (Behold, it is
for thee a covering of the eyes to all that are with thee. And in respect of all thou art righted.
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And Abraham prayed unto (sod. And (50d healed Abimelech, and his wife, and his maid-servants.
And they bare children,

or Jehovah had fast closed up all the wombs of the house of Abimelech, because of Sarah,
Abraham s wife,

And Jehovah visited Sarah as he had said, and Jehovah did unto Sarah as he had spoken.

And Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age, at the set time of which (5od had
spoken to him,

And Abraham called the name of his son that was born unto him, whom Sarah bare to him, Isaac.
And Abraham circumcised his son Usaac when he was eight days old, as (sod had commanded him.
And Abraham was a hundred years old, when his son {saac was born unto him.

And Sarah said, (5od hath made me to laugh. Every one that heareth will [augh with me.

And she said, Who would have said unto Abraham, that Sarah should give children suckQ Sor I
have borne him a son in his old age.

And the child grew, and was weaned. And Abraham made a great feast on the day that Isaac was
weaned,

And Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, whom she had borne unto Abraham, mocking.
QWWherefore she said unto Apraham, Cast out this handmaid and her son. Gror the son of this handmaid
shall not be heir with my son, even with CIsaac.

And the thing was very grievous in Abraham s sight on account of his son.

And (5od said unto Abraham, et it not be grievous in thy sight because of the lad, and because of thy
handmaid. 9n all that Sarah saith unto thee, hearken unto her voice. 3or in Usaac shall thy seed be
called.

And also of the son of the handmaid will !l make a nation, because he is thy seed.

And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and took bread and a bottle of water, and gave it unto

(Hagar, putting it on her shoulder, and [gave her] the child, and sent her away. And she departed, and
wandered in the wilderness of (Beer-sheba.

And the water in the bottle was spent, and she cast the child under one of the shrubs.
And she went, and sat her down over against him a good way off, as it were a bowshot. S-or she

said, Jet me not [ook upon the death of the child. And she sat over against him, and [ifted up her voice,
and wept.

And (5od heard the voice of the [ad. And the angel of (5od called to Ftagar out of heaven, and said
unto her, What aileth thee, FtagarQ S-ear not. Jror (sod hath heard the voice of the [ad where he is.
Avise, [ift up the [ad, and hold him in thy hand. SGor (I will make him a great nation.

And (5od opened her eyes, and she saw a well of water. And she went, and filled the bottle with
water, and gave the [ad drink,

And (5od was with the [ad, and he grew. And he dwelt in the wilderness, and became, as he grew up,
an archer,

And he dwelt in the wilderness of Paran. And his mother took him a wife out of the land of Egypt.
And it came to pass at that time, that ,Abimelech and (Phicol the captain of his host spake unto
Abraham, saying, (5od is with thee in all that thou doest.

(Now therefore swear unto me here by (5od that thou wilt not deal falsely with me, nor with my son,
nor with my son s son, (But according to the kindness that I have done unto thee, thou shalt do unto
me, and to the land wherein thou hast sojourned.

And Abraham said, I will swear,
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And Abraham reproved Abimelech because of the well of water, which Apimelech s servants had
violently taken away.

And Abimelech said, I know not who hath done this thing. (Neither didst thou tell me, neither yet
heard I of it, but to-day.

And Abraham took sheep and oxen, and gave them unto Abimelech. And they two made a covenant,
And Abraham set seven ewe [ambs of the flock by themselves.

And Abimelech said unto Abraham, What mean these seven ewe lambs which thou hast set by
themselves?Q)

And he said, Dhese seven ewe [ambs shalt thou take of my hand, that it may be a witness unto me, that
9 have digged this well.

QWherefore he called that place (Beer-sheba. (Because there they sware both of them.

So they made a covenant at (Beer-sheba. And Abimelech rose up, and Phicol the captain of his host,
and they returned into the land of the (Philistines.

And [Apraham] planted a tamarisk tree in (Beer-sheba, and called there on the name of Jehovah, the
Everlasting (od.

And Abraham sojourned in the [and of the Philistines many days.

And it came to pass after these things, that (5od did prove Apraham, and said unto him, Abraham.
And he said, Here am L.

And he said, Pake now thy son, thine only son, whom thou [ovest, even Usaac, and get thee into the
land of Moriah. And offer him there for a burnt-offering upon one of the mountains which  will tefl
thee of.

And Abraham rose early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him,
and CIsaac his son. And he clave the wood for the burnt-offering, and rose up, and went unto the place
of which (od had told him,

On the third day Abraham [ifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off.

And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass, and I and the lad will go yonder;
and we will worship, and come again to you.

And Abraham took the wood of the burnt-offering, and laid it upon ‘Isaac his son. And he took in his
hand the fire and the knife. And they went both of them together.

And CIsaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, Iy father. And he said, Here am I, my son,
And he said, (Behold, the fire and the wood. (But where is the [amb for a burnt-offeringQ)

And Abraham said, (sod will provide himself the lamb for a burnt-offering, my son. So they went
both of them together.

And they came to the place which (5od had told him of. And Abraham built the altar there, and laid
the wood in order, and bound Usaac his son, and [aid him on the altar, upon the wood.

And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son.

And the angel of Jehovah called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham. And he said,
Here I am,

And he said, gy not thy hand upon the lad, neither do thou anything unto him. 3or now d know that
thou fearest (50d, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, thine only son, from me.

And Abraham [ifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold, behind [him] a ram caught in the thicket by his
horns. And Apraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt-offering in the stead of
his son,

And Abraham called the name of that place {Jehovah-jireh. As it is said to this day, ‘In the mount of
Yehovah it shall be provided.
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And the angel of Jehovah called unto ,Abraham a second time out of heaven,

and said, By myself have I sworn, saith Jehovah, because thou hast done this thing, and hast not
withheld thy son, thine only son,

that in ﬁ[essing I will bless thee, and in mu[tip[\zing I will mu[tip[y thy seed as the stars of the heavens,
and as the sand which is upon the seashore. And thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies.

And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed. (Because thou hast obeyed my voice.

So Abraham returned unto his young men, and they rose up and went together to (Beer-sheba. And
Abraham dwelt at (Beer-sheba.

And it came to pass after these things, that it was told ,Abraham, saying, (Behold, Milcah, she also
hath borne children unto they brother (Nahor.

Uz his first-born, and (Buz his brother, and (Kemuel the father of Aram.

And Chesed, and Hazo, and Pildash, and Jidlaph, and Bethuel.

And Bethuel begat Rebekah. Shese eight did Milcah bear to Nahor, Apraham s brother.

And his concubine, whose name was (Reumah, she also bare Gyebah, and (saham, and Qahash, and

Maacah,

And the [ife of Sarah was a hundred and seven and twenty years, Qhese were the years of the [ife of
Sarah,

And Sarah died in (Kiriath-arba (the same is Hebron), in the land of Canaan. And Abraham came to
mourn for Sarah, and to weep for her.
And Abraham rose up from before his dead, and spake unto the children of (eth, saying,
I am a stranger and a sojourner with you. (sive me a possession of a burying-place with you, that I
may bury my dead out of my sight.
And the children of Teth answered Abraham, saying unto him,
Hear us, my lord, Dhou art a prince of (sod among us. In the choice of our sepulchres bury thy dead.
(None of us shall withhold from thee his sepulchre, but that thou mayest bury thy dead.
And Abraham rose up, and bowed himself to the people of the [and, even to the children of (eth.
And he communed with them, saying, If it be your mind that I should bury my dead out of my sight,
hear me, and entreat for me to Ephron the son of ohar,
that he may give me the cave of {Machpelah, which he hath, which is in the end of his field. Gor the
full price (et him give it to me in the midst of you for a possession of a burying-place.
Now Ephron was sitting in the midst of the children of Heth. And Ephron the Hittite answered
Abraham in the audience of the children of Tleth, even of all that went in at the gate of his city, saying,
(Nay, my lord, hear me. Dhe field give I thee, and the cave that is therein,  give it thee. {In the
presence of the children of my people give 9 it thee. (Bury thy dead.
And Abraham bowed himself down before the people of the land.
And he spake unto Ephron in the audience of the people of the land, saying, (But if thou wilt, I pray
thee, hear me. I will give the price of the field. ake it of me, and I will bury my dead there.
And Ephron answered Abraham, saying unto him,

lord, hearken unto me. A piece of [and worth four hundred shekels of silver, what is that betwixt
me and theeQ Bury therefore thy dead.

And Abraham hearkened unto Ephron. And Abraham weighed to phron the silver which he had
named in the audience of the children of Heth, four hundred shekels of silver, current [money] with
the merchant.
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So the field of Ephron, which was in Machpelah, which was before MMamre, the field, and the cave
which was therein, and all the trees that were in the ﬁe[d, that were in all the border thereo_f round
about, were made sure

unto Abraham for a possession in the presence of the children of (eth, before all that went in at the
gate of his city.

And after this, Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the cave of the field of Machpelah before Mamre
(the same is Hebron), in the [and of Canaan.

And the field, and the cave that is therein, were made sure unto ,Abraham for a possession of a
burying-place by the children of Heth.

And Abraham was old, [and] well stricken in age. And Jehovah had blessed Abraham in all things,
And Abraham said unto his servant, the elder of his house, that ruled over all that he had, Put, I
pray thee, thy hand under my thigh.

And d will make thee swear by Jehovah, the (5od of heaven and the (5od of the earth, that thou wilt
not take a wife for my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, among whom 4 dwell.

(But thou shalt go unto my country, and to my kindred, and take a wife for my son Usaac.

And the servant said unto him, Peradventure the woman will not be willing to follow me unto this
land. Must I needs bring thy son again unto the land from whence thou camestQ

And Abraham said unto him, (Beware thou that thou bring not my son thither again.

Yehovah, the (5od of heaven, who took me from my father s house, and from the land of my nativity,

and who spake unto me, and who sware unto me, saying, (nto thy seed will I give this land. e will
send his angel before thee, and thou shalt take a wife for my son from thence.

And if the woman be not willing to follow thee, then thou shalt be clear from this my oath. Only thou
shalt not bring my son thither again.

And the servant put his hand under the thigh of ,Abraham his master, and sware to him concerning this
matter,

And the servant took ten camels, of the camels of his master, and departed, having all goodly things of
his master s in his hand. And he arose, and went to Mesopotamia, unto the city of (Nahor.

And he made the camels to kneel down without the city by the well of water at the time of evening, the
time that women go out to draw water.

And he said, O Jehovah, the (5od of my master Abraham, send me, I pray thee, good speed this day,
and show kindness unto my master Abraham.

(Behold, I am standing by the fountain of water. And the daughters of the men of the city are coming
out to draw water,

And let it come to pass, that the damsel to whom I shall say, det down thy pitcher, CI pray thee, that I
may drink. And she shall say, Prink, and I will give thy camels drink also. Jet the same be she that
thou hast appointed for thy servant CIsaac. And thereby shall I know that thou hast showed kindness
unto my master.

And it came to pass, before he had done speaking, that, behold, qRRebekah came out, who was born to
(Bethuel the son of Milcah, the wife of (Nahor, Abraham s brother, with her pitcher upon her
shoulder.,

And the damsel was very fair to [ook upon, a virgin, neither had any man known her. And she went
down to the fountain, and filled her pitcher, and came up.

And the servant ran to meet her, and said, (5ive me to drink, I pray thee, a [ittle water from thy
pitcher.
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And she said, Prink, my lord. And she hasted, and [et down her pitcher upon her hand, and gave him
drink,

And when she had done giving him drink, she said, I will draw for thy camels also, until they have
done drinking.

And she hasted, and emptied her pitcher into the trough, and ran again unto the well to draw, and
drew for all his camels,

And the man [ooked stedfastly on her, holding his peace, to know whether {Jehovah had made his
journey prosperous or not.

And it came to pass, as the camels had done drinking, that the man took a golden ring of half a shekel
weight, and two bracelets for her hands of ten shekels weight of gold,

and said, Whose daughter art thouQ Qell me, I pray thee. s there room in thy father s house for us
to lodge inQ

And she said unto him, I am the daughter of (Bethuel the son of Milcah, whom she bare unto (Nahor.
She said moreover unto him, ‘We have both straw and provender enough, and room to lodge in.
And the man bowed his head, and worshipped Jehovah.

And he said, (Blessed be Jehovah, the (sod of my master Apraham, who hath not forsaken his
lovingkindness and his truth toward my master. As for me, Jehovah hath (ed me in the way to the
house of my master s brethren.

And the damsel ran, and told her mother s house according to these words.

And (Rebekah had a brother, and his name was {gban: and Jaban ran out unto the man, unto the
fountain,

And it came to pass, when he saw the ring, and the bracelets upon his sister s hands, and when he
heard the words of (Rebekah his sister, saying, Dhus spake the man unto me. Qhat he came unto the
man. And, behold, he was standing by the camels at the fountain,

And he said, Come in, thou blessed of (Jehovah. Wherefore standest thou withoutQ For I have
prepared the house, and room for the camels,

And the man came into the house, and he ungirded the camels. And he gave straw and provender for
the camels, and water to wash his feet and the feet of the men that were with him.

And there was set food before him to eat. (But he said, XI will not eat, until I have told mine errand.
And he said, Speak on.

And he said, Xl am Apraham s servant,

And Jehovah hath blessed my master greatly. And he is become great. And he hath given him flocks
and herds, and silver and go[d, and men-servants and maid-servants, and camels and asses.

And Sarah my master s wife bare a son to my master when she was old. And unto him hath he given
all that he hath,

And my master made me swear, saying, Qhou shalt not take a wife for my son of the daughters of the
Canaanites, in whose land CI dwell.

(But thou shalt go unto my father s house, and to my kindred, and take a wife for my son.
And 9 said unto my master, Peradventure the woman will not follow me.

And he said unto me, Jehovah, before whom I walk, will send his angel with thee, and prosper thy
way. And thou shalt take a wife for my son of my kindred, and of my father s house.

Ohen shalt thou be clear from my oath, when thou comest to my kindred. And if they give her not to
thee, thou shalt be clear from my oath,

And q came this day unto the fountain, and said, O Jehovah, the (od of my master Abraham, if now
thou do prosper my way which CI go.
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Behold, I am standing by the fountain of water. And [et it come to pass, that the maiden that cometh
forth to draw, to whom I shall say, (5ive me, I pray thee, a [ittle water from thy pitcher to drink.

And she shall say to me, (Both drink thou, and d will also draw for thy camels. et the same be the
woman whom {Jehovah hath appointed for my master s son.

And before I had done speaking in my heart, behold, (Rebekah came forth with her pitcher on her
shoulder. And she went down unto the fountain, and drew. And I said unto her, Uet me drink, I pray
thee.

And she made haste, and [et down her pitcher from her shoulder, and said, Prink, and I will give thy
camels drink also. So I drank, and she made the camels drink also.

And q asked her, and said, Whose daughter art thouQ) And she said, Qhe daughter of (Bethuel,
(Nahor s son, whom (Milcah bare unto him. And I put the ring upon her nose, and the bracelets upon
her hands,

And 9 bowed my head, and worshipped Jehovah, and blessed Jehovah, the (s0d of my master
Abraham, who had [ed me in the right way to take my master s brother s daughter for his son.

And now if ye will deal kindly and truly with my master, tell me. And if not, tell me. Jhat 4 may turn
to the right hand, or to the [eft.

Oherefore was his name called Edom.,

31 And Jacob said, Sell me first thy birthright.

32 And Esau said, Behold, I am about to die. And what profit shall the birthright do to meQ

33 And Jacob said, Swear to me first. And he sware unto him. And he sold his birthright unto Jacob.

34 And Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of [entils. And he did eat and drink, and rose up, and went
his way. So Esau despised his birthright.

1 And there was a famine in the [and, besides the first famine that was in the days of Apraham. And
Usaac went unto ,Apimelech king of the Philistines, unto (serar.

2 And Jehovah appeared unto him, and said, (50 not down into Egypt. Pwell in the land which I shall
tell thee of.

3 Sojourn in this land, and I will be with thee, and will bless thee. Sror unto thee, and unto thy seed,
will give all these [ands, and I will establish the oath which I sware unto Abraham thy father.

4 And q will multiply thy seed as the stars of heaven, and will give unto thy seed all these [ands. And in
thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed.

5 (Because that Abraham obeyed my voice, and kept my charge, my commandments, my statutes, and my
laws,

6 And Tsaac dwelt in (serar.

7 And the men of the place asked him of his wife. And he said, She is my sister. Gror he feared to say,
My wife. Yest, [said he], the men of the place should kill me for (Rebekah. (Because she was fair to

look upon.

8 And it came to pass, when he had been there a [ong time, that Abimelech king of the (Philistines [ooked
out at a window, and saw, and, behold, ‘Isaac was sporting with (Rebekah his wife.

9 And Abimelech called Isaac, and said, (Behold, of a surety she is thy wife. And how saidst thou, She
is my sisterQ ,And Isaac said unto him, Because I said, Test I die because of her.

10 And Abimelech said, What is this thou hast done unto usQ One of the people might easily have [ain
with thy wife, and thou wouldest have brought guiltiness upon us.

11 And Abimelech charged all the people, saying, e that toucheth this man or his wife shall surely be

put to death.
12 And dsaac sowed in that [and, and found in the same year a hundredfold. And Jehovah blessed him,
13 And the man waxed great, and grew more and more until he became very great.
14 And he had possessions of flocks, and possessions of herds, and a great household. And the Philistines
envied him,

15 Now all the wells which his father s servants had digged in the days of Abraham his father, the
Philistines had stopped, and filled with earth.

16 And Abimelech said unto ‘saac, (50 from us. Gror thou art much mightier than we.
17 And Isaac departed thence, and encamped in the valley of (serar, and dwelt there.
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18 And Isaac digged again the wells of water, which they had digged in the days of ,Abraham his father.
Oor the Philistines had stopped them after the death of Abraham. And he called their names after the
names by which his father had called them,

19 And Usaac s servants digged in the valley, and found there a well of springing water.

20 And the herdsmen of (serar strove with Usaac s herdsmen, saying, Qhe water is ours. And he called
the name of the well (Esek, because they contended with him.

21 And they digged another well, and they strove for that also. And he called the name of it Sitnah.

22 And he removed from thence, and digged another well. And for that they strove not. And he called the
name of it (qRehoboth. And he said, For now Jehovah hath made room for us, and we shall be fruitful
in the land.,

23 And he went up from thence to (Beer-sheba.

24 And Jehovah appeared unto him the same night, and said, I am the (5od of Abraham thy father.

Orear not, for 4 am with thee, and will bless thee, and multiply thy seed for my servant Abraham s
sake.

25 And he builded an altar there, and called upon the name of Jehovah, and pitched his tent there. And
there CIsaac s servants digged a well.

26 Ohen Apimelech went to him from (serar, and Ahuzzath his friend, and Phicol the captain of his host.
27 And Jsaac said unto them, Wherefore are ye come unto me, seeing ye hate me, and have sent me
away from youQ

28 And they said, We saw plainly that Jehovah was with thee. And we said, Jet there now be an oath
betwixt us, even betwixt us and thee, and [et us make a covenant with thee,

29 that thou wilt do us no hurt, as we have not touched thee, and as we have done unto thee nothing but
good, and have sent thee away in peace. Qhou art now the blessed of Jehovah.

30 And he made them a feast, and they did eat and drink.

1 And it came to pass, that when Clsaac was old, and his eyes were dim, so that he could not see, he
called Esau his elder son, and said unto him, Oy son. And he said unto him, Here am L

2 And he said, (Behold now, I am old, I know not the day of my death.

3 (Now therefore take, I pray thee, thy weapons, thy quiver and thy bow, and go out to the field, and
take me venison,

4 And make me savory food, such as I [ove, and bring it to me, that ‘I may eat. Phat my soul may bless
thee before I die.

5 And Rebekah heard when CIsaac spake to Esau his son. And Esau went to the field to hunt for
venison, and to bring it.

6 And (Rebekah spake unto Jacob her son, saying, (Behold, I heard thy father speak unto Esau thy
brother, saying,

And they seemed unto him but a few days, for the [ove he
had to her.

21 And Jacob said unto Ugban, (5ive me my wife, for my days are fulfilled, that I may go in unto her.,
22 And Yapan gathered together all the men of the place, and made a feast.

23 And it came to pass in the evening, that he took Jeah his daughter, and brought her to him. And he
went in unto her.

24 And Ygban gave g)i[pah his handmaid unto his daugﬁter Jeah for a handmaid,

25 And it came to pass in the morning that, behold, it was Jeah. And he said to Japan, What is this thou

26 And Japan said, It is not so done in our place, to give the younger before the first-born.

27 Slfil the week of this one, and we will give thee the other also for the service which thou shalt serve
with me yet seven other years.

And Jegh conceived again, and bare a sixth son to Jacob.

And Yegh said, (sod hath endowed me with a good dowry; now will my husband dwell with me,
because I have borne him six sons: and she called his name Febulun,

And afterwards she bare a daughter, and called her name (inah.

And (5od remembered Rachel, and (5od hearkened to her, and opened her womb,
And she conceived, and bare a son: and said, (5od hath taken away my reproach:
and she called his name Joseph, saying, Jehovah add to me another son.

And it came to pass, when Rachel had borne Joseph, that Jacob said unto Japan, Send me away,
that ‘I may go unto mine own place, and to my country,

(5ive me my wives and my children for whom (I have served thee, and [et me go: for thou knowest my
service wherewith I have served thee.

And Japan said unto him, If now I have found favor in thine eyes, [tarry]: [for] I have divined that
Yehovah hath blessed me for thy sake.

And he said, Appoint me thy wages, and I will give it.
And he said unto him, Jhou knowest how I have served thee, and how thy cattle have fared with me.

Oor it was little which thou hadst be_fore 4 came, and it hath increased unto a multitude; and Jehovah
hath blessed thee whithersoever I turned: and now when shall ] provide j'or mine own house a[so?
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31 And he said, What shall q give theeQ And Jacob said, Jhou shalt not give me aught: if thou wilt do
this thing for me, I will again feed thy flock and keep it.

32 I will pass through all thy flock to-day, removing from thence every speckled and spotted one, and
every black one among the sheep, and the spotted and speckled among the goats: and [of such] shall be
my hire,

33 So shall my righteousness answer for me hereafter, when thou shalt come concerning my hire that is
before thee: every one that is not speckled and spotted among the goats, and black among the sheep, that
[if found] with me, shall be counted stolen.

34 And Japan said, Behold, I would it might be according to thy word,
35 And he removed that day the he-goats that were ringstreaked and spotted, and all the she-goats that

were speckled and spotted, every one that had white in it, and all the black ones among the sheep, and
gave them into the hand o_f his sons;

36 and he set three days Journey betwixt himse[f and Jacob: and Jacob _fed the rest o_f Jaban s j'[ocks.

37 And Jacob took him rods of fresh poplar, and of the almond and of the plane-tree. And peeled white
streaks in them, and made the white appear which was in the rods.

38 And he set the rods which he had peeled over against the flocks in the gutters in the watering-troughs
where the f[ocks came to drink; and they conceived when they came to drink,

39 And the flocks conceived before the rods, and the flocks brought forth ringstreaked, speckled, and
spotted.

40 And Jacob separated the [ambs, and set the faces of the flocks toward the ringstreaked and all the
black in the flock of Japan: and he put his own droves apart, and put them not unto Yapan s flock.

41 And it came to pass, whensoever the stronger of the flock did conceive, that Jacob [aid the rods before
the eyes oj' the ﬂock in the gutters, that tﬁe\z migﬁt conceive among the rods;

42 but when the ﬂock were feeb[e, he put them not in; so the feeb[er were Ugban s, and the stronger

Yacob s.

43 And the man increased exceedingly, and had [arge flocks, and maid-servants and men-servants, and
camels and asses.

1 And he heard the words oj' Jaban s sons, saying, Yacob hath taken away all that was our _fatﬁer S3
and of that which was our father s hath he gotten all this glory.

2 And Jacob beheld the countenance of Jaban, and, behold, it was not toward him as beforetime.

3 And Jehovah said unto Jacob, (IQturn unto the land o_f thy _fatﬁers, and to tﬁ\z kindred; and ] will be
with thee.

4 And Jacob sent and called (Rachel and Jegh to the field unto his flock,

5 and said unto them, I see your father s countenance, that it is not toward me as beforetime; but the
(5od of my father hath been with me.

6 And ye know that will all my power I have served your father.

7 And your father hath deceived me, and changed my wages ten times; but (5od suffered him not to hurt
me,

8 C[_f he said thus, PQhe speckled shall be tﬁy ‘wages; then all the ﬂock bare speckled: and i_f he said thus,
Ohe ringstreaked shall be tﬁ\z ‘wages; then bare all the ﬂock ringstreakecf.

9 Ohus (5od hath taken away the cattle of your father, and given them to me.

10 And it came to pass at the time that the flock conceive, that I [ifted up mine eyes, and saw in a dream,
and, behold, the he-goats which [eaped upon the flock were ringstreaked, speckled, and grizzled,

11 And the angel of (o0d said unto me in the dream, Jacob: and I said, Fere am L
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12 And he said, [ift up now thine eyes, and see, all the he-goats which [eap upon the flock are
ringstreaked, speckled, and grizzled: for CI have seen all that Jaban doeth unto thee.

13 I am the (5od of (Beth-el, where thou anointedst a pillar, where thou vowedst a vow unto me: now
arise, get thee out from this land, and return unto the land of thy nativity,

14 And Rachel and Jeah answered and said unto him, Is there yet any portion or inheritance for us in
our father s houseQ

15 Are we not accounted by him as foreignersQ for he hath sold us, and hath also quite devoured our
money.

16 Oor all the riches which (sod hath taken away from our father, that is ours and our children s: now
then, whatsoever (sod hath said unto thee, do.

17 Ohen Jacob rose up, and set his sons and his wives upon the camels;

18 and he carried away all his cattle, and all his substance which he had gatﬁerecf. the cattle oj' his getting,
which he had gathered in Paddan-aram, to go to CIsaac his father unto the land of Canaan.

19 Now Ugban was gone to shear his sheep: and (Rachel stole the teraphim that were her father s,
20 And Jacob stole away unawares to Udaban the Syrian, in that he told him not that he fled.

21 So he fled with all that he had; and he rose up, and passed over the (River, and set his face toward
the mountain of (silead.

22 And it was told {gban on the third day that Jacob was fled.

23 And he took his brethren with him, and pursued after him seven days journey; and he overtook him
in the mountain of (5ilead.

24 And (5od came to Japan the Syrian in a dream of the night, and said unto him, Jake heed to thyself
that thou speak not to Jacob either good or bad.

25 And gban came up with Jacob. Now Jacob had pitched his tent in the mountain: and UYgban with his
brethren encamped in the mountain of (silead.

26 And Japan said to Jacob, What hast thou done, that thou hast stolen away unawares to me, and
carried away my daughters as captives of the swordQ

27 WWherefore didst thou flee secretly, and steal away from me, and didst not tell me, that I might have
sent thee away with mirth and with songs, with tabret and with harp;

28 and didst not suffer me to kiss my sons and my daughtersQ now hast thou done foolishly.

29 dt is in the power of my hand to do you hurt: but the (5od of your father spake unto me yesternight,
saying, Qake heed to thyself that thou speak not to Jacob either good or bad.

30 And now, [though] thou wouldest needs be gone, because thou sore longedst after thy father s house,
[yet] wherefore hast thou stolen my godsQ

31 And Jacob answered and said to Iaban, (Because I was afraid: for I said, Test thou shouldest take
thy daughters from me by force.

32 QWith whomsoever thou findest thy gods, he shall not [ive: before our brethren discern thou what is
thine with me, and take it to thee. 3or Jacob knew not that Rachel had stolen them.

33 And Japan went into Jacob s tent, and into Yeah s tent, and into the tent of the two maid-servants;
but he found them not. And he went out of Yegh s tent, and entered into (Rachel s tent.

34 Now Rachel had taken the teraphim, and put them in the camel s saddle, and sat upon them. And
Jaban felt about all the tent, but found them not.

35 And she said to her father, et not my (ord be angry that I cannot rise up before thee; for the manner
of women is upon me. And he searched, but found not the teraphim.

36 And Jacob was wroth, and chode with Ugban: and Jacob answered and said to Iaban, What is my
trespassQ what is my sin, that thou hast hotly pursued after meQ
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37 QWhereas thou hast felt about all my stuff, what hast thou found of all thy household stuffQ Set it here
before my brethren and thy brethren, that they may judge betwixt us two.,

38 Ohese twenty years have I been with thee; thy ewes and thy she-goats have not cast their young, and
the rams of thy flocks have CI not eaten.

39 Ohat which was torn of beasts 9 brought not unto thee; 4 bare the loss of it; of my hand didst thou
require it, whether stolen by day or stolen by night.

40 Ohus 1 ‘was; in the day the drought consumed me, and the frost by night; and my sleep fled from mine
eyes.

41 Ohese twenty years have 9 been in thy house; I served thee fourteen years for thy two daughters,
and six years for thy flock: and thou hast changed my wages ten times,

42 Except the (50d of my father, the (5od of Abraham, and the Gear of Usaac, had been with me, surely
now hadst thou sent me away empty. (od hath seen mine affliction and the labor of my hands, and
rebuked thee yesternight,

43 And qapan answered and said unto Jacob, Dhe daughters are my daughters, and the children are my
children, and the _f[ocks are my ﬂocks. and all that thou seest is mine; and what can I do this da\z unto
these my cfaughte‘r’s. or unto their children whom tﬁe\z have borne?

44 And now come, let us make a covenant, I and thou; and [et it be for a ‘witness between me and thee,
45 And HJacob took a stone, and set it up for a pillar,

46 And Jacob said unto his brethren, (sather stones; and they took stones, and made a heap: and they did
eat there by the heap.

47 And Yapan called it Jegar-saha-dutha: but Jacob called it (saleed.

48 And Japan said, Dhis heap is witness between me and thee this day. Jherefore was the name of it
called (saleed:;

49 and Mizpah, for he said, {Jehovah watch between me and thee, when we are absent one from another.

50 C[f thou shalt a_f_f[ict my daughters, and if thou shalt take wives besides my daugﬁters. no man is with
us; see, (zod is witness betwixt me and thee,

51 And Ugban said to Jacob, Behold this heap, and behold the pillar, which CI have set betwixt me and
thee.

52 Ohis heap be witness, and the pillar be witness, that I will not pass over this heap to thee, and that
thou shalt not pass over this heap and this pillar unto me, for harm,

53 Ohe (5od of Abraham, and the (5od of (Nahor, the (5od of their father, judge betwixt us. And Jacob
sware by the Jear of his father Usaac.

54 And Yacob offered a sacrifice in the mountain, and called his brethren to eat bread: and they did eat
bread, and tarried all night in the mountain,

55 And early in the morning {laban rose up, and kissed his sons and his daughters, and blessed them: and
Yaban departed and returned unto his place.

1 And Jacob went on his way, and the angels of (sod met him.

2 And Jacob said when he saw them, Phis is (50d s host: and he called the name of that place
Mahanaim,

3 And Jacob sent messengers before him to Esau his brother unto the land of Seir, the field of Edom.

4 And he commanded them, saying, Qhus shall ye say unto my lord Esau: Jhus saith thy servant Jacob,
I have sojourned with dapan, and stayed until now:

5 and I have oxen, and asses, [and] flocks, and men-servants, and maid-servants: and ‘I have sent to
tell my lord, that ‘I may find favor in thy sight.
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6 And the messengers returned to Jacob, saying, We came to thy brother sau, and moreover he
cometh to meet thee, and four hundred men with him.

7 Ohen Jacob was greatly afraid and was distressed: and he divided the people that were with him, and
the ﬂocks, and the herds, and the camels, into two companies;

8 and he said, C[_f (Esau come to the one company, and smite it, then the company which is [e_ft shall
escape.

9 And Jacob said, O (5od of my father Apraham, and (5od of my father Usaac, O Jehovah, who saidst
unto me, (Return unto thy country, and to thy kindred, and I will do thee good:

10 I am not wortfnz o_f the least of all the [ovingkindnesses, and of all the truth, which thou hast showed
unto thy servant; for with my staff I passed over this Jordan; and now 4 am become two companies.

11 Deliver me, 4 pray thee, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of Esau: for I fear him, lest he
come and smite me, the mother with the children,

12 And thou saidst, d will surely do thee good, and make thy seed as the sand of the sea, which cannot be
numbered for multitude,

13 And he [odged there that night, and took of that which he had with him a present for (Esau his brother:
14 two hundred she—goats and twenty he—goats, two hundred ewes and twenty rams,
15 thirt\z milch camels and their colts, fort\z cows and ten bulls, twenty she-asses and ten foa[s.

16 And he delivered them into the hand of his servants, every drove by itself, and said unto his servants,
Pass over before me, and put a space betwixt drove and drove.

17 And he commanded the foremost, saying, When Esau my brother meeteth thee, and asketh thee,
saying, Whose art thou?Q) and whither goest thou?) and whose are these before thee?Q)

18 then thou shalt say [Dhey are] thy servant Jacob s: it is a present sent unto my lord Esau: and,
behold, he also is behind us,

19 And he commanded also the second, and the third, and all that followed the droves, saying, On this
manner shall ye speak unto Esau, when ye find him;

20 and ye shall say, Moreover, behold, thy servant Jacob is behind us. Sror he said, ‘I will appease him
with the present that goetﬁ before me, and afterwarcf I will see his _face: peradventure he will accept
me,

21 So the present passed over before him: and he himself [odged that night in the company.

22 And he rose up that night, and took his two wives, and his two handmaids, and his eleven children,
and passed over the ford of the Jabbok.

23 And he took them, and sent them over the stream, and sent over that which he had.
24 And Jacob was left alone; and there wrestled a man with him until the breaking of the day.

25 And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow
of Jacob s thigh was strained, as he wrestled with him,

26 And he said, et me go, for the day breaketh. And he said, 4 will not [et thee go, except thou bless me.
27 And he said unto him, What is thy nameQ And he said, Jacob.

28 And he said, Phy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Clsrael: for thou hast striven with (sod and
with men, and hast prevailed.

29 And Jacob asked him, and said, Pell me, I pray thee, thy name. And he said, Wherefore is it that
thou dost ask after my nameQ And he blessed him there,

30 And Yacob called the name of the place Peniel: for, [said he], /I have seen (50d face to face, and my
life is preserved.

31 And the sun rose upon him as he passed over Penuel, and he [imped upon his thigh.
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32 Oherefore the children of CIsrael eat not the sinew of the hip which is upon the hollow of the thigh,
unto this day: because he touched the hollow of Jacob s thigh in the sinew of the hip.

1 And Jacob [ifted up his eyes, and [ooked, and, behold, IEsau was coming, and with him four hundred
men. And he divided the children unto Jeah, and unto (Rachel, and unto the two handmaids.

2 And he put the handmaids and their children foremost, and eah and her children after, and (Rachel
and Joseph hindermost.

3 And he himself passed over before them, and bowed himself to the ground seven times, until he came
near to his brother,

4 And Esau ran to meet him, and embraced him, and fell on his neck, and kissed him: and they wept.

5 And he [ifted up his eyes, and saw the women and the children; and said, Who are these with theeQ
And he said, Phe children whom (50d hath graciously given thy servant.

6 Ohen the handmaids came near, they and their children, and they bowed themselves.
7 And Jegh also and her children came near, and bowed themselves: and after came Joseph near and

Rachel, and they bowed themselves.

8 And he said, What meanest thou by all this company which ‘I metQ And he said, Fo find favor in the
sight of my lord.

9 And Esau said, I have enough, my brother; [et that which thou hast be thine.

10 And Jacob said, Nay, I pray thee, if now I have found favor in thy sight, then receive my present at

my hand; forasmuch as 9 have seen th\z _face. as one seeth the face o_f (5od, and thou wast pleased with
me,

11 Oake, I pray thee, my gift that is brought to thee; because (sod hath dealt graciously with me, and
because I have enough. And he urged him, and he took it.

12 And he said, et us take our journey, and let us go, and I will go before thee.

13 And he said unto him, OKy lord knoweth that the children are tender, and that the flocks and herds
with me have their young: and if they overdrive them one day, all the flocks will die.

14 Jet my lord, I pray thee, pass over be_fore his servant;: and I will [ead on gent[\z. accorcﬁng to the pace
oj' the cattle that are before me and accorcﬁng to the pace of the children, until ] come unto my (ord
unto Seir.

15 And Esau said, det me now [eave with thee some of the folk that are with me. And he said, What
needeth itQ let me find favor in the sight of my lord.

16 So Esau returned that day on his way unto Seir.

17 And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him a house, and made booths for his cattle: therefore the
name of the place is called Succoth.

18 And Jacob came in peace to the city of Shechem, which is in the land of Canaan, when he came from
Paddan-aram; and encamped before the city.

19 And he bought the parcel of ground, where he had spread his tent, at the hand of the children of
Hamor, Shechem s father, for a hundred pieces of money.

20 And he erected there an altar, and called it EC[-elohe~israel.

1 And (Dinah the daughter of deah, whom she bare unto Jacob, went out to see the daughters of the
land.

2 And Shechem the son of Ftamor the Hivite, the prince of the land, saw her; And he took her, and [ay
with her, and humbled her.

3 And his soul clave unto )inah the daughter of Jacob, and he [oved the damsel, and spake kindly unto
the damsel.

4 And Shechem spake unto his father Hamor, saying, (set me this damsel to wife.
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Now Yacob heard that he had defiled ([)inah his daughter; and his sons were with his cattle in the
field: and Jacob held his peace until they came.

And Hamor the father of Shechem went out unto {Jacob to commune with him.

And the sons of Jacob came in from the field when they heard it: and the men were grieved, and they
were very wroth, because he had wrought _fo[[y in Israel in [\zing with Jacob s daughter: which tﬁing
ought not to be done.

And Hamor communed with them, saying, Jhe soul of my son Shechem [ongeth for your daughter: I
pray you, give her unto him to wife.

And make ye marriages with us; give your daugﬁters unto us, and take our daughters unto you,

And ye shall dwell with us;: and the [and shall be before you; dwell and trade ye therein, and get you
possessions therein,

And Shechem said unto her father and unto her brethren, det me find favor in your eyes, and what
ve shall say unto me I will give.

Ask me never so much dowry and gift, and I will give according as ye shall say unto me: but give me
the damsel to wife.

And the sons of Jacob answered Shechem and Jamor his father with guile, and spake, because he
had defiled [)inah their sister,

and said unto them, We cannot do this thing, to give our sister to one that is uncircumcised; for that
were a reproach unto us,

Only on this condition will we consent unto you: if ye will be as we are, that every male of you be
circumcised;

then will we give our daughters unto you, and we will take your daughters to us, and we will dwell
with you, and we will become one people.

But i_f ye will not hearken unto us, to be circumcised; then will we take our daughter, and we will be
gone.

And their words pleased Hamor, and Shechem Hamor s son.

And the young man deferred not to do the thing, because he had delight in Jacob s daughter: and he
‘was honored above all the house of his father.

And Hamor and Shechem his son came unto the gate of their city, and communed with the men of
their city, saying,

Ohese men are peaceable with us; therefore (et them dwell in the [and, and trade therein; for, behold,
the land is [arge enough for them; (et us take their daughters to us _for wives, and [et us give them our
daugﬁters.

Only on this condition will the men consent unto us to dwell with us, to become one people, if every
male among us be circumcised, as they are circumcised.

Shall not their cattle and their substance and all their beasts be oursQ only let us consent unto them,
and they will dwell with us,

And unto Hamor and unto Shechem his son hearkened all that went out of the gate of his city; and
every male was circumcised, all that went out oj' the gate o_f his city.

And it came to pass on the third day, when they were sore, that two of the sons of Jacob, Simeon and
Teyi, Pinah s brethren, took each man his sword, and came upon the city unawares, and slew all the
males,

And they slew Htamor and Shechem his son with the edge of the sword, and took ()inah out of
Shechem s house, and went forth,

Ohe sons of Jacob came upon the slain, and plundered the city, because they had defiled their sister.
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28 Ohey took their flocks and their herds and their asses, and that which was in the city, and that which
was in the field;

29 and all their wealth, and all their (ittle ones and their wives, took they captive and made a prey, even
all that was in the house.

30 And Jacob said to Simeon and Yevi, Ye have troubled me, to make me odious to the inhabitants of the
land, among the Canaanites and the (Perizzites: and, I being few in number, they will gather
themselves together against me and smite me; and I shall be destroyed, I and my house.

31 And they said, Should he deal with our sister as with a harfotQ

1 And (5od said unto Jacob, Arise, go up to Peth-el, and dwell there: and make there an altar unto
(5od, who appeared unto thee when thou fleddest from the face of Tsau thy brother.

2 Ohen Jacob said unto his household, and to all that were with him, Put away the foreign gods that
are among you, and purify yourselves, and change your garments:

3 and (et us arise, and go up to Beth-el; and I will make there an altar unto (5od, who answered me in
the day of my distress, and was with me in the way which I went.

4 And they gave unto Jacob all the foreign gods which were in their hand, and the rings which were in
their ears; and Jacob hid them under the oak which was by Shechem,

5 And they journeyed: and a terror of (sod was upon the cities that were round about them, and they
did not pursue after the sons of Jacob.

6 So Yacob came to Yuz, which is in the [and of Canaan (the same is (Beth-el), he and all the people
that were with him,

7 And he built there an altar, and called the place &[-beth-el; because there (sod was revealed unto
him, when he ﬂed from the face of his brother.

8 And (Deborah (Rebekah s nurse died, and she was buried below (Beth-el under the oak: and the name
of it was called Affon-bacuth,

9 And (5od appeared unto Jacob again, when he came from Paddan-aram, and blessed him.

10 And (5od said unto him, Dhy name is Jacob: thy name shall not be called any more Jacob, but Israel
shall be thy name: and he called his name CIsrael.

11 And (5od said unto him, I am (sod Almighty: be fruitful and multiply; a nation and a company of
nations shall be of thee, and kinﬂs shall come out oj' tﬁ\z (oins;

12 and the [and which I gave unto Abraham and ‘Isaac, to thee I will give it, and to thy seed after thee
will I give the land.

13 And (5od went up from him in the place where he spake with him.

14 And Jacob set up a pillar in the place where he spake with him, a pillar of stone: and he poured out a
drink - offering thereon, and poured oil thereon,

15 And Jacob called the name of the place where (sod spake with him, (Beth-el.

16 And they journeyed from (Beth-el; and there was still some distance to come to Ephrath: and Rachel
travailed, and she had hard [abor,

17 And it came to pass, when she was in hard [abor, that the micfwi_fe said unto her, J-ear not; _for now
thou shalt have another son.

18 And it came to pass, as her soul was departing (for she died), that she called his name (Ben-oni: but
his father called him (Benjamin.

19 And Rachel died, and was buried in the way to Ephrath (the same is (Beth-[chem).
20 And Jacob set up a pillar upon her grave: the same is the Pillar of Rachel s grave unto this day.
21 And CUsrael journeyed, and spread his tent beyond the tower of Eder.
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And it came to pass, while Usrael dwelt in that [and, that Reuben went and [ay with (Bilhah his
father s concubine: and Usrael heard of it.  (Now the sons of Jacob were twelve:

Ohe sons of Teah: qReuben, Jacob s first-born, and Simeon, and Tevi, and Judah, and Issachar, and
Qebulun;

the sons of Rachel: Joseph and Benjamin;
and the sons of (Bilhah, Rachel s handmaid: [)an and Naphtali;

and the sons of Jilpah, Ueah s handmaid: (sad and Agher: these are the sons of Jacob, that were born
to him in Paddan-aram.

And Jacob came unto Isaac his father to Mamre, to (Kiriath-arba (the same is Ftebron), where
Abraham and CIsaac sojourned.

And the days of (Isaac were a hundred and fourscore years.

And Isaac gave up the ghost, and died, and was gathered unto his people, old and full of days: and
Esau and Jacob his sons buried him.

(Now these are the generations of Tsau (the same is Edom).

Esau took his wives of the daughters of Canaan: Adah the daughter of Elon the Hittite, and
Oholibamah the daughter of Anah, the daughter of Jjibeon the Hivite,

and (Basemath CIshmael s daughter, sister of Nebaioth.
And Adah bare to Esau Eliphaz; and (Basemath bare (Reuel;

and Oholibamah bare Jeush, and Jalam, and Korah: these are the sons of Esau, that were born unto
him in the [and of Canaan.

And Esau took his wives, and his sons, and his daughters, and all the souls of his house, and his cattle,
and all his beasts, and all his possessions, which he had gather in the land of Canaan; and went into a
land away from his brother Jacob.

Oror their substance was too great for them to dwell together; and the [and of their sojournings could
not bear them because of their cattle.

And Esau dwelt in mount Seir: Esau is Edom.
And these are the generations of Esau the father of the Edomites in mount Seir:

these are the names of Esau s sons: Eliphas the son of Adah the wife of Esau, Reuel the son of
(Basemath the wife of Esau.

And the sons of Eliphaz were Jeman, Omar, Jepho, and (satam, and Kenaz.
And @imna was concubine to Eliphaz (Esau s son; and she bare to Eliphaz Amalek: these are the
sons of Adah, Esau s wife.

And these are the sons of (Reuel: (Nahath, and Jerah, Shammah, and Mizzah: these were the sons of
(Basemath, Esau s wife.

And these were the sons of Oholibamah the daughter of Anah, the daughter of Jjibeon, Esau s wife:
and she bare to Esau Jeush, and Jalam, and Korah.

Ohese are the chiefs of the sons of Esau: the sons of Eliphaz the first-born of Esau: chief Geman,
chief Omar, chief Jepho, chief (Kenaz,

chief (Korah, chief (satam, chief Amalek: these are the chiefs that came of Eliphaz in the [and of
Edom; these are the sons of Adah.

And these are the sons of Reuel, Tsau s son: chief Nahath, chief Jerah, chief Shammah, chief

Mizzah: these are the chiefs that came of (Reuel in the land of Edom; these are the sons of (Basemath,
Esau s wife.
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And these are the sons of Qholibamah, Tsau s wife: chief Jeush, chief Jalam, chief (Korah: these
are the chiefs that came of Oholibamah the daughter of Anah, Esau s wife.

Ohese are the sons of Esau, and these are their chiefs: the same is (Edom.
Ohese are the sons of Seir the Horite, the inhabitants of the land: Yotan and Shobal and Fibeon and

Anah,
and (ishon and Ezer and Qishan: these are the chiefs that came of the Horites, the children of Seir
in the [and of Edom.

And the children of Jotan were Hori and Heman, And Jotan s sister was FHimna,
And these are the children of Shobal: Alvan and (Manahath and Ebal, Shepho and Onam.

And these are the children of Jibeon: Ajah and Anah; this is Anah who found the hot springs in the
wilderness, as he fed the asses of ibeon his father.

And these are the children of Anah: Dishon and Oholibamah the daughter of Anah.

And these are the children of ()ishon: Hemdan and Eshban and CIthran and Cheran.

Ohese are the children of Tzer: (Bilhan and Jaavan and Akan.

Ohese are the children of (ishan: Uz and Apan.

Ohese are the chiefs that came of the Horites: chief (fotan, chief Shobal, chief Jibeon, chief Anah,

chief (Dishon, chief Ezer, chief Q)ishan: these are the chiefs that came of the Horites, according to
their chiefs in the land of Seir.

And these are the kings that reigned in the land of Edom, before there reigned any king over the
children of CIsrael.

And Bela the son of Peor reigned in Edom; and the name of his city was [)inhabah.
And Bela died, and Jobab the son of Jerah of Bozrah reigned in his stead.
And Jobab died, and FHusham of the [and of the Jemanites reigned in his stead.

And Husham died, and Ftadad the son of (Bedad, who smote Midian in the field of (Moab, reigned in
his stead: and the name of his city was Avith.

And Hadad died, and Samlah of (Masrekah reigned in his stead.
And Samlah died, and Shaul of Rehoboth by the River reigned in his stead.
And Shaul died, and (Baal-hanan the son of Achbor reigned in his stead.

And (Baal-hanan the son of Achbor died, and Hadar reigned in his stead: and the name of his city
was Pau; and his wife s name was Mehetabel, the daughter of Matred, the daughter of (Me-zahab.

And these are the names of the chiefs that came of Tsau, according to their families, after their
places, by their names: chief Q)imna, chief Alvah, chief Jetheth,

chief Oholibamah, chief Elah, chief Pinon,
chief (Kenaz, chief eman, chief OMibzar,

chief Magdiel, chief ‘Iram: these are the chiefs of Edom, according to their habitations in the land of
their possession, Qhis is Esau, the father of the Edomites,

And Yacob dwelt in the [and of his father s sojournings, in the land of Canaan,

Ohese are the generations of Jacob. Joseph, being seventeen years old, was feeding the flock with his
brethren; and he was a [ad with the sons oj' Bilhah, and with the sons o_f Silpah, his father s wives;
and Joseph Brought the evil report oj' them unto their _fatﬁer.

Now CIsrael [oved Joseph more than all his children, because he was the son of his old age: and he
made him a coat of many colors,
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4 And his brethren saw that their father [oved him more than all his brethren; and they hated him, and
could not speak peaceably unto him.

5 And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told it to his brethren: and they hated him yet the more.
6 And he said unto them, tear, I pray you, this dream which q have dreamed:

7 _for, behold, we were binding sheaves in the _fie[d, and, lo, my sheaf arose, and also stood uprigﬁt: and,
behold, your sheaves came round about, and made obeisance to my sﬁeaf

8 And his brethren said to him, Shalt thou indeed reign over usQ Or shalt thou indeed have dominion
over usQ And they hated him yet the more for his dreams, and for his words,

9 And he dreamed yet another dream, and told it to his brethren, and said, (Behold, I have dreamed yet
a dream; and, behold, the sun and the moon and eleven stars made obeisance to me,

10 And he told it to his father, and to his brethren; and his father rebuked him, and said unto him, What
is this dream that thou hast dreamed?Q) Shall I and thy mother and thy brethren indeed come to bow
down ourselves to thee to the earth®Q)

11 And his brethren envied him; but his fatﬁer kept the saying in mind,
12 And his brethren went to feed their father s flock in Shechem,

13 And Jsrael said unto Joseph, Are not thy brethren feeding the flock in ShechemQ Come, and I will
send thee unto them. And he said to him, Here am I,

14 And he said to him, (50 now, see whether it is well with thy brethren, and well with the flock; and
bring me word again. So he sent him out of the vale of ebron, and he came to Shechem.

15 And a certain man found him, and, behold, he was wandering in the field: and the man asked him,
saying, ‘What seekest thouQ

16 And he said, I am seeking my brethren: tell me, I pray thee, where they are feeding [the flock].

17 And the man said, Qhey are departed hence; for I heard them say, Yet us go to Pothan. And Joseph
‘went after his brethren, and found them in [)othan,

18 And they saw him afar off, and before he came near unto them, they conspired against him to slay him,
19 And they said one to another, (Behold, this dreamer cometh,

20 Come now therefore, and let us slay him, and cast him into one of the pits, and we will say, And evil
beast hath devoured him: and we shall see what will become of his dreams.

21 And %uben heard it, and delivered him out of their hand, and said, Yet us not take his [ife.

22 And (Reuben said unto them, Shed no blood; cast him into this pit that is in the wilderness, but [ay no
hand upon him: that he might deliver him out of their hand, to restore him to his father.

23 And it came to pass, when Joseph was come unto his brethren, that they stripped Joseph of his coat,
the coat of many colors that was on him;

24 and tﬁe\z took him, and cast him into the pit: and the pit was empty, there was no water in it,

25 And they sat down to eat bread: and they [ifted up their eyes and [ooked, and, behold, a caravan of
Ushmaelites was coming from (silead, with their camels bearing spicery and balm and myrrh, going to

carry it down to Egypt.
26 And Yudah said unto his brethren, What profit is it if we slay our brother and conceal his bloodQ
27 Come, and [et us sell him to the (Ishmaelites, and [et not our hand be upon him; j'or he is our brother,

our flesh. And his brethren hearkened unto him,

28 And there passed [nz Midianites, merchantmen; and tﬁe\z drew and [ij'ted up Yoseph out oj' the pit, and
sold Joseph to the shmaelites for twenty pieces of silver. And they brought Joseph into Egypt.

29 And (Reuben returned unto the pit; and, behold, Joseph was not in the pit; and he rent his clothes.
30 And he returned unto his brethren, and said, Qhe child is not; and I, whither shall I goQ
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And they took Joseph s coat, and killed a he-goat, and dipped the coat in the blood;

and they sent the coat of many colors, and they brought it to their father, and said, Qhis have we
found: know now whether it is thy son s coat or not.

And he knew it, and said, Gt is my son s coat: an evil beast hath devoured him; Joseph is without
doubt torn in pieces.

And Jacob rent his garments, and put sackcloth upon his [oins, and mourned for his son many days.

And all his sons and all his cfaugﬁters rose up to com_fort him; but he refused to be comforted; and he
said, Jor I will go down to Sheol to my son mourning. And his father wept for him.

And the Midianites sold him into Egypt unto Potiphar, an officer of Pharaoh s, the captain of the
guard.

And it came to pass at that time, that Judah went down from his brethren, and turned in to a certain
Adullamite, whose name was Hirah.

And Judah saw there a daughter of a certain Canaanite whose name was Shua. And he took her,
and went in unto her.

And she conceived, and bare a son; and he called his name Er.

And she conceived again, and bare a son; and she called his name Onan.

And she yet again bare a son, and called his name Shelah: and he was at Chezib, when she bare him,
And Judah took a wife for Er his first-born, and her name was Jamar.

And Er, Judah s first-born, was wicked in the sight of (Jehovah. And Jehovah slew him.

And Judah said unto Onan, (50 in unto thy brother s wife, and perform the duty of a husband s
brother unto her, and raise up seed to thy brother.

And Onan knew that the seed would not be his; and it came to pass, when he went in unto his

brother s wife, that he spilled it on the ground, [est he should give seed to his brother.

And the thing which he did was evil in the sight of Jehovah: and he slew him also.

Ohen said Judah to Qamar his daughter-in-law, (Remain a widow in thy father s house, till Shelah

my son be grown up; for he said, Yest he also die, [ike his brethren. And Jamar went and dwelt in her
father s house.

And in process of time Shua s daughter, the wife of Judah, died; and Judah was comforted, and
‘went up unto his sheep-shearers to imnah, he and his friend Hirah the Adullamite,

And it was told amar, saying, (Behold, thy father-in-law goeth up to Jimnah to shear his sheep.
And she put off from her the garments of her widowhood, and covered herself with her veil, and

wrapped herself, and sat in the gate of Enaim, which is by the way to Jimnah; for she saw that
Shelah was grown up, and she was not given unto him to wife.

WWhen Judah saw her, he tﬁougﬁt her to be a harlot; j'or she had covered her face.
And he turned unto her by the way, and said, Come, I pray thee, [et me come in unto thee: for he

knew not that she was his daughter-in-law. And she said, What wilt thou give me, that thou mayest
come in unto meQ

And he said, I will send thee a kid of the goats from the flock. And she said, OWilt thou give me a
pledge, till thou send itQ

And he said, What pledge shall I give theeQ) And she said, Qhy signet and thy cord, and thy staff that
is in thy hand. And he gave them to her, and came in unto her, and she conceived by him,

And she arose, and went away, and put off her veil from her, and put on the garments of her
widowhood.
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20 And Judah sent the kid of the goats by the hand of his friend the Adullamite, to receive the pledge
from the woman s hand: but he found her not.

21 Ohen he asked the men of her place, saying, ‘Where is the prostitute, that was at Enaim by the
waysideQ And they said, Qhere hath been no prostitute here.

22 And he returned to Judah, and said, I have not found her; and also the men of the place said, Qhere
hath been no prostitute here.

23 And Judah said, Jef her take it to her, [est we be put to shame: behold, I sent this kid, and thou hast
not found her.

24 And it came to pass about three months after, that it was told Judah, saying, amar thy daughter-in-
law hath played the harlot; and moreover, behold, she is with child by whoredom. And Judah said,
(Bring her forth, and [et her be burnt,

25 QWhen she was brought forth, she sent to her father-in-law, saying, (By the man, whose these are, am
A with child: and she said, Q)iscern, I pray thee, whose are these, the signet, and the cords, and the
staff.

26 And Judah acknowledged them, and said, She is more righteous than I; forasmuch as I gave her not
to Shelah my son. And he knew her again no more,

27 And it came to pass in the time of her travail, that, behold, twins were in her womb.

28 And it came to pass, when she travailed, that one put out a hand: and the midwife took and bound
upon his hand a scarlet thread, saying, Dhis came out first,

29 And it came to pass, as he drew back his hand, that, behold, his brother came out: and she said,
GWherefore hast thou made a breach for thyselfQ PDherefore his name was called Perez.

30 And afterward came out his brother, that had the scarlet thread upon his hand: and his name was
called Jerah.

1 And Joseph was brought down to Egypt; and Potiphar, an officer of Pharaoh s, the captain of the
guard, an Egyptian, bought him of the hand of the CIshmaefites, that had brought him down thither.

2 And Jehovah was with Joseph, and he was a prosperous man; and he was in the house o_f his master
the Tgyptian.

3 And his master saw that Jehovah was with him, and that Jehovah made all that he did to prosper in
his hand.

4 And Joseph found favor in his sight, and he ministered unto him: and he made him overseer over his
house, and all that he had he put into his hand.

5 And it came to pass from the time that he made him overseer in his house, and over all that he had,

that Jehovah blessed the (Egyptian s house j'or Yoseph s sake; and the B[essing o_f Yehovah was upon
all that he had, in the house and in the field.

6 And he left all that he had in Joseph s hand; and he knew not aught [that was] with him, save the
bread which he did eat. And Joseph was comely, and well-favored.

7 And it came to pass after these tﬁings, that his master s wi_fe cast her eyes upon Yoseph; and she said,
Tie with me.

8 But he refused, and said unto his master s wife, (Behold, my master knoweth not what is with me in
the house, and he hath put all that he hath into my hand:

9 he is not greater in this house than I; neither hath he kept back anything from me but thee, because

thou art his wife: how then can I do this great wickedness, and sin against (50dQ

10 And it came to pass, as she spake to 8oseph cfay by cfay, that he hearkened not unto her, to [ie by her,
[or] to be with her,
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And it came to pass about this time, that he went into the house to do his work; and there was none of
the men of the house there within,

And she caught him by his garment, saying, die with me: and he [eft his garment in her hand, and fled,
and got him out,

And it came to pass, when she saw that he had [eft his garment in her hand, and was fled forth,

that she called unto the men of her house, and spake unto them, saying, See, he hath brought in a
Febrew unto us to mock us: he came in unto me to lie with me, and ¢ cried with a [oud voice:

and it came to pass, when he heard that I [iftecf up my voice and cried, that he [eft his garment by me,
and _f[ed, and got him out,

And she [aid up his garment by her, until his master came home.

And she spake unto him according to these words, saying, Qhe Hebrew servant, whom thou hast
brought unto us, came in unto me to mock me:

and it came to pass, as 9 [ifted up my voice and cried, that he [eft his garment by me, and fled out.
And it came to pass, when his master heard the words of his wife, which she spake unto him, saying,
After this manner did thy servant to me; that his wrath was kindled.

And Joseph s master took him, and put him into the prison, the place where the king s prisoners
were bound: and he was there in the prison.

But Jehovah was with Joseph, and showed kindness unto him, and gave him favor in the sight of the
keeper of the prison.

And the keeper oj' the prison committed to Joseph s hand all the prisoners that were in the prison; and
‘whatsoever they did there, he was the doer of it.

Ohe keeper of the prison [ooked not to anything that was under his hand, because Jehovah was with
him; and that which he did, Jehovah made it prosper.

And it came to pass after these things, that the butler of the king of gypt and his baker offended their
lord the king of Egypt.

And Pharaoch was wroth against his two officers, against the chief of the butlers, and against the chief
of the bakers,

And he put them in ward in the house of the captain of the guard, into the prison, the place where
Yoseph was bound.

And the captain of the guard charged Joseph with them, and he ministered unto them: and they
continued a season in ward,

And they dreamed a dream both of them, each man his dream, in one night, each man according to the
interpretation of his dream, the butler and the baker of the king of Egypt, who were bound in the
prison,

And Joseph came in unto them in the morning, and saw them, and, behold, they were sad.

And he asked Pharaoh s officers that were with him in ward in his master s house, saying,
QWWherefore [ook ye so sad to-dayQ

And they said unto him, ‘We have dreamed a dream, and there is none that can interpret it. And
Joseph said unto them, (Do not interpretations belong to (50dQ tell it me, d pray you.

And the chief butler told his dream to Joseph, and said to him, ‘lh my dream, behold, a vine was
before me;

and in the vine were three branches: and it was as though it budded, [and] its blossoms shot forth; [and]
the clusters thereof brought forth ripe grapes:

and Pharaoh s cup was in my hand; and I took the grapes, and pressed them into Pharaoh s cup,
and I gave the cup into Pharaoh s hand.
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12 And Joseph said unto him, Ghis is the interpretation of it: the three branches are three days;

13 within yet three cfays shall @ﬁaraoh [i_ft up thy head, and restore thee unto thine oﬂ’ice: and thou shalt
give @ﬁaraoh s cup into his hand, a_fter the _former manner when thou wast his butler,

14 (But have me in thy remembrance when it shall be well with thee, and show kindness, I pray thee,
unto me, and make mention of me unto (Pharaoh, and bring me out of this house:

15 j'or indeed ¢I was stolen away out oj' the land o_f the Hebrews; and here also have I done notﬁing that
tﬁe\z should put me into the dungeon.

16 CWhen the cﬁie_f baker saw that the interpretation was good, he said unto Joseph, I also was in my
dream, and, behold, three baskets of white bread were on my head:

17 and in the uppermost basket there was of all manner of baked food _for @ﬁaraoh; and the birds did eat
them out of the basket upon my head,

18 And Joseph answered and said, Qhis is the interpretation tﬁereo_f: the three baskets are three da\zs:

19 within yet three days shall @ﬁaraoh [ift up thy head from off thee, and shall hang thee on a tree; and
the birds shall eat thy ﬂesﬁ from oj]' thee.

20 And it came to pass the third day, which was Pharaoh s birthday, that he made a feast unto all his
servants; and he [i_fted up the head o_f the chiej' butler and the head oj' the cﬁie_f baker among his
servants,

21 And he restored the chief butler unto his butlership again; and he gave the cup into Pharaoh s hand:
22 but he hanged the chief baker: as Joseph had interpreted to them.

23 Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.

1 And it came to pass at the end of two full years, that Pharaoh dreamed: and, behold, he stood by the

river,

2 And, behold, there came up out oj' the river seven kine, well- favored and fat - ﬂesﬁed: and tﬁe\z fed in
the reed-grass.

3 And, behold, seven other kine came up after them out of the river, ill-favored and [ean-fleshed, and

stood by the other kine upon the brink o_f the river,

4 And the ill-favored and [ean-fleshed kine did eat up the seven well-favored and fat kine. So
Pharaoh awoke.

5 And he slept and dreamed a second time: and, behold, seven ears of grain came up upon one stalk,
rank and good.

6 And, behold, seven ears, thin and blasted with the east wind, sprung up after them.

7 And the thin ears swallowed up the seven rank and full ears. And Pharach awoke, and, behold, it
was a dream,

8 And it came to pass in the morning that his spirit was troubled; and he sent and called for all the
magicians of Egypt. and all the wise men thereof: and Pharaoh told them his dream; but there was
none that could interpret them unto Pharaoh.

9 Ohen spake the chief butler unto Pharaoh, saying, I do remember my faults this day:

10 Pharaoh was wroth with his servants, and put me in ward in the house o_f the captain of the guard.
me and the chie_f baker:

11 and we dreamed a dream in one night, I and he; we dreamed each man according to the interpretation
oj' his dream,

12 And there was with us there a young man, a Hebrew, servant to the captain oj' the guard: and we
told him, and he interpreted to us our dreams; to each man accorcfing to his dream he did interpret.

13 And it came to pass, as he interpreted to us, so it was; me he restored unto mine office, and him he
hanged.
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14 Ohen Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought him hastily out of the dungeon: and he shaved
himself, and changed his raiment, and came in unto Pharaoh.

15 And Pharach said unto Joseph, I have dreamed a dream, and there is none that can interpret it: and
T have heard say of thee, that when thou hearest a dream thou canst interpret it.

16 And YJoseph answered Pharach, saying, It is not in me: (sod will give Pharaoh an answer of peace.
17 And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, tIn my dream, behold, I stood upon the brink of the river:

18 and, behold, there came up out oj' the river seven kine, fat - ﬂesﬁecf and well - favored: and the\z fecf in
the reed - grass:

19 and, behold, seven other kine came up after them, poor and very ilr- favored and [ean - ﬂesﬁed. such as
A never saw in all the [and of Egypt for badness:

20 and the lean and ill- _favored kine did eat up the _first seven _fat kine:

21 and when tﬁe\z had eaten them up, it could not be known that tﬁe\z had eaten them; but tﬁey were still
ill-favored, as at the beginning. So I awoke.

22 And 9 saw in my dream, and, behold, seven ears came up upon one stalk, full and good:
23 and, behold, seven ears, withered, thin, [and] blasted with the east wind, sprung up after them:

24 and the thin ears swallowed up the seven good ears; and ] told it unto the magicians; but there was
none that could declare it to me.

25 And Joseph said unto Pharaoh, Jhe dream of Pharaoh is one: what (od is about to do he hath

declared unto Pharaoh.
26 Ohe seven good kine are seven years; and the seven good ears are seven years: the dream is one.
27 And the seven [ean and il[-favored kine that came up after them are seven years, and also the seven

empty ears blasted with the east wind; tﬁe\z shall be seven years of famine.

28 Ohat is the thing which I spake unto Pharach: what (5od is about to do he hath showed unto
Pharaoh.

29 (Behold, there come seven years of great plenty throughout all the [and of Egypt:

30 and there shall arise a_fter them seven years of famine: and all the p[enty shall be _forgotten in the land
o_f Egypt: and the famine shall consume the land;
31 and the p[enty shall not be known in the land by reason of that famine which fo[[owzth: for it shall be

very grievous,
32 And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh, it is because the thing is established by (s50d, and
(5od will shortly bring it to pass.

33 Now there_fore (et Pharaoh [ook out a man discreet and wise, and set him over the [and of Egypt.

34 et Pharaoh do [this], and et him appoint overseers over the [and, and take up the fifth part of the
land of Egypt in the seven plenteous years.

35 And [et them gather all the food of these good years that come, and [ay up grain under the hand of
Pharaoh for food in the cities, and [et them keep it.

36 And the food shall be for a store to the land against the seven years of famine, which shall be in the
land of Tgypt: that the land perish not through the famine.

37 And the thing was good in the eyes of Pharach, and in the eyes of all his servants.

38 And Pharach said unto his servants, Can we find such a one as this, a man in whom the spirit of (sod
isQ

39 And Pharach said unto Joseph, Frorasmuch as (sod hath showed thee all of this, there is none so
discreet and wise as thou:
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40 thou shalt be over my house, and according unto tﬁ\z word shall all my people be ruled: on[\z in the
throne will C] be greater than thou.

41 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, ‘I have set thee over all the land of Egypt.

42 And Pharach took off his signet ring from his hand, and put it upon Joseph s hand, and arrayed him
in vestures oj' ﬁne finen, and put a go[cf chain about his neck;

43 and he made him to ride in the second chariot which he had; and tﬁe\z cried before him, (Bow the knee:
and he set him over all the land of Tgypt.

44 And Pharach said unto Joseph, I am Pharaoh, and without thee shall no man [ift up his hand or his
foot in all the [and of Tgypt.

45 And Pharaoch called Joseph s name Japhenath-paneah; and he gave him to wife Asenath, the
daughter of (Poti-phera priest of On. And Joseph went out over the land of Egypt.

46 And Joseph was thirty years old when he stood before Pharaoh king of Egypt. And Joseph went out
from the presence of @ﬁaraoh. and ‘went throuﬂﬁout all the land oj' (Eﬂ\zpt.

47 And in the seven plenteous years the earth brought forth by handfuls.

48 And he gathered up all the food of the seven years which were in the land of Egypt, and [aid up the
food in the cities; the _foocf o_f the _fie[cf. which was round about every cit\z. (aid he up in the same,

49 And Joseph [aid up grain as the sand of the sea, very much, until he [eft off numbering; for it was
without number,

50 And unto Joseph were born two sons before the year of famine came, whom Asenath, the daughter of
Potiphera priest of On, bare unto him,

51 And Joseph called the name of the first-born Manasseh: Gor, [said he], (5od hath made me forget all
my toil, and all my father s house.

52 And the name of the second called he Ephraim: Sor (sod hath made me fruitful in the land of my
affliction.
53 And the seven years of plenty, that was in the land of Egypt, came to an end.

54 And the seven years of famine began to come, according as Joseph had said: and there was famine in
all lands; but in all the [and of Egypt there was bread.

55 And when all the land of Egypt was famished, the people cried to Pharaoh for bread: and Pharaoh
said unto all the Egyptians, (50 unto Joseph; what he saith to you, do.

56 And the famine was over all the face of the earth: and Joseph opened all the store-houses, and sold
unto the Cgyptians; and the famine was sore in the land of Egypt.

57 And all countries came into (Egypt to Sosepﬁ to [m\z grain, because the _famine was sore in all the
earth,

1 Now Yacob saw that there was grain in Egypt, and Jacob said unto his sons, Why do ye look one
upon anotherQ

2 And he said, (Behold, I have heard that there is grain in Egypt: get you down thither, and buy for us
from thence; that we may [ive, and not die.

3 And Joseph s ten brethren went down to buy grain from Egypt.

4 (But Benjamin, Joseph s brother, Jacob sent not with his brethren; for he said, est Peradventure
harm befall him,

And the sons of Israel came to buy among those that came: for the famine was in the land of Canaan.

6 And Joseph was the governor over the land; he it was that sold to all the people of the land. And
Yoseph s brethren came, and bowed down themselves to him with their _faces to the earth,
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And Joseph saw his brethren, and he knew them, but made himself strange unto them, and spake
roughly with them; and he said unto them. Whence come yeQ) And they said, From the land of
Canaan to buy food.

And Joseph knew his brethren, but they knew not him.

And Joseph remembered the dreams which he dreamed of them, and said unto them, ¢ are spies; to
see the nakedness of the land ye are come.

And they said unto him, (Nay, my lord, but to buy food are thy servants come.
QWe are all one man s sons; we are true men, thy servants are no spies.
And he said unto them, (Nay, but to see the nakedness of the land ye are come.

And they said, We thy servants are twelve brethren, the sons of one man in the [and of Canaan; and,
behold, the youngest is this day with our father, and one is not.

And YJoseph said unto them, Phat is it that I spake unto you, saying, Ye are spies:

ﬁereby ye shall be proved: [nz the [i_fe oj' @haraoﬁ Ye shall not go _fortﬁ hence, except your youngest
brother come hither,

Send one of you, and [et him fetch your brother, and ye shall be bound, that your words may be
proved, whether there be truth in you: or else by the [ife of Pharaoh surely ye are spies.

And he put them all together into ward three days.
And Joseph said unto them the third day, Qhis do, and [ive: for I fear (5od:

if ye be true men, (et one of your brethren be bound in your prison-house; but go Ye, carry grain for
the famine o_f your houses:

and (wing your youngest brother unto me; so shall your words be veriﬁed. and Ye shall not die. And
tﬁe\z did so.

And they said one to another, We are verily guilty concerning our brother, in that we saw the
distress of his soul, when he ﬁesought us, and ‘we would not hear; there_fore is this distress come upon
us,

And (Reuben answered them, saying, Spake 9 not unto you, saying, o not sin against the child; and
ye would not hearQ therefore also, behold, his blood is required.

And they knew not that Joseph understood them; for there was an interpreter between them,

And he turned himself about from them, and wept; and he returned to them, and spake to them, and
took Simeon from among them, and bound him before their eyes.

Ohen Joseph commanded to fill their vessels with grain, and to restore every man s money into his
sack, and to give them provisions for the way: and thus was it done unto them.,

And they laded their asses with their grain, and departed thence.

And as one of them opened his sack to give his ass provender in the [odging-place, he espied his
money; and, behold, it was in the mouth of his sack.

And he said unto his brethren, Oy money is restored; and, lo, it is even in my sack: and their heart
failed them, and they turned trembling one to another, saying, ‘What is this that (sod hath done unto

usQ

And they came unto Jacob their father unto the land of Canaan, and told him all that had befallen
them, saying,

Ohe man, the lord of the [and, spake roughly with us, and took us for spies of the country.

And we said unto him, We are true men; and we are no spies:

we are twelve brethren, sons o_f our father: one is not, and the youngest is this cfay with our father in
the [and of Canaan.
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And the man, the lord of the [and, said unto us, Hereby shall I know that ye are true men: [eave one
of your brethren with me, and take [grain for] the famine of your houses, and go your way;

and bring your youngest brother unto me: then shall I know that ye are no spies, but that ye are true
men: so will { defliver you your brother, and ye shall traffic in the land.

And it came to pass as they emptied their sacks, that, behold, every man s bundle of money was in his
sack: and when they and their father saw their bundles of money, they were afraid.

And Jacob their father said unto them, Mg have ye bereaved of my children: Joseph is not, and
Simeon is not, and ye will take (Benjamin away: all these things are against me.

And (Reuben spake unto his father, saying, Slay my two sons, if I bring him not to thee: defiver him
into my hand, and I will bring him to thee again.

And he said, Oy son shall not go down with you; for his brother is dead, and he only is [eft: if harm
befall him by the way in which ye go, then will ye bring down my gray hairs with sorrow to Sheol.
And the famine was sore in the land.

And it came to pass, when they had eaten up the grain which they had brought out of Egypt, their
father said unto them, (50 again, buy us a [ittle food.

And Judah spake unto him, saying, Jhe man did solemnly protest unto us, saying, Y shall not see my
face, except your brother be with you.

df thou wilt send our brother with us, we will go down and buy thee food:

but if thou wilt not send him, we will not go down; for the man said unto us, e shall not see my face,
except your brother be with you.

And Usrael said, Wherefore dealt ye so ill with me, as to tell the man whether ye had yet a brother?)
And they said, Qhe man asked straitly concerning ourselves, and concerning our kindred, saying, s

your father yet alive?Q) have ye [another] brotherQ and we told him according to the tenor of these
words: could we in any wise know that he would say, (Bring your brother downQ

And Yudah said unto Israel his father, Send the [ad with me, and we will arise and go; that we may
(ive, and not die, both we, and thou, and also our [ittle ones.

I will be surety for him; of my hand shalt thou require him: if I bring him not unto thee, and set him
before thee, then (et me bear the blame for ever:

for except we had [ingered, surely we had now returned a second time,

And their father Clsrael said unto them, CIf it be so now, do this: take of the choice fruits of the land in

your vessels, and carry down the man a present, a (ittle balm, and a (ittle honey, spicery and m\zm*ﬁ.
nuts, and almonds;

and take double money in your hand; and the money that was returned in the mouth of your sacks
carry again in your hand; peradventure it was an oversight:

take also your brother, and arise, go again unto the man;

and (sod Almighty give you mercy before the man, that he may reflease unto you your other brother
and Benjamin, And if I be bereaved of my children, I am bereaved.

And the men took that present, and they took double money in their hand, and (Benjamin; and rose up,
and went down to Egypt, and stood before Joseph.

And when Joseph saw (Benjamin with them, he said to the steward of his house, (Bring the men into
the house, and s[ay, and make reacf\z: for the men shall dine with me at noon,

And the man did as Joseph bade; and the man En'ougﬁt the men to Joseph s house.

And the men were afraid, because they were brought to Joseph s house; and they said, (Because of
the money that was returned in our sacks at the _first time are we En'ougﬁt in; that he may seek
occasion against us, and fall upon us, and take us for bondmen, and our asses.
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And they came near to the steward of Joseph s house, and they spake unto him at the door of the
house,

and said, Oh, my lord, we came indeed down at the first time to buy food:

and it came to pass, when we came to the [odging—p[ace. that we opened our sacks, and, behold, ev
man s money was in the mouth o_f his sack, our money in fu[[ wzight: and we have ﬁrought it again in
our hand,

And other money have we brought down in our hand to buy food: we know not who put our money in
our sacks,

And he said, Peace be to you, fear not: your (5od, and the (sod of your father, hath given you
treasure in your sacks: I had your money. And he brought Simeon out unto them.

And the man brought the men into Joseph s house, and gave them water, and they washed their feet.
And he gave their asses provender.

And they made ready the present against Joseph s coming at noon: for they heard that they should eat
bread there.

And when Joseph came home, they brought him the present which was in their hand into the house,
and bowed down themselves to him to the earth.

And he asked them of their welfare, and said, CIs your father well, the old man of whom ye spakeQ CIs
he yet aliveQ

And they said, Qhy servant our father is well, he is yet alive. And they bowed the head, and made
obeisance.

And he [ifted up his eyes, and saw (Benjamin his brother, his mother s son, and said, s this your
youngest brother, of whom ye spake unto meQ And he said, (50d be gracious unto thee, my son.

And Joseph made haste; for his heart yearned over his brother: and he sought where to weep; and he
entered into his chamber, and wept there.

And he washed his face, and came out; and he refrained himself, and said, Set on bread.

And they set on for him by himself, and for them by themselves, and for the Egyptians, that did eat

with him, [nz themselves; because the (Egypﬁans might not eat bread with the Hebrews; _for that is an
abomination unto the Egyptians.

And they sat before him, the first-born according to his birthright, and the youngest according to his
youth: and the men marvelled one with another.

And he took [and sent] messes unto them from before him: but (Benjamin s mess was five times so
much as any of theirs, And they drank, and were merry with him,

And he commanded the steward of his house, saying, Aill the men s sacks with food, as much as they
can carry, and put every man s money in his sack s mouth.

And put my cup, the silver cup, in the sack s mouth of the youngest, and his grain money. And he did
according to the word that Joseph had spoken.

As soon as the morning was [ight, the men were sent away, they and their asses.

[And] when they were gone out of the city, and were not yet far off, Joseph said unto his steward,
Up. j'o[[ow a_fter the men; and when thou dost overtake them, say unto them, CWHerefore have ye
rewarded evil for goodQ)

(Is not this that in which my lord drinketh, and wﬁereby he indeed divineth? ye have done evil in so
doing.

And he overtook them, and he spake unto them these words.,

And they said unto him, Wherefore speaketh my lord such words as theseQ Sar be it from thy
servants that they should do such a thing.
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8 (Behold, the money, which we found in our sacks mouths, we brought again unto thee out of the land
of Canaan: how then should we steal out of thy [ord s house silver or gold?Q)

9 QWith whomsoever of thy servants it be found, (et him die, and we also will be my [ord s bondmen,

10 And he said, (Now also [et it be according unto your words: he with whom it is found shall be my
bondman; and ye shall be blameless.

11 Ohen they hasted, and took down every man his sack to the ground, and opened every man his sack.

12 And he searched, [and] began at the eldest, and [eft off at the youngest: and the cup was found in
(Benjamin s sack.

13 Ohen they rent their clothes, and [aded every man his ass, and returned to the city.

14 And Judah and his brethren came to Joseph s house; and he was yet there: and they fell before him
on the ground,

15 And HJoseph said unto them, What deed is this that ye have done?Q) know ye not that such a man as I
can indeed divineQ)

16 And Judah said, What shall we say unto my lord?Q) what shall we speak?) or how shall we clear
ourselves)) (sod hath found out the mlqulty of thy servants: behold, we are my [ord s bondmen, both
we, and he also in whose hand the cup is found.

17 And he said, Frar be it from me that  should do so: the man in whose hand the cup is found, he shall
be my bondman; but as for you, get you up in peace unto your father.

18 Ohen Judah came near unto him, and said, Oh, my lord, [et thy servant, I pray thee, speak a word in
my ford s ears, and [et not thine anger burn against thy servant; _for thou art even as Pharaoh,

19 My lord asked his servants, saying, ttave ye a father, or a brotherQ

20 And we said unto my lord, We have a father, an old man, and a child of his old age, a [ittle one; and
his brother is dead, and he alone is [eft of his mother; and his father [oveth him,

21 And thou saidst unto thy servants, (Bring him down unto me, that ‘I may set mine eyes upon him,
22 And we said unto my lord, Dhe lad cannot [eave his father: for if he should [eave his father, his father
would die,

23 And thou saidst unto thy servants, Except your youngest brother come down with you, ye shall see
my face no more,

24 And it came to pass when we came up unto thy servant my father, we told him the words of my lord.
25 And our father said, (50 again, buy us a [ittle food.

26 And we said, We cannot go down: if our youngest brother be with us, then will we go down: for we
may not see the man s face, expect our youngest brother be with us.

27 And thy servant my father said unto us, Ye'know that my wife bare me two sons:
28 and the one went out from me, and I said, Surely he is torn in pieces; and I have not seen him since:

29 and i_f ye take this one also from me, and harm be_fa[[ him, ye will (wing down my gray hairs with
sorrow to Sheol.

30 (Now therefore when I come to thy servant my father, and the [ad is not with us; seeing that his (ife is
bound up in the lad s [ife;

31 it will come to pass, when he seeth that the [ad is not [with us], that he will die: and thy servants will
bring down the gray hairs of thy servant our father with sorrow to Sheol.

32 Oror thy servant became surety for the [ad unto my father, saying, If I bring him not unto thee, then
shall I bear the blame to my father for ever.

33 (Now therefore, [et thy servant, I pray thee, abide instead of the [ad a bondman to my lord; and (et the
lad go up with his brethren,
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or how shall I go up to my father, if the [ad be not with meQ lest I see the evil that shall come on
my father.

Ohen Joseph could not refrain himself before all them that stood before him; and he cried, Cause
every man to go out from me. And there stood no man with him, while {Joseph made himself known
unto his brethren,

And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians heard, and the house of Pharaoh heard.

And Joseph said unto his brethren, ‘I am Joseph; doth my father yet [iveQ) And his brethren could not
answer him; _for tﬁe\z were troubled at his presence.

And Joseph said unto his brethren, Come near to me, 4 pray you. And they came near. And he said,
I am Joseph your brother, whom ye sold into Egypt.

And now be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye sold me hither: for (sod did send me
before you to preserve [ife.

Oror these two years hath the famine been in the [and: and there are yet five years, in which there
shall be neither plowing nor harvest.

And (5od sent me before you to preserve you a remnant in the earth, and to save you alive by a great
deliverance.

So now it was not you that sent me hither, but (sod: and he hath made me a father to Pharach, and
lord of all his house, and ruler over all the [and of Egypt.

Haste ye, and go up to my father, and say unto him, Hhus saith thy son Joseph, (sod hath made me
(ord of all (Eg\zpt: come down unto me, tarry not;

and thou shalt dwell in the land of (soshen, and thou shalt be near unto me, thou, and thy children, and
thy children s children, and thy flocks, and thy herds, and all that thou hast:

and there will ] nourish thee; for there are yet ﬁve years o_f _famine; (est thou come to poverty, thou,
and tfnz household, and all that thou hast.

And, behold, your eyes see, and the eyes of my brother (Benjamin, that it is my mouth that speaketh
unto you,

And ye shall tell my father of all my glory in Egypt, and of all that ye have seen: and ye shall haste
and bring down my father hither.

And he fell upon his brother (Benjamin s neck, and wept; and (Benjamin wept upon his neck.
And he kissed all his brethren, and wept upon them: and after that his brethren talked with him,

And the report thereof was heard in Pharach s house, saying, Joseph s brethren are come: and it
pleased Pharach well, and his servants.

And Pharach said unto Joseph, Say unto thy brethren, Dhis do ye: [ade your beasts, and go, get you
unto the land of Canaan;

and take your _father and your households, and come unto me; and I will give you the good of the land
oj' @mt. and ye shall eat the _fat o_f the land,

Now thou art commanded, this do ye: take you wagons out of the land of Egypt for your [ittle ones,
and for your wives, and bring your father, and come,

Also regard not your stuff; for the good of all the land of Egypt is yours.

And the sons of Israel did so: and Joseph gave them wagons, according to the commandment of
Pharaoh, and gave them provision for the way.

0o all of them he gave each man changes of raiment; but to (Benjamin he gave three hundred pieces of
silver, and five changes of raiment,

And to his father he sent after this manner: ten asses [aden with the good things of Egypt, and ten she-
asses [aden with grain and bread and provision for his father by the way.
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24 So he sent his brethren away, and they departed: and he said unto them, See that ye fall not out by
the way.

25 And they went up out of Egypt, and came into the [and of Canaan unto Jacob their father.

26 And they told him, saying, Joseph is yet alive, and he is ruler over all the [and of Egypt. And his
heart fainted, for he believed them not.

27 And they told him all the words of Joseph, which he had said unto them: and when he saw the wagons
which Joseph had sent to carry him, the spirit of Jacob their father revived:

28 and CIsrael said, It is enough; Joseph my son is yet alive: I will go and see him before I die.

1 And Ysrael took his journey with all that he had, and came to (Beer-sheba, and offered sacrifices unto
the (5od of his father Usaac.

2 And (5od spake unto Usrael in the visions of the night, and said, Jacob, Jacob. And he said, Ftere am
q.

3 And he said, /I am (50d, the (5od of thy father: fear not to go down into Egypt: for d will there make
of thee a great nation:

4 9 will go down ‘with thee into Egypt: and I will also surely bring thee up again: and Joseph shall put
his hand upon thine eyes.

5 And Jacob rose up from (Beer-sheba: and the sons of CIsrael carried Jacob their father, and their
(ittle ones, and their wives, in the wagons which Pharaoh had sent to carry him.

6 And they took their cattle, and their goods, which they had gotten in the [and of Canaan, and came into
Egypt, Jacob, and all his seed with him:

7 his sons, and his sons sons with him, his daughters, and his sons s daughters, and all his seed brought
he with him into Egypt.

8 And these are the names of the children of CIsrael, who came into Egypt, Jacob and his sons: Reuben,
Yacob s first-born.

9 And the sons of Reuben: Franoch, and Pallu, and Hezron, and Carmi.

10 And the sons of Simeon: Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and Jachin, and Johar, and Shaul the son
of a Canaanitish woman,

11 And the sons of Uevi: (sershon, Kohath, and Merari.

12 And the sons of Judah: Er, and Onan, and Shelah, and Perez, and Jerah; but Er and Onan died in
the [and of Canaan. And the sons of Perez were Hezron and Hramul.

13 And the sons of CIssachar: Gola, and Puvah, and Clob, and Shimron.
14 And the sons of Jebulun: Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel.

15 Ohese are the sons of deah, whom she bare unto Jacob in Paddan-aram, with his daughter )inah:
all the souls of his sons and his daughters were thirty and three.

16 And the sons of (zad: Fiphion, and Haggi, Shuni, and Ezbon, Eri, and Arodi, and Apreli.

17 And the sons of Asher: (Imnah, and CIshvah, and CIshvi, and (Beriah, and Serah their sister; and the
sons of (Beriah: Heber, and Malchiel.

18 Ohese are the sons of Jjilpah, whom Yaban gave to Ueah his daughter; and these she bare unto Jacob,
even sixteen souls,

19 Ohe sons of (Rachel Jacob s wife: Joseph and (Benjamin,

20 And unto Joseph in the [and of Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim, whom Asenath, the
daughter of Poti-phera priest of On, bare unto him,

21 And the sons of (Benjamin: Bela, and (Becher, and Ashbel, (sera, and Naaman, Ehi, and (Rosh,
Muppim, and Huppim, and Apd.
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Ohese are the sons of (Rachel, who were born to Jacob: all the souls were fourteen.

And the sons of Pan: Hushim,

And the sons of (Naphtali: Jahzeel, and (Guni, and Jezer, and Shillem,

Ohese are the sons of (Bilhah, whom Uaban gave unto Rachel his daughter, and these she bare unto
Jacob: all the souls were seven.

All the souls that came with Jacob into Egypt, that came out of his [oins, besides (Jacob s sons
wives, all the souls were threescore and six;

and the sons of Joseph, who were born to him in Egypt, were two souls: all the souls of the house of
Jacob, that came into Egypt, were threescore and ten.

And he sent Judah before him unto Joseph, to show the way before him unto (soshen; and they came
into the [and of (soshen.

And Joseph made reacfy his chariot, and went up to meet Israel his _fatﬁer, to (soshen; and he
presented himself unto him, and fell on his neck, and wept on his neck a good while,

And Ysrael said unto Joseph, Now [et me die, since I have seen thy face, that thou art yet alive.
And HJoseph said unto his brethren, and unto his father s house, 4 will go up, and tell Pharaoh, and

will say unto him, OKy brethren, and my father s house, who were in the land of Canaan, are come
unto me;

and the men are shepherds, for they have been keepers of cattle; and they have brought their flocks,
and their herds, and all that they have.

And it shall come to pass, when Pharaoh shall call you, and shall say, What is your occupationQ
that ye shall say, Dhy servants have been keepers of cattle from our youth even until now, both we,
and our fathers: that ye may dwell in the [and of (soshen; for every shepherd is an abomination unto

the T gyptians.

Ohen Joseph went in and told Pharaoh, and said, Oy father and my brethren, and their flocks, and
their herds, and all that they have, are come out of the [and of Canaan; and, behold, they are in the
land of (soshen.

And from among his brethren he took five men, and presented them unto Pharaoh.
And Pharach said unto his brethren, What is your occupation?) And they said unto Pharaoh, Hhy
servants are shepherds, both we, and our fathers,

And they said unto Pharaoh, o sojourn in the land are we come; for there is no pasture for thy
servants _f[ocks: _for the famine is sore in the land oj' (Canaan; now tﬁere_fore. we pray thee, (et tﬁ\z
servants dwell in the [and of (soshen.

And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, saying, Qhy father and thy brethren are come unto thee:

the land of Egypt is ﬁe_fore thee; in the best o_f the land make thy fatﬁer and thy brethren to dwell; in
the [and of (soshen [et them dwell: and if thou knowest any able men among them, then make them
rulers over my cattle,

And Joseph brought in Jacob his father, and set him before Pharach: and Jacob blessed Pharaoh.
And Pharach said unto Jacob, Htow many are the days of the years of thy [ifeQ)

And Jacob said unto Pharaoh, Jhe days of the years of my pilgrimage are a hundred and thirty
vyears: few and evil have been the days of the years of my [ife, and they have not attained unto the days
of the years of the [ife of my fathers in the days of their pilgrimage.

And Jacob blessed Pharach, and went out from the presence of Pharaoh.

And Joseph placed his father and his brethren, and gave them a possession in the [and of Egypt, in the
best of the [and, in the [and of (Rameses, as Pharaoch had commanded.
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And Joseph nourished his father, and his brethren, and all his father s household, with bread,
according to their families.

And there was no bread in all the [and; for the famine was very sore, so that the [and of Egypt and
the [and of Canaan fainted by reason of the famine.

And Joseph gathered up all the money that was found in the land of Egypt, and in the land of Canaan,
j'or the grain which tﬁey Bought: and goseph En'ougﬁt the money into gPharaoﬁ s house.

And when the money was all spent in the [and of Egypt, and in the [and of Canaan, all the Egyptians
came unto Joseph, and said, (5ive us bread: for why should we die in thy presence?) for [our] money
faileth,

And Joseph said, (5ive your cattle; and d will give you for your cattle, if money fail.

And they brought their cattle unto Joseph; and Joseph gave them bread in exchange for the horses,
and _for the ﬂocks. and for the herds, and _for the asses; and he fed them with bread in excﬁange _for all
their cattle j'or that Year,

And when that year was ended, they came unto him the second year, and said unto him, We will not
hide _from my lord, how that our money is all spent; and the herds o_f cattle are my lord s; there is
nougﬁt [eft in the sight of my (ord, but our bodies, and our lands:

wherefore should we die before thine eyes, both we and our [andQ buy us and our land for bread, and
we and our [and will be servants unto @haraoﬁ and give us seed, that we may (ive, and not die, and
that the [and be not desolate.

So Joseph bought all the land of Egypt for Pharaoh; for the Egyptians sold every man his field,
because the famine was sore upon them: and the [and became (Pharaoh s.

And as for the people, he removed them to the cities from one end of the border of Egypt even to the
other end thereof.

On[\z the [and o_f the priests bougﬁt he not: _for the priests had a portion _from Pharaoh, and did eat
their portion which Pharaoh gave them; wherefore they sold not their [and,

Ohen Joseph said unto the people, (Behold, I have bought you this day and your land for Pharach:
lo, here is seed for you, and ye shall sow the [and.

And it shall come to pass at the ingatherings, that ye shall give a fifth unto Pharaoh, and four parts
shall be your own, for seed of the field, and for your food, and for them of your households, and for
food for your (ittle ones.

And they said, Qhou hast saved our [ives: [et us find favor in the sight of my lord, and we will be
Pharaoh s servants.

And Joseph made it a statute concerning the [and of Egypt unto this day, that Pharach should have
the fifth; only the [and of the priests alone became not Pharaoh s.

And Usrael dwelt in the land of Egypt, in the land of (soshen; and they gat them possessions therein,
and were fruitful, and multiplied exceedingly.

And Jacob [ived in the [and of Egypt seventeen years: so the days of Jacob, the years of his [ife,
were a hundred forty and seven years,

And the time drew near that Israel must die: and he called his son Joseph, and said unto him, df now
I have found favor in thy sight, put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh, and deal kindly and truly
with me: bury me not, I pray thee, in Egypt:

but when I sleep with my _fathers, thou shalt carry me out o_f Egypt. and [mry me in their Burying—
place. And he said, I will do as thou hast said.

And he said, Swear unto me: and he sware unto him. And Israel bowed himself upon the bed s head.

And it came to pass after these things, that one said to Joseph, (Behold, thy father is sick: and he took
with him his two sons, Manasseh and ECphraim,
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And one told Jacob, and said, (Behold, thy son Joseph cometh unto thee: and Clsrael strengthened
himself, and sat upon the bed.

And Jacob said unto Joseph, (sod Almighty appeared unto me at Qug in the land of Canaan, and
blessed me,

and said unto me, (Behold, I will make thee fruitful, and multiply thee, and I will make of thee a
company of peoples, and will give this land to thy seed after thee for an everlasting possession.

And now thy two sons, who were born unto thee in the [and of Egypt before I came unto thee into
Egypt, are mine; Ephraim and Manasseh, even as QReuben and Simeon, shall be mine.

And thy issue, that thou begettest after them, shall be thine; they shall be called after the name of their
brethren in their inheritance.

And as for me, when  came from (Paddan, Rachel died by me in the land of Canaan in the way,
‘when there was still some distance to come unto Ephrath: and I buried her there in the way to
Ephrath (the same is (Beth-lchem).

And CIsrael beheld Joseph s sons, and said, ‘Who are theseQ

And Joseph said unto his father, Jhey are my sons, whom (5od hath given me here. And he said,
(Bring them, I pray thee, unto me, and I will bless them,

(Now the eyes of Usrael were dim for age, so that he could not see. And he brought them near unto
him; and he kissed them, and embraced them.

And Asrael said unto Joseph, I had not thought to see thy face: and, [o, (5od hath (et me see thy seed
also,

And Joseph brougﬁt them out from between his knees; and he bowed himse[f with his face to the earth,
And Joseph took them both, Ephraim in his right hand toward srael s left hand, and Manasseh in
his left hand toward CIsrael s right hand, and brought them near unto him.

And Ysrael stretched out his right hand, and [aid it upon Ephraim s head, who was the younger, and
his [eft hand upon Manasseh s head, guiding his hands wittingly; for OManasseh was the first-born,
And he blessed Joseph, and said, Dhe (sod before whom my fathers Apraham and CIsaac did walk, the
(5od who hath fed me all my [ife long unto this day,

the ange[ who hath redeemed me from all evil, bless the lads; and (et my name be named on them, and
the name of my fathers Abraham and Usaac; and [et them grow into a multitude in the midst of the
earth,

And when Joseph saw that his father [aid his right hand upon the head of ®phraim, it displeased him:
and he held up his father s hand, to remove it from Ephraim s head unto (Manasseh s head.

And Joseph said unto his _fatﬁer, (Not so, my father: _for this is the ﬁrst-ﬁorn: put tﬁ\z right hand upon
his head.

And his father refused, and said, I know [it], my son, T know [it]. He also shall become a people, and
he also shall be great: howobeit his younger brother shall be greater than he, and his seed shall become a
multitude o_f nations,

And he blessed them that day, saying, n thee will Usrael bless, saying, (sod make thee as Ephraim
and as Manasseh: and he set Ephraim before Manasseh.

And Ysrael said unto Joseph, (Behold, I die: but (sod will be with you, and bring you again unto the
land of your fathers.

Moreover q have given to thee one portion above thy brethren, which CI took out of the hand of the
Amorite with my sword and with my bow.

And Jacob called unto his sons, and said: gather yourselves together, that I may tell you that which
shall befall you in the [atter days.
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Assemble yourselves, and hear, ye sons of Jacob; And hearken unto CIsrael your father.

(l{guben, thou art my ﬁrst-born, my might, and the Beginning of my strengtﬁ: Ohe pre-eminence of
dignity, and the pre-eminence of power.

(Boiling over as water, thou shalt not have the  pre-eminence; (Because thou wentest up to thy
father s bed; Dhen defiledst thou it: he went up to my couch.

Simeon and Yevi are brethren; Weapons of violence are their swords.

O my soul, come not thou into their council; ((Into their assemb[\z. my g[or\z. be not thou united; Sor
in their anger they slew a man, And in their self--will they hocked an ox.

Cursed be their anger, for it was ﬁerce; And their wrath, for it was cruel; I will divide them in
Yacob, And scatter them in Israel.

Yudah, thee shall thy brethren praise: Qhy hand shall be on the neck of thine enemies; Jhy father s
sons shall bow down before thee.

Yudah is a lion s whelp; rom the prey, my son, thou art gone up: e stooped down, he couched as
a lion, And as a [ioness; who shall rouse him up?

Ohe sceptre shall not depart from Judah, Nor the ruler s staff from between his feet, (ntil Shiloh
come: And unto him shall the obedience of the peoples be.

(Binding his foal unto the vine, And his ass s colt unto the choice vine; Te hath washed his garments
in wine, And his vesture in the blood of grapes:

[His eyes shall be red with wine, And his teeth white with milk.

Qebulun shall dwell at the haven o_f the sea; And he shall be _for a haven oj' ships; And his border shall
be upon Sidon.

Ussachar is a strong ass, Couching down between the sheepfolds:

And he saw a resting-place that it was good, And the [and that it was pleasant; And he bowed his
shoulder to bear, And became a servant under taskwork.,

Pan shall judge his people, As one of the tribes of (Israel.

(Dan shall be a serpent in the way, An adder in the path, Dhat biteth the horse s heels, So that his
rider falleth backward.

9 have waited for thy salvation, O Jehovah,

(5ad, a troop shall press upon him; (But he shall press upon their heel.

Out of the Asher his bread shall be fat, And he shall yield royal dainties,

(Naphtali is a hind [et [oose: e giveth goodly words,

Joseph is a fruitful bough, A fruitful bough by a fountain; His branches run over the wall.
Ohe archers have sorely grieved him, And shot at him, and persecute him:

(But his bow abode in strength, And the arms of his hands were made strong, (By the hands of the
Mighty One of Jacob, (From thence is the shepherd, the stone of Usrael),

Even by the (5od of thy father, who shall help thee, And by the Almighty, who shall bless thee, With
blessings of heaven above, (Blessings of the deep that coucheth beneath, (Blessings of the breasts, and of
the womb,

Ohe blessings of thy father Ftave prevailed above the blessings of my progenitors ((nto the utmost
bound of the everlasting hills: Dhey shall be on the head of Joseph, And on the crown of the head of
him that was separate from his brethren,

(Benjamin is a wolf that raveneth: In the morning she shall devour the prey, And at even he shall
divide the spoil.
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28 All these are the twelve tribes of Usrael: and this is it that their father spake unto them and blessed
them; every one according to his blessing he blessed them,

29 And he charged them, and said unto them, I am to be gathered unto my people: bury me with my
fathers in the cave that is in the field of Ephron the Hittite,

30 in the cave that is in the field of (Machpelah, which is before (Mamre, in the land of Canaan, which
Abraham bought with the field from Ephron the FHittite for a possession of a burying-place.

31 there they buried Abraham and Sarah his wife; there they buried Usaac and Rebekah his wife; and
there I buried Jeah:

32 the ﬁe[d and the cave that is therein, which was purchased from the children of Heth,

33 And when Jacob made an end of charging his sons, he gathered up his feet into the bed, and yielded up
the ghost, and was gathered unto his people.

1 And YJoseph fell upon his father s face, and wept upon him, and kissed him.

2 And Joseph commanded his servants the physicians to embalm his father: and the physicians embalmed
Csraef.

3 And _fort\z da\zs were j'u[ﬁ[[ed _for him; _for so are fu[_fi[[ed the cfays o_f emba[ming: and the (Eg\zptians
wept for him three-score and ten days.

4 And when the days of weeping for him were past, Joseph spake unto the house of Pharaoh, saying,
If now I have found favor in your eyes, speak, I pray you, in the ears of Pharach, saying,

5 My father made me swear, saying, o, 4 die: in my grave which I have digged for me in the land of
Canaan, there shalt thou bury me. (Now therefore let me go up, I pray thee, and bury my father, and
I will come again.

6 And Pharach said, (50 up, and bury thy father, according as he made thee swear.,

7 And Joseph went up to bury his father: and with him went up all the servants o_f Pharaoh, the elders
oj' his house, and all the elders oj' the land oj' (Eﬂ\zpt.

8 and all the house of Joseph, and his brethren, and his father s house: only their [ittle ones, and their
flocks, and their herds, they left in the [and of (soshen.
9 And there went up with him both chariots and horsemen: and it was a very great company.

10 And they came to the threshing-floor of Atad, which is beyond the Jordan, and there they lamented
with a very great and sore [amentation: and he made a mourning for his father seven days.

11 And when the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites, saw the mourning in the floor of Atad, they
said, Qhis is a grievous mourning to the Cgyptians: wherefore the name of it was called Abel-
migraim, which is beyond the Jordan,

12 And his sons did unto him accorcﬁng as he commanded them;

13 for his sons carried him into the land of Canaan, and buried him in the cave of the field of Machpelah,
which Abraham bought with the field, for a possession of a burying-place, of Ephron the FHittite,
before Mamre.

14 And Joseph returned into Egypt, he, and his brethren, and all that went up with him to bury his
father, after he had buried his father.

15 And when Joseph s brethren saw that their father was dead, they said, CIt may be that Joseph will
hate us, and will fully requite us all the evil which we did unto him.

16 And they sent a message unto Joseph, saying, Qhy father did command before he died, saying,

17 So shall ye say unto Joseph, Forgive, I pray thee now, the transgression of thy brethren, and their
sin, for that they did unto thee evil. And now, we pray thee, forgive the transgression of the servants
of the (5od of thy father. And Joseph wept when they spake unto him,

18 And his brethren also went and fell down before his face; and they said, (Behold, we are thy servants,
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And Joseph said unto them, Srear not: for am I in the place of (50dQ

And as j'or you, ye meant evil against me; but (sod meant it j'or goocf. to &ring to pass, as it is this da\z.
to save much people alive.

(Now therefore fear ye not: Xl will nourish you, and your [ittle ones. And he comforted them, and
spake kindly unto them,

And Joseph dwelt in Egypt, he, and his father s house: and Joseph [ived a hundred and ten years,

And Joseph saw Ephraim s children of the third generation: the children also of Machir the son of
Manasseh were born upon Joseph s knees.

And Joseph said unto his brethren, I die; but (sod will sure[y visit you, and (wing you up out o_f this
[and unto the [and which he sware to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob.

And Joseph took an oath of the children of Usrael, saying, (s0d will surely visit you, and ye shall
carry up my bones from hence.

So Yoseph died, being a hundred and ten years old: and they embalmed him, and he was put in a

coffin in Egypt.
(Now these are the names of the sons of CIsrael, who came into (Cgypt (every man and his household

came with Jacob):

Reuben, Simeon, Uevi, and Judah,
Ussachar, Jebulun, and Benjamin,
PDan and Naphtali, (sad and Asher.

And all the souls that came out of the [oins of Jacob were seventy souls: and Joseph was in Egypt
already.

And YJoseph died, and all his brethren, and all that generation,

And the children of Usrael were fruitful, and increased abundantly, and multiplied, and waxed
exceeding mighty; and the [and was filled with them.

(Now there arose a new king over Egypt, who knew not Joseph.
And he said unto his people, (Behold, the people of the children of CIsrael are more and mightier than

‘we:

come, let us deal wise[\z with them, (est they mu[tip[sz, and it come to pass, that, when there fa[[eth out
any war, tﬁe\z also join themselves unto our enemies, and _fiﬂﬁt against us, and get them up out oj' the
(and,

Oherefore they did set over them taskmasters to afflict them with their burdens. And they built for
Pharaoh store-cities, Pithom and (Raamses.

(But the more they afflicted them, the more they multiplied and the more they spread abroad. And they
were grieved because of the children of CIsrael.

And the Egyptians made the children of CIsrael to serve with rigor:

and tﬁe\z made their [ives bitter with hard service, in mortar and in brick, and in all manner o_f service
in the ﬁe[d, all their service, wherein tﬁe\z made them serve with rigor.

And the king of Egypt spake to the ebrew midwives, of whom the name of the one was Shiphrah,
and the name of the other Puah:

and he said, When ye do the office of a midwife to the Hebrew women, and see them upon the birth-
stool; i_f it be a son, then ye shall kill him; but i_f itbe a cfaughter. then she shall [ive.

(But the midwives feared (s50d, and did not as the king of Egypt commanded them, but saved the men-
children alive.
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18 And the king of Egypt called for the midwives, and said unto them, Why have ye done this thing, and
have saved the men-children aliveQ)

19 And the midwives said unto Pharaoh, (Because the Ftebrew women are not as the Lgyptian women;
for they are [ively, and are delivered ere the midwife come unto them,

20 And (5od dealt well with the midwives: and the people multiplied, and waxed very mighty,
21 And it came to pass, because the midwives feared (sod, that he made them households,

22 And Pharaoh charged all his people, saying, T very son that is born ye shall cast into the river, and
every daughter ye shall save alive.
1 And there went a man of the house of fevi, and took to wife a daughter of Yevi.

2 And the woman conceived, and bare a son: and when she saw him that he was a goodly child, she hid
him three months,

3 And when she could not [onger hide him, she took for him an ark of bulrushes, and daubed it with
slime and with pitch; and she put the child therein, and [aid it in the _f[ags by the river s brink,

4 And his sister stood afar off, to know what would be done to him,

5 And the cfaughter oj' Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river; and her maidens walked a[ong by the
river-side; and she saw the ark among the ﬂaﬂs. and sent her handmaid to fetcﬁ it.

6 And she opened it, and saw the child: and, behold, the babe wept. And she had compassion on him, and
said, Qhis is one of the Ftebrews children.

7 Ohen said his sister to Pharach s daughter, Shall  go and call thee a nurse of the Hebrew women,
that she may nurse the child for theeQ

8 And Pharaoh s daughter said to her, (50. And the maiden went and called the child s mother,

9 And Pharaoh s daughter said unto her, Qake this child away, and nurse it for me, and I will give
thee thy wages. And the woman took the child, and nursed it.

10 And the child grew, and she brought him unto Pharaoh s daughter, and he became her son. And she
called his name Moses, and said, Because I drew him out of the water.

11 And it came to pass in those days, when (Moses was grown up, that he went out unto his brethren, and
looked on their burdens: and he saw an Egyptian smiting a Flebrew, one of his brethren.

12 And he [ooked this way and that way, and when he saw that there was no man, he smote the
Egyptian, and hid him in the sand.

13 And he went out the second day, and, behold, two men of the Hebrews were striving together: and he
said to him that did the wrong, Wherefore smitest thou thy fellow?Q)

14 And he said, Who made thee a prince and a judge over usQ Qhinkest thou to kill me, as thou killedst
the EgyptianQ And Moses feared, and said, Surely the tﬁmg is known,

15 Now when (Pharaoh heard this thing, he sought to slay Moses. (But Moses fled from the face of
Pharaoh, and dwelt in the land of Midian: and he sat down by a well.

16 Now the priest of Midian had seven daughters: and they came and drew water, and filled the troughs
to water their father s flock.

17 And the shepherds came and drove them away; but OMoses stood up and helped them, and watered
their flock.

18 And when they came to (Reuel their father, he said, Ftow is it that ye are come so soon to-day?Q)

19 And they said, An Egyptian delivered us out of the hand of the shepherds, and moreover he drew
water for us, and watered the flock.

20 And he said unto his daughters, And where is heQ) Why is it that ye have [eft the man®Q) Call him, that
he may eat bread.
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21 And Moses was content to dwell with the man: and he gave Moses Jipporah his daughter.

22 And she bare a son, and he called his name (sershom; for he said, I have been a sojourner in a foreign
(and.

23 And it came to pass in the course of those many days, that the king of Egypt died: and the children of
Usrael sighed by reason of the bondage, and they cried, and their cry came up unto (5od by reason of
the bondage.

24 And (5od heard their groaning, and (sod remembered his covenant with Apraham, with Usaac, and
with Jacob.

25 And (5od saw the children of CIsrael, and (50d took knowledge [of them].

1 Now Moses was keeping the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of (Midian: and he [ed the
flock to the back of the wilderness, and came to the mountain of (sod, unto Horeb,

2 And the angel of Jehovah appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he
looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed.

3 And Moses said, I will turn aside now, and see this great sight, why the bush is not burnt,

4 And when Jehovah saw that he turned aside to see, (50d called unto him out of the midst of the bush,
and said, (Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am .

5 And he said, Praw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place whereon thou
standest is holy ground,

6 Moreover he said, I am the (5od of thy father, the (5od of Abraham, the (5od of ‘Isaac, and the (5od
of Jacob. And Moses hid his face; for he was afraid to [ook upon (5od.

7 And Jehovah said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people that are in Egypt, and have heard
their cry by reason of their taskmasters; for I know their sorrows;

8 and I am come down to deliver them out of the hand of the ECgyptians, and to bring them up out of
that [and unto a goocf (and and a [arge, unto a land _f[owing with milk and hone\z; unto the place o_f the
Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

9 And now, behold, the cry of the children of CIsrael is come unto me: moreover  have seen the
oppression wherewith the Tgyptians oppress them.

14 And (5od said unto Moses, I AMIHAD I AM; and he said, Dhus shalt thou say unto the children
of Usrael, I AM hath sent me unto you.

15 And (5od said moreover unto Moses, Qhus shalt thou say unto the children of Csrael, {Jehovah, the
(5od of your fathers, the (5od of Abraham, the (5od of ‘Isaac, and the (5od of Jacob, hath sent me
unto you: this is my name forever, and this is my memorial unto all generations,

16 (50, and gather the elders of CIsrael together, and say unto them, {Jehovah, the (5od of your fathers,

the (5od of Abraham, of ‘saac, and of Jacob, hath appeared unto me, saying, ‘I have surely visited
you, and [seen] that which is done to you in Egypt:
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and I have said, I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt unto the land of the Canaanite, and
the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, unto a [and flowing
with milk and honey.

And they shall hearken to thy voice: and thou shalt come, thou and the elders of CIsrael, unto the king
of Egypt, and ye shall say unto him, Jehovah, the (sod of the Febrews, hath met with us: and now [et
us go, we pray thee, three days journey into the wilderness, that we may sacrifice to Jehovah our

God.

And 9 know that the king of Tgypt will not give you leave to go, no, not by a mighty hand.

And d will put forth my hand, and smite Egypt with all my wonders which 4 will do in the midst
thereof: and after that he will [et you go.

And q -will give this people favor in the sight of the gyptians: and it shall come to pass, that, when ye
go, ye shall not go empty.

(But every woman shall ask of her neighbor, and of her that sojourneth in her house, jewels of silver,
and jewe[s o_f go[d, and raiment; and ye shall put them upon your sons, and upon your daughters: and
ye shall despoil the Egyptians.

And Moses answered and said, (But, behold, they will not believe me, nor hearken unto my voice; for
they will say, {Jehovah hath not appeared unto thee.

And Jehovah said unto him, What is that in thy handQ) And he said, A rod.

And he said, Cast in on the ground. And he cast it on the ground, and it became a serpent; and (Moses
fled from before it.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, Put forth thy hand, and take it by the tail: (and he put forth his hand,
and [aid hold of it, and it became a rod in his hand:)

Ohat they may believe that (Jehovah, the (5od of their fathers, the (50d of Abraham, the (sod of
Usaac, and the (5od of Jacob, hath appeared unto thee.

And Jehovah said furthermore unto him, Put now thy hand into thy bosom. And he put his hand into
his bosom: and ‘when he took it out, behold, his hand was [eprous, as [white as] snow.

And Jehovah said unto him, Who hath made man s mouthQ Or who maketh [a man] dumb, or deaf,
or seeing, or blindQ Js it not d, JehovahQ

(Now therefore go, and I will be with thy mouth, and teach thee what thou shalt speak.
And he said, Oh, dord, send, I pray thee, by the hand of him whom thou wilt send.

And the anger of {Jehovah was kindled against OMoses, and he said, ‘Is there not Agron thy brother the
TeyiteQ T know that he can speak well. And also, behold, he cometh forth to meet thee: and when he
seeth thee, he will be glad in his heart.

And thou shalt speak unto him, and put the words in his mouth: and I will be with thy mouth, and
with his mouth, and will teach you what ye shall do.
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16 And he shall be thy spokesman unto the people; and it shall come to pass, that he shall be to thee a
mouth, and thou shalt be to him as (od.

17 And thou shalt take in thy hand this rod, wherewith thou shalt do the signs.

18 And Moses went and returned to Jethro his father-in-law, and said unto him, et me go, I pray
thee, and return unto my brethren that are in Tgypt, and see whether they be yet alive. And Jethro
said to {Moses, (50 in peace.

19 And Jehovah said unto Moses in Midian, (50, return into Egypt; for all the men are dead that sought
thy life.

20 And Moses took his wife and his sons, and set them upon an ass, and he returned to the land of Egypt:
and Moses took the rod of (sod in his hand.

21 And Jehovah said unto Moses, When thou goest back into Egypt, see that thou do before Pharaoh
all the wonders which X have put in thy hand: but I will harden his heart and he will not et the people
go.

22 And thou shalt say unto Pharach, Jhus saith Jehovah, CIsrael is my son, my first-born:

23 and I have said unto thee, Yet my son go, that he may serve me; and thou hast refused to [et him go:
behold, I will slay thy son, thy first-born,

24 And it came to pass on the way at the lodging-place, that (Jehovah met him, and sought to kill him.

25 Ohen Jjipporah took a _f[int. and cut oj]' the _foreskin o_f her son, and cast it at his feet; and she said,
Suvrely a bridegroom of blood art thou to me.

26 So he [et him alone, Dhen she said, A bridegroom of blood [art thou], because of the circumcision,

27 And Jehovah said to Agron, (50 into the wilderness to meet Moses. And he went, and met him in the
mountain of (sod, and Kissed him,

28 And Moses told Aaron all the words of (Jehovah wherewith he had sent him, and all the signs
wherewith he had charged him,

29 And Moses and Agron went and gathered together all the elders of the children of Csrael:

30 and Agaron spake all the words which (Jehovah had spoken unto Moses, and did the signs in the sight
of the people.

31 And the people believed: and when they heard that Jehovah had visited the children of CIsrael, and
that he had seen their affliction, then they bowed their heads and worshipped.

1 And afterward Moses and Agaron came, and said unto Pharaoh, Dhus saith Jehovah, the (5od of
Usrael, et my people go, that they may hold a feast unto me in the wilderness.

2 And Pharach said, Who is Jehovah, that I should hearken unto his voice to let Usrael goQ I know
not Jehovah, and moreover I will not (et Israel go.

3 And they said, Qhe (5od of the Febrews hath met with us: let us go, we pray thee, three days
journey into the wilderness, and sacrifice unto Jehovah our (5od, [est he fall upon us with pestilence,
or with the sword,

4 And the king of Egypt said unto them, Wherefore do ye, Moses and ,Aaron, [oose the people from
their worksQ get you unto your burdens.

5 And Pharaoch said, Behold, the people of the land are now many, and ye make them rest from their
burdens,

6 And the same day Pharaoh commanded the taskmasters of the people, and their officers, saying,

Ye shall no more give the people straw to make brick, as hereto_fore: (et them go and gatﬁer straw for
themselves,
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8 And the number of the bricks, which they did make heretofore, ye shall [ay upon them; ye shall not

9 et heavier work be [aid upon the men, that they may [abor therein; and (et them not regarcf [ying
words.

10 And the taskmasters of the people went out, and their officers, and they spake to the people, saying,
Ohus saith Pharaoh, I will not give you straw.

11 (50 yourselves, get you straw where ye can find it: for nought of your work shall be diminished.

12 So the people were scattered abroad throughout all the [and of Egypt to gather stubble for straw.,

13 And the taskmasters were urgent saying, Julfil your works, [your] daily tasks, as when there was
straw,

14 And the officers of the children of CIsrael, whom (Pharaoh s taskmasters had set over them, were
beaten, and demanded, CWherefore have vye not _fu[ﬁ[[ed your task both yesterda\z and to—da\z, in
making brick as ﬁeretofore?

15 Ohen the officers of the children of CIsrael came and cried unto Pharaoh, saying, Wherefore dealest
thou thus with thy servantsQ

16 Ohere is no straw given unto thy servants, and they say to us, Make brick: and, behold, thy servants
are beaten; but the fault it in thine own people.

17 But he said, Ye are idle, ye are idle: therefore ye say, Uet us go and sacrifice to Jehovah,

18 (o tﬁere_fore now, and work; for there shall no straw be given you, yet shall Ye deliver the number of
bricks.

19 And the officers of the children of CIsrael did see that they were in evil case, when it was said, e shall
not diminish aught from your bricks, [your] daily tasks.

20 And they met Moses and Agron, who stood in the way, as they came forth from (Pharaoh:

21 and they said unto them, Jehovah [ook upon you, and judge: because ye have made our savor to be

abhorred in the eyes oj' @ﬁaraoﬁ. and in the eyes oj' his servants, to put a sword in their hand to s[ay
us,

22 And Moses returned unto Jehovah, and said, dord, wherefore hast thou dealt ill with this peopleQ
why is it that thou hast sent meQ

23 or since I came to Pharaoh to speak in thy name, he hath dealt ill with this people; neither hast thou
delivered thy people at all.

1 And Jehovah said unto Moses, (Now shalt thou see what d will do to Pharaoh: for by a strong hand
shall he [et them go, and by a strong hand shall he drive them out of his land.

2 And (5od spake unto Moses, and said unto him, I am Jehovah:

3 and I appeared unto Apraham, unto Clsaac, and unto Jacob, as (sod Afmighty; but by my name
Jehovah I was not known to them,

4 And q have also established my covenant with them, to give them the land of Canaan, the [and of their
sojournings, wherein they sojourned.

5 And moreover I have heard the groaning of the children of Usrael, whom the Egyptians keep in
bondage; and I have remembered my covenant.

6 CWhere_fore say unto the children o_f Usrael, I am Jehovah, and I will (wing you out _from undeyr the
burdens o_f the Egyptians, and I will rid you out of their Bondage. and ] will redeem you with an
outstretched arm, and with great judgments:

7 and ] will take you to me for a people, and I will be to you a (5od; and ye shall know that f am
Yehovah your (50d, who bringeth you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians.
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And d will bring you in unto the land which I sware to give to Abraham, to Usaac, and to Jacob; and
I will give it you for a heritage: I am Jehovah.

And Moses spake so unto the children of Csrael: but they hearkened not unto (Moses for anguish of
spirit, and for cruel bondage.

And Jehovah spake unto (Moses, saying,

(50 in, speak unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, that he let the children of Israel go out of his [and.
And Moses spake before (Jehovah, saying, (Behold, the children of Usrael have not hearkened unto
me; how then shall Pharach hear me, who am oj' uncircumcised [ips?

And Jehovah spake unto OMoses and unto Agron, and gave them a charge unto the children of Israel,
and unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring the children of CIsrael out of the land of Egypt.

Ohese are the heads of their fathers houses. Qhe sons of Reuben the first-born of Usrael: Hanoch,
and Pallu, Hezron, and Carmi; these are the families of (Reuben.

And the sons of Simeon: Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and Jachin, and Johar, and Shaul the son
oj' a Canaanitish woman; these are the fami[ies o_f Simeon,

And these are the names of the sons of Yevi according to their generations: (sershon, and (Kohath, and
Merari; and the Years o_f the [i_fe oj' Yevi were a hundred thirty and seven years.

Ohe sons of (sershon: digni and Shimei, according to their families.

And the sons of Kohath: Amram, and Clzhar, and Hebron, and (zziel; and the years of the [ife of
(Kohath were a hundred thirty and three years.

And the sons of Merari: Mahli and Mushi. Dhese are the families of the gvites according to their
generations,

And Amram took him Jochebed his father s sister to wife; and she bare him Agron and Moses: and
the years of the [ife of Amram were a hundred and thirty and seven years.

And the sons of Izhar: Korah, and (Nepheg, and Fjichri.
And the sons of ((Izziel: Mishael, and Elzaphan, and Sithri.

And Agron took him Elisheba, the daughter of Amminadab, the sister of (Nahshon, to wife; and she
bare him (Nadab and Apihu, Eleazar and Clthamar,

And the sons of Korah: Assir, and Elkanah, and Abiasaph; these are the families of the (Korahites.

And Eleazar Agron s son took him one of the daughters of Putiel to wife; and she bare him
Phinehas. Qhese are the heads of the fathers [houses] of the Yevites according to their families.

Ohese are that Aaron and Moses, to whom Jehovah said, (Bring out the children of Usrael from the
land of Egypt according to their hosts.

Ohese are they that spake to Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring out the children of CIsrael from Egypt:
these are that OMoses and Agaron.

And it came to pass on the day when (Jehovah spake unto (Moses in the land of Egypt,

that {Jehovah spake unto Moses, saying, I am Jehovah: speak thou unto Pharaoh king of Egypt all
that { speak unto thee.

And Moses said before Jehovah, Behold, I am of uncircumcised [ips, and how shall Pharaoh
hearken unto meQ

And Jehovah said unto Moses, See, ‘I have made thee as (5od to Pharach; and Agron thy brother
shall be thy prophet.

Ohou shalt speak all that Xl command thee; and Agron tﬁ\z brother shall speak unto Pharaoh, that he
let the children of ‘Israel go out of his [and,

And q will harden Pharaoh s heart, and multiply my signs and my wonders in the land of Egypt.

4 But Pharaoh will not hearken unto you, and I will [ay my hand upon Egypt, and bring forth my
hosts, my people the children of CIsrael, out of the land of Tgypt by great judgments.

5 And the Egyptians shall know that I am Jehovah, when I stretch forth my hand upon Egypt, and
bring out the children of (Israel from among them.
6 And Moses and Agaron did so; as Jehovah commanded them, so did they,

7 And Moses was fourscore years old, and Aaron fourscore and three years old, when they spake unto
Pharaoh.

8 And Jehovah spake unto Moses and unto Agron, saying,

9 WWhen Pharaoh shall speak unto you, saying, Show a wonder j'or you; then thou shalt say unto
Aaron, Jake thy rod, and cast it down before Pharaoh, that it become a serpent.

10 And Moses and Agron went in unto Pharach, and they did so, as Jehovah had commanded: and
Aaron cast down his rod before Pharach and before his servants, and it became a serpent.

11 Ohen Pharaoh also called for the wise men and the sorcerers: and they also, the magicians of Egypt,
did in [ike manner with their enchantments,

12 Oror they cast down every man his rod, and they became serpents: but Aaron s rod swallowed up
their rods.

13 And Pharaoch s heart was hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; as {Jehovah had spoken.

14 And Jehovah said unto OMoses, Pharaoh s heart is stubborn, he refuseth to let the people go.

15 (5et thee unto Pharaoh in the morning; lo, he goeth out unto the water; and thou shalt stand by the
river s brink to meet him; and the rod which was turned to a serpent shalt thou take in th\z hand,

16 And thou shalt say unto him, Jehovah, the (5od of the Hebrews, hath sent me unto thee, saying, ‘et
my people go, that they may serve me in the wilderness: and, behold, hitherto thou hast not hearkened.

17 Ohus saith Jehovah, CIn this thou shalt know that I am Jehovah: behold, I will smite with the rod
that is in my hand upon the waters which are in the river, and they shall 6e turned to blood,

18 And the fish that are in the river shall die, and the river shall become foul; and the Egyptians shall
loathe to drink water from the river,

19 And Jehovah said unto (Moses, Say unto Aaron, Jake thy rod, and stretch out thy hand over the
waters of Egypt, over their rivers, over their streams, and over their pools, and over all their ponds
of water, that they may become blood; and there shall be blood throughout all the [and of Egypt, both
in vessels of wood and in vessels of stone.

20 And Moses and Agron did so, as Jehovah commanded; and he [ifted up the rod, and smote the waters
that were in the river, in the sight oj' Pharaoh, and in the sight o_f his servants; and all the waters that
were in the river were turned to blood.

21 And the fish that were in the river died; and the river became foul, and the Egyptians could not drink
water from the river; and the blood was throughout all the land of Egypt.

22 And the magicians of Egypt did in [ike manner with their enchantments: and Pharaoh s heart was
hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; as Jehovah had spoken.

23 And Pharach turned and went into his house, neither did he [ay even this to heart,

24 And all the (Eg\zptians cﬁgged round about the river j'or water to drink; _for tﬁe\z could not drink oj' the
water oj' the river,

25 And seven days were fulfilled, after that Jehovah had smitten the river,

1 And Jehovah spake unto Moses, (50 in unto Pharaoh, and say unto him, Jhus saith Jehovah, et my
people go, that they may serve me,

2 And if thou refuse to [et them go, behold, I will smite all thy borders with frogs:
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3 and the river shall swarm with _frogs, which shall go up and come into thy house, and into thy
bedchamber, and upon tfnz bed, and into the house of thy servants, and upon tﬁ\z people, and into thine
ovens, and into tﬁ\z kneading-troughs:

4 and the frogs shall come up both upon thee, and upon thy peop[e. and upon all tﬁ\z servants,

5 And Jehovah said unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch forth thy hand with thy rod over the rivers,
over the streams, and over the pools, and cause _frogs to come up upon the land of Egypt.

6 And Agron stretched out his hand over the waters of Egypt: and the frogs came up, and covered the
land of Egypt.

7 And the magicians did in [ike manner with their enchantments, and brought up frogs upon the land of
Egypt.

8 Ohen Pharaoh called for Moses and Agaron, and said, Entreat Jehovah, that he take away the frogs
from me, and from my people; and I will [et the people go, that they may sacrifice unto Jehovah.

9 And Moses said unto Pharaoh, Have thou this glory over me: against what time shall I entreat for
thee, and _for tﬁ\z servants, and j'or thy peop[e. that the frogs be cfestroyecf from thee and th\z houses,
and remain in the river on[y?

10 And he said, Against to-morrow. And he said, (Be it according to thy word; that thou mayest know
that there is none [ike unto Jehovah our (5od.

11 And the _frogs shall depart from thee, and from tﬁ\z houses, and _from thy servants, and _from thy people;
they shall remain in the river only.

12 And Moses and Agaron went out from Pharaoh: and Moses cried unto Jehovah concerning the frogs
which he had brought upon (Pharach.

13 And Jehovah did according to the word of Moses; and the frogs died out of the houses, out of the
courts, and out of the fields.

14 And they gathered them together in heaps; and the [and stank.

15 (But when Pharaoch saw that there was respite, he hardened his heart, and hearkened not unto them,
as Jehovah had spoken.

16 And Jehovah said unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch out thy rod, and smite the dust of the earth,
that is may become [ice throughout all the [and of Egypt.

17 And they did so; and Agron stretched out his hand with his rod, and smote the dust of the earth, and
there were [ice upon man, and upon beast; all the dust of the earth became [ice throughout all the [and
of Egypt.

18 And the magicians did so with their enchantments to bring forth [ice, but they could not: and there
were [ice upon man, and upon beast.

19 Ohen the magicians said unto Pharaoh, Phis is the finger of (sod: and Pharaoch s heart was
hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; as Jehovah had spoken.

20 And Jehovah said unto Moses, (Rise up early in the morning, and stand before Pharaoh; [o, he
cometh forth to the water; and say unto him, Jhus saith Jehovah, et my people go, that they may
serve me,

21 Flse, if thou wilt not [et my people go. behold, CI will send swarms o_f _f[ies upon thee, and upon they
servants, and upon thy peop[e. and into thy houses; and the houses oj' the (Eg\zptians shall be j'u[[ oj'
swarms of j'[ies. and also the ground whereon tﬁe\z are,

22 And 9 will set apart in that day the land of (soshen, in which my people dwell, that no swarms of flies
shall be there; to the end thou mavyest know that I am Jehovah in the midst o_f the earth,

23 And q will put a division between my people and thy people: by to-morrow shall this sign be.
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And Jehovah did so; and there came grievous swarms of flies into the house of Pharaoh, and into his
servants houses: and in all the [and of Egypt the [and was corrupted by reason of the swarms of flies.

And Pharaoch called for (Moses and for Agaron, and said, (50 ye, sacrifice to your (5od in the [and.
And Moses said, Clt is not meet so to do; for we shall sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians to

Gehovah our (50d: lo, shall we sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians before their eyes, and will
they not stone usQ

We will go three days journey into the wilderness, and sacrifice to Jehovah our (5od, as he shall
command us,

And Pharaoch said, I will [et you go, that Yye may sacriﬁce to Jehovah your (5od in the wilderness;
only vye shall not go very far away: entreat for me.

And Moses said, (Behold, I go out from thee, and I will entreat Jehovah that the swarms of flies
may depart from @ﬁaraoﬁ. from his servants, and from his people, to-morrow: on[y (et not Pharach
deal deceit_fu[[y any more in not [etting the peop[e go to sacriﬁce to Jehovah.

And Moses went out from Pharaoh, and entreated Jehovah.

And Jehovah did accorcﬁng to the word oj' Moses; and he removed the swarms oj' ﬂies from
Pharaoh, from his servants, and from his people; there remained not one.

And Pharaoh hardened his heart this time also, and he did not [et the people go.

Ohen Jehovah said unto Meses, (50 in unto Pharach, and tell him, Dhus saith Jehovah, the (sod of
the Hebrews, det my people go, that they may serve me,

Oror if thou refuse to let them go, and wilt hold them still,

behold, the hand of (Jehovah is upon thy cattle which are in the field, upon the horses, upon the asses,
upon the camels, upon the herds, and upon the flocks: [there shall be] a very grievous murrain,

And Jehovah shall make a distinction between the cattle of Usrael and the cattle of Egypt; and there
shall nothing die of all that belongeth to the children of CIsrael.

And Jehovah appointed a set time, saying, Jo-morrow Jehovah shall do this thing in the land.

And Jehovah did that thing on the morrow; and all the cattle of Egypt died; but of the cattle of the
children of CIsrael died not one.

And Pharach sent, and, behold, there was not so much as one of the cattle of the Usraelites dead. (But
the heart of Pharaoh was stubborn, and he did not [et the people go.

And Jehovah said unto (Moses and unto Aaron, Jake to you handfuls of ashes of the furnace, and [et
Moses sprinkle it toward heaven in the sight of Pharach.

And it shall become small dust over all the [and of Egypt, and shall be a boil breaking forth with blains
upon man and upon beast, throughout all the land of Egypt.

And they took ashes oj' the furnace, and stood be_fore Pharaoh; and Moses sprinkled it up toward
heaven; and it became a boil &reaking j'orth with blains upon man and upon beast.

And the magicians could not stand before OMoses because of the boils; for the boils were upon the
magicians, and upon all the Egyptians.

And Jehovah hardened the heart of Pharaoh, and he hearkened not unto them, as {Jehovah had
spoken unto (Moses.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, Rise up early in the morning, and stand before Pharaoh, and say
unto him, Phus saith Jehovah, the (5od of the Hebrews, det my people go, that they may serve me.
Oor I will this time send all my p[agues upon thy heart, and upon tﬁ\z servants, and upon th\z people;
that thou mavyest know that there is none [ike me in all the earth.

or now I had put forth my hand, and smitten thee and thy people with pestilence, and thou hadst
been cut off from the earth:
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but in very deed _for this cause have I made thee to stand, to show thee my power, and that my name
may be declared througﬁout all the earth,

As vet exaltest thou thyself against my people, that thou wilt not let them goQ
(Behold, to-morrow about this time I will cause it to rain a very grievous hail, such as hath not been
in Egypt since the day it was founded even until now.,

(Now therefore send, hasten in thy cattle and all that thou hast in the field; [for] every man and beast
that shall be found in the field, and shall not be brought home, the hail shall come down upon them, and
they shall die.

He that feared the word of {Jehovah among the servants of Pharaoh made his servants and his cattle
flee into the houses.

And he that regarded not the word of Jehovah [eft his servants and his cattle in the field.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, Stretch forth thy hand toward heaven, that there may be hail in all
the [and of Egypt, upon man, and upon beast, and upon every herb of the field, throughout the [and of
Egypt.

And Moses stretched forth his rod toward heaven: and Jehovah sent thunder and hail, and fire ran
down unto the earth; and Jehovah rained hail upon the land of Egypt.

So there was hail, and fire mingled with the hail, very grievous, such as had not been in all the [and of
Egypt since it became a nation.

And the hail smote throughout all the [and of Egypt all that was in the field, both man and beast; and
the hail smote every herb of the field, and brake every tree of the field.

Only in the land of (soshen, where the children of Usrael were, was there no hail.

And Pharaoch sent, and called for Moses and Agaron, and said unto them, I have sinned this time:
Jehovah is righteous, and I and my people are wicked.

Entreat Jehovah; for there hath been enough of [these] mighty thunderings and hail; and I will [et you
go, and ye shall stay no longer.,

And Moses said unto him, As soon as ‘I am gone out of the city, I will spread abroad my hands unto
Jehovah; the thunders shall cease, neither shall there be any more hail; that thou mayest know that the
earth is (Jehovah s.

(But as for thee and thy servants, I know that ye will not yet fear Jehovah (5od.

And the flax and the barley were smitten: for the barley was in the ear, and the flax was in bloom.
(But the wheat and the spelt were not smitten: for they were not grown up.

And Moses went out of the city from Pharaoh, and spread abroad his hands unto Jehovah: and the
thunders and hail ceased, and the rain was not poured upon the earth.

And when Pharaoh saw that the rain and the hail and the thunders were ceased, he sinned yet more,
and hardened his heart, he and his servants,

And the heart of Pharaoh was hardened, and he did not [et the children of srael go, as (Jehovah had
spoken by Moses.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, (50 in unto Pharaoh: for I have hardened his heart, and the heart of
his servants, that Xl may show these my signs in the midst of them,

and that thou mavyest tell in the ears of thy son, and of thy son s son, what things I have wrought upon
Egypt, and my signs which I have done among them; that ye may know that I am Jehovah.

And Moses and Agron went in unto Pharach, and said unto him, Dhus saith Jehovah, the (sod of the
Hebrews, How long wilt thou refuse to humble thyself before meQ let my people go, that they may
serve me.

Flse, if thou re_fuse to [et my people go. behold, to-morrow will ] Bring locusts into thy border:
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5 and tﬁe\z shall cover the face o_f the earth, so that one shall not be able to see the earth; and the\z shall
eat the residue o_f that which is escaped, which remaineth unto you _from the hail, and shall eat every
tree which groweth for you out of the field:

6 and tﬁ\z houses shall be _fi[[ed, and the houses o_f all tﬁ\z servants, and the houses o_f all the (Egypﬁans; as
neither thy fathers nor thy fathers fathers have seen, since the day that they were upon the earth unto
this day. And he turned, and went out from (Pharaoh,

7 And Pharaoh s servants said unto him, How long shall this man be a snare unto usQ (et the men go,
that they may serve Jehovah their (sod: knowest thou not yet that Egypt is destroyed?)

8 And Moses and Agron were brought again unto Pharaoh: and he said unto them, (50, serve Jehovah
your (5od; but who are the\z that shall go?

9 And Moses said, We will go with our young and with our old; with our sons and with our cfaughters,

with our f[ocks and with our herds will we go; j'or we must hold a _feast unto Jehovah,

10 And he said unto them, So be Jehovah with you, as I will [et you go, and your [ittle ones: [ook to it;
for evil is before you.

11 (Not so: go now ye that are men, and serve Jehovah; for that is what ye desire. And they were driven
out from (Pharaoh s presence.

12 And Jehovah said unto Moses, Stretch out thy hand over the [and of Egypt for the locusts, that they
may come up upon the land of Cgypt, and eat every herb of the land, even all that the hail hath [eft.

13 And Moses stretched forth his rod over the land of EEgypt, and Jehovah brought an east wind upon
the [and all that day, and all the night; and when it was morning, the east wind brought the [ocusts.

14 And the [ocusts went up over all the [and of Egypt, and rested in all the borders of Egypt: very
grievous were they; before them there were no such locusts as they, neither after them shall be such.

15 or tﬁe\z covered the face oj' the whole earth, so that the land was darkened; and the\z did eat every
herb of the [and, and all the fruit of the trees which the hail had [e_ft: and there remained not any green
tﬁing, either tree or herb oj' the fie[d, through all the land of (Egypt.

16 Ohen Pharaoh called for Moses and Agaron in haste; and he said, I have sinned against Jehovah
your (50d, and against you,

17 (Now therefore forgive, ‘I pray thee, my sin only this once, and entreat Jehovah your (5od, that he
may take away from me this death only,

18 And he went out from Pharaoh, and entreated Jehovah.

19 And Jehovah turned an exceeding strong west wind, which took up the [ocusts, and drove them into
the (Red Sea; there remained not one locust in all the border of Egypt.

20 But Jehovah hardened @ﬁaraoﬁ s heart, and he did not [et the children o_f Israel go.

21 And Jehovah said unto Moses, Stretch out thy hand toward heaven, that there may be darkness over
the [and of Egypt, even darkness which may be felt.

22 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there was a thick darkness in all the land of
Egypt three days;

23 the\z saw not one another, neither rose any one from his place _for three da\zs: but all the children of
srael had [igﬁt in their dwe[[ings.

24 And Pharach called unto Moses, and said, (50 ye, serve Jehovah; only let your flocks and your
herds be stayed: (et your [ittle ones also go with you.

25 And Moses said, hou must also give into our hand sacrifices and burnt-offerings, that we may
sacrifice unto Jehovah our (5od.

26 Owr cattle also shall go with us; there shall not a hoof be left behind: for thereof must we take to serve
Jehovah our (sod; and we know not with what we must serve Jehovah, until we come thither.
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But Jehovah hardened Pharaoh s heart, and he would not [et them go.

And Pharach said unto him, (set thee from me, take heed to tﬁ\zse[_f, see my face no more; for in the
day thou seest my face thou shalt die.

And Moses said, Jhou hast spoken well. I will see thy face again no more.

And Jehovah said unto OMoses, Yet one plague more will I bring upon Pharaoh, and upon Egypt;

afterwards he will (et you go hence: when he shall (et you go, he shall sure[y thrust you out hence
a[togetﬁer.

Speak now in the ears of the people, and let them ask every man of his neighbor, and every woman of
her neighbor, jewels of silver, and jewels of gold.

And Jehovah gave the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians. Moreover the man Moses was very
great in the land of Egypt, in the sight of PPharaoh s servants, and in the sight of the people.

And Moses said, Jhus saith Jehovah, About midnight will I go out into the midst of Egypt:

and all the first-born in the land of Egypt shall die, from the first-born of Pharaoh that sitteth upon

his throne, even unto the ﬁrst—ﬁorn of the maid-servant that is behind the mill; and all the ﬁrst—ﬁorn
o_f cattle,

And there shall be a great cry throughout all the land of Egypt, such as there hath not been, nor shall
be any more.

(But against any of the children of ‘Israel shall not a dog move his tongue, against man or beast: that ye
may know how that {Jehovah doth make a distinction between the Egyptians and srael.

Aund all these thy servants shall come down unto me, and bow down themselves unto me, saying, (et
thee out, and all the people that follow thee: and after that (I will go out. And he went out from
Pharaoh in hot anger.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, Pharach will not hearken unto you; that my wonders may be
multiplied in the [and of Egypt.

And Moses and Agron did all these wonders before Pharach: and Jehovah hardened Pharaoh s
heart, and he did not let the children of CIsrael go out of his land.

And Jehovah spake unto OMoses and Agron in the land of Egypt, saying,

Ohis month shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of the year to you.
Speak ye unto all the congregation of Usrael, saying, CIn the tenth [day] of this month they shall take to
them every man a [amb, according to their fathers houses, a [amb for a household:

and if the household be too [ittle for a [amb, then shall he and his neigﬁﬁor next unto his house take one
accorcﬁng to the number oj' the souls; accorcfing to every man s eating ye shall make your count j'or
the lamb,

Your [amb shall be without blemish, a male a year old; ye shall take it _from the sheep, or from the goats:

and ye shall keep it until the _fourteenth da\z o_f the same month; and the whole assemﬁ[\z of the
congregation o_f Usrael shall kill it at even,

And they shall take of the blood, and put it on the two side-posts and on the [intel, upon the houses
wherein they shall eat it.

And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and unleavened bread; with bitter herbs they
shall eat it.

Eat not of it raw, nor boiled at all with water, but roast with fire; its head with its [egs and with the
inwards thereof,

And ye shall (et nothing of it remain until the morning; but that which remaineth of it until the morning
ye shall burn with _fire.
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11 And thus shall ye eat it: with your [oins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand;
and +ye shall eat it in haste: it is (Jehovah s passover.

12 or A will go through the [and of Egypt in that night, and will smite all the first-born in the [and of
Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt d will execute judgments: d am Jehovah,

13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I
will pass over you, and there shall no plague be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of
Egypt.

14 And this day shall be unto you for a memorial, and ye shall keep it a feast to (Jehovah: throughout
your generations ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

15 Seven da\zs shall Ye eat unleavened bread; even the ﬁrst da\z ye shall put away [eaven out oj' your

houses: _for whosoever eateth [eavened bread _from the _first cfay until the seventh cfa\z, that soul shall be
cut off from CIsrael.

16 And in the first day there shall be to you a holy convocation, and in the seventh day a holy
convocation; no manner of work shall be done in them, save that which every man must eat, that on[y
may be done by you.

17 And ye shall observe the [feast of] unleavened bread; for in this selfsame day have ‘I brought your
hosts out oj' the land oj' (Eg\zpt: there_fore shall Ye observe this da\z tﬁroughout your generations Enz an
ordinance _for ever,

18 CIn the first month], on the fourteenth day of the month at even, ye shall eat unleavened bread, until
the one and twentieth dmz o_f the month at even,

19 Seven days shall there be no [eaven found in your houses: for whosoever eateth that which is
(eavened, that soul shall be cut oﬂ' from the congregation of Usrael, whether he be a sqjourner. or one
that is born in the [and,

20 Ye shall eat nothing (eavened; in all your habitations shall ye eat unleavened bread,

21 Ohen Moses called for all the elders of CIsrael, and said unto them, (Draw out, and take you lambs
according to your families, and kill the passover.

22 And vye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in the basin, and strike the [intel and
the two side-posts with the blood that is in the basin; and none of you shall go out of the door of his
house until the morning.

23 or Jehovah will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when he seeth the blood upon the [intel,
and on the two side-posts. Yehovah will pass over the door, and will not suj]'er the destrmzer to come
in unto your houses to smite you,

24 And ye shall observe this tﬁing for an ordinance to thee and to tﬁ\z sons _for ever,

25 And it shall come to pass, when ye are come to the land which Jehovah will give you, according as he
hath promised, that ye shall keep this service.

26 And it shall come to pass, when your children shall say unto you, What mean ye by this serviceQ
27 that ye shall say, ‘It is the sacrifice of Jehovah s passover, who passed over the houses of the children

of Usrael in Egypt, when he smote the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the people bowed
the head and worshipped.

28 And the children of srael went and did so; as Jehovah had commanded (Moses and Aaron, so did
they.
29 And it came to pass at midnight, that Jehovah smote all the first-born in the land of Egypt, from the

ﬁrst—ﬁom of Pharaoh that sat on his throne unto the ﬁrst—ﬁom of the captive that was in the dungeon:
and all the ﬁrst—[vorn o_f cattle,

30 And Pharach rose up in the night, he, and all his servants, and all the (Egypﬁans; and there was a
great cry in (Eg\zpt. _for there was not a house where there was not one dead,
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31 And he called for OMoses and Agron by night, and said, (Rise up, get you forth from among my people,
both ye and the children of Usrael; and go, serve Jehovah, as ye have said.

32 Oake both your flocks and your herds, as ye have said, and be gone; and bless me also.

33 And the Egyptians were urgent upon the people, to send them out of the land in haste; for they said,
We are all dead men,

34 And the people took their dough before it was [eavened, their kneading-troughs being bound up in
their clothes upon their shoulders,

35 And the children of Usrael did according to the word of (Moses; and they asked of the Egyptians
jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment.

36 And Jehovah gave the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they [et them have what they
asked. And they despoiled the Egyptians.

37 And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand on foot
that were men, besides children.

38 And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and _f[ocks. and herds, even very much cattle.

39 And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought forth out of EEgypt: for it was not
leavened, because they were thrust out of Egypt, and could not tarry, neither had they prepared for
themselves any victuals,

40 (Now the time that the children of Israel dwelt in Egypt was four hundred and thirty years.

41 And it came to pass at the end of four hundred and thirty years, even the selfsame day it came to pass,
that all the hosts of Jehovah went out from the land of Egypt.

42 dt is a night to be much observed unto Jehovah for bringing them out from the land of Egypt: this is
that night of {Jehovah, to be much observed of all the children of Usrael throughout their generations.

43 And Jehovah said unto (Moses and Aaron, Phis is the ordinance of the passover: there shall no

foreiﬂner eat tﬁereo_f:

44 but every man s servant that is bought for money, when thou hast circumcised him, then shall he eat
thereof,

45 A sojourner and a hired servant shall not eat thereof.

46 CIn one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth aught of the j'[esﬁ abroad out of the house;
neither shall ye break a bone thereof.

47 All the congregation of Usrael shall keep it.

48 And when a stranger shall sojourn with thee, and will keep the passover to (Jehovah, [et all his males
be circumcised, and then (et him come near and keep it; and he shall be as one that is born in the [and:
but no uncircumcised person shall eat tﬁereo_f.

49 (One [aw shall be to him that is home-born, and unto the stranger that sqjournetﬁ among you,
50 Ohus did all the children of Usrael; as Jehovah commanded (Moses and Agron, so did they.

51 And it came to pass the selfsame day, that Jehovah did bring the children of Usrael out of the land of
Egypt by their hosts.

1 And Jehovah spake unto (Moses, saying,

2 Sanctify unto me all the first-born, whatsoever openeth the womb among the children of Usrael, both
of man and of beast: it is mine.

3 And Moses said unto the people, Remember this day, in which ye came out from Egypt, out of the
house oj' Bondage: _for by strengtﬁ oj' hand Jehovah &rougﬁt you out from this place: there shall no
(eavened bread be eaten,

4 Ohis day ye go forth in the month ,Abib.
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5 And it shall be, when Jehovah shall bring thee into the land of the Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the
Amorite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, which he sware unto thy fathers to give thee, a [and
flowing with milk and honey, that thou shalt keep this service in this month,

6 Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, and in the seventh day shall be a feast to (Jehovah.

7 {Unleavened bread shall be eaten throughout the seven days; and there shall no [eavened bread be seen
with thee, neither shall there be [eaven seen with thee, in all thy borders,

8 And thou shalt tell thy son in that day, saying, It is because of that which {Jehovah did for me when
came forth out of Egypt.

9 And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thy hand, and for a memorial between thine eyes, that the law
of Jehovah may be in thy mouth: for with a strong hand hath {Jehovah brought thee out of Egypt.

10 Ohou shalt therefore keep this ordinance in its season from year to year.

11 And it shall be, when Jehovah shall bring thee into the [and of the Canaanite, as he sware unto thee
and to thy fathers, and shall give it thee,

12 that thou shalt set apart unto Jehovah all that openeth the womb, and every firstling which thou hast
that cometh oj' a beast; the males shall be Jehovah s,

13 And every ﬁrst[ing oj' an ass thou shalt redeem with a l[amb; and i_f thou wilt not redeem it, then thou
shalt break its neck: and all the first-born of man among thy sons shalt thou redeem.

14 And it shall be, when thy son asketh thee in time to come, saying, What is thisQ that thou shalt say
unto him, (By strength of hand Jehovah brought us out from Egypt, from the house of bondage:

15 and it came to pass, when (Pharaoh would hard[\z (et us go. that Jehovah slew all the _first—ﬁorn in the
(and of (Egypt, both the ﬁrst-born oj' man, and the ﬂrst-born oj' beast; tﬁere_fore q sacriﬁce to Jehovah
all that openeth the womb, beinﬂ males; but all the ﬂrst-born oj' my sons I redeem,

16 And it shall be for a sign upon thy hand, and for frontlets between thine eyes: for by strength of hand
Yehovah brought us forth out of Egypt.

17 And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that (sod [ed them not by the way of the
(and o_f the (Philistines, a[tﬁougﬁ that was near; _for (5od said, est peradventure the people repent
when tﬁe\z see war, and tﬁey return to (Eg\zpt:

18 but (5od led the people about, by the way of the wilderness by the Red Sea: and the children of Usrael
went up armed out of the land of Tgypt.

19 And Moses took the bones of Joseph with him: for he had straitly sworn the children of Israef,
saying, (sod will surely visit you; and ye shall carry up my bones away hence with you.

20 And they took their journey from Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in the edge of the wilderness.

21 And Jehovah went before them by day in a pillar of cloud, to [ead them the way, and by night in a
pillar of fire, to give them [ight, that they might go by day and by night:

22 the pillar of cloud by day, and the pillar of fire by night, departed not from before the people.

1 And Jehovah spake unto (Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of CIsrael, that they turn back and encamp before Pihahiroth, between IMigdol
and the sea, before (Baal-zephon: over against it shall ye encamp by the sea.

3 And Pharaoch will say of the children of CIsrael, Dhey are entangled in the land, the wilderness hath
shut them in.

4 And I will harden Pharaoh s heart, and he shall follow after them; and I will get me honor upon
Pharaoh, and upon all his host: and the Egyptians shall know that (I am (Jehovah. And they did so.

5 And it was told the king of Cgypt that the people were fled: and the heart of Pharach and of his
servants was changed towards the people, and they said, ‘What is this we have done, that we have (et
Usrael go from serving usQ
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And he made ready his chariot, and took his people with him:

and he took six hundred chosen chariots, and all the chariots of Egypt, and captains over all of them.
And Jehovah hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Cgypt, and he pursued after the children of
CIsrael: for the children of CIsrael went out with a high hand.

And the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses [and] chariots of Pharaoh, and his horsemen,
and his army, and overtook them encamping by the sea, beside Pihahiroth, before (Baal-zephon.

And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the children of CIsrael [ifted up their eyes, and, behold, the Cgyptians
‘were marching after them; and they were sore afraid: and the children of CIsrael cried out unto
Jehovah.

And they said unto (Moses, (Because there were no graves in Egypt, hast thou taken us away to die in
the wilderness?) wherefore hast thou dealt thus with us, to bring us forth out of EgyptQ

Is not this the word that we spake unto thee in Egypt, saying, det us alone, that we may serve the
EgyptiansQ Sror it were better for us to serve the Egyptians, than that we should die in the
wilderness.

And Moses said unto the people, F-ear ye not, stand still, and see the salvation of {Jehovah, which he
will work for you to-day: for the Egyptians whom ye have seen to-day, ye shall see them again no
more for ever.

Yehovah will fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace.

And Jehovah said unto (Moses, Wherefore criest thou unto meQ) speak unto the children of Clsrael,
that they go forward,

And [ift thou up thy rod, and stretch out thy hand over the sea, and divide it: and the children of
Usrael shall go into the midst of the sea on dry ground.

And 9, behold, I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians, and they shall go in after them: and I will
get me honor upon Pharaoh, and upon all his host, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen,

And the Egyptians shall know that  am Jehovah, when I have gotten me honor upon Pharaoh, upon
his chariots, and upon his horsemen.

And the angel of (5od, who went before the camp of ‘Israel, removed and went behind them; and the
pillar of cloud removed from before them, and stood behind them:

and it came between the camp of Egypt and the camp of CIsrael; and there was the cloud and the
darkness, yet gave it [ight by night: and the one came not near the other all the night.

And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and Jehovah caused the sea to go [back] by a strong
east wind all the night, and made the sea dry [and, and the waters were divided.

And the children of (Israel went into the midst of the sea upon the dry ground: and the waters were a
wall unto them on their right hand, and on their [eft.

And the Egyptians pursued, and went in after them into the midst of the sea, all Pharaoch s horses,
his chariots, and his horsemen,

And it came to pass in the morning watch, that Jehovah [ooked forth upon the host of the (Egyptians
through the pillar of fire and of cloud, and discomfited the host of the Egyptians.

And he took off their chariot wheels, and they drove them heavily; so that the Egyptians said, et us
flee from the face of Clsrael; for Jehovah fighteth for them against the Egyptians.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, Stretch out thy hand over the sea, that the waters may come again
upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and upon their horsemen,

And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and the sea returned to its strength when the
morning appeared; and the Tgyptians fled against it; and Jehovah overthrew the Egyptians in the
midst of the sea.
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And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the horsemen, even all the host of Pharaoh
that went in after them into the sea; there remained not so much as one of them,

(But the children of CIsrael walked upon dry [and in the midst of the sea; and the waters were a wall
unto them on their right hand, and on their [eft.

Ohus Jehovah saved CIsrael that day out of the hand of the Egyptians; and CIsrael saw the Egyptians
dead upon the sea-shore.

And Asrael saw the great work which Jehovah did upon the Egyptians, and the people feared
Yehovah: and they believed in Jehovah, and in his servant (Moses.

Ohen sang Moses and the children of CIsrael this song unto Jehovah, and spake, saying, ‘I will sing
unto Jehovah, for he hath triumphed gloriously: Qhe horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea.
Yehovah is my strength and song, And he is become my salvation: Phis is my (5od, and I will praise
him; My father s (5od, and I will exalt him,

Yehovah is a man of war: Jehovah is his name.

Pharaoh s chariots and his host hath he cast into the sea; And his chosen captains are sunk in the Red
Sea.

Ohe deeps cover them: Jhey went down into the depths [ike a stone.

Ohy right hand, O Jehovah, is glorious in power, Dhy right hand, O Jehovah, dasheth in pieces the
enemy,

And in the greatness of thine excellency thou overthrowest them that rise up against thee: Jhou
sendest  forth thy wrath, it consumeth them as stubble.

And with the blast oj' tﬁ\z nostrils the waters were piled up, Jhe _f[oods stood upright as a heap;
Ohe deeps were congealed in the heart of the sea.

Ohe enemy said, I will pursue, d will overtake, I will divide the spoil; My desire shall be
satisfied upon them;  will draw my sword, my hand shall destroy them.

Ohou didst blow with thy wind, the sea covered them: Qhey sank as [ead in the mighty waters,

QWWho is like unto thee, O Jehovah, among the godsQ) “Who is [ike thee, glorious in holiness, Frearful
in praises, doing wondersQ

Ohou stretchedst out thy right hand, Dhe earth swallowed them,

Ohou in thy [ovingkindness hast [ed the people that thou hast redeemed: Qhou hast guided them in
thy strength to thy holy habitation.

Ohe peoples have heard, they tremble: Pangs have taken hold on the inhabitants of Philistia.

Ohen were the chiefs of Edom dismayed; Qhe mighty men of OMoab, trembling taketh hold upon them:
All the inhabitants of Canaan are melted away.

Oerror and dread _fa[[etﬁ upon them; (By the greatness o_f thine arm they are as still as a stone; Hill tﬁ\z
people pass over, O Yehovah, Dill the people pass over that thou hast purchased.

Ohou wilt bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of thine inheritance, PQhe place, O
Yehovah, which thou hast made for thee to dwell in, Dhe sanctuary, O Uord, which thy hands have
established.

Yehovah shall reign _for ever and ever,

Oror the horses of Pharaoh went in with his chariots and with his horsemen into the sea, and {Jehovah
ﬁrought back the waters of the sea upon them; but the children o_f Israel walked on dry (and in the
midst of the sea.

And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Agron, took a timbrel in her hand; and all the women went
out after her with timbrels and with dances.
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And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to {Jehovah, for he hath triumphed gloriously; Dhe horse and
his rider hath he thrown into the sea.

And Moses led CIsrael onward from the Red Sea, and they went out into the wilderness of Shur;
and they went three days in the wilderness, and found no water,

And when they came to Marah, they could not drink of the waters of Marah, for they were bitter:
therefore the name of it was called Marah,

And the people murmured against Moses, saying, What shall we drinkQ

An he cried unto Jehovah; And Jehovah showed him a tree, and he cast it into the waters, and the
waters were made sweet. Qhere he made for them a statute and an ordinance, and there he proved
them;

and he said, df thou wilt diligently hearken to the voice of {Jehovah thy (sod, and wilt do that which is
right in his eyes, and wilt give ear to his commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will put none of
the diseases upon thee, which 9 have put upon the Egyptians: for I am Jehovah that healeth thee.
And they came to Elim, where were twelve springs of water, and threescore and ten palm-trees: and
they encamped there by the waters.

And they took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the children of Usrael came unto
the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month
after their departing out of the [and of Egypt.

And the whole congregation of the children of Usrael murmured against Moses and against Agron in
the wilderness:

and the children o_f Usrael said unto them, ‘Would that we had died (nz the hand o_f Jehovah in the [and
o_f Egypt. when we sat (nz the ﬂesﬁ—pots, when we did eat bread to the _fu[[: for ye have ﬁrought us
j'orth into this wilderness, to kill this whole assemb[y with ﬁunger.

Ohen said Jehovah unto Moses, (Behold, I will rain bread from heaven for you; and the people shall
go out and gather a cfay s portion every da\z. that I may prove them, whether they will walk in my
(aw, or not,

And it shall come to pass on the sixth day, that they shall prepare that which they bring in, and it shall
be twice as much as they gather daily.

And Moses and Agron said unto all the children of Israel, At even, then ye shall know that Jehovah
hath brought you out from the [and of Tgypt:

and in the morning, then Ye shall see the g[ory o_f Yehovah; _for that he heareth your murmurings
against Jehovah: and what are we, that ye murmur against usQ

And Moses said, [Dhis shall be], when Jehovah shall give you in the evening flesh to eat, and in the
morning bread to the fu[[: for that Jehovah heareth your murmurings which ye murmur against him;
and what are We? your murmurings are not against us, but against Yehovah,

And Moses said unto Aaron, Say unto all the congregation of the children of CIsrael, Come near
before Yehovah; _for he hath heard your murmurings.

And it came to pass, as Agron spake unto the whole congregation of the children of CIsrael, that they
looked toward the wilderness, and, behold, the glory of Jehovah appeared in the cloud.

And Jehovah spake unto (Moses, saying,

9 have heard the murmurings of the children of CIsrael: speak unto them, saying, At even ye shall eat
flesh, and in the morning vye shall be filled with bread: and ye shall know that I am Jehovah your (5od.

And it came to pass at even, that the quails came up, and covered the camp: and in the morning the
dew [ay round about the camp.

And when the dew that [ay was gone up, behold, upon the face of the wilderness a small round thing,
small as the hoar-frost on the ground.
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15 And when the children of srael saw it, they said one to another, What is itQ S-or they knew not
what it was. And OMoses said unto them, CIt is the bread which (Jehovah hath given you to eat.

16 Ohis is the thing which Jehovah hath commanded, (sather ye of it every man according to his eating;
an omer a head, accorcfing to the number oj' your persons, shall ye take it, every man for them that are
in his tent,

17 And the children of srael did so, and gathered some more, some [ess,

18 And when they measured it with an omer, he that gathered much had nothing over, and he that
gathered (ittle had no lack; the\z gathered every man accorcﬁng to his eating.

19 And Moses said unto them, Jet no man leave of it till the morning.

20 (Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto (Moses; but some of them [eft of it until the morning, and it
bred worms, and became foul: and (Moses was wroth with them.,

21 And they gathered it morning by morning, every man according to his eating: and when the sun waxed
hot, it melted.
22 And it came to pass, that on the sixth day they gathered twice as much bread, two omers for each one:

and all the rulers of the congregation came and told (Moses.

23 And he said unto them, QPhis is that which {Jehovah hath spoken, Gyomorrow is a solemn rest, a holy
sabbath unto Jehovah: bake that which ye will bake, and boil that which ye will boil; and all that
remaineth over [ay up for you to be kept until the morning.

24 And they [aid it up till the morning, as OMoses bade: and it did not become foul, neither was there any
worm therein,

25 And Moses said, Eat that to-day; for to-day is a sabbath unto Jehovah: to-day ye shall not find it in
the field.

26 Six days ye shall gather it; but on the seventh day is the sabbath, in it there shall be none.

27 And it came to pass on the seventh day, that there went out some of the people to gather, and they
found none.

28 And Jehovah said unto Moses, Ftow [ong refuse ye to keep my commandments and my lawsQ

29 See, for that Jehovah hath given you the sabbath, therefore he giveth you on the sixth day the bread
oj' two da\zs: abide Ye every man in his place, [et no man go out oj' his place on the seventh da\z.

30 So the people rested on the seventh day.

31 And the house of Israel called the name thereof OManna: and it was [ike coriander seed, white; and
the taste of it was [ike wafers [made] with honey.

32 And Moses said, Phis is the thing which Jehovah hath commanded, et an omerful of it be kept
throughout your generations, that tﬁe\z may see the bread wherewith I _fed you in the wilderness,
‘when I brought you forth from the land of Egypt.

33 And Moses said unto Aaron, Jake a pot, and put an omerful of manna therein, and [ay it up before
Jehovah, to be kept throughout your generations.

34 As Jehovah commanded (Moses, so Aaron [aid it up before the Gestimony, to be kept.

35 And the children of Israel did eat the manna forty years, until they came to a land inhabited; they did
eat the manna, until they came unto the borders of the land of Canaan.

36 (Now an omer is the tenth part of an ephah.

1 And all the congregation of the children of CIsrael journeyed from the wilderness of Sin, by their

journeys, according to the commandment of Jehovah, and encamped in (Rephidim: and there was no
water for the people to drink.

2 QWherefore the people stove with Moses, and said, (5ive us water that we may drink. And (Moses
said unto them, OWhy strive ye with meQ) Wherefore do ye tempt JehovahQQ
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3 And the people thirsted there for water; and the people murmured against Moses, and said,
OWherefore hast thou brought us up out of Egypt, to kill us and our children and our cattle with
thirstQ

4 And Moses cried unto Jehovah, saying, What shall I do unto this peopleQ PDhey are almost ready to
stone me.

5 And Jehovah said unto OMoses, Pass on before the people, and take with thee of the elders of CIsrael;
and they rod, wherewith thou smotest the river, take in thy hand, and go.

6 Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock in doreb; and thou shalt smite the rock, and
there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink. And Meses did so in the sight of the elders
of Usrael.

7 And he called the name of the place (Massah, and (Meribah, because of the striving of the children of
Usrael, and because they tempted Jehovah, saying, CIs (Jehovah among us, or notQ

8 Ohen came Amalek, and fought with Csrael in (Rephidim.

9 And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose us out men, and go out, fight with Amalek: to-morrow q will
stand on the top of the hill with the rod of (sod in my hand.

10 So Yoshua did as Moses had said to him, and fought with Amalek: and Moses, Aaron, and Hur
went up to the top of the hill.

11 And it came to pass, when Moses held up his hand, that Israel prevailed; and when he [et down his
hand, Amalek prevailed.

12 But Moses hands were ﬁeavy: and thesz took a stone, and put it under him, and he sat thereon; and
Aaron and Hur stayed up his hands, the one on the one side, and the other on the other side; And his
hands were steady until the going down of the sun.

13 And Joshua discomfited Amalek and his people with the edge of the sword.

14 And Jehovah said unto (Moses, Write this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse it in the ears of
Yoshua: that I will utterly blot out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven,

15 And Moses built an altar, and called the name of it Jehovah-nissi;

16 And he said, {Jehovah hath sworn: Jehovah will have war with Amalek from generation to
generation,

1 Now Yethro, the priest of Midian, Moses father-in-law, heard of all that (sod had done for Moses,
and for CIsrael his people, how that Jehovah had brought CIsrael out of Egypt.

2 And Jethro, Moses  father-in-law, took Jipporah, Moses wife, after he had sent her away,

3 and her two sons; oj' whom the name oj' the one was (sershom; for he said, ¢ have been a sojourner in
a foreign [and:

4 and the name of the other was Eliezer; for [he said], Phe (5od of my father was my help, and
delivered me from the sword of (Pharaoh.

5 And Jethro, Moses  father-in-law, came with his sons and his wife unto OMeses into the wilderness
where he was encamped, at the mount of (5od:

6 and he said unto Moses, °I, thy father-in-law {Jethro, am come unto thee, and thy wife, and her two
sons with her.

7 And Moses went out to meet his father-in-law, and did obeisance, and kissed him: and they asked
each other of their welfare; and they came into the tent.

8 And Moses told his father-in-law all that Jehovah had done unto Pharaoh and to the Egyptians for
Usrael s sake, all the travail that had come upon them by the way, and how Jehovah defivered them,

9 And Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness which Jehovah had done to Usrael, in that he had defivered
them out of the hand of the Tgyptians.
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10 And Jethro said, (Blessed be Jehovah, who hath delivered you out of the hand of the Tgyptians, and
out o_f the hand o_f Pharaoh; who hath delivered the people from under the hand o_f the Egyptians.

11 Now I know that Jehovah is greater than all gods; yea, in the thing wherein they dealt proudly
against them,

12 And Jethro, Moses  father-in-law, took a burnt-offering and sacrifices for (sod: and Aaron came,
and all the elders of Clsrael, to eat bread with (Moses  father-in-law before (5od.

13 And it came to pass on the morrow, that {Moses sat to judge the people: and the people stood about
Moses from the morning unto the evening.

14 And when Moses  father-in-law saw all that he did to the people, he said, What is this thing that
thou doest to the peop[e? wh\z sittest thou tﬁ\zse[_f alone, and all the peop[e stand about thee from
morning unto even?

15 And Moses said unto his father-in-law, (Because the people come unto me to inquire of (sod:

16 when they have a matter, they come unto me; and I judge between a man and his neighbor, and I
make them know the statutes of (5od, and his [aws.

17 And Moses  father-in-law said unto him, PJhe thing that thou doest is not good.

18 Ohou wilt surely wear away, both thou, and this people that is with thee: for the thing is too heavy for
thee; thou art not able to per_form it tﬁ\zse[_f alone,

19 (Hearken now unto my voice, I will give thee counsel, and (50d be with thee: be thou for the people to
God-ward, and bring thou the causes unto (5od:
20 and thou shalt teach them the statutes and the [aws, and shalt show them the way wherein they must

walk, and the work that they must do.

21 Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people able men, such as fear (5od, men of truth, hating
unjust gain; and place such over them, to be rulers o_f thousands, rulers o_f hundreds, rulers o_f _fi_fties,
and rulers of tens:

22 and (et them judge the people at all seasons: and it shall be, that every great matter tﬁey shall (rr'ing
unto thee, but every small matter the\z shall Judge themselves; so shall it be easier j'or tﬁyse[_f, and they
shall bear [the burden] with thee.

23 df thou shalt do this thing, and (s0d command thee so, then thou shalt be able to endure, and all this
people also shall go to their place in peace.

24 So Moses hearkened to the voice of his father-in-law, and did all that he had said.

25 And Moses chose able men out of all CIsrael, and made them heads over the people, rulers of
thousands, rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens.

26 And they judged the people at all seasons: the hard causes they brought unto (Moses, but every small
matter they judged themselves.

27 And Moses [et his father-in-law depart; and he went his way into his own [and.

1 CIn the third month a_fter the children o_f (Israel were gone forth out o_f the land of Egypt. the same day
came they into the wilderness of Sinai.

2 And when they were departed from (Rephidim, and were come to the wilderness of Sinai, they
encamped in the wilderness; and there CIsrael encamped before the mount,

3 And Moses went up unto (5od, and Jehovah called unto him out of the mountain, saying, Dhus shalt
thou say to the house of Jacob, and tell the children of CIsrael:

4 Ye have seen what I did unto the Egyptians, and how ¢ bare you on eag[es wings, and ﬁrought you
unto myself,

5 (Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be mine own
possession from among all peoples: for all the earth is mine:
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and ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and a holy nation. Ghese are the words which thou shalt
speak unto the children of (srael.

And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and set before them all these words which
Yehovah commanded him,

And all the people answered together, and said, All that Jehovah hath spoken we will do. And Moses
reported the words of the people unto Jehovah,

And Jehovah said unto Moses, o, I come unto thee in a thick cloud, that the people may hear when
I speak with thee, and may also believe thee for ever. And Moses told the words of the people unto
Gehovah.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, (50 unto the people, and sanctify them to-day and to-morrow, and let
them wash their garments,

and be ready against the third day; for the third day (Jehovah will come down in the sight of all the
people upon mount Sinai.

And thou shalt set bounds unto the people round about, saying, Dake heed to yourselves, that ye go not
up into the mount, or touch the border of it: whosoever toucheth the mount shall be surely put to death:
no hand shall touch him, but he shall sure[\z be stoned, or shot througﬁ: whether it be beast or man, he
shall not [ive: when the trumpet soundeth [ong, they shall come up to the mount.

And Moses went down from the mount unto the people, and sanctified the people; and they washed
their garments,

And he said unto the people, (Be ready against the third day: come not near a woman,

And it came to pass on the third day, when it was morning, that there were thunders and [lightnings,

and a thick cloud upon the mount, and the voice oj' a trumpet exceecfing loud; and all the people that
were in the camp trembled.

And Moses brought forth the people out of the camp to meet (sod; and they stood at the nether part of
the mount,

And mount Sinai, the whole of it, smoked, because Jehovah descended upon it in fire; and the smoke
thereof ascended as the smoke of a furnace, and the whole mount quaked greatly.

And when the voice of the trumpet waxed louder and [ouder, (Moses spake, and (50od answered him
by a voice.

And Jehovah came down upon mount Sinai, to the top of the mount: and Jehovah called Moses to
the top of the mount; and (Moses went up,

And Jehovah said unto Moses, (50 down, charge the people, [est they break through unto Jehovah to
gaze, and many of them perish.

And let the priests also, that come near to Jehovah, sanctify themselves, lest Jehovah break forth
upon them.

And Moses said unto Jehovah, Jhe people cannot come up to mount Sinai: for thou didst charge us,
saying, Set bounds about the mount, and sanctify it.

And Jehovah said unto him, (50, get thee down; and thou shalt come up, thou, and Aaron with thee:
but (et not the priests and the peop[e break througﬁ to come up unto Yehovah, [est he break _fortﬁ upon
them,

So Moses went down unto the people, and told them.
And (5od spake all these words, saying,
I am Jehovah thy (5od, who brought thee out of the [and of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.

Ohou shalt have no other gods before me.

Ohou shalt not make unto thee a graven image, nor any [ikeness [of any thing] that is in heaven above,
or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth,

Ohou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them, for I Jehovah thy (God am a jealous
(5od, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, upon the third and upon the fourth
generation of them that hate me,

and sﬁowing [ovingkindness unto thousands o_f them that [ove me and keep my commandments,

Ohou shalt not take the name o_f Yehovah thy (5od in vain; j'or Yehovah will not hold him gui[t[ess that
taketh his name in vain,

(l{emember the sabbath cfa\z. to keep it ﬁo[\z,
Six cfays shalt thou [abor, and do all tﬁ\z work;

but the seventh day is a sabbath unto Jehovah thy (5od: [in it] thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor
tﬁ\z son, nor tﬁ\z daughter. tﬁy man-servant, nor thy maid-servant, nor thy cattle, nor th\z stranger that
is within thy gates:

j'or in six cfays Yehovah made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh
da\z: wherefore Jehovah blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it,

Honor thy father and thy mother, that thy days may be long in the land which Jehovah thy (sod giveth
thee.

Ohou shalt not kill,

Ohou shalt not commit adultery.

Ohou shalt not steal.

Ohou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor.

Ohou shalt not covet thy neighbor s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbor s wife, nor his man-
servant, nor his maid-servant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor anything that is thy neighbor s,

And all the people perceived the thunderings, and the [ightnings, and the voice of the trumpet, and the
mountain smoking: and when the people saw it, they trembled, and stood afar off.

And they said unto (Moses, Speak thou with us, and we will hear; but [et not (sod speak with us, lest
we die.

And Moses said unto the people, -ear not: for (sod is come to prove you, and that his fear may be
before you, that ye sin not.

And the people stood afar off, and Moses drew near unto the thick darkness where (sod was.

And Jehovah said unto Moses, PJhus thou shalt say unto the children of Usrael, Y& yourselves have
seen that I have talked with you from heaven,

e shall not make [other gods] with me; gods of silver, or gods of gold, ye shall not make unto you.

An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and shalt sacrifice thereon thy burnt-offerings, and thy
peace—oﬂ'erings, tfnz sheep, and thine oxen: in every place where I record my name I will come unto
thee and ¢ will bless thee.

And ij' thou make me an altar oj' stone, thou shalt not build it oj' hewn stones; j'or ij' thou [ij't up tﬁ\z tool
upon it, thou hast polluted it.

(Neither shalt thou go up by steps unto mine altar, that thy nakedness be not uncovered thereon.
(Now these are the ordinances which thou shalt set before them.

C[f thou Buy a Hebrew servant, six years he shall serve; and in the seventh he shall go out _free _for
notﬁing.

Cl_f he come in by himse[f, he shall go out by himse[f: ij' he be married, then his wij’e shall go out with
him,
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4 C[f his master give him a wife and she bear him sons or daugﬁters; the wife and her children shall be
her master s, and he shall go out (nz himse[f.

5 (But if the servant shall plainly say, I [ove my master, my wife, and my children; I will not go out
free:

6 then his master shall [n'ing him unto (5od, and shall ﬁring him to the door, or unto the door-post; and
his master shall bore his ear througﬁ with an awl; and he shall serve him j'or ever,

7 And if a man sell his daughter to be a maid-servant, she shall not go out as the men-servants do.

8 C[_f she p[ease not her master, who hath espoused her to ﬁimse[_f, then shall he (et her be redeemed: to
sell her unto a _foreign people he shall have no power, seeing he hath dealt deceitfu[[y with her.

9 And if he espouse her unto his son, he shall deal with her after the manner of daughters.

10 If he take him another [wife]; her food, her raiment, and her duty of marriage, shall he not diminish.
11 And if he do not these three things unto her, then shall she go out for nothing, without money.

12 He that smiteth a man, so that he dieth, shall surely be put to death.

13 And if a man [ie not in wait, but (5od deliver [him] into his hand; then I will appoint thee a place
whither he shall flee.

14 And ij' a man come presumptuous[y upon his neigﬁbor, to s[a\z him with gui[e; thou shalt take him from
mine altar, that he may die.

15 And he that smiteth his father, or his mother, shall be surely put to death.

16 And he that stealeth a man, and selleth him, or if he be found in his hand, he shall surely be put to
death.

17 And he that curseth his _father or his mother, shall sure[y be put to death.

18 And if men contend, and one smite the other with a stone, or with his fist, and he die not, but keep his
Bed;

19 i_f he rise again. and walk abroad upon his staj]'. then shall he that smote him be quit: on[\z he shall pay
_for the loss o_f his time, and shall cause him to be thorougﬁ[y healed,

20 And if a man smite his servant, or his maid, with a rod, and he die under his hand; he shall surely be
punished.

21 (Notwithstanding, if he continue a day or two, he shall not be punished: for he is his money.

22 And if men strive together, and hurt a woman with child, so that her fruit depart, and yet no harm
j'o[[ow: he shall be sure[\z ﬁnecf. accorcﬁng as the woman s husband shall [ay upon him; and he shall pay
as the Judges determine,

23 But if any harm follow, then thou shalt give [ife for [ife,
24 eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot.
25 (mming _for Burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.

26 And if a man smite the eye of his servant, or the eye of his maid, and destroy it; he shall [et him go
free for his eye s sake.

27 And if he smite out his man-servant s tooth, or his maid-servant s tooth, he shall [et him go free for
his tooth s sake.

28 And if an ox gore a man or a woman to death, the ox shall be surely stoned, and its flesh shall not be
eaten; but the owner of the ox shall be quit.

29 (But if the ox was wont to gore in time past, and it hath been testified to its owner, and he hath not
kept it in, but it hath Killed a man or a woman, the ox shall be stoned, and its owner also shall be put to
death,
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30 C[f there be [aid on him a ransom, then he shall give _for the redemption of his [ife whatsoever is [aid
upon him,

31 CWhether it have gored a son, or have gored a daughter, according to this judgment shall it be done
unto him,

32 C[_f the ox gore a man-servant or a maid-servant, there shall be given unto their master tﬁirt\z shekels
oj' silver, and the ox shall be stoned,

33 And if a man shall open a pit, or if a man shall dig a pit and not cover it, and an ox or an ass fall
therein,

34 the owner of the pit shall make it good: he shall give money unto the owner thereo_f, and the dead
[beast] shall be his,

35 And if one man s ox hurt another s, so that it dieth, then they shall sefl the [ive ox, and divide the
price oj' it; and the dead also tﬁey shall divide,

36 Or if it be known that the ox was wont to gore in time past, and its owner hath not kept it in, he shall
surely pay ox for ox, and the dead [beast] shall be his own.

1 C[f a man shall steal an ox, or a sheep, and Kill it, or sell it; he shall pay ﬁve oxen _for an ox, and _four
sﬁeep j'or a sﬁeep.

2 C[_f the thief be found ﬁreaking in, and be smitten so that he dieth, there shall be no b[oocfgui[tiness for
him,

3 C[_f the sun be risen upon him, there shall be b[oodgui[tiness
