(For they had seen before with him in the city, Trophimus, an Ephesian, whom they supposed that Paul had brought into the temple.)

For they had before seen Trophimus the Ephesian with him in the city, whom they supposed that Paul had brought into the temple.

for they had seen before Trophimus, the Ephesian, in the city with him, whom they were supposing that Paul brought into the temple.

art not thou, then, the Egyptian who before these days made an uprising, and did lead into the desert the four thousand men of the assassins?"

But Paul said, I am a man who am a Jew of Tarsus, a city of Cilicia, a citizen of no mean city: and I beseech thee suffer me to speak to the people
But Paul said, *I* am a Jew of Tarsus, citizen of no insignificant city of Cilicia, and I beseech of thee, allow me to speak to the people.
And Paul said, "I, indeed, am a man, a Jew, of Tarsus of Cilicia, of no mean city a citizen; and I beseech thee, suffer me to speak unto the people.

I am verily a man who am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the
perfect manner of the law of the fathers, being zealous towards God, as ye all are this day.

*I* am a Jew, born in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up in this city, at the feet of Gamaliel, educated according to [the] exactness of the law of
[our] fathers, being zealous for God, as *ye* are all this day;

*I, indeed, am a man, a Jew, having been born in Tarsus of Cilicia, and brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, having been taught
according to the exactitude of a law of the fathers, being zealous of God, as all ye are to-day.

And I persecuted this way even to death, binding and delivering into prisons both men and women.

who have persecuted this way unto death, binding and delivering up to prisons both men and women;

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As also the high priest doth bear me testimony, and all the estate of the elders; from whom also I received letters to the brethren, and went to
Damascus, to bring them who were there bound to Jerusalem, to be punished.

Then said Paul, I knew not, brethren, that he is the high priest: for it is written, Thou shalt not speak evil of the ruler of thy people.
And Paul said, I was not conscious, brethren, that he was high priest; for it is written, Thou shalt not speak evilly of the ruler of thy people.
and Paul said, "I did not know, brethren, that he is chief priest: for it hath been written, Of the ruler of thy people thou shalt not speak evil;
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But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees, and the other Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Men, brethren, I am a Pharisee,
the son of a Pharisee: concerning the hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in question.

But Paul, knowing that the one part [of them] were of the Sadducees and the other of the Pharisees, cried out in the council, Brethren, *I* am a
Pharisee, son of Pharisees: *I* am judged concerning the hope and resurrection of [the] dead.

and Paul having known that the one part are Sadducees, and the other Pharisees, cried out in the sanhedrim, “Men, brethren, I am a Pharisee --
son of a Pharisee -- concerning hope and rising again of dead men I am judged.

And when he had so said, there arose a dissension between the Pharisees and the Sadducees: and the multitude was divided.

He therefore, having taken him with [him], led him to the chiliarch, and says, The prisoner Paul called me to [him] and asked me to lead this
youth to thee, who has something to say to thee.

He indeed, then, having taken him, brought him unto the chief captain, and saith, "The prisoner Paul, having called me near, asked [me] this you
man to bring unto thee, having something to say to thee.’

So the chief captain then let the young man depart, and charged him, See thou tell no man that thou hast shown these things to me.
The chiliarch then dismissed the youth, commanding [him], Utter to no one that thou hast represented these things to me.
The chief captain, then, indeed, let the young man go, having charged [him] to tell no one, “that these things thou didst shew unto me;’

And he called to him two centurions, saying, Make ready two hundred soldiers to go to Cesarea, and seventy horsemen, and spearmen two
hundred, at the third hour of the night;

And having called to [him] certain two of the centurions, he said, Prepare two hundred soldiers that they may go as far as Caesarea, and sevent
horsemen, and two hundred light-armed footmen, for the third hour of the night.

and having called near a certain two of the centurions, he said, "Make ready soldiers two hundred, that they may go on unto Caesarea, and
horsemen seventy, and spearmen two hundred, from the third hour of the night;

And provide for them beasts, that they may set Paul on, and bring him safe to Felix the governor.

And [he ordered them] to provide beasts, that they might set Paul on them and carry [him] safe through to Felix the governor,
beasts also provide, that, having set Paul on, they may bring him safe unto Felix the governor;’

And he wrote a letter after this manner:
having written a letter, couched in this form:
he having written a letter after this description:

Claudius Lysias, to the most excellent governor Felix, sendeth greeting.
Claudius Lysias to the most excellent governor Felix, greeting.
“Claudius Lysias, to the most noble governor Felix, hail:
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This man was taken by the Jews, and would have been Kkilled by them: then I came with a body of soldiers, and rescued him, having understood
that he was a Roman.

This man, having been taken by the Jews, and being about to be killed by them, I came up with the military and took out [of their hands], havir
learned that he was a Roman.

This man having been taken by the Jews, and being about to be killed by them -- having come with the soldiery, I rescued him, having learned th
he is a Roman;

And when I would have known the cause for which they accused him, I brought him forth into their council:
And desiring to know the charge on which they accused him, I brought him down to their council;
and, intending to know the cause for which they were accusing him, I brought him down to their sanhedrim,

Whom I perceived to be accused of questions of their law, but to have nothing laid to his charge worthy of death, or of bonds.
whom I found to be accused of questions of their law, but to have no charge laid against him [making him] worthy of death or of bonds.
whom I found accused concerning questions of their law, and having no accusation worthy of death or bonds;

And when it was told to me that the Jews laid wait for the man, I sent forthwith to thee, and gave commandment to his accusers also, to say befo
thee what they had against him. Farewell.

But having received information of a plot about to be put in execution against the man [by the Jews], I have immediately sent him to thee,
commanding also his accusers to say before thee the things that are against him. [Farewell.]

and a plot having been intimated to me against this man -- about to be of the Jews -- at once I sent unto thee, having given command also to the
accusers to say the things against him before thee; be strong.

Then the soldiers, as it was commanded them, took Paul, and brought him by night to Antipatris.
The soldiers therefore, according to what was ordered them, took Paul and brought him by night to Antipatris,
Then, indeed, the soldiers according to that directed them, having taken up Paul, brought him through the night to Antipatris,

On the morrow they left the horsemen to go with him, and returned to the castle:

Who, when they came to Cesarea, and delivered the epistle to the governor, presented Paul also before him.
And these, having entered into Caesarea, and given up the letter to the governor, presented Paul also to him.
those having entered into Caesarea, and delivered the letter to the governor, did present also Paul to him.

And when the governor had read the letter, he asked of what province he was. And when he understood that he was of Cilicia,
And having read [it], and asked of what eparchy he was, and learned that [he was] of Cilicia,
And the governor having read [it], and inquired of what province he is, and understood that [he is] from Cilicia;

I will hear thee, said he, when thy accusers also have come. And he commanded him to be kept in Herod's judgment-hall.
he said, I will hear thee fully when thine accusers also are arrived. And he commanded him to be kept in Herod's praetorium.
I will hear thee -- said he -- when thine accusers also may have come;" he also commanded him to be kept in the praetorium of Herod.
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And after five days, Ananias the high priest descended with the elders, and with a certain orator named Tertullus, who informed the governor
against Paul.

And after five days came down the high priest Ananias, with the elders, and a certain orator called Tertullus, and laid their informations again:

Notwithstanding, that I may not be further tedious to thee, I pray thee, that thou wouldst of thy clemency hear us a few words.
But that I may not too much intrude on thy time, I beseech thee to hear us briefly in thy kindness.
and that I may not be further tedious to thee, I pray thee to hear us concisely in thy gentleness;

For we have found this a pestilent man, and a mover of sedition among all the Jews throughout the world, and a ring-leader of the sect of the
Nazarenes:

For finding this man a pest, and moving sedition among all the Jews throughout the world, and a leader of the sect of the Nazaraeans;
for having found this man a pestilence, and moving a dissension to all the Jews through the world -- a ringleader also of the sect of the Nazarene:

Who also hath gone about to profane the temple: whom we took, and would have judged according to our law.
who also attempted to profane the temple; whom we also had seized, [and would have judged according to our law;
who also the temple did try to profane, whom also we took, and according to our law did wish to judge,

But the chief captain Lysias came and with great violence took him out of our hands,
but Lysias, the chiliarch, coming up, took [him] away with great force out of our hands,
and Lysias the chief captain having come near, with much violence, out of our hands did take away,

Commanding his accusers to come to thee: by examining whom, thou thyself mayest take knowledge of all these things of which we accuse him.

having commanded his accusers to come to thee;] of whom thou canst thyself, in examining [him], know the certainty of all these things of whic
we accuse him.

having commanded his accusers to come to thee, from whom thou mayest be able, thyself having examined, to know concerning all these things ¢
which we accuse him;
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And the Jews also assented, saying, that these things were so.

And have hope towards God, which they themselves also allow, that there will be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust.
having hope towards God, which they themselves also receive, that there is to be a resurrection both of just and unjust.

having hope toward God, which they themselves also wait for, [that] there is about to be a rising again of the dead, both of righteous and
unrighteous;

And in this I exercise myself, to have always a conscience void of offense towards God, and towards men.
For this cause I also exercise [myself] to have in everything a conscience without offence towards God and men.
and in this I do exercise myself, to have a conscience void of offence toward God and men always.
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Now after many years, I came to bring alms to my nation, and offerings.

He hoped also that money would have been given him by Paul, that he might loose him: wherefore he sent for him the oftener, and communed w
him.

and at the same time also hoping that money shall be given to him by Paul, that he may release him, therefore, also sending for him the oftener, |
was conversing with him;

But after two years Porcius Festus came as successor to Felix: and Felix willing to show the Jews a pleasure, left Paul bound.

Now when Festus had come into the province, after three days he ascended from Cesarea to Jerusalem.

Festus, therefore, having come into the province, after three days went up to Jerusalem from Caesarea,

Then the high priest and the chief of the Jews informed him against Paul, and besought him,
And the chief priests and the chief of the Jews laid informations before him against Paul, and besought him,
and the chief priest and the principal men of the Jews made manifest to him [the things] against Paul, and were calling on him,

And desired favor against him, that he would send for him to Jerusalem, laying wait in the way to kill him.

and Paul said, “At the tribunal of Caesar I am standing, where it behoveth me to be judged; to Jews I did no unrighteousness, as thou dost also
very well know;

to whom I answered, It is not [the] custom of the Romans to give up any man before that the accused have the accusers face to face, and he hav
got opportunity of defence touching the charge.

concerning whom the accusers, standing up, brought no such accusation of guilt as *I* supposed;
concerning whom the accusers, having stood up, were bringing against [him] no accusation of the things I was thinking of,

But had certain questions against him of their own superstition, and of one Jesus [Yashua] who was dead, whom Paul affirmed to be alive.

but had against him certain questions of their own system of worship, and concerning a certain Jesus [ Yashua] who is dead, whom Paul affirmq
to be living.

but certain questions concerning their own religion they had against him, and concerning a certain Jesus [Yashua] who was dead, whom Paul
affirmed to be alive;
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And because I doubted of such manner of questions, I asked him whether he would go to Jerusalem, and there be judged concerning these matte
And as I myself was at a loss as to an inquiry into these things, I said, Was he willing to go to Jerusalem and there to be judged concerning thes:
things?

and I, doubting in regard to the question concerning this, said, If he would wish to go on to Jerusalem, and there to be judged concerning these
things --

But when Paul had appealed to be reserved to the hearing of Augustus, I commanded him to be kept till I might send him to Cesar.

Especially, because I know thee to be expert in all customs and questions which are among the Jews: wherefore I beseech thee to hear me patient
especially because thou art acquainted with all the customs and questions which are among the Jews; wherefore I beseech thee to hear me
patiently.

especially knowing thee to be acquainted with all things -- both customs and questions -- among Jews; wherefore, I beseech thee, patiently to hea
me.

My manner of life from my youth, which was at the first among my own nation at Jerusalem, know all the Jews,
My manner of life then from my youth, which from its commencement was passed among my nation in Jerusalem, know all the Jews,

And when it was determined that we should sail into Italy, they delivered Paul and certain other prisoners to one named Julius, a centurion of
Augustus' band.

And when our sailing to Italy was determined, they were delivering up both Paul and certain others, prisoners, to a centurion, by name Julius, o
the band of Sebastus,

And entering into a ship of Adramyttium, we lanched, meaning to sail by the coasts of Asia, one Aristarchus, a Macedonian of Thessalonica, beir
with us.

And going on board a ship of Adramyttium about to navigate by the places along Asia, we set sail, Aristarchus, a Macedonian of Thessalonica,
being with us.

and having embarked in a ship of Adramyttium, we, being about to sail by the coasts of Asia, did set sail, there being with us Aristarchus, a
Macedonian of Thessalonica,

And the next day we touched at Sidon. And Julius courteously treated Paul, and gave him liberty to go to his friends to refresh himself.
And the next day we arrived at Sidon. And Julius treated Paul kindly and suffered him to go to his friends and refresh himself.

on the next [day] also we touched at Sidon, and Julius, courteously treating Paul, did permit [him], having gone on unto friends, to receive [their
care.

And when we had lanched from thence, we sailed under Cyprus, because the winds were contrary.
And setting sail thence we sailed under the lee of Cyprus, because the winds were contrary.
And thence, having set sail, we sailed under Cyprus, because of the winds being contrary,

And when we had sailed over the sea of Cilicia and Pamphylia, we came to Mira, a city of Lycia.
And having sailed over the waters of Cilicia and Pamphylia we came to Myra in Lycia:
and having sailed over the sea over-against Cilicia and Pamphylia, we came to Myria of Lycia,

And there the centurion found a ship of Alexandria sailing into Italy; and he put us therein.
and there the centurion having found a ship of Alexandria sailing to Italy, he made us go on board her.
and there the centurion having found a ship of Alexandria, sailing to Italy, did put us into it,
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And when we had sailed slowly many days, and scarce had come over against Cnidus, the wind not suffering us, we sailed under Crete, over
against Salmone:

And sailing slowly for many days, and having with difficulty got abreast of Cnidus, the wind not suffering us, we sailed under the lee of Crete
abreast of Salmone;

and having sailed slowly many days, and with difficulty coming over-against Cnidus, the wind not suffering us, we sailed under Crete, over-agaii
Salmone,

And hardly passing it, came to a place which is called, The fair havens; nigh to which was the city of Lasea.
and coasting it with difficulty we came to a certain place called Fair Havens, near to which was [the] city of Lasaea.
and hardly passing it, we came to a certain place called “Fair Havens, nigh to which was the city [of] Lasaea.

Now when much time was spent, and when sailing was now dangerous, because the fast was now already past, Paul admonished them.
And much time having now been spent, and navigation being already dangerous, because the fast also was already past, Paul counselled them,
And much time being spent, and the sailing being now dangerous -- because of the fast also being already past -- Paul was admonishing,

And said to them, Sirs, I perceive that this voyage will be with hurt and much damage, not only of the lading and ship, but also of our lives.
saying, Men, I perceive that the navigation will be with disaster and much loss, not only of the cargo and the ship, but also of our lives.
saying to them, "Men, I perceive that with hurt, and much damage, not only of the lading and of the ship, but also of our lives -- the voyage is
about to be;’

Nevertheless, the centurion believed the master and the owner of the ship more than the things which were spoken by Paul.

But the centurion believed rather the helmsman and the shipowner than what was said by Paul.

but the centurion to the pilot and to the shipowner gave credence more than to the things spoken by Paul;

And because the haven was not commodious to winter in, the greater part advised to depart thence also, if by any means they might attain to
Phenice, and there to winter; which is a haven of Crete, and lieth towards the south-west and north-west.

And the harbour being ill adapted to winter in, the most counselled to set sail thence, if perhaps they might reach Phoenice to winter in, a port «
Crete looking north-east and south-east.

and the haven being incommodious to winter in, the more part gave counsel to sail thence also, if by any means they might be able, having attain
to Phenice, [there] to winter, [which is] a haven of Crete, looking to the south-west and north-west,

And when the south wind blew softly, supposing that they had obtained their purpose, loosing thence, they sailed close by Crete.
And [the] south wind blowing gently, supposing that they had gained their object, having weighed anchor they sailed close in shore along Crete.
and a south wind blowing softly, having thought they had obtained [their] purpose, having lifted anchor, they sailed close by Crete,

But not long after there arose against it a tempestuous wind, called Euroclydon.
But not long after there came down it a hurricane called Euroclydon.
and not long after there arose against it a tempestuous wind, that is called Euroclydon,
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And when the ship was caught, and could not bear up into the wind, we let her drive.
And the ship being caught and driven, and not able to bring her head to the wind, letting her go we were driven [before it].
and the ship being caught, and not being able to bear up against the wind, having given [her] up, we were borne on,

And running under a certain isle which is called Clauda, we had much work to come by the boat:
But running under the lee of a certain island called Clauda, we were with difficulty able to make ourselves masters of the boat;
and having run under a certain little isle, called Clauda, we were hardly able to become masters of the boat,

Which when they had taken up, they used helps, undergirding the ship; and fearing lest they should fall into the quicksands, struck sail, and so
were driven.

which having hoisted up, they used helps, frapping the ship; and fearing lest they should run into Syrtis and run aground, and having lowered {
gear they were so driven.

which having taken up, they were using helps, undergirding the ship, and fearing lest they may fall on the quicksand, having let down the mast -
so were borne on.

And we being exceedingly tossed with a tempest, the next day they lightened the ship;

But the storm being extremely violent on us, on the next day they threw cargo overboard,

And we, being exceedingly tempest-tossed, the succeeding [day] they were making a clearing,

And the third day we cast out with our own hands the tackling of the ship.
and on the third day with their own hands they cast away the ship furniture.
and on the third [day] with our own hands the tackling of the ship we cast out,

And when neither sun nor stars in many days appeared, and no small tempest lay on us, all hope that we should be saved was then taken away.
And neither sun nor stars appearing for many days, and no small storm lying on us, in the end all hope of our being saved was taken away.
and neither sun nor stars appearing for more days, and not a little tempest lying upon us, thenceforth all hope was taken away of our being save:

But after long abstinence, Paul stood forth in the midst of them, and said, Sirs, ye should have hearkened to me, and not have loosed from Crete,
and to have gained this harm and loss.

And when they had been a long while without taking food, Paul then standing up in the midst of them said, Ye ought, O men, to have hearkene«
to me, and not have made sail from Crete and have gained this disaster and loss.

And there having been long fasting, then Paul having stood in the midst of them, said, It behoved [you], indeed, O men -- having hearkened to
me -- not to set sail from Crete, and to save this hurt and damage;

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Saying, Fear not, Paul; thou must be brought before Cesar: and lo, God hath given thee all them that sail with thee.
saying, Fear not, Paul; thou must stand before Caesar; and behold, God has granted to thee all those that sail with thee.
saying, Be not afraid Paul; before Caesar it behoveth thee to stand; and, lo, God hath granted to thee all those sailing with thee;

Wherefore, sirs, be of good cheer: for I believe God, that it will be even as it was told to me.

wherefore be of good cheer, men! for I believe God, that so it shall be, even as it hath been spoken to me,

But we must be cast upon a certain isle.
But we must be cast ashore on a certain island.
and on a certain island it behoveth us to be cast.”

When the fourteenth night was come, as we were driven up and down in Adria, about midnight the shipmen suspected that they drew near to soi
country:

And when the fourteenth night was come, we being driven about in Adria, towards the middle of the night the sailors supposed that some land
neared them,

And when the fourteenth night came -- we being borne up and down in the Adria -- toward the middle of the night the sailors were supposing th:
some country drew nigh to them;

And sounded, and found it twenty fathoms: and when they had gone a little further, they sounded again, and found it fifteen fathoms.
and having sounded found twenty fathoms, and having gone a little farther and having again sounded they found fifteen fathoms;
and having sounded they found twenty fathoms, and having gone a little farther, and again having sounded, they found fifteen fathoms,

Then fearing lest we should fall upon rocks, they cast four anchors out of the stern, and wished for the day.
and fearing lest we should be cast on rocky places, casting four anchors out of the stern, they wished that day were come.
and fearing lest on rough places we may fall, out of the stern having cast four anchors, they were wishing day to come.

And as the shipmen were about to flee out of the ship, when they had let down the boat into the sea, under color as though they would cast anchc
out of the foreship,

the prow,

Then the soldiers cut off the ropes of the boat, and let her fall off.

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And while the day was coming on, Paul besought them all to take food, saying, This day is the fourteenth day that ye have tarried, and continued
fasting, having taken nothing.

And while it was drawing on to daylight, Paul exhorted them all to partake of food, saying, Ye have passed the fourteenth day watching in
expectation without taking food.

And till the day was about to be, Paul was calling upon all to partake of nourishment, saying, “Fourteen days to-day, waiting, ye continue fasting

Wherefore I exhort you to partake of food, for this has to do with your safety; for not a hair from the head of any one of you shall perish.
wherefore I call upon you to take nourishment, for this is for your safety, for of not one of you shall a hair from the head fall;

And when he had thus spoken, he took bread, and gave thanks to God in presence of them all; and when he had broken it, he began to eat.
And, having said these things and taken a loaf, he gave thanks to God before all, and having broken it began to eat.
and having said these things, and having taken bread, he gave thanks to God before all, and having broken [it], he began to eat;

Then they were all of good cheer, and they also took food.
And all taking courage, themselves also took food.
and all having become of good cheer, themselves also took food,

And we were in all in the ship two hundred and seventy six souls.
And we were in the ship, all the souls, two hundred and seventy-six.
(and we were -- all the souls in the ship -- two hundred, seventy and six),

And when they had eaten enough, they lightened the ship, and cast the wheat into the sea.
And having satisfied themselves with food, they lightened the ship, casting out the wheat into the sea.

And when it was day, they knew not the land: but they discovered a certain creek with a shore, into which they purposed, if it were possible, to
thrust in the ship.

and the rest, some on boards, some on some of the things [that came] from the ship; and thus it came to pass that all got safe to land.

and the rest, some indeed upon boards, and some upon certain things of the ship; and thus it came to pass that all came safe unto the land.

And when they had escaped, then they knew that the isle was called Melita.

And having been saved, then they knew that the island is called Melita,

And the barbarous people showed us no little kindness: for they kindled a fire, and received us every one, because of the present rain, and becau
of the cold.

Yet they looked when he would have swelled, or fallen down dead suddenly: but after they had looked a great while, and saw no harm come to
him, they changed their minds, and said that he was a god.

But *they* expected that he would have swollen or fallen down suddenly dead. But when they had expected a long time and saw nothing unusu:
happen to him, changing their opinion, they said he was a god.

and they were expecting him to be about to be inflamed, or to fall down suddenly dead, and they, expecting [it] a long time, and seeing nothing
uncommon happening to him, changing [their] minds, said he was a god.
In the same quarters were possessions of the chief man of the isle, whose name was Publius; who received us, and lodged us three days courteous

And in the neighbourhood of that place were lands of the principal man of the island, by name Publius, who, having received us, three days did
courteously lodge [us];

And it came to pass that the father of Publius lay sick with a fever, and a bloody-flux: to whom Paul entered in, and prayed, and laid his hands o
him, and healed him.

And it happened that the father of Publius lay ill of fever and dysentery; to whom Paul entered in, and having prayed and laid his hands on hin
cured him.

and it came to pass, the father of Publius with feverish heats and dysentery pressed, was laid, unto whom Paul having entered, and having praye
having laid [his] hands on him, healed him;

So when this was done, others also who had diseases in the isle, came, and were healed:

But this having taken place, the rest also who had sicknesses in the island came and were healed:

this, therefore, being done, the others also in the island having infirmities were coming and were healed;

Who also honored us with many honors; and when we departed, they laded us with such things as were necessary.
who also honoured us with many honours, and on our leaving they made presents to us of what should minister to our wants.
who also with many honours did honour us, and we setting sail -- they were lading [us] with the things that were necessary.
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And after three months we departed in a ship of Alexandria, which had wintered in the isle, whose sign was Castor and Pollux.
And after three months we sailed in a ship which had wintered in the island, an Alexandrian, with [the] Dioscuri for its ensign.
And after three months, we set sail in a ship (that had wintered in the isle) of Alexandria, with the sign Dioscuri,

And landing at Syracuse, we tarried there three days.
And having come to Syracuse we remained three days.
and having landed at Syracuse, we remained three days,

And from thence we made a circuit, and came to Rhegium: and after one day the south wind blew, and we came the next day to Puteoli:

Whence, going in a circuitous course, we arrived at Rhegium; and after one day, the wind having changed to south, on the second day we came
Puteoli,

thence having gone round, we came to Rhegium, and after one day, a south wind having sprung up, the second [day] we came to Puteoli;

Where we found brethren, and were desired to tarry with them seven days: and so we went towards Rome.
where, having found brethren, we were begged to stay with them seven days. And thus we went to Rome.
where, having found brethren, we were called upon to remain with them seven days, and thus to Rome we came;

And from thence when the brethren heard of us, they came to meet us as far as Appii-forum, and the Three taverns: whom when Paul saw, he
thanked God, and took courage.

And thence the brethren, having heard about us, came to meet us as far as Appii Forum and Tres Tabernae, whom when Paul saw, he thanked
God and took courage.

and thence, the brethren having heard the things concerning us, came forth to meet us, unto Appii Forum, and Three Taverns -- whom Paul hav
seen, having given thanks to God, took courage.

And when we came to Rome, the centurion delivered the prisoners to the captain of the guard: but Paul was suffered to dwell by himself, with a
soldier that kept him.

And when we came to Rome, [the centurion delivered up the prisoners to the praetorian prefect, but] Paul was allowed to remain by himself wi
the soldier who kept him.

And when we came to Rome, the centurion delivered up the prisoners to the captain of the barrack, but Paul was suffered to remain by himself,
with the soldier guarding him.

And it came to pass, that after three days, Paul called together the chief of the Jews. And when they were assembled, he said to them, Men,
brethren, though I have committed nothing against the people, or customs of our fathers, yet I was delivered prisoner from Jerusalem into the
hands of the Romans.

And it came to pass after three days, that he called together those who were the chief of the Jews; and when they had come together he said to
them, Brethren, *I* having done nothing against the people or the customs of our forefathers, have been delivered a prisoner from Jerusalem i1
the hands of the Romans,

And it came to pass after three days, Paul called together those who are the principal men of the Jews, and they having come together, he said u1
them: “Men, brethren, I -- having done nothing contrary to the people, or to the customs of the fathers -- a prisoner from Jerusalem, was deliver
up to the hands of the Romans;
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Who when they had examined me, would have let me go, because there was no cause of death in me.
who having examined me were minded to let me go, because there was nothing worthy of death in me.
who, having examined me, were wishing to release [me], because of their being no cause of death in me,

But when the Jews spoke against it, I was constrained to appeal to Cesar; not that I had aught to accuse my nation of.
But the Jews speaking against it, I was compelled to appeal to Caesar, not as having anything to accuse my nation of.
and the Jews having spoken against [it], I was constrained to appeal unto Caesar -- not as having anything to accuse my nation of;

For this cause therefore have I called for you, to see you, and to speak with you: because that for the hope of Israel I am bound with this chain.
For this cause therefore I have called you to [me] to see and to speak to you; for on account of the hope of Israel I have this chain about me.
for this cause, therefore, I called for you to see and to speak with [you], for because of the hope of Israel with this chain I am bound.

For the heart of this people is become gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes have they closed; lest they should see with their eye
and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.

For the heart of this people has become fat, and they hear heavily with their ears, and they have closed their eyes; lest they should see with theii
eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them.

for made gross was the heart of this people, and with the ears they heard heavily, and their eyes they did close, lest they may see with the eyes, a1
with the heart may understand, and be turned back, and I may heal them.
