And he that is sown among the thorns -- this is he who hears the word, and the anxious care of this life, and the deceit of riches choke the word,
and he becomes unfruitful.

And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out and cast [it] from thee; it is good for thee to enter into life one-eyed, [rather] than having two eyes to b
cast into the hell of fire.

“And if thine eye doth cause thee to stumble, pluck it out and cast from thee; it is good for thee one-eyed to enter into the life, rather than having
two eyes to be cast to the gehenna of the fire.
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Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones: for I say to you, that in heaven their messengers do always behold the face of my Father wk
is in heaven.
