Publishers' Note to the Third Edition NOTWITHSTANDING the fact that the
Revised Version of the Old and the New Testament has come into the field since the
learned and lamented author first issued his Literal Translation of the Bible, the demand
for it from year to year has continued remarkably steady. This indicates that it still fills a
place of its own among helps to the earnest student of Holy Scripture. In 1887 Dr Young
issued a Revised Edition, of which two impressions are exhausted. The work has been
subjected to a fresh revision, making no alteration on the principles on which the
Translation proceeds, but endeavouring to make it as nearly perfect in point of accuracy
on its present lines as possible. The Publishers accordingly issue this new Revised
Edition in the hope that earnest students of the Bible, by attaining to a clearer
apprehension of the meaning of the inspired writer, may more clearly and fully apprehend
the mind of the Spirit by whom all Holy Scripture has been given to us. Edinburgh,
January 1898.

Preface to the Revised Edition. The following Translation of the New Testament is
based upon the belief that every word of the original is "God-breathed," as the Apostle
Paul says in his Second Epistle to Timothy, chap. 3.16. That language is, indeed,
applicable, in the first place, only to the Writings of the "Old Testament," in which
Timothy had been instructed, but as the Apostle Peter, in his Second Epistle, chap.
3.15,16, expressly ranks the "Epistles" of his beloved brother Paul along with "the other
Scriptures,” as the "Gospels" and the "Acts" of the Apostles were undoubtedly written
before the date of Peter's writing, by men to whom the Saviour promised and gave the
Holy Spirit, to guide them to all truth, to teach them all things, and to remind them of all
things that Jesus said and did, there can be no reasonable ground for denying the
inspiration of the New Testament by any one who holds that of the Old, or who is willing
to take the plain unsophisticated meaning of God's Word regarding either.
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This inspiration extends only to the original text, as it came from the pens of the writers,
not to any translations ever made by man, however aged, venerable, or good; and only in
so far as any of these adhere to the original--neither adding to nor omitting from it one
particle--are they of any real value, for, to the extent that they vary from the original, the
doctrine of verbal inspiration is lost, so far as that version is concerned.

If a translation gives a present tense when the original gives a past, or a past when it has a
present; a perfect for a future, or a future for a perfect; an a for a the, or a the for an a; an
imperative for a subjunctive, or a subjunctive for an imperative; a verb for a noun, or a
noun for a verb, it is clear that verbal inspiration is as much overlooked as if it had no
existence. THE WORD OF GOD IS MADE VOID BY THE TRADITIONS OF MEN.

A strictly literal rendering may not be so pleasant to the ear as one where the apparent
sense is chiefly aimed at, yet it is not euphony but truth that ought to be sought, and
where in such a version as the one commonly in use in this country, there are scarcely
two consecutive verses where there is not some departure from the original such as those
indicated, and where these variations may be counted by tens of thousands, as admitted
on all hands, it is difficult to see how verbal inspiration can be of the least practical use to
those who depend upon that version alone.

Modern scholarship is beginning to be alive to the inconsistency of thus gratuitously
obscuring, and really changing, the meaning, of the sacred writers by subjective notions
of what they ought to have written, rather than what they did write, for if we admit that in
a single case it can be lawful to render a past tense by a present, where shall we end? who
is to be judge? if we do so in one passage, to bring out what may appear to us might,
could, would, or should, be the Scriptural meaning, we cannot deny the same privilege to
others who may twist other passages in like manner. The alteration of an a for a the may
appear a small matter not worth speaking of, but an attentive comparison of the following
Translation with the common one will discover numerous passages where the entire force
of the verse depends upon the insertion or non-insertion of the article.

For example, in Mat. 2.4, Herod is represented as enquiring "where Christ ' should be
born. But "Christ" is the surname of the man Jesus, who was quite unknown to Herod,
who could not consequently ask for a person of whose existence he was ignorant. The
true explanation is, that King James' Translators omitted the definite article which occurs
in the original. The correct translation is, where "the Christ" should be born. Herod knew
of "the Christ," the Messiah, the long promised Saviour and King of the Jews, and his
enquiry was, where He was to be born, whose kingdom was to be over all. The simple
article clears up the whole. There are about two thousand instances in the New Testament
where these translators have thus omitted all notice of the definite article, not to say any
thing of the great number of passages where they have inserted it, though not in the
original.
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The following translation need not, and ought not, to be considered, in any sense, as
coming into competition with the Common Version, but as one to be used in connection
with it, and as auxiliary to it; and not a few assurances have been received from
clergymen and others that they thus use it, and find it at once interesting and profitable.
The change of a single word, or collocation of words, is often found to throw an entirely
new shade of meaning over the Scripture. This advantage is well known to all who have
compared the various ancient versions, or even the English versions that successively
formed what was popularly called "the authorized version," i.e., Tyndale, Coverdale,
Geneva, Bishops, &c.

The Greek Text followed is that generally recognized as the "Received Text," not
because it is thought perfect, but because the department of Translation is quite distinct
from that of Textual Criticism, and few are qualified for both. If the original text be
altered by a translator, (except he give his reasons for and against each emendation,) the
reader is left in uncertainty whether the translation given is to be considered as that of the
old or of the new reading. And, after all, the differences in sense to be found in the
100,000 various Greek readings are so trifling compared with those to be derived from an
exact translation of the Received Text, that the writer willingly leaves them to other
hands; at the same time, it is contemplated, in a future edition, to give, in an Appendix,
all the various readings of the Greek MSS. that are capable of being expressed in English.

With grateful thanks to the Father of Lights, this revised edition is presented to the
friends of Divine Truth, with the hope that it may be a means, in the hands of the Divine

Spirit, of quickening their faith, and encouraging their hearts, in the work of the Lord.

of all the clean beasts thou dost take to thee seven pairs, a male
and its fema[e; and of the beasts which are not clean two, a male
and its female;

also, of fowl of the heavens seven pairs, a male and a female, to
keep alive seed on the _face o_f all the earth;

for after other seven days ‘I am sending rain on the earth forty
days and forty nights, and have wiped away all the substance that
‘I have made from off the face of the ground.

And (Noah doth according to all that {Jehovah hath commanded
him;

and (Noah [is] a son of six hundred years, and the deluge of
‘waters hath been upon the earth.

And (Noah goeth in, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons

wives with him, unto the ark, from the presence of the waters of
the de[uge;

of the clean beasts and of the beasts that [are] not clean, and of the
fowl, and of every thing that is creeping upon the ground,

two by two they have come in unto (Noah, unto the ark, a male
and a female, as (sod hath commanded (Noah.

And it cometh to pass, after the seventh of the days, that waters
of the deluge have been on the earth,

“In the six hundredth year of the [ife of (Noah, in the second
month, in the seventeenth day of the month, in this day have been
broken up all fountains of the great deep, and the net-work of the
heavens hath been opened,

23 And wiped away is all the substance that is on the face of the
ground, from man unto beast, unto creeping thing, and unto fowl
o_f the heavens; yea, the\Z are wiped away from the earth, and
only (Noah is [eft, and those who [are] with him in the ark;

24 and the waters are mighty on the earth a hundred and fifty days.

And the messenger of Jehovah calleth unto him from the heavens,
and saith, Abraham, Abraham; and he saith, dere [am] CL;
and Tte saith, Put not forth thine hand unto the youth, nor do
anything to him, for now I have known that thou art fearing
(5od, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only one, from Me.
And Abraham [ifteth up his eyes, and [ooketh, and [0, a ram
behind, seized in a thicket [nz its horns; and Abraham goeth. and
taketh the ram, and causeth it to ascend for a burnt-offering
instead of his son;

and Apraham calleth the name of that place  Jehovah-Jireh,
because it is said this day in the mount, Jehovah doth provide.
And the messenger of Jehovah calleth unto Abraham a second
time from the heavens,

and saith, By Myself Xl have sworn - - the affirmation of
Jehovah - - that because thou hast done this thing, and hast not
withheld thy son, thine only one -~

that blessing CI bless thee, and multiplying I multiply thy seed as
stars of the heavens, and as sand which [is] on the sea-shore; and
tfnz seed doth possess the gate o_f his enemies;

and blessed themselves in thy seed have all nations of the earth,
because that thou hast hearkened to Oy voice.

And Abraham turneth back unto his young men, and they rise and
go together unto (Beer-Sheba; and Apraham dwelleth in (Beer-
Sheba.

And it cometh to pass after these things that it is declared to
Abraham, saying, o, Milcah hath borne, even she, sons to
(Nahor thy brother:

Huz his first-born, and (Bue his brother; and (Kemuel father of

Aram,
and Chesed, and Hazo, and Pildash, and Jidlaph, and Bethuel;
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and (Bethuel hath begotten (Rebekah; these eight hath Oilcah
borne to (Nahor, Abraham s brother;

and his concubine, whose name [is] (Reumah, she also hath borne
Oebah, and (zaham, and Gyahash, and Maachah.

And the [ife of Sarah is a hundred and twenty and seven

years - - years of the [ife of Sarah;

and Sarah dieth in (Kirjath-Ayba, which [is] Ttebron, in the [and
of Caanan, and Apraham goeth in to mourn for Sarah, and to
bewail her.

And Apraham riseth up from the presence of his dead, and
speaketh unto the sons of Heth, saying,

A sojourner and a settler I [am] with you; give tome a
possession of a burying-place with you, and 4 bury my dead from
before me,

And the sons of Heth answer Abraham, saying to him,

‘Hear us, my lord; a prince of (sod [art] thou in our midst; in
the choice of our burying-places bury thy dead: none of us his
burying-place doth withhold from thee, from burying thy dead.
And Abraham riseth and boweth himself to the people of the [and,
to the sons of Heth,
and he speaketh with them, saying, CIf it is your desire to bury
my dead from before me, hear me, and meet for me with Ephron,
son of Joar;
and he giveth to me the cave of Machpelah, which he hath, which
[is] in the extremity of his field; for full money doth he give it to
me, in your midst, for a possession of a burying-place.

And Ephron is sitting in the midst of the sons of Heth, and
Ephron the Hittite answereth Abraham in the ears of the sons of
Heth, of all those entering the gate of his city, saying,

(Nay, my lord, hear me: the field I have given to thee, and the
cave that [is] in it, to thee I have given it; before the eyes of the
sons of my people ‘I have given it to thee -~ bury thy dead.

And Abraham boweth himself before the people of the [and,
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and speaketh unto Ephron in the ears of the people of the [and,
saying, Only - - if thou wouldst hear me - - ‘I have given the
money of the field - - accept from me, and  bury my dead
there,
And Ephron answereth Abraham, saying to him,

My lord, hear me: the land - - four hundred shekels of silver;
between me and thee, what [is] itQ - - thy dead bury.
And Apraham hearkeneth unto Ephron, and Apraham weigheth
to Ephron the silver which he hath spoken of in the ears of the
sons of Heth, four hundred silver shekels, passing with the
merchant,
And established are the field of Ephron, which [is] in Machpelah,
which [is] before (Mamre, the field and the cave which [is] in it,
and all the trees which [are] in the field, which [are] in all its
border round about,
to Abraham by purchase, before the eyes of the sons of Heth,
among all entering the gate of his city.
And after this hath Apraham buried Sarah his wife at the cave
of the field of Machpelah before Mamre (which [is] Febron), in
the [and of Canaan;
and established are the field, and the cave which [is] in it, to
Abraham for a possession of a burying-place, from the sons of
FHeth.
And Abraham [is] old, he hath entered into days, and Jehovah
hath blessed Abraham in all [things];
and Abraham saith unto his servant, the eldest of his house, who
is ruling over all that he hath, Put, I pray thee, thy hand under
my thigh,
and  cause thee to swear by Jehovah, (5od of the heavens, and
(5od of the earth, that thou dost not take a wife for my son from
the daughters of the Canaanite, in the midst of whom J am
dwe[[ing;
but unto my land and unto my kindred dost thou go, and hast
taken a wife for my son, for CIsaac.
And the servant saith unto him, CIt may be the woman is not
willing to come after me unto this land; do {1 at all cause thy son
to turn back unto the land from whence thou camest outQ
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And Apraham saith unto him, Q)ake heed to thyself, lest thou
cause my son to turn back thither;

Jehovah, (5od of the heavens, who hath taken me from the house
of my father, and from the land of my birth, and who hath spoken
to me, and who hath sworn to me, saying, G)o thy seed I give this
land, dte doth send Fis messenger before thee, and thou hast
taken a wi_fe for my son _from thence;

and if the woman be not wi[[ing to come after thee, then thou hast
been acquitted from this mine oath: only my son thou dost not
cause to turn back thither.

And the servant putteth his hand under the thigh of Abraham his
ford, and sweareth to him concerning this matter.

And the servant taketh ten camels of the camels of his [ord and
goeth, also of all the goods of his [ord in his hand, and he riseth,
and goeth unto Aram-Naharaim, unto the city of (Nahor;

and he causeth the camels to kneel at the outside of the city, at the
well of water, at even-time, at the time of the coming out of the
women who draw water,

And he saith, Jehovah, (50d of my lord Abraham, cause to
meet, ‘I pray Qhee, before me this day - - (and do kindness with
my lord Abraham;

lo, I am standing by the fountain of water, and daughters of the
men of the city are coming out to draw water;

and it hath been, the young person unto whom I say, Uncline, I
pray thee, thy pitcher, and I drink, and she hath said, (Drink, and
‘I 'water also thy camels) - - her PQhou hast decided for Phy
servant, for Usaac; and by it I know that Qhou hast done
kindness with my lord.

And it cometh to pass, before he hath finished speaking, that [o,
(Rebekah (who was born to (Bethuel, son of Milcah, wife of
(Nahor, brother of Abraham) is coming out, and her pitcher on her
shoulder,

and the young person [is] of very good appearance, a virgin, and
a man hath not known her; and she goeth down to the _fountain.
and filleth her pitcher, and cometh up.

And the servant runneth to meet her, and saith, et me

swallow, pray thee, a [ittle water from th«z pitcﬁer;
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and she saith, rink, my lord; and she hasteth, and (etteth
down her pitcher upon her hand, and giveth him drink.

And she finisheth giving him drink, and saith, Afso for thy
camels I draw till they have finished drinking;

and she hasteth, and emptieth her pitcher into the drinking-
trough, and runneth again unto the well to draw, and draweth
for all his camels.

And the man, wondering at her, remaineth silent, to know
whether Jehovah hath made his way prosperous or not.

And it cometh to pass when the camels have finished drinking,
that the man taketh a golden ring (whose weight [is] a bekah), and
two bracelets for her hands (whose weight [is] ten [bekahs] of
gold),

and saith, Whose daughter [art] thou)) declare to me, I pray
thee, is the house of thy father a place for us to [odge inQ

And she saith unto him, I [am] daughter of (Bethuel, son of
WMilcah, whom she hath borne to (Nahor.

She saith also unto him, (Both straw and provender [are]
abundant with us, also a place to lodge in.

And the man boweth, and doth obeisance to (Jehovah,

and saith, (Blessed [is] Jehovah, (sod of my lord Abraham, who
hath not [eft off dis kindness and His truth with my lord; -- I
[being] in the way, Jehovah hath [ed me to the house of my lord s
brethren,

And the young person runneth, and declareth to the house of her
mother according to these words.

And (Rebekah hath a brother, and his name [is] daban, and Japan
runneth unto the man who [is] without, unto the fountain;

vyea, it cometh to pass, when he seeth the ring, and the bracelets on
the hands of his sister, and when he heareth the words of
(Rebekah his sister, saying, Dhus hath the man spoken unto me,
that he cometh in unto the man, and [o, he is standing by the
camels by the fountain,

And he saith, Come in, O blessed one of ‘Jehovah, why standest
thou without, and I - - I have prepared the house and place for
the camels/
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And he bringeth in the man into the house, and [ooseth the camels,
and giveth straw and provender for the camels, and water to
‘wash his feet, and the feet of the men who [are] with him:

and setteth before him to eat; but he saith, I do not eat till ‘I
have spoken my word; and he saith, Speak.

And he saith, I [am] Abraham s servant;

and {Jehovah hath blessed my lord exceeding[«z, and he is great;
and Tte giveth to him flock, and herd, and silver, and gold, and
men-servants, and maid-servants, and camels, and asses;

and Sarah, my lord s wife, beareth a son to my lord, after she
hath been aged, and he giveth to him all that he hath.

And my lord causeth me to swear, saying, Jhou dost not take a
wife to my son from the daughters of the Canaanite, in whose
land I am dwelling.

“f not - - unto the house of my father thou dost go, and unto my
family, and thou hast taken a wife for my son.

And I say unto my lord, It may be the woman doth not come
after me;
and he saith unto me, Jehovah, before whom I have walked
habitually, doth send Tis messenger with thee, and hath
prospered thy way, and thou hast taken a wife for my son from
my family, and from the house of my father;
then art thou acquitted from my oath, when thou comest unto my
family, and if they give not [one] to thee; then thou hast been
acquitted from my oath,

And I come to-day unto the fountain, and I say, Jehovah,
(5od of my lord Apraham, if Dhou art, d pray GHhee, making
prosperous my way in which I am going - -

(fo, °I am standing by the fountain of water), then the virgin who
is coming out to draw, and ‘I have said unto her, et me drink, 4
pray thee, a [ittle water from thy pitcher,

and she hath said unto me, (Both drink thou, and also for thy
camels ] draw - - she is the woman whom JJehovah hath decided
for my [ord s son.
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(Before U finish speaking unto my heart, then o, (Rebekah is
coming out, and her pitcher on her shoulder, and she goeth down
to the fountain, and draweth; and I say unto her, det me drink, CI
pray thee,
and she hasteth and [etteth down her pitcher from off her and
saith, (Prink, and thy camels also 1 water; and U drink, and the
camels also she hath watered,

And I ask her, and say, Whose daughter [art] thouQ and she
saith, (Daughter of (Bethuel, son of Nahor, whom Milcah hath
borne to him, and I put the ring on her nose, and the bracefets on
her hands,
and ] bow, and do obeisance before Jehovah, and I bless
Jehovah, (5od of my lord Abraham, who hath [ed me in the true
way to receive the daughter of my lord s brother for his son.

And now, if ye are dealing kindly and truly with my [ord,
declare to me; and i_f not, declare to me; and  turn unto the rigﬁt
or unto the [eft.

And Uaban answereth - - (Bethuel also - - and they say, Qhe
thing hath gone out from {Jehovah; we are not able to speak unto
thee bad or good;

lo, QRebekah [is] before thee, take and go, and she is a wife to thy
lord s son, as {Jehovah hath spoken.

And it cometh to pass, when the servant of Abraham hath heard
their words, that he boweth himself towards the earth before
Yehovah;

and the servant taketh out vessels of silver, and vessels of gold,
and garments, and giveth to Qbekah; precious tﬁings also he hath
given to her brother and to her mother.

And they eat and drink, he and the men who [are] with him, and
[odge all night; and the\Z rise in the morning, and he saith, Send
me to my [ord;

and her brother saith - - her mother also -- et the young
person abide with us a week or ten days, afterwards doth she go.
And he saith unto them, Yo not delay me, seeing Jehovah hath
prospered my way; send me away, and I go to my lord;

and they say, Cet us call for the young person, and ask at her
mouth;
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and they call for (Rebekah, and say unto her, ost thou go with
this manQ) and she saith, ‘I go.

And they send away Rebekah their sister, and her nurse, and
Abraham s servant, and his men;

and they bless (Rebekah, and say to her, PDhou [art] our sister;
become thou thousands of myriads, and thy seed doth possess the
gate of those hating it.

And (Rebekah and her young women arise, and ride on the
camels, and go after the man; and the servant taketh Qﬁekaﬁ and
goeth.

And saac hath come in from the entrance of the ‘Well of the
Qﬁying One, my (Beholder; and he is dwe[[ing in the land o_f the
south,

and CIsaac goeth out to meditate in the field, at the turning of the
evening, and he [ifteth up his eyes, and [ooketh, and [o, camels are
coming.

And (Rebekah [ifteth up her eyes, and seeth Usaac, and alighteth
from off the camel;

and she saith unto the servant, Who [is] this man who is walking
in the field to meet usQ and the servant saith, Clt [is] my [ord;
and she taketh the veil, and covereth herself,

And the servant recounteth to Usaac all the things that he hath
done,

and CIsaac bringeth her in unto the tent of Sarah his mother, and
he taketh (Rebekah, and she becometh his wife, and he [oveth her,
and CIsaac is comforted after [the death of] his mother.

And Apraham addeth and taketh a wife, and her name [is]

(Keturah;

and she beareth to him Jimran, and Jokshan, and Medan, and
Midian, and CIshbak, and Shuah.

And YJokshan hath begotten Sheba and (Dedan; and the sons of
(PDedan were Asshurim, and Jetushim, and Jeummim;

and the sons of Midian [are] Ephah, and Epher, and FHanoch,
and Apidah, and Eldaah; all these [are] sons of (Keturah,

And Abraham giveth all that he hath to CIsaac;
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and to the sons of the concubines whom Abraham hath, Abraham
hath given gifts, and sendeth them away from Usaac his son (in his
being yet alive) eastward, unto the east country.

And these [are] the days of the years of the [ife of Abraham,
which he [ived, a hundred and seventy and five years;

and Apraham expireth, and dieth in a good old age, aged and
satisfied, and is gathered unto his people.

And Isaac and Ishmael his sons bury him at the cave of
Machpelah, at the field of Ephron, son of Foar the Hittite,
‘which [is] before Mamre - -

the field which Abraham bought from the sons of eth - - there
hath ;Abraham been buried, and Sarah his wife.

And it cometh to pass after the death of Abraham, that (sod
blesseth saac his son; and Isaac dwelleth by the Well of the
Tiying One, my Beholder.

And these [are] births of Ushmael, Apraham s son, whom Flagar
the Egyptian, Sarah s handmaid, hath borne to Apraham;

and these [are] the names of the sons of Ishmael, by their names,
according to their births: first-born of CIshmael, (Nebajoth; and
(Kedar, and Adbeel, and {Mibsam,

and Mishma, and Dumah, and Massa,

Hadar, and Gema, Jetur, Naphish, and (Kedemah:

these are sons of (Ishmael, and these their names, by their villages,
and by their towers; twelve princes according to their peoples.
And these [are] the years of the [ife of Ishmael, a hundred and
thirty and seven years; and he expireth, and dieth, and is gathered
unto his people;

and they tabernacle from Havilah unto Shur, which [is] before
Egypt, in [thy] going towards Asshur; in the presence of all his
brethren hath he fallen,

And these [are] births of Usaac, Apraham s son: Apraham hath
begotten Isaac;

and CIsaac is a son of forty years in his taking (Rebekah, daughter
of (Bethuel the Aramaean, from Padan-Aram, sister of Iaban
the Aramaean, to him for a wife.
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21 And Ysaac maketh entreaty to {Jehovah before his wife, for she
[is] barren: and (Jehovah is entreated of him, and (Rebekah his
wife conceiveth,

22 and the children struggle together within her, and she saith, If
[it is] right - - why [am] ‘I thusQ and she goeth to seek Jehovah.

23 And Yehovah saith to her, Qwo nations [are] in thy womb, and
two peoples from thy bowels are parted; and the [one] people than
the [other] people is stronger; and the elder doth serve the
younger.

24 And her davys to bear are fulfilled, and lo, twins [are] in her
‘womb;

25  and the first cometh out all red as a hairy robe, and they call his
name Csau;

26  and afterwards hath his brother come out, and his hand is taking
hold on Esau s heel, and one calleth his name Jacob; and Clsaac
[is] a son of sixty years in her bearing them,

27 And the youths grew, and Esau is a man acquainted [with]
hunting, a man of the field; and Jacob [is] a plain man, inhabiting
tents;

28  and saac [oveth Esau, for [his] hunting [is] in his mouth; and
Rebekah is [oving Jacob.

29 And Yacob boileth pottage, and Esau cometh in from the field,
and he [is] weary;

30 and Tsau saith unto Jacob, Clet me eat, I pray thee, some of
this red red thing, for I [am] weary; therefore hath [one] called
his name Edom [Red];

31 and Jacob saith, Sell to-day thy birthright to me.

32 And Esau saith, o, I am going to die, and what is this to
me - - birthrightQ

33 and Jacob saith, Swear to me to-day: and he sweareth to
him, and selleth his birthright to Jacob;

34 and Jacob hath given to sau bread and pottage of [entiles, and
he eateth, and drinketh, and riseth, and goeth; and Csau despiseth
the birthright,
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And there is a famine in the [and, besides the first famine which
was in the days of Abraham, and CIsaac goeth unto Abimelech
king of the PPhilistines, to (serar.

And Jehovah appeareth unto him, and saith, (50 not down
towards Egypt, tabernacle in the land concerning which I speak
unto thee,

sojourn in this land, and I am with thee, and bless thee, for to
thee and to thy seed CI give all these [ands, and ‘I have established
the oath which I have sworn to Abraham thy father;

and I have multiplied thy seed as stars of the heavens, and I
have given to thy seed all these [ands; and blessed themselves in
thy seed have all nations of the earth;

because that Abraham hath hearkened to Oy voice, and keepeth

My charge, My commands, My statutes, and Oy laws.
And Usaac dwelleth in (serar;

and men of the place ask him of his wife, and he saith, She [is]
my sister: for he hath been afraid to say, My wife -- [est the

men of the place kill me for (Rebekah, for she [is] of good
appearance.

And it cometh to pass, when the days have been prolonged to him
there, that Abimelech king of the Philistines looketh through the
window, and seeth, and (o, Usaac is playing with (Rebekah his
wife,

And Abimelech calleth for Usaac, and saith, Clo, she [is] surely
thy wife; and how hast thou said, She [is] my sisterQ) and CIsaac
saith unto him, (Because I said, Yest I die for her.

And Apimelech saith, What [is] this thou hast done to usQ asa
fittle thing one of the people had [ain with thy wife, and thou
hadst brought upon us guilt;

and Abimelech commandeth all the people, saying, e who
cometh against this man or against his wife, dying doth die.

And Isaac soweth in that land, and findeth in that year a
hundredfo[d. and {Jehovah blesseth him;

and the man is great, and goeth on, going on and Becoming great,
till that he hath been very great,
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14 and he hath possession of a flock, and possession of a herd, and an
abundant service; and the q)hi[istines envy him,

15 and all the wells which his father s servants digged in the days of
Abraham his father, the Philistines have stopped them, and fill
them with dust,

16 And Abimelech saith unto CIsaac, (50 from us; for thou hast
become much mightier than we;

17 and CIsaac goeth from thence, and encampeth in the valley of
(5erar, and dwelleth there;

18 and Ysaac turneth back, and diggeth the wells of water which
they digged in the days of Abraham his father, which the
Philistines do stop after the death of Abraham, and he calleth to
them names according to the names which his father called them.

19 And Isaac s servants dig in the valley, and find there a well of
living water,

20 and shepherds of (serar strive with shepherds of Usaac, saying,
Ohe water [is] ours; and he calleth the name of the well
Strife, because they have striven habitually with him;

21 and they dig another well, and they strive also for it, and he

calleth its name Hatred.

22 And he removeth from thence, and diggeth another well, and they
have not striven for it, and he calleth its name Enlargements, and
saith, For -- now hath Jehovah given enlargement to us, and
we have been fruitful in the [and.

23 And he goeth up from thence [to] (Beer-Sheba,

24 and Jehovah appeareth unto him during that night, and saith, I
[am] the (5od of Abraham thy father, fear not, for {I [am] with
thee, and have blessed thee, and have multiplied thy seed, because
o_f Abraham QVQ servant;

25 and he buildeth there an altar, and preacheth in the name of
Jehovah, and stretcheth out there his tent, and there CIsaac s
servants dig a well.

26 And Apimelech hath gone unto him from (serar, and Ahuzzath
his _friend, and g)ﬁicho[ head o_f his host;

27 and Ysaac saith unto them, Wherefore have ye come unto me,
and e have hated me, and ye send me away from youQ
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And they say, We have certainly seen that (Jehovah hath been
with thee, and we say, et there be, we pray thee, an oath
between us, between us and thee, and (et us make a covenant with
thee;

do not evil with us, as we have not touched thee, and as ‘we have
only done good with thee, and send thee away in peace; thou [art]
now blessed of Jehovah.

And he maketh for them a banquet, and they eat and drink,

and rise early in the morning, and swear one to another, and
Usaac sendeth them away, and they go from him in peace.

And he saith, Clo, I pray thee, I have become aged, ‘I have not
known the day of my death;

and now, take up, I pray thee, thy instruments, thy quiver, and
thy bow, and go out to the field, and hunt for me provision,

and make for me tasteful things, [such] as I have [oved, and bring
in to me, and I do eat, so that my soul doth bless thee before CI
die.

And (Rebekah is hearkening while CIsaac is speaking unto (Esau
his son; and ICsau goeth to the _fie[d to hunt provision - - to bring
m;

and Rebekah hath spoken unto Jacob her son, saying, Yo, 4
have heard thy father speaking unto Esau thy brother, saying,
(Bring for me provision, and make for me tasteful things, and I
do eat, and bless thee before Jehovah before my death.
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And now, my son, hearken to my voice, to that which I am
commanding thee:
(50, A pray thee, unto the flock, and take for me from thence two
good kids of the goats, and ‘I make them tasteful things for thy
father, [such] as he hath [oved;
and thou hast taken in to thy father, and he hath eaten, so that his
soul doth bless thee before his death.

And he cometh in unto his _father. and saith, QVQ _father; and he
saith, Jlere [am] I; who [art] thou, my son®Q)
And Jacob saith unto his father, I jam] Esau thy first-born; ‘I
have done as thou hast spoken unto me; rise, I pray thee, sit, and
eat of my provision, so that thy soul doth bless me.
And Usaac saith unto his son, What [is] this thou hast hasted to
find, my sonQ and he saith, Qhat which {Jehovah thy (sod hath
caused to come before me.
And saac saith unto Jacob, (Come nigh, 1 pray thee, and 4 feel
thee, my son, whether thou [art] he, my son Esau, or not.
And Jacob cometh nigh unto CIsaac his father, and he feeleth him,
and saith, Qhe voice [is] the voice of Jacob, and the hands hands
of Esau.
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23 And he hath not discerned him, for his hands have been hairy, as
the hands of Esau his brother, and he blesseth him,

24 and saith, Qhou art he - - my son EsauQ and he saith, I
[am].

25 And he saith, (Bring nigh to me, and I do eat of my son s

7 and Jacob feareth exceedingly, and is distressed, and he divideth
the people who [are] with him, and the flock, and the herd, and
the camels, into two camps,

8  and saith, f Esau come in unto the one camp, and have smitten
it - - then the camp which is [eft hath been for an escape.
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And Jacob saith, (sod of my father Abraham, and (sod of my

father Isaac, Jehovah who saith unto me, Gurn back to thy land,

and to thy kindred, and I do good with thee:

‘I have been unworthy of all the kind acts, and of all the truth

which Qhou hast done with thy servant - - for, with my staff 4

passed over this Jordan, and now I have become two camps.
PDeliver me, I pray Dhee, from the hand of my brother, from

the hand of Esau: for I am fearing him, [ess he come and have

smitten me - - mother beside sons;

and Qhou - - Qhou hast said, I certainly do good with thee, and

have set thy seed as the sand of the sea, which is not numbered

because of the multitude.

And he lodgeth there during that night, and taketh from that

which is coming into his hand, a present for (€sau his brother:

she-goats two hundred, and he-goats twenty, ewes two hundred,

and rams twenty,

suckling camels and their young ones thirty, cows forty, and

bullocks ten, she-asses twenty, and foals ten;

and he giveth into the hand of his servants, every drove by itself,

and saith unto his servants, (Pass over before me, and a space ye

do put between drove and drove,

And he commandeth the first, saying, “When Esau my brother

meeteth thee, and hath asked thee, saying, Whose [art] thouQ and

whither goest thouQ and whose [are] these before theeQ

then thou hast said, Qhy servant Jacob s: it [is] a present sent to

my [ord, to Esau; and [o, he also [is] behind us.

And he commandeth also the second, also the third, also all who

are going after the droves, saying, According to this manner do

vye speak unto Esau in your finding him,

and ye have said also, Jo, thy servant Jacob [is] behind us; for

he said, I pacify his face with the present which is going before

me, and afterwards I see his face; it may be he [ifteth up my

face;

and the present passeth over before his face, and he hath [(odged

during that night in the camp.
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And he riseth in that night, and taketh his two wives, and his two

maid-servants, and his eleven children, and passeth over the

passage of {Jabbok;

and he taketh them, and causeth them to pass over the brook, and

he causeth that which he hath to pass over.

And Jacob is [eft alone, and one wrestleth with him till the

ascending of the dawn;

and he seeth that he is not able for him, and he cometh against the

hollow of his thigh, and the hollow of Jacob s thigh is disjointed

in his wrestling with him;

and he saith, Send me away, for the dawn hath ascended: and

he saith,  send thee not away, except thou hast blessed me.

And he saith unto him, What [is] thy nameQ and he saith,
Yacob.

And he saith, ﬁhy name is no more called CJacob, but Clsrael; for

thou hast been a prince with (sod and with men, and dost

prevail,

And Jacob asketh, and saith, eclare, pray thee, th«z name;

and he saith, OWhy [is] this, thou askest for Oy nameQ)  and Fle

blesseth him there.

And Jacob calleth the name of the place Peniel: for CI have seen

(God _face unto _face, and my [i_fe is delivered;

and the sun riseth on him when he hath passed over Penuel, and

he is halting on his thigh;

therefore the sons of Israel do not eat the sinew which shrank,

which [is] on the hollow of the thigh, unto this day, because e

came against the hollow of Jacob s thigh, against the sinew

which shrank,

And Jacob (ifteth up his eyes, and [ooketh, and [0, Esau is

coming, and with him four hundred men; and he divideth the

children unto Jeah, and unto Rachel, and unto the two maid-

servants;

and he setteth the maid-servants and their children first, and

Yeah and her children behind, and (Rachel and Joseph [ast.

And he himself passed over before them, and boweth himself to

the earth seven times, until his drawing nigh unto his brother,
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4  and Csau runneth to meet him, and embraceth him, and fa[[eth on
his neck, and kisseth him, and the\Z weep;

5 and he [ifteth up his eyes, and seeth the women and the children,
and saith, What [are] these to theeQ And he saith, he
children with whom (5od hath favoured thy servant.

6 And the maid-servants draw nigh, they and their children, and
bow themselves;

7 and Yeah also draweth nigh, and her children, and they bow
themselves; and afterwards Soseph hath drawn nigh with
@Rachel, and they bow themselves.

8  And he saith, QWhat to thee [is] all this camp which I have
metQ and he saith, Qo find grace in the eyes of my lord.

9 And Esau saith, I have abundance, my brother, let it be to
thyself that which thou hast.

10 And Yacob saith, (Nay, d pray thee, if, d pray thee, 4 have
found grace in thine eyes, then thou hast received my present
from my hand, because that ‘I have seen thy face, as the seeing of
the _face of (5od, and thou art p[eased with me;

11 veceive, 1 pray thee, my blessing, which is brought to thee,
because (5od hath favoured me, and because ‘I have all [things];
and he presseth on him, and he receiveth,

12 and saith, Cet us journey and go on, and I go on before thee.

13 And he saith unto him, OKy lord knoweth that the children [are]
tender, and the suckling flock and the herd [are] with me; when
they have beaten them one day, then hath all the flock died.

14 et my lord, I pray thee, pass over before his servant, and I --
‘I lead on gently, according to the foot of the work which [is]
before me, and to the foot of the children, until that I come unto
my [ord, to Seir.

15 And Esau saith, et me, d pray thee, place with thee some of
the people who [are] with me; and he said, Why [is] thisQ I
find grace in the eyes of my lord.

16 And turn back on that day doth Esau on his way to Seir;

17 and Jacob hath journeyed to Succoth, and buildeth to himself a
house, and for his cattle hath made booths, therefore hath he
called the name of the place Succoth.
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18 And Jacob cometh in to Shalem, a city of Shechem, which [is] in
the land of Canaan, in his coming from (Padan- Aram, and
encampeth before the city,

19 and he buyeth the portion of the field where he hath stretched out
his tent, from the hand of the sons of Tlamor, father of Shechem,
for a hundred Kesitah;

20 and he setteth up there an altar, and proclaimeth at it (5od - - the
(5od of ‘Israel.

1 And Dinah, daughter of deah, whom she hath borne to Jacob,
goeth out to [ook on the daughters of the [and,

2 and Shechem, son of Hamor the Hivite, a prince of the land,
seeth her, and taketh her, and [ieth with her, and humbleth her;

3 and his soul cleaveth to ([)inah, daughter of Jacob, and he [oveth
the young person, and speaketh unto the heart of the young person.

4 And Shechem speaketh unto Ftamor his father, saying, Jake
for me this damsel for a wife.

5 And Yacob hath heard that he hath defiled ([)inah his daughter,
and his sons were with his cattle in the field, and (Jacob kept
silent till their coming.

6 And Hamor, father of Shechem, goeth out unto Jacob to speak
with him;

7 and the sons of Jacob came in from the field when they heard,
and the men grieve themselves, and it [is] very displeasing to
them, for folly he hath done against Israel, to [ie with the
daughter of Jacob - - and so it is not done.

8 And Ttamor speaketh with them, saying, Shechem, my son, his
soul hath cleaved to your daughter; give her, ‘I pray you, to him
for a wife,

9 and join ye in marriage with us; your daughters ye give to us,
and our daughters ye take to yourselves,

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And the sons of Jacob answer Shechem and Hamor his father
deceitfully, and they speak (because he defiled ([)inah their sister),
and say unto them, OWe are not able to do this thing, to give our
sister to one who hath a foreskin: for it [is] a reproach to us.

On[xz _for this we consent to you; if ye be as we, to have every
male of you circumcised,
then we have given our daughters to you, and your daughters we
take to ourselves, and we have dwelt with you, and have become
one peop[e;
and if ye hearken not unto us to be circumcised, then we have
taken our daughter, and have gone.

And their words are good in the eyes of Hamor, and in the eyes
of Shechem, Hamor s son;

and the young man delayed not to do the thing, for he had delight
in Jacob s daughter, and he is honourable above all the house of
his father.

And Ttamor cometh - - Shechem his son also - - unto the gate of
their city, and they speak unto the men of their city, saying,

Ohese men are peaceable with us; then [et them dwell in the
land, and trade [in] it; and the [and, [o, [is] wide before them;
their daughters et us take to ourselves for wives, and our
daughters give to them,

Only for this do the men consent to us, to dwell with us, to
become one people, in every male of us being circumcised, as they
are circumcised;

And it cometh to pass, on the third day, in their being pained, that
two of the sons of Jacob, Simeon and Yevi, Pinah s brethren,
take each his sword, and come in against the city confidently, and
slay every male;
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26 and Hamor, and Shechem his son, they have slain by the mouth
of the sword, and they take ([)inah out of Shechem s house, and
go out,

27 Yacob s sons have come in upon the wounded, and they spoil the
city, because they had defiled their sister;

28  their flock and their herd, and their asses, and that which [is] in
the city, and that which [is] in the field, have they taken;

29 and all their wealth, and all their infants, and their wives they
have taken captive, and they spoil also all that [is] in the house.

30 _And Jacob saith unto Simeon and unto Yevi, Y have troubled
me, by causing me to stink among the inhabitants of the land,
among the Canaanite, and among the Perizzite: and I [am] few
in number, and they have been gathered against me, and have
smitten me, and ‘I have been destroyed, I and my house.

31 And theysay, As a harlot doth he make our sisterQ)

1 And (5od saith unto Jacob, (Rise, go up to (Pethel, and dwell
there, and make there an altar to (sod, who appeared unto thee in
thy fleeing from the face of Esau thy brother.

2 And Yacob saith unto his household, and unto all who [are] with
him, Qurn aside the gods of the stranger which [are] in your
midst, and cleanse yourselves, and change your garments;

3 and we rise, and go up to (Bethel, and I make there an altar to
(5od, who is answering me in the day of my distress, and is with
me in the way that ‘I have gone.

4 And they give unto Jacob all the gods of the stranger that [are] in
their hand, and the rings that [are] in their ears, and (Jacob hideth
them under the oak which [is] by Shechem;

And (5od saith to him,  [am] (God Almighty; be fruitful and

multiply, a nation and an assembly of nations is from thee, and

Kings from thy [oins go out;

and the [and which I have given to Apraham and to 4saac -~ to

thee U give it, yea to thy seed after thee I give the [and.

And (5od goeth up from him, in the place where Tte hath spoken

with him,

And Jacob setteth up a standing pillar in the place where (e

hath spoken with him, a standing pillar of stone, and he poureth

on it an oblation, and he poureth on it oil;

and Jacob calleth the name of the place where (5od spake with
him (Bethel.

And they journey from (Bethel, and there is yet a kibrath of land
before entering ICphratha, and (Rachel beareth, and is sharply
pained in her Bearing;

and it cometh to pass, in her being sharply pained in her bearing,
that the midwife saith to her, J-ear not, for this also [is] a son
for thee.

And it cometh to pass in the going out of her soul (for she died),
that she calleth his name (Ben-ni; and his father called him
(Benjamin;

and (Rachel dieth, and is buried in the way to Ephratha, which
[is] (Bethlchem,

and Jacob setteth up a standing pillar over her grave; which [is]
the standing pillar of (Rachel s grave unto this day.

And Ysrael journeyeth, and stretcheth out his tent beyond the
tower of Edar;
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22 and it cometh to pass in Usrael s dwelling in that land, that
Q{e/uben goeth. and [ieth with (Bilhah his father s concubine; and
CIsrael heareth,

23 And the sons of Jacob are twelve. Sons of Yeah: Jacob s first-
born (Reuben, and Simeon, and Jevi, and Judah, and CIssachar,
and Jebulun,

24 Sons of (Rachel: Joseph and Benjamin.

25 And sons of (Bilhah, Rachel s maid-servant: (PDan and Naphtali.

And it is declared to Qamar, saying, o, thy husband s father is
going up to Pimnath to shear his flock;

and she turneth aside the garments of her widowhood from off
her, and covereth herself with a vail, and wrappeth herself up,
and sitteth in the opening of Enayim, which [is] by the way to
Oimnath, for she hath seen that Shelah hath grown up, and she
hath not been given to him for a wife.

And Judah seeth her, and reckoneth her for a harlot, for she hath
covered her face,
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16  and he turneth aside unto her by the way, and saith, (Come, 4
pray thee, [et me come in unto thee, (for he hath not known that
she [is] his daughter-in-law); and she saith, What dost thou
give to me, that thou mayest come in unto meQ

17 and he saith, I -- ‘I send a kid of the goats from the flock.
And she saith, (Dost thou give a pledge till thou send [it]Q

18 and he saith, What [is] the pledge that I give to theeQ) and she
saith, Qhy seal, and thy ribbon, and thy staff which [is] in thy
hand; and he giveth to her, and goeth in unto her, and she
conceiveth to him;

19 and she riseth, and goeth, and turneth aside her vail from off her,
and putteth on the garments of her widowhood.

20 And Judah sendeth the kid of the goats by the hand of his friend
the Adullamite, to receive the pledge from the hand of the
woman, and he hath not found her.

21 And he asketh the men of her place, saying, Where [is] the

separated one - - she in Enayim, by the wayQ and they say,
Ohere hath not been in this [place] a separated one.

22 And he turneth back unto Judah, and saith, ‘I have not found
her; and the men of the p[ace also have said, G)here hath not been
in this [place] a separated one,

23 and Judah saith, Clet her take to herself, [est we become
despised; [o, I sent this kid, and thou hast not found her.

24 And it cometh to pass about three months [after], that it is
declared to Judah, saying, Qamar thy daughter-in-law hath
committed fornication; and also, [o, she hath conceived [’Y
fornication: and Judah saith, (Bring her out - - and she is
burnt.

25 She is brought out, and she hath sent unto her husband s father,
saying, ©)o0 a man whose these [are], ‘I [am] pregnant; and she
saith, (Discern, I pray thee, whose [are] these - - the seal, and
the ribbons, and the staff.

26 And Yudah discerneth and saith, She hath been more righteous
than CI, because that  did not give her to Shelah my son; and he
hath not added to know her again.

27 And it cometh to pass in the time of her bearing, that lo, twins
[are] in her womb;
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and it cometh to pass in her bearing, that [one] giveth out a hand,
and the midwife taketh and bindeth on his hand a scarfet thread,
saying, Qhis hath come out first.

And it cometh to pass as he draweth back his hand, that [o, his
brother hath come out, and she saith, “What! thou hast broken
forth - - on thee [is] the breach; and he calleth his name Pharez;
and afterwards hath his brother come out, on whose hand [is] the
scarfet thread, and he calleth his name Jarah.

And Joseph hath been brought down to Egypt, and Potiphar, a
eunuch of Pharaoch, head of the executioners, an Cgyptian man,
buyeth him out of the hands of the (Ishmaelites who have brought
him thither,

And Jehovah is with Joseph, and he is a prosperous man, and he
is in the house of his [ord the Egyptian,

and his [ord seeth that Jehovah is with him, and all that he is
doing (Jehovah is causing to prosper in his hand,

and Joseph findeth grace in his eyes and serveth him, and he
appointeth him over his house, and all that he hath he hath given
into his hand,

And it cometh to pass from the time that he hath appointed him
over his house, and over all that he hath, that Jehovah blesseth
the house of the (Egyptian for (Joseph s sake, and the blessing of
Yehovah is on all that he hath, in the house, and in the _fie[d;

and he [eaveth all that he hath in the hand of Joseph, and he hath
not known anything that he hath, except the bread which he is
eating. And Joseph is of a fair form, and of a fair appearance.
And it cometh to pass after these things, that his lord s wife
[i_ftetﬁ up her eyes unto gosepﬁ. and saith, ie with me;

and he refuseth, and saith unto his lord s wife, o, my lord hath
not known what [is] with me in the house, and all that he hath he
hath given into my hand;

none is greater in this house than I, and he hath not withheld
from me anything, except thee, because thou [art] his wife; and
how shall I do this great evilQQ - - then have ‘I sinned against

(5od.
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And it cometh to pass at her speaking unto Joseph day [by] day,
that he hath not hearkened unto her, to [ic near her, to be with
her;

and it cometh to pass about this day, that he goeth into the house
to do his work, and there is none of the men of the house there in
the house,

and she catcheth him by his garment, saying, die with me; and
he [eaveth his garment in her hand, and fleeth, and goeth without.
And it cometh to pass when she seeth that he hath [eft his garment
in her hand, and fleeth without,

that she calleth for the men of her house, and speaketh to them,
saying, See, he hath brought in to us a man, a Hebrew, to play
with us; he hath come in unto me, to [ie with me, and I call with
a [oud voice,

and it cometh to pass, when he heareth that I have [ifted up my

voice and call, that he [eaveth his garment near me, and fleeth,

and goeth without,

And she placeth his garment near her, until the coming in of his

[ord unto his house.

And she speaketh unto him according to these words, saying,
Ohe Tebrew servant whom thou hast brought unto us, hath

come in unto me to play with me;

and it cometh to pass, when I [ift my voice and call, that he
[eaveth his garment near me, and fleeth without,

And it cometh to pass when his [ord heareth the words of his
wife, which she hath spoken unto him, saying, According to
these tﬁings hath th«z servant done to me, that his anger burneth;

and Soseph s lord taketh him, and putteth him unto the round-
house, a place where the king s prisoners [are] bound; and he is
there in the round-house,

And Jehovah is with Joseph, and stretcheth out kindness unto
him, and putteth his grace in the eyes of the chief of the round-
house;

and the chief of the round-house giveth into the hand of Joseph
all the prisoners who [are] in the round-house, and of all that
the«z are doing there, he hath been doer;
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the chief of the round-house seeth not amztﬁing under his hand,
because Jehovah [is] with him, and that which he is doing
Yehovah is causing to prosper.

And it cometh to pass, after these things - - the butler of the king
of Egypt and the baker have sinned against their lord, against the
king of Egypt:

and (Pharaoh is wroth against his two eunuchs, against the chief
of the butlers, and against the chief of the bakers,

and giveth them in charge in the house of the chief of the
executioners, unto the round-house, the place where Joseph [is]
a prisoner,

and the chief of the executioners chargeth Joseph with them, and
he serveth them; and the«z are da«zs in charge.

And they dream a dream both of them, each his dream in one
night, each according to the interpretation of his dream, the butler
and the baker whom the king of Egypt hath, who [are] prisoners
in the round-house.

And Joseph cometh in unto them in the morning, and seeth them,
and [o, they [are] morose;

and he asketh Pharaoh s eunuchs who [are] with him in charge
in the house of his lord, saying, Wherefore [are] your faces sad

And they say unto him, A dream we have dreamed, and there is
no interpreter of it; and Joseph saith unto them, Are not
interpretations with (50dQ recount, I pray you, to me.

And the chief of the butlers recounteth his dream to Joseph, and
saith to him, CIn my dream, then [o, a vine [is] before me!

and Pharaoh s cup [is] in my hand, and I take the grapes and
press them into the cup of Pharaoh, and °I give the cup into the
hand of Pharaoh.

And Joseph saith to him, Qhis [is] its interpretation: the three
branches are three days;
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13 yet, within three dmzs doth Pharaoch [ift up thy head, and hath put
thee back on th«z station, and thou hast given the cup o_f @ﬁaraoh

into his hand, according to the J’ormer custom when thou wast his
butler.

14 Surely if thou hast remembered me with thee, when it is well
with thee, and hast done (1 pray thee) kindness with me, and hast
made mention of me unto Pharaoch, then hast thou brought me out
from this house,

15 for ] was really stolen from the [and of the ebrews; and here
also have  done nothing that they have put me in the pit.

16 And the chief of the bakers seeth that he hath interpreted good,
and he saith unto Joseph, I also [am] in a dream, and (o, three
baskets of white bread [are] on my head,

17 and in the uppermost basket [are] of all [kinds] of JPharaoh s
food, work of a baker; and the birds are eating them out of the
basket, from off my head.

18 And Joseph answereth and saith, Qhis [is] its interpretation: the
three baskets are three days;

19 vyet, within three days doth Pharaoh (ift up thy head from off
thee, and hath hanged thee on a tree, and the birds have eaten thy
flesh from off thee.

20 And it cometh to pass, on the third day, Pharaoch s birthday, that
he maketh a banquet to all his servants, and [ifteth up the head of
the chief of the butlers, and the head of the chief of the bakers
among his servants,

21 and he putteth back the chief of the butlers to his butlership, and he
giveth the cup into the hand o_f gPharaoh;

22 and the chief of the bakers he hath hanged, as Joseph hath
interpreted to them;

23 and the chief of the butlers hath not remembered ‘Joseph, but
forgetteth him,

1 And it cometh to pass, at the end of two years of days that
Pharaoh is dreaming, and lo, he is standing by the (River,

2 and o, from the (River coming up are seven kine, of fair
appearance, and fat [in] flesh, and they feed among the reeds;
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3 and lo, seven other kine are coming up after them out of the
(River, of bad appearance, and [ean [in] flesh, and they stand near
the kine on the edge of the (River,

4 and the kine of bad appearance and [ean [in] flesh eat up the seven
kine of fair appearance, and fat - - and Pharach awaketh.

5  And he sleepeth, and dreameth a second time, and [o, seven ears
are coming up on one stalk, fat and good,

6  and o, seven ears, thin, and blasted with an east wind, are
springing up after them;

7 and the thin ears swallow the seven fat and full ears -- and
Pharaoh awaketh, and [o, a dream.

8  And it cometh to pass in the morning, that his spirit is moved, and
he sendeth and calleth all the scribes of Egypt, and all its wise
men, and (Pharaoh recounteth to them his dream, and there is no
interpreter of them to Pharach.

9 And the chief of the butlers speaketh with (Pharach, saying, My
sin !l mention this davy:

10 (Pharaoh hath been wroth against his servants, and giveth me into
charge in the house of the chief of the executioners, me and the
chief of the bakers;

11 and we dream a dream in one night, ‘I and he, each according to
the interpretation of his dream we have dreamed.

12 And there [is] with us a youth, a Hebrew, servant to the chief of
the executioners, and we recount to him, and he interpreteth to us
our dreams, [to] each according to his dream hath he interpreted,

13 and it cometh to pass, as he hath interpreted to us so it hath been,
me he put back on my station, and him he hanged.

14 And Pharaoh sendeth and calleth Joseph, and they cause him to
run out of the pit, and he shaveth, and changeth his garments, and
cometh in unto Pharaoh.

15 And Pharaoh saith unto Joseph, A dream I have dreamed,
and there is no interpreter of it, and I - - ‘I have heard
concerning thee, saying, Qhou understandest a dream to interpret
it,

16 and Joseph answereth Pharaoh, saying, Without me - - (sod
doth answer (Pharaoh with peace.
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And Pharaoh speaketh unto Joseph: “In my dream, lo, ‘I am
standing by the edge of the (River,
and [o, out of the (River coming up are seven kine, fat [in] flesh,
and of fair form, and they feed among the reeds;
and [0, seven other kine are coming up after them, thin, and of
very bad form, and [ean [in] flesh; I have not seen [ike these in all
the [and of Egypt for badness.

And the [ean and the bad kine eat up the first seven fat kine,

and the«z come in unto their midst, and it hath not been known that
they have come in unto their midst, and their appearance [is] bad
as at the commencement; and I awake.

And I see in my dream, and [o, seven ears are coming up on
one stalk, full and good;
and o, seven ears, withered, thin, blasted with an east wind, are
springing up after them;
and the thin ears swallow the seven good ears; and I tell unto the
scribes, and there is none declaring to me.
And Joseph saith unto Pharaoh, Dhe dream of Pharaoh is one:
that which (5od is doing he hath declared to Pharaoh;

the seven good kine are seven years, and the seven good ears are
seven years, the dream is one;

and the seven thin and bad kine which are coming up after them
are seven years, and the seven empty ears, blasted with an east
wind, are seven years of famine;

this [is] the thing which I have spoken unto (Pharaoh: Dhat which
(5od is doing, he hath shewn (Pharach.

Yo, seven years are coming of great abundance in all the [and of
Coypt.
and seven years of famine have arisen after them, and all the
plenty is forgotten in the land of Egypt, and the famine hath
finished the [and,
and the plenty is not known in the land because of that famine
afterwards, for it [is] very grievous.

And because of the repeating of the dream unto Pharach twice,
surely the thing is established by (50d, and (5od is hastening to do
it,
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And now, let Pharaoh provide a man, intelligent and wise, and
set him over the [and of Egypt;
let Pharaoh make and appoint overseers over the [and, and
receive a fifth of the land of Egypt in the seven years of plenty,
and they gather all the food of these good years that are coming,
and heap up corn under the hand of Pharaoh - - food in the
cities; and they have kept [it],
and the food hath been for a store for the land, for the seven years
of famine which are in the [and of Egypt; and the land is cut off
by the famine,
And the thing is good in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of

And Pharaoh saith unto Joseph, I [am] Pharaoh, and without
thee a man doth not [ift up his hand and his foot in all the [and of
Coypt;
and Pharaoh calleth Joseph s name JHaphnath-Paaneah, and he
giveth to him Asenath daughter of Poti-Pherah, priest of On,
for a wife, and Joseph goeth out over the [and of Egypt.
And Joseph [is] a son of thirty years in his standing before
Pharaoh king of Egypt, and Joseph goeth out from the presence
of Pharaoh, and passeth over through all the land of Tgypt:
and the [and maketh in the seven years of plenty by handfuls.

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and he [ifteth up gifts from Before him unto them, and the gift of
(Benjamin is _five hands more than the gi_fts o_f all of them; and the«z
drink, yea, the«z drink abundant[«z with him,

And he commandeth him who [is] over his house, saying, il
the bags of the men [with] food, as they are able to bear, and put
the money of each in the mouth of his bag;

and my cup, the silver cup, thou dost put in the mouth of the bag
of the young one, and his corn-money; and he doth according to
the word of Joseph which he hath spoken.

Ohe morning is bright, and the men have been sent away, they
and their asses - -

they have gone out of the city - - they have not gone far off -~
and Joseph hath said to him who [is] over his house, (Rise,
pursue after the men; and thou hast overtaken them, and thou hast
said unto them, Why have ye recompensed evil for good?Q

Is not this that with which my lord drinkethQ and he observeth
diligently with it; ye have done evil [in] that which ye have done.
And he overtaketh them, and speaketh unto them these words,
and they say unto him, Why doth my [ord speak according to
these wordsQ far be it from thy servants to do according to this
word;

lo, the money which we found in the mouth of our bags we
brought back unto thee from the land of Canaan, and how do we
steal from the house of thy [ord silver or goldQ

with whomsoever of thy servants it is found, he hath died, and
we also are to my lord for servants,

And he saith, (Now, also, according to your words, so it [is]; he
with whom it is found becometh my servant, and ye are
acquitted;

and they hasten and take down each his bag to the earth, and each
openeth his Bag;

and he searcheth -~ at the eldest he hath begun, and at the
youngest he hath completed - - and the cup is found in the bag of
(Benjamin;

and they rend their garments, and each [adeth his ass, and they
turn back to the city.
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And Judah - - his brethren also -~ cometh in unto the house of
Soseph, and he is yet there, and the«z fa[[ Before him to the earth;

and Joseph saith to them, QWVhat [is] this deed that ye have
doneQ) have ye not known that a man [ike me doth diligent(y
observeQ)

And Judah saith, What do we say to my lord?) what do we
speakQ and what - - do ‘we justify ourselvesQ (sod hath found
out the iniquity of thy servants; [o, we [are] servants to my lord,
both we, and he in whose hand the cup hath been found;

and he saith, Jar be it from me to do this; the man in whose
hand the cup hath been found, he becometh my servant; and ye, go
ye up in peace unto your father.

And Judah cometh nigh unto him, and saith, O, my lord, [et thy
servant speak, I pray thee, a word in the ears of my lord, and [et
not thine anger burn against thy servant - - for thou art as
Pharaoh.

My lord hath asked his servants, saying, Have ye a father or
brotherQ

and we say unto my lord, We have a father, an aged one, and a
child o_f old age, a [ittle one; and his brother died, and he is [e_ft
alone of his mother, and his father hath [oved him.

And thou sayest unto thy servants, (Bring him down unto me,
and  set mine eye upon him;
and we say unto my lord, Ghe youth is not able to [eave his
father, when he hath [eft his father, then he hath died;
and thou sayest unto thy servants, df your young brother come
not down with you, ye add not to see my face.

And it cometh to pass, that we have come up unto thy servant
my father. that we declare to him the words o_f my lord;
and our father saith, Qurn back, buy for us a [ittle food,
and we say, We are not able to go down; if our young brother is
with us, then we have gone down; for we are not able to see the
man s face, and our young brother not with us.

And thy servant my father saith unto us, Yo' -~ ye have known
that two did my wife bare to me,
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28 and the one goeth out from me, and I say, Surely he is torn -~
torn! and °I have not seen him since;

29 when ye have taken also this from my presence, and mischief hath
met him, then ye have brought down my grey hairs with evil to
sheol,

30 Andnow, at my coming in unto thy servant my father, and the
youth not with us (and his soul is bound up in his soul),

31 then it hath come to pass when he seeth that the youth is not, that
he hath died, and thy servants have brought down the grey hairs
of thy servant our father with sorrow to sheol;

32 for thy servant obtained the youth by surety from my father,
saying, If I bring him not in unto thee - - then I have sinned
against my father all the davys.

33 Andnow, let thy servant, I pray thee, abide instead of the
«Zoutﬁ a servant to my ford, and the «Zoutﬁ goeth up with his
brethren,

34 for how do <[ go up unto my father, and the Youth not with me?
[est ¢ ook on the evil which doth j’ind my father.

1 And Joseph hath not been able to refrain himself before all those
standing by him, and he calleth, (Put out every man from me;
and no man hath stood with him when Joseph maketh himself
known unto his brethren,

2 and he giveth forth his voice in weeping, and the (Egyptians hear,
and the house of Pharaoh heareth.

3 And Yoseph saith unto his brethren, I [am] Joseph, is my father
yet aliveQ and his brethren have not been able to answer him,
for they have been troubled at his presence.

4 And Joseph saith unto his brethren, (Come nigh unto me, I pray
you, and they come nigh; and he saith, I jam] Joseph, your
brother, whom vye sold into Egypt;

5 and now, be not grieved, nor let it be displeasing in your evyes that
vye sold me hither, for to preserve [ife hath (sod sent me before
you.

6 (Because these two years the famine [is] in the heart of the [and,
and et [are] five years, [in] which there is neither ploughing nor
harvest;
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and (5od sendeth me before you, to place of you a remnant in the
[and, and to give [i_fe to you [nz a great escape;

and now, ye - - ye have not sent me hither, but (5od, and e
doth set me for a father to Pharaoh, and for [ord to all his house,
and ruler over all the land of Egypt.

‘Haste, and go up unto my father, then ye have said to him,
Ohus said Joseph thy son, (sod hath set me for [ord to all Egypt;
come down unto me, stay not,
and thou hast dwelt in the [and of (soshen, and been near unto
me, thou and thy sons, and thy son s sons, and thy flock, and thy
herd, and all that thou hast,
and ‘I have nourished thee there - - for yet [are] five years of
famine - - [est thou become poor, thou and thy household, and all
that thou hast,

And [o, your eyes are seeing, and the eyes of my brother
(Benjamin, that [it is] my mouth which is speaking unto you;
and vye have declared to my father all my honour in Egypt, and
all that ye have seen, and ye have hasted, and have brought down
my father hither.

And he falleth on the neck of (Benjamin his brother, and weepeth,
and (Benjamin hath wept on his neck;

and he Kisseth all his brethren, and weepeth over them; and
afterwards have his brethren spoken with him.

And the sound hath been heard in the house of Pharaoh, saying,

(Come have the brethren o_f goseph; and it is good in the eyes of
Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants,
and (Pharaoh saith unto Joseph, Say unto thy brethren, Ghis do
vye: lade your beasts, and go, enter ye the [and of (Canaan,
and take your father, and your households, and come unto me,
and I give to you the good of the [and of Egypt, and eat ye the
fat of the [and.

Yea, thou - - thou hast been commanded: this do ye, take for
yourselves out of the land of Tgypt, waggons for your infants,
and for your wives, and ye have brought your father, and come;
and your eye hath no pity on your vessels, for the good of all the
land of Egypt [is] yours.
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21 And the sons of ‘Israel do so, and Joseph giveth waggons to them
by the command of Pharaoch, and he giveth to them provision for
the way;

22 to all of them hath he given -~ to each changes of garments, and
to (Benjamin he hath given three hundred silverlings, and five
changes of garments;

23 and to his father he hath sent thus: ten asses bearing of the good
things of Egypt, and ten she-asses bearing corn and bread, even
food for his father for the way.

24 And he sendeth his brethren away, and they go; and he saith unto
them, (Be not angry in the way.

25 And they go up out of Egypt, and come in to the [and of (Canaan,
unto Jacob their father,

26  and they declare to him, saying, Joseph [is] yet alive, and that
he [is] ruler over all the [and of Egypt; and his heart ceaseth, for
he hath not given credence to them,

27 And they speak unto him all the words of Joseph, which he hath
spoken unto them, and he seeth the waggons which Joseph hath
sent to bear him away, and [ive doth the spirit of Jacob their
father;

28  and ‘Israel saith, Enough! Joseph my son [is] yet alive; 1 go
and see him before ‘I die.

1 And srael journeyeth, and all that he hath, and cometh in to
(Beer-Sheba, and sacrificeth sacrifices to the (sod of his father
Isaac;

2 and (5od speaketh to CIsrael in visions of the night, and saith,

Yacob, Jacob; and he saith, Here [am] L.

3 And He saith, I [am] (5od, (5od of thy father, be not afraid of
going down to Egypt, for for a great nation U set thee there;

4 -~ qgo down with thee to ECgypt, and I -~ T also certainly
bring thee up, and Joseph doth put his hand on thine eyes.

5 And Yacob riseth from (Beer-Sheba, and the sons of CIsrael bear
away Jacob their father, And their infants, and their wives, in
the waggons which Pharaoh hath sent to bear him,
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and they take their cattle, and their goods which they have
acquired in the [and of Canaan, and come into Egypt - - Jacob,
and all his seed with him,

his sons, and his sons sons with him, his daughters, and his sons
daughters, yea, all his seed he brought with him into Egypt.
And these [are] the names of the sons of Usrael who are coming
into Egypt: Jacob and his sons, Jacob s first-born, (Reuben.
And sons of qReuben: Hanoch, and Phallu, and Ftezron, and
Carmi,

And sons of Simeon: {Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and
Jachin, and Johar, and Shaul son of the Canaanitess.

And sons of Uevi: (sershon, (Kohath, and Merari.

And sons of Judah: Er, and Onan, and Shelah, and Pharez,
and Jarah, (and Er and Onan die in the land of Canaan.) And
sons of Pharez are Hezron and Hamul,

And sons of CIssachar: Qola, and Phuvah, and Job, and Shimron.
And sons of Jebulun: Sered, and Elon, and Jahleef.

Ohese [are] sons of Ueah whom she bare to Jacob in Padan-
Aram, and ([inah his daughter; all the persons o_f his sons and his
daughters [are] thirty and three.

And sons of (zad: Jiphion, and Tlaggi, Shuni, and Ezbon, Eri,
and Arodi, and Apeli.

And sons of Asher: Jimnah, and ‘Ishuah, and CIsui, and (Beriah,
and Serah their sister. And sons of (Beriah: Heber and Malchiel.
Ohese [are] sons of Filpah, whom Ugban gave to Yeah his
daughter, and she beareth these to Jacob - - sixteen persons.
Sons of Rachel, Jacob s wife: Joseph and (Benjamin,

And born to Joseph in the land of Egypt (whom Asenath
daughter of Poti-Pherah, priest of On, hath borne to him) [are]
Manasseh and Ephraim,

And sons of (Benjamin: (Belah, and Becher, and Aghbel, (sera,
and (Naaman, €hi, and QRosh, Muppim, and Huppim, and Ard.
Ohese [are] sons of (Rachel, who were born to Jacob; all the
persons [are] fourteen.

And sons of Pan: Hushim,
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And sons of (Naphtali: Jahzeel, and (suni, and Jezer, and
Shillem,

Ohese [are] sons of (Bilhah, whom Ugban gave to (Rachel his
daughter; and she beareth these to Jacob - - all the persons [are]
seven,

All the persons who are coming to Jacob to Egypt, coming out of
his thigh, apart from the wives of Jacob s sons, all the persons
[are] sixty and six.

And the sons of Joseph who have been born to him in Egypt [are]
two persons, All the persons of the house of Jacob who are
coming into Cgypt [are] seventy.

And Judah he hath sent before him unto Joseph, to direct before
him to (soshen, and they come into the land of (soshen;

and Soseph harnesseth his chariot, and goeth up to meet (srael his
father, to (soshen, and appeareth unto him, and falleth on his
neck, and weepeth on his neck again;

and Israel saith unto Joseph, et me die this time, after my
seeing thy face, for thou [art] yet alive.

And Joseph saith unto his brethren, and unto the house of his
father, ‘I go up, and declare to Pharaoh, and say unto him, My
brethren, and the house of my father who [are] in the [and of
(Canaan have come in unto me;

and the men [are] feeders of a flock, for they have been men of
cattle; and their flock, and their herd, and all that they have, they
have brought.

And it hath come to pass when (Pharaoh calleth for you, and
hath said, ‘What [are] your worksQ
that ye have said, Qhy servants have been men of cattle from our
youth, even until now, both we and our fathers, - - in order that
ye may dwell in the [and of (soshen, for the abomination of the
Egyptians is every one feeding a flock.
And HJoseph cometh, and declareth to Pharaoh, and saith, My
father, and my brethren, and their flock, and their herd, and all
they have, have come from the [and of Canaan, and [o, they [are]
in the land of (soshen.
And out of his brethren he hath taken five men, and setteth them
Before Q)Flaraoh;
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and (Pharaoh saith unto his brethren, What [are] your worksQ
and they say unto Pharach, Dhy servants [are] feeders of a
flock, both we and our fathers;

and they say unto Pharaoh, o sojourn in the land we have
come, for there is no pasture for the flock which thy servants
have, for grievous [is] the famine in the land of Canaan; and now,
let thy servants, we pray thee, dwell in the [and of (soshen.

And Pharaoh speaketh unto Joseph, saying, Dhy father and thy
brethren have come unto thee:

the [and of ECgypt is before thee; in the best of the [and cause thy
father and thy brethren to dwell - - they dwell in the [and of
(5oshen, and if thou hast known, and there are among them men
of ability, then thou hast set them heads over the cattle I have.
And Joseph bringeth in Jacob his father, and causeth him to
stand before (Pharaoh; and Jacob blesseth Pharaoh.

And Pharaoh saith unto Jacob, How many [are] the days of
the years of thy [ife?Q)

And Jacob saith unto Pharaoh, Dhe days of the years of my
sojournings [are] an hundred and thirty years; few and evil have
been the days of the years of my [ife, and they have not reached
the days of the years of the [ife of my fathers, in the days of their
sojournings.

And Jacob blesseth Pharaoh, and goeth out from before (Pharaoh.
And Joseph settleth his father and his brethren, and giveth to
them a possession in the land of Egypt, in the best of the [and, in
the [and of (Rameses, as Pharaoh commanded;

and Joseph nourisheth his father, and his brethren, and all the
house of his father [with] bread, according to the mouth of the
infants,

And there is no bread in all the [and, for the famine [is] very
grievous, and the land of Egypt and the [and of Canaan are
feeble because of the famine;

and Joseph gathereth all the silver that is found in the [and of
Egypt. and in the land of Canaan, for the corn that they are
buying, and Joseph bringeth the silver into the house of Pharaoh.
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And the silver is consumed out of the [and of Egypt, and out of
the land of Canaan, and all the Egyptians come in unto Joseph,
saying, (5ive to usbread -- why do we die before thee, though
the money hath ceased?Q

and JJoseph saith, (5ive your cattle; and I give to you for your
cattle, if the money hath ceased.

And they bring in their cattle unto Joseph, and Joseph giveth to
them bread, for the horses, and for the cattle of the flock, and for
the cattle o_f the herd, and _for the asses; and he tendeth them with
bread, for all their cattle, during that year.

And that year is finished, and they come in unto him on the
second year, and say to him, We do not hide from my lord, that
since the money hath been finished, and possession of the cattle [is]
unto my [ord, there hath not been [eft before my [ord save our
bodies, and our ground;

why do we die before thine eyes, both we and our ground?) buy
us and our ground for bread, and we and our ground are
servants to gPharaoh; and give seed, and we [ive, and die not, and
the ground is not desolate.

And Yoseph buyeth all the ground of Tgypt for Pharaoh, for the
Egyptians have sold each his field, for the famine hath been
severe upon them, and the [and becometh gpflaraoh S3

as to the people he hath removed them to cities from the [one] end
of the border of (€gypt even unto its [other] end.

Only the ground of the priests he hath not bought, for the priests
have a portion from Pharaoh, and they have eaten their portion
which Pharaoh hath given to them, therefore they have not sold
their ground.

And Joseph saith unto the people, o, ‘I have bought you to-
day and your ground for Pharaoh; [o, seed for you, and ye have
sown the ground,

and it hath come to pass in the increases, that ye have given a
fifth to Pharaoh, and four of the parts are for yourselves, for
seed of the field, and for your food, and for those who [are] in
your houses, and for food for your infants.

And the«z say, Ohou hast revived us; we ﬁmf grace in the eyes
of my lord, and have been servants to Pharaoh;
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and Joseph setteth it for a statute unto this day, concerning the
ground of ECgypt, [that] Pharaoch hath a fifth; only the ground of
the priests alone hath not become Pharaoh s.
And Csrael dwelleth in the land of Egypt, in the [and of (soshen,
and they have possession in it, and are fruitful, and multiply
exceedingly;
and Jacob [iveth in the [and of T gypt seventeen years, and the
days of JJacob, the years of his [ife, are an hundred and forty and
seven years.
And the days of CIsrael are near to die, and he calleth for his son,
for Joseph, and saith to him, f, !l pray thee, I have found
grace in thine eyes, put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh,
and thou hast done with me kindness and truth; Bur«z me not, I
pray thee, in Egypt,
and I have [ain with my fathers, and thou hast borne me out of
Egypt, and buried me in their burying-place. And he saith,

I -- 9 do according to thy word;
and he saith, Swear to me; and he sweareth to him, and Clsrael
boweth himself on the head of the bed.
And it cometh to pass, after these things, that [one] saith to
Joseph, o, thy father is sick; and he taketh his two sons with
him, MManasseh and Ephraim,
And [one] declareth to Jacob, and saith, o, thy son ‘Joseph is
coming unto thee; and CIsrael doth strengtﬁen himse[_f, and sit
upon the bed.
And Jacob saith unto Joseph, (5od Almighty hath appeared
unto me, in ug, in the land of Canaan, and blesseth me,
and saith unto me, o, ‘I am making thee fruitful, and have
multiplied thee, and given thee for an assembly of peoples, and
given this land to thy seed after thee, a possession age-during.

And now, thy two sons, who are born to thee in the land of
Egypt, before my coming unto thee to Egypt, mine they [are];
Ephraim and Manasseh, as Reuben and Simeon they are mine;
and thy family which thou hast begotten after them are thine; by
the name of their brethren they are called in their inheritance.
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And I - - in my coming in from Padan-[Aram] Rachel hath
died by me in the [and of Canaan, in the way, while yet a kibrath
of land to enter Cphrata, and I bury her there in the way of
Ephrata, which [is] Bethlehem,

And Ysrael seeth the sons of Joseph, and saith, Who [are]

and Joseph saith unto his father, hey [are] my sons, whom

And the eyes of CIsrael have been heavy from age, he is unable to
see; and he bringeth them nigh unto him, and he kisseth them, and
cleaveth to them;

and CIsrael saith unto Joseph, Qo see thy face I had not thought,
and [0, (5od hath shewed me also thy seed.

And Joseph bringeth them out from between his knees, and
boweth himse[_f on his face to the earth;

and Joseph taketh them both, (Ephraim in his right hand towards
Usrael s left, and (Manasseh in his [eft towards Clsrael s right,
and bringeth [them] nigh to him.

And Usrael putteth out his right hand, and placeth [it] upon the
head of Ephraim, who [is] the younger, and his left hand upon the
head of Manasseh; he hath guided his hands wisely, for (Manasseh
[is] the first-born,

And he blesseth Joseph, and saith, (5od, before whom my
fathers Apraham and CIsaac walked habitually: (od who is
feeding me from my being unto this day:

the Messenger who is redeeming me from all evil doth bless the
youths, and my name is called upon them, and the name of my
fathers Apraham and CIsaac; and they increase into a multitude in
the midst of the [and.

And Joseph seeth that his father setteth his right hand on the head
of Ephraim, and it is wrong in his eyes, and he supporteth the
hand of his father to turn it aside from off the head of Ephraim to
the head of {Manasseh;

and Joseph saith unto his father, (Not so, my father, for this [is]
the first-born; set thy right hand on his head.
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19 _And his father refuseth, and saith, I have known, my son, d
have known; he also becometh a peop[e. and he also is great, and
vyet, his young brother is greater than he, and his seed is the
fulness of the nations;

20 and he blesseth them in that day, saying, By thee doth srael
bless, saying, (sod set thee as Cphraim and as Manasseh; and he
setteth Cphraim before Manasseh.

21 And YUsrael saith unto Joseph, Yo, I am dying, and (sod hath
been with you, and hath brought you back unto the land of your
fathers;

22 and I - - ‘T have given to thee one portion above thy brethren,
which I have taken out of the hand of the Amorite by my sword
and by my bow.

1 And Jacob calleth unto his sons and saith, (Be gathered
together, and { declare to you that which doth happen with you
in the [atter end of the days.

2 (Be assembled, and hear, sons of Jacob, And hearken unto
CIsrael your father.

3 (Reuben! my first-born thou, Oy power, and beginning of my
strength, Qhe abundance of exaltation, And the abundance of
strength;

By the (5od of thy father who helpeth thee, And the IMighty One
who blesseth thee, (Blessings of the heavens from above, (Blessings

Ohy father s blessings have been mighty Above the blessings of
my progenitors, (Unto the [imit of the ﬁeigﬁts a9e~during Shey
are for the head of Joseph, And for the crown of the one
Separate [from] his brethren,
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(Benjamin! a wolf teareth; CIn the morning he eateth prey, And at
evening he apportioneth spoil.

All these [are] the twelve tribes of Israel, and this [is] that which
their father hath spoken unto them, and he blesseth them; each
according to his blessing he hath blessed them.

And he commandeth them, and saith unto them, CI am being
gathered unto my people; bury me by my fathers, at the cave
‘which [is] in the field of T phron the THittite;

in the cave which [is] in the field of {Machpelah, which [is] on the
front of Mamre, in the land of Canaan, which Abraham bought
with the field from (Ephron the Hittite for a possession of a
burying-place;

And the days of his weeping pass away, and Joseph speaketh
unto the house of Pharaoh, saying, CIf, I pray you, I have
found grace in your eyes, speak, I pray you, in the ears of
Pharaoh, saying,

My father caused me to swear, saying, o, I am dying; in my
burying-place which I have prepared for myself in the land of
Canaan, there dost thou bury me; and now, let me go up, 4 pray
thee, and Bur«z my _father, and return;

and (Pharaoh saith, (50 up and bury thy father, as he caused
thee to swear.
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And Joseph goeth up to bury his father, and go up with him do
all the servants of Pharaoh, elders of his house, and all the elders
of the [and of Egypt,

and all the house of Joseph, and his brethren, and the house of his
father; only their infants, and their flock, and their herd, have
the«z [eft in the [and o_f (soshen;

and there go up with him both chariot and horsemen, and the
camp is very great,

And they come unto the threshing-floor of Atad, which [is]
beyond the Jordan, and they [ament there, a [amentation great
and very grievous; and he maketh for his father a mourning seven
days,

and the inhabitant of the land, the Canaanite, see the mourning in
the threshing-floor of Atad, and say, A grievous mourning [is]
this to the Tgyptians; therefore hath [one] called its name Qhe
mourning of the Egyptians, which [is] beyond the Jordan.

And his sons do to him so as he commanded them,

and his sons bear him away to the land of Canaan, and bury him

in the cave of the field of Machpelah, which ;Abraham bought

with the field for a possession of a burying-place, from Ephron

the FHittite, on the front of (Mamre,

And YJoseph turneth back to Egypt, he and his brethren, and all

who are going up with him to bury his father, after his burying

his father.

And the brethren of Joseph see that their father is dead, and say,
Peradventure Joseph doth hate us, and doth certainly return to

us all the evil which we did with him,

And they give a charge for Joseph, saying, Dhy father

commanded before his death, saying,

Ohus vye do say to Joseph, I pray thee, bear, 1 pray thee, with

the transgression of thy brethren, and their sin, for they have done

thee evil; and now, bear, we pray thee, with the transgression o_f

the servants of the (sod of thy father; and JJoseph weepeth in

their speaking unto him.

And his brethren also go and fall before him, and say, o, we

[are] to thee for servants,
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And Joseph saith unto them, TFrear not, for [am] I in the place
of (GodQ)

As for you, ye devised against me evil - - (5od devised it for
good, in order to do as [at] this day, to keep alive a numerous
peop[e;

and now, _fear not: I do nourish you and your infants; and he
comforteth them, and speaketh unto their heart.

And YJoseph dwelleth in Cgypt, he and the house of his father,
and Joseph [iveth a hundred and ten years,

and Joseph [ooketh on Ephraim s sons of the third [generation];
sons also of Machir, son of Manasseh, have been born on the
knees of Joseph.

And Joseph saith unto his brethren, I am dying, and (sod doth
certainly inspect you, and hath caused you to go up from this
[and, unto the [and which ®e hath sworn to Abraham, to ‘Isaac,
and to SJacob.

And Joseph causeth the sons of CIsrael to swear, saying, (50d
doth certainly inspect you, and ye have brought up my bones from
this [place].

And Yoseph dieth, a son of an hundred and ten years, and they
embalm him, and he is put into a coffin in Egypt.

And these [are] the names of the sons of Usrael who are coming
into (Eg\zpt with Jacob; a man and his household have the\Z come;
Reuben, Simeon, Jevi, and Judah,

Ussachar, ebulun, and (Benjamin,

Dan, and Naphtali, (sad, and Asher.

And all the persons coming out of the thigh of Jacob are seventy
persons; as to Joseph, he was in Egypt.

And Soseph dieth, and all his brethren, and all that generation;
and the sons of CIsrael have been fruitful, and they teem, and
multiply, and are very very mighty, and the land is filled with
them,

And there riseth a new king over ECgypt, who hath not known
Yoseph,

and he saith unto his people, o, the people of the sons of Clsrael
[is] more numerous and mighty than we;
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10 give help! et us act wisely concerning it, lest it multiply, and it
hath come to pass, when war happeneth, that it hath been joined,
even it, unto those hating us, and hath fought against us, and hath
gone out up of the land.

11 And they set over it princes of tribute, so as to afflict it with their
burdens, and it buildeth store-cities for Pharach, Pithom and
%amses;

12 and as they afflict it, so it multiplieth, and so it breaketh forth,
and they are vexed because of the sons of CIsrael;

13 and the Egyptians cause the sons of Usrael to serve with rigour,

14 and make their [ives bitter in hard service, in clay, and in brick,
and in every [kind] of service in the field; all their service in
which they have served [is] with rigour.

15 And the king of Egypt speaketh to the midwives, the
Hebrewesses, (of whom the name of the one [is] Shiphrah, and
the name of the second Puah),

16 and saith, When ye cause the Hebrew women to bear, and have
[ooked on the children; if it [is] a son - - then ye have put him to
death; and if it [is] a daughter - - then she hath [ived.

17 And the midwives fear (5od, and have not done as the king of
(Eg\zpt hath spoken unto them, and keep the [ads alive;

18 and the king of Cgypt calleth for the midwives, and saith to them,

Wherefore have ye done this thing, and keep the [ads aliveQ

19 And the midwives say unto Pharaoh, (Because the Hebrew
‘women [are] not as the Egyptian women, for they [are] [ively;
before the midwife cometh in unto them - - they have borne!

20 And (5od doth good to the midwives, and the people multiply, and
are very mightxz;

21 and it cometh to pass, because the midwives have feared (504,
that He maketh _for them households;

22 and (Pharaoh [ayeth a charge on all his people, saying, Every
son who is born - - into the (River ye do cast him, and every
daughter ye do keep alive.

1 And there goeth a man of the house of Yevi, and he taketh the
daughter of e,
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and the woman conceiveth, and beareth a son, and she seeth him
that he [is] fair, and she hideth him three months,

and she hath not been able any more to hide him, and she taketh
for him an ark of rushes, and daubeth it with bitumen and with
pitch, and putteth the [ad in it, and putteth [it] in the weeds by the
edge of the (River;

and his sister stationeth herself afar off, to know what is done to
him,

And a daughter of Pharaoh cometh down to bathe at the (River,
and her damsels are walking by the side of the (River, and she
seeth the ark in the midst of the weeds, and sendeth her handmaid,
and she taketh it,

and openeth, and seeth him - - the [ad, and [o, a child weeping!
and she hath pity on him, and saith, Qhis is [one] of the
MHebrews children,

And his sister saith unto the daughter of Pharaoch, o I goQ
when I have called for thee a suckling woman of the Hebrews,
then she doth suckle the [ad for thee;

and the daughter of g)haraoh saith to her, (50; and the virgin
goeth, and calleth the mother of the [ad,

and the daughter of Pharaoh saith to her, QJake this lad away,
and suckle him for me, and I - - { give thy hire; and the
woman taketh the lad, and suckleth him,

And the [ad groweth, and she bringeth him in to the daughter of
Pharaoh, and he is to her for a son, and she calleth his name
Moses, and saith, (Because -- from the water I have drawn
him,

And it cometh to pass, in those days, that (Moses is grown, and he
goeth out unto his brethren, and [ooketh on their burdens, and
seeth a man, an Egyptian, smiting a man, a Hebrew, [one] of his
brethren,

and he turneth hither and thither, and seeth that there is no man,
and smiteth the Egyptian, and hideth him in the sand.

And he goeth out on the second day, and lo, two men, FHebrews,
striving! and he saith to the wrong-doer, Why dost thou smite
thy neighbour?)
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and he saith, Who set thee for a head and a judge over usQ to
slay me art thou saying [it], as thou hast slain the Egyptian?Q)
and (Moses feareth, and saith, Surely the thing hath been
known,
And Pharaoh heareth of this thing, and seeketh to slay (Moses,
and (Moses fleeth from the face of Pharaoh, and dwelleth in the
[and of Midian, and dwelleth by the well.
And to a priest of Midian [are] seven daughters, and they come
and draw, and fill the troughs, to water the flock of their father,
and the shepherds come and drive them away, and (Moses ariseth,
and saveth them, and watereth their flock.
And they come in to (Reuel their father, and he saith,

WWherefore have ye hastened to come in to-dayQ
and they say, A man, an Egyptian, hath delivered us out of the
hand of the shepherds, and also hath diligently drawn for us, and
‘watereth the flock;
and he saith unto his daughters, And where [is] heQ why [is]
thisQ - - vye [eft the man{ call for him, and he doth eat bread.
And Moses is willing to dwell with the man, and he giveth
Sipporah his daughter to (Moses,
and she beareth a son, and he calleth his name (sershom, for he
said, A sojourner I have been in a strange [and.
And it cometh to pass during these many days, that the king of
Egypt dieth, and the sons of ‘Israel sigh because of the service,
and cry, and their cry goeth up unto (5od, because o_f the service;
and (s5od heareth their groaning, and (sod remembereth Fis
covenant with Abraham, with CIsaac, and with Jacob;
and (50d seeth the sons of CIsrael, and (s0d knoweth,
And Moses hath been feeding the flock of JJethro his father-in-
law, priest of Midian, and he [eadeth the flock behind the
wilderness, and cometh in unto the mount o_f God, to Horeb;
and there appeareth unto him a messenger of Jehovah in a flame
of fire, out of the midst of the bush, and he seeth, and [o, the bush
is burning with fire, and the bush is not consumed.
And Moses saith, Yet me turn aside, I pray thee, and I see this
great appearance; wherefove is the bush not burned?
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and Jehovah seeth that he hath turned aside to see, and (5od
calleth unto him out of the midst of the bush, and saith, Moses,
Moses; and he saith, Jere [am] L.

And e saith, (Come not near hither: cast thy shoes from off thy
feet, for the place on which thou art standing is holy ground.

He saith also, I [am] the (sod of thy father, (sod of Abraham,
(5od of Isaac, and (5od of Jacob; and Moses hideth his face,
for he is afraid to [ook towards (5od.

And Jehovah saith, I have certainly seen the affliction of My
people who [are] in Egypt, and their cry I have heard, because
of its exactors, for ‘I have known its pains;

and I go down to deliver it out of the hand of the Egyptians, and
to cause it to go up out of the [and, unto a [and good and broad,
unto a [and flowing with milk and honey -- unto the place of the
Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite,
and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

And now, lo, the cry of the sons of CIsrael hath come in unto

AM: He saith also, Qhus dost thou say to the sons of Usrael, I
AM hath sent me unto you.
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And (5od saith again unto Moses, QJhus dost thou say unto the
sons of Usrael, Jehovah, (sod of your fathers, (sod of Abraham,
(5od of Usaac, and (5od of Jacob, hath sent me unto you; this [is]
My name - - to the age, and this 0Ky memorial, to generation - -
generation,

(50, and thou hast gathered the elders of Israel, and hast said
unto them: {Jehovah, (sod of your fathers, hath appeareth unto
me, (50d of Abraham, ‘Isaac, and Jacob, saying, ‘I have certainly
inspected you, and that which is done to you in Egypt;
and I say, 9 bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt, unto the
land of the Canaanite, and the FHittite, and the Amorite, and the
Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, unto a land flowing
[with] milk and honey.

And they have hearkened to thy voice, and thou hast entered,
thou and the elders of CIsrael, unto the king of €gypt, and ye have
said unto him, Jehovah, (5od of the Hebrews, hath met with us;
and now, let us go, we pray thee, a journey of three days into the
wilderness, and we sacrifice to Jehovah our (5od.

And q - - (I have known that the king of gypt doth not permit
you to go, unless by a strong hand,
and I have put forth My hand, and have smitten Egypt with all
My wonders, which I do in its midst - - and afterwards he doth
send you away.

And T have given the grace of this people in the eyes of the
(Eg\zptians, and it hath come to pass, when ye go, ye go not empty;
and [every] woman hath asked from her neighbour, and from her
who is sojourning in her house, vessels of silver, and vessels of
gold, and garments, and ye have put [them] on your sons and on
your daughters, and have spoiled the Egyptians.

And Moses answereth and saith, And, if they do not give
credence to me, nor hearken to my voice, and say, Jehovah hath
not appeared unto thee?)

And Jehovah saith unto him, What [is] this in thy handQ  and
he saith, A rod;

and He saith, (Cast it to the earth; and he casteth it to the
earth, and it becometh a serpent - - and (Moses fleeth from its
presence.
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And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Put forth thy hand, and [ay
hold on the tail o_f it; and he putteth _forth his hand, and [a\zetﬁ
hold on it, and it becometh a rod in his hand - -

- - so that they believe that {Jehovah, (5od of their fathers, hath
appeared unto thee, (50d of Abraham, (5od of ‘Isaac, and (sod of
Yacob.

And Jehovah saith to him again, Put in, I pray thee, thy hand
into thy bosom; and he putteth in his hand into his bosom, and he
bringeth it out, and [o, his hand [is] [eprous as snow;

and He saith, @ut back th\l hand unto th\l bosom; and he
putteth back his hand unto his bosom, and he Bringeth it out from
his bosom, and (o, it hath turned back as his ﬂesﬁ --

- - and it hath come to pass, if the\Z do not give credence to thee,
and hearken not to the voice o_f the ﬁrst sign, that the«z have given
credence to the voice of the [atter sign.

And it hath come to pass, if they do not give credence even to
these two signs, nor hearken to thy voice, that thou hast taken of
the waters of the (River, and hast poured on the dry [and, and the
waters which thou takest from the (River have been, yea, they
have become - - blood on the dry [and.

And Moses saith unto Jehovah, (O, my dord, I [am] not a man
of words, either yesterday, or before, or since Qhy speaking unto
Ohy servant, for I [am] slow of mouth, and slow of tongue.

And Jehovah saith unto him, Who appointed a mouth for man®)
or who appointeth the dumb, or deaf, or open, or blindQ is it not
q, YehovahQ

and now, go, and I - -  am with thy mouth, and have directed
thee that which thou speakest;

and he saith, (O, my Yord, send, I pray thee, by the hand QHhou
dost send,

And the anger of Jehovah burneth against (Moses, and He saith,

Is not Agron the Yevite thy brother?) ‘I have known that he
speaketh well, and also, o, he is coming out to meet thee; when he
hath seen thee, then he hath rejoiced in his heart,
and thou hast spoken unto him, and hast set the words in his
mouth, and I - - ] am with thy mouth, and with his mouth, and
have directed you that which ye do;
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16  and he, he hath spoken for thee unto the people, and it hath come
to pass, he - - he is to thee for a mouth, and thou -~ thou art to
him _for God;

17 and this rod thou dost take in thy hand, with which thou doest the
signs.

18 And Moses goeth and turneth back unto JJethro his father-in-
law, and saith to him, Clet me go, ‘I pray thee, and I turn back
unto my brethren who [are] in Egypt, and 1 see whether they are
vet alive. And Jethro saith to Moses, (50 in peace.

19 And {Jehovah saith unto (Moses in Midian, (50, turn back to
Egypt, for all the men have died who seek thy [ife;

20 and Moses taketh his wife, and his sons, and causeth them to ride
on the ass, and turneth back to the [and of Egypt, and Moses
taketh the rod of (sod in his hand.

21 And Yehovah saith unto (Moses, CIn thy going to turn back to
Egypt, see - - all the wonders which I have put in thy hand - -
that thou hast done them before Pharaoh, and I - - I strengthen
his heart, and he doth not send the people away;

22 and thou hast said unto Pharaoh, Dhus said Jehovah, My son,
My first-born [is] Israel,

23 and I say unto thee, Send away Oy son, and he doth serve Me;
and - - thou dost refuse to send him away - - [o, I am slaying
thy son, thy first-born,

24 And it cometh to pass in the way, in a lodging place, that
Jehovah meeteth him, and seeketh to put him to death;

25 and Jipporah taketh a flint, and cutteth off the foreskin of her
son, and causeth [it] to touch his feet, and saith, Surely a
bridegroom of blood [art] thou to me;

26 and e desisteth from him: then she said, A bridegroom of
blood, in reference to the circumcision,

27 And Jehovah saith unto Aaron, (50 to meet Moses into the

And they say, Qhe (50d of the Hebrews hath met with us, let us
go, we pray thee, a journey of three days into the wilderness, and
we sacrifice to {Jehovah our (5od, lest Tte meet us with
pestilence or with sword.

And the king of Cgypt saith unto them, Why, Moses and
Agron, do ye free the people from its worksQ go to your
burdens,

Pharaoh also saith, o, numerous now [is] the people of the
land, and ye have caused them to cease from their burdens!

And Pharaoh commandeth, on that day, the exactors among the
people and its authorities, saying,

e do not add to give straw to the people for the making of the
bricks, as heretofore - - they go and have gathered straw for
themselves;
and the proper quantity of the bricks which they are making
heretofore ye do put on them, ye do not diminish from it, for they
are remiss, therefore they are crying, saying, det us go, [let us
sacrifice to our (sod;

[et the service be heavy on the men, and [et them work at it, and
not be dazzled by [ying words.

And the exactors of the people, and its authorities, go out, and
speak unto the people, saying, Qhus said Pharaoh, 4 do not give
Yyou straw,
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ye -~ go ve, take for yourselves straw where vye find [it], for
there is nothing of your service diminished.

And the people is scattered over all the land of Egypt, to gather
stubble for straw,

and the exactors are making haste, saying, (Complete your
works, the matter of a day in its day, as when there is straw.,

And the authorities of the sons of Usrael, whom the exactors of
Pharaoh have placed over them, are beaten, saying, Wherefore
have ye not completed your portion in making brick as heretofore,
both yesterday and to-dayQ

And the authorities of the sons of Usrael come in and cry unto
Pharaoh, saying, Why dost thou thus to thy servantsQ

Straw is not given to thy servants, and they are saying to us,
Make bricks, and [o, thy servants are smitten - - and thy people
hath sinned,

And he saith, (Remiss - - ye are remiss, therefore ye are saying,
et us go, let us sacrifice to Jehovah;

and now, go, serve; and straw is not given to you, and the
measure of bricks ye do give.

And the authorities of the sons of Usrael see them in affliction,
saying, Ye do not diminish _from your bricks; the matter o_f a da«z
in its day.

And they meet (Moses and Agron standing to meet them, in their
coming out from (Pharaoh,

and say unto them, Jehovah ook upon you, and judge, because
vye have caused our fragrance to stink in the eyes of Pharaoh,
and in the eyes of his servants - - to give a sword into their hand
to slay us.

And Moses turneth back unto (Jehovah, and saith, Clord, why
hast Qhou done evil to this peopleQ) why [is] thisQ - - Dhou hast
sent me/

and since I have come unto Pharach, to speak in Jhy name, he
hath done evil to this people, and Dhou hast not at all delivered

ohy people.
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And Hehovah saith unto (Moses, Now dost thou see that which
‘I do to Pharaoh, for with a strong hand he doth send them away,
vyea, with a strong hand he doth cast them out of his [and.

And (5od speaketh unto Moses, and saith unto him, [ [am]
Yehovah,

and I appear unto ,Apraham, unto ‘Isaac, and unto Jacob, as
(5od Almighty; as to My name Jehovah, I have not been known
to them;

and also I have established Oy covenant with them, to give to
them the [and of Canaan, the [and of their sojournings, wherein
they have sojourned;

and also I have heard the groaning of the sons of srael, whom
the Egyptians are causing to serve, and I remember My
covenant,

Oherefore say to the sons of ‘Israel, I [am] Jehovah, and
have brought you out from under the burdens of the ECgyptians,
and have defivered you from their service, and have redeemed
you by a stretched-out arm, and by great judgments,
and have taken you to {Me for a people, and I have been to you
for (5od, and ye have known that I [am] Jehovah your (5od,
‘who is bringing you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians;
and I have brought you in unto the land which I have [ifted up
My hand to give it to Abraham, to Usaac, and to Jacob, and have
given it to you - - a possession; I [am] Jehovah.

And Moses speaketh so unto the sons of Usrael, and they
hearkened not unto Moses, for anguish of spirit, and for harsh
service.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

(50 in, speak unto Pharaoch king of Egypt, and he doth send the
sons of CIsrael out of his [and;
and (Moses speaketh before Jehovah, saying, o, the sons of
Usrael have not hearkened unto me, and how doth Pharaoh hear
me, and I of uncircumcised [ipsQ)

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, and unto Aaron, and
chargeth them for the sons of Usrael, and for Pharaoh king of
Egypt, to bring out the sons of CIsrael from the land of Egypt.
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Ohese [are] heads of the house of their fathers: Sons of (Reuben

first-born of Clsrael [are] Hanoch, and Phallu, Hezron, and

Carmi: these [are] families of (Reuben.

And sons of Simeon [are] Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and

And the sons of Merari [are] Mahli and Mushi: these [are]

families of devi, as to their births.

And Amram taketh Jochebed his aunt to himself for a wife, and

she beareth to him Agron and Moses: and the years of the [ife of

Amram [are] a hundred and thirty and seven years.

And sons of Clzhar [are] (Korah, and (Nepheg, and Jichri.

And sons of (Uzziel [are] Mishael, and Elzaphan, and Sithri.

And Agron taketh Elisheba daughter of Amminadab, sister of

(Naashon, to himself for a wife, and she beareth to him (Nadab,

and Abihu, Eleazar, and Clthamar,

And sons of (Korah [are] Assir, and Elkanah, and Apiasaph:

these [are] families of the (Korhite.

And Eleazar, Agron s son, hath taken to him [one] of the

daughters of Putiel for a wife to himself, and she beareth to him

(Phinehas: these [are] heads of the fathers of the Yevites, as to

their families.

Ohis [is] Aaron - - and Moses - - to whom {Jehovah said,
(Bring ye out the sons of srael from the land of Egypt, by their

hosts;

these are they who are speaking unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, to

bring out the sons of CIsrael from Egypt, this [is] Moses -- and

Aaron,
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And it cometh to pass in the day of Jehovah s speaking unto
Moses in the [and of Egypt,
that {Jehovah speaketh unto Moses, saying, I [am] {Jehovah,
speak unto Pharaoh king of Egypt all that I am speaking unto
thee.
And Moses saith before Jehovah, o, I [am] of uncircumcised
lips, and how doth Pharaoh hearken unto meQ
And Jehovah saith unto Moses, See, I have given thee a god
to Pharaoh, and Aaron thy brother is thy prophet;
thou - - thou dost speak all that I command thee, and Agron thy
brother doth speak unto Pharaoh, and he hath sent the sons of
CIsrael out of his [and.

And the people bow and do obeisance, and the sons of CIsrael go
and do as Jehovah commanded (Moses and Agaron; so have they
done,
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29 And it cometh to pass, at midnight, that {Jehovah hath smitten
every first-born in the [and of Egypt, from the first-born of
Pharaoch who is sitting on his throne, unto the first-born of the
captive who [is] in the prison-house, and every first-born of
beasts.

30 And Pharaoch riseth by night, he and all his servants, and all the
Egyptians, and there is a great cry in Egypt, for there is not a
house where there is not [one] dead,

31 and he calleth for (Moses and for Aaron by night, and saith,

41 and it cometh to pass, at the end of four hundred and thirty
years - - yea, it cometh to pass in this self-same day - - all the
hosts of {Jehovah have gone out from the land of Egypt.
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Anight of watchings it [is] to Jehovah, to bring them out from
the land of Egypt; it [is] this night to Jehovah of watchings to all
the sons of CIsrael to their generations.

And HYehovah saith unto (Moses and Aaron, Qhis [is] a statute
of the passover; Any son of a stranger doth not eat of it;

and any man s servant, the purchase of money, when thou hast
circumcised him - - then he doth eat of it;

a settler or hired servant doth not eat of it;

in one house it is eaten, thou dost not carry out of the house [any]
o_f the _f[esh without, and a bone ye do not break o_f it;

all the company of CIsrael do keep it.

And when a sojourner sojourneth with thee, and hath made a
passover to {Jehovah, every male of his [is] to be circumcised, and
then he doth come near to keep it, and he hath been as a native of
the [and, but any uncircumcised one doth not eat of it;
one [aw is to a native, and to a sojourner who is sojourning in
your midst.

And all the sons of Usrael do as Jehovah commanded Moses and
Agaron; so have the«z done,

And it cometh to pass in this self-same day, {Jehovah hath
brought out the sons of Usrael from the [and of Egypt, by their
hosts.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

Sanctify to Me every first-born, opening any womb among the
sons of Usrael, among man and among beast; it [is] Mine.

And Moses saith unto the people, Remember this day [in] which
vye have gone out from Egypt, from the house of servants, for by
strength of hand hath {Jehovah brought you out from this, and any
thing fermented is not eaten;

Do-day ye are going out, in the month of ,Apib.

And it hath been, when Jehovah bringeth thee in unto the land
of the Canaanite, and of the Hittite, and of the Amorite, and of
the Fivite, and of the {Jebusite, which He hath sworn to thy
fathers to give to thee, a land flowing with milk and honey, that
thou hast done this service in this month,
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Seven days thou dost eat unleavened things, and in the seventh
day [is] a feast to Jehovah;
unleavened things are eaten the seven days, and any thing
fermented is not seen with thee; yea, [eaven is not seen with thee
in all thy border.

And thou hast declared to thy son in that day, saying, [‘It is]
because of what Jehovah did to me, in my going out from Egypt,
and it hath been to thee for a sign on thy hand, and for a memorial
between thine eyes, so that the l[aw of {Jehovah is in thy mouth,
for by a strong hand hath {Jehovah brought thee out from Egypt;

and thou hast kept this statute at its appointed season from days to
days.

And it hath been, when {Jehovah bringeth thee in unto the [and
of the Canaanite, as He hath sworn to thee and to thy fathers,
and hath given it to thee,
that thou hast caused every one opening a womb to pass over to
Jehovah, and every firstling - - the increase of beasts which thou
hast: the males [are] Jehovah s.

And every firstling of an ass thou dost ransom with a [amb, and
if thou dost not ransom [it], then thou hast beheaded it: and every
first-born of man among thy sons thou dost ransom,

And it hath been, when thy son asketh thee hereafter, saying,
What [is] thisQ that thou hast said unto him, (By strength of hand
hath ‘Jehovah brought us out from Egypt, from a house of
servants;
vyea, it cometh to pass, when (Pharaoh hath been pained to send us
away, that Jehovah doth slay every first-born in the land of
Egypt. from the first-born of man even unto the first-born of
beast; therefore I am sacrificing to Jehovah all opening a womb
who [are] males, and every first-born of my sons I ransom;
and it hath been for a token on thy hand, and for frontlets between
thine eyes, for by strength of hand hath Jehovah brought us out of
Egypt.

And it cometh to pass in Pharaoh s sending the people away,
that (sod hath not led them the way of the land of the (Philistines,
for it [is] near; for (sod said, est the people repent in their
seeing war, and have turned back towards (Egypt;
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and (5od turneth round the people the way of the wilderness of
the (Red Sea, and by fifties have the sons of CIsrael gone up from
the land of Egypt.

And Moses taketh the bones of Joseph with him, for he certainly
caused the sons of Usrael to swear, saying, (sod doth certainly
inspect you, and ye have brought up my bones from this with you.
And they journey from Succoth, and encamp in Etham at the
extremity of the wilderness,

and Jehovah is going before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to
lead them in the way, and by night in a pillar of fire, to give [ight
to them, to go by day and by night;

‘He removeth not the pillar of the cloud by day, and the pillar of
the fire by night, [from] before the people.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

Speak unto the sons of Usrael, and they turn back and encamp
before Pi-Tahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, before (Baal-
éephon; over-against it ye do encamp [’Y the sea,
and (Pharaoh hath said of the sons of Usrael, QJhey are entangled
in the [and, the wilderness hath shut upon them;
and I have strengthened the heart of Pharach, and he hath
pursued after them, and I am honoured on Pharaoh, and on all
his force, and the Egyptians have known that I [am] Jehovah;
and they do so.

And it is declared to the king of ECgypt that the people hath fled,
and the heart of Pharaoh and of his servants is turned against the
people, and they say, “What [is] this we have doneQ that we
have sent Usrael away from our service.

And he harnesseth his chariot, and his people he hath taken with
him,

and he taketh six hundred chosen chariots, even all the chariots of
Egypt, and captains over them all;

and Jehovah strengtheneth the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt,
and he pursueth after the sons of ‘Israel, and the sons of Usrael
are going out with a high hand,
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and the ECgyptians pursue after them, and all the chariot horses of
Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and his force, overtake them,
encamping by the sea, by Pi-Hahiroth, before (Baal-Fephon.
And Pharaoh hath drawn near, and the sons of Usrael [ift up
their evyes, and [o, the Egyptians are journeying after them, and
they fear exceedingly, and the sons of UIsrael cry unto Jehovah,
And they say unto (Moses, (Because there are no graves in
Egypt. hast thou taken us away to die in a wildernessQ what is
this thou hast done to us - - to bring us out from EgyptQ)

s not this the word which we spake unto thee in €gypt, saying,
(Cease from us, and we serve the (Egyptians; for better for us to
serve the Cgyptians than to die in a wildernessQ

And Moses saith unto the people, Jear not, station yourselves,
and see the salvation of Jehovah, which e doth for you to-day;
for, as ye have seen the (Egyptians to-day, ye add no more to see
them - - to the age;

Jehovah doth fight for you, and ye keep silent.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, WhatQ thou criest unto

Me - - speak unto the sons of Usrael, and they journey;

and thou, [ift up thy rod, and stretch out thy hand towards the
sea, and cleave it, and the sons of Israel go into the midst of the
sea on dry [and,

And I - - o, ‘] am strengthening the heart of the Egyptians,
and they go in after them, and I am honoured on (Pharaoh, and
on all his _force. on his chariots, and on his horsemen;
and the Egyptians have known that I [am] Jehovah, in My being
honoured on Pharaoh, on his chariots, and on his horsemen,

And the messenger of (sod, who is going before the camp of
(Israel, journexzeth and goeth at their rear; and the pi[[ar of the
cloud journeyeth from their front, and standeth at their rear,

and cometh in between the camp of the T gyptians and the camp of
Usrael, and the cloud and the darkness are, and he enlighteneth
the night, and the one hath not drawn near unto the other all the
night.

And Moses stretcheth out his hand towards the sea, and CJehovah
causeth the sea to go on by a strong east wind all the night, and
maketh the sea become dry ground, and the waters are cleaved,
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22 and the sons of CIsrael go into the midst of the sea, on dry land,
and the waters [are] to them a wall, on their right and on their
[eft.

23 And the Egyptians pursue, and go in after them (all the horses of
Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen) unto the midst of the sea,

24 and it cometh to pass, in the morning watch, that Jehovah [ooketh
unto the camp of the Egyptians through the pillar of fire and of
the cloud, and troubleth the camp of the (Egyptians,

25 and turneth aside the wheels of their chariots, and they [ead them
with difficulty, and the Cgyptians say, et us flee from the face
of CUsrael, for Jehovah is fighting for them against the Egyptians.

26 And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Stretch out thy hand toward
the sea, and the waters turn back on the EEgyptians, on their
chariots, and on their horsemen,

27 And Moses stretcheth out his hand towards the sea, and the sea
turneth back, at the turning of the morning, to its perennial flow,
and the Egyptians are fleeing at its coming, and Jehovah shaketh
off the (Egyptians in the midst of the sea,

28 and the waters turn back, and cover the chariots and the
horsemen, even all the force of Pharaoh, who are coming in after
them into the sea - - there hath not been left of them even one.

29 And the sons of ‘Israel have gone on dry land in the midst of the
sea, and the waters [are] to them a wall, on their right and on
their [eft;

30 and JJehovah saveth CIsrael in that day out of the hand of the
Egyptians, and Usrael seeth the Cgyptians dead on the sea-shore,

31 and Usrael seeth the great hand with which {Jehovah hath
wrought against the Egyptians, and the people fear {Jehovah, and
remain stedfast in Jehovah, and in Moses FHis servant.

1 Qhen singeth (Moses and the sons of Israel this song to (Jehovah,
and they speak, saying: -- I sing to Jehovah, Gor triumphing
He hath triumphed; Dhe horse and its rider Te hath thrown into
the sea.

2 My strength and song is JAH, And He is become my salvation:
Ohis [is] my (5od, and ‘I glorify Him; (sod of my father, and I
exalt Him,

3 Yehovah [is] a man of battle; Jehovah [is] His name.
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4 (Chariots of Pharach and his force e hath cast into the sea; And
the choice of his captains Have sunk in the (Red Sea!

5 Ohe depths do cover them; GHhey went down into the depths as a
stone,

6 Qhy right hand, O Jehovah, ‘s become honourable in power:;
ohy right hand, O Jehovah, (Doth crush an enemy,

7 And in the abundance of Qhine excellency PJhou throwest down
Ohy withstanders, Ghou sendest forth Jhy wrath - - Clt
consumeth them as stubble,

8 And by the spirit of Qhine anger Have waters been heaped
together; Stood as a heap have ﬂowings; Congea[ed have been
depths In the heart of a sea.

9 Ohe enemy said, q pursue, I overtake; I apportion spoil; Frilled
is my soul with them; I draw out my sword; My hand destroyeth
them; - -

10 PDhou hast blown with Hhy wind PDhe sea hath covered them;
Ohey sank as [ead in mighty waters.

11 QWho [is] like Qhee among the gods, O JehovahQ? Who [is] [ike
Ohee - - honourable in holiness - - Frearful in praises -~ doing
wondersQ

12 Qhou hast stretched out Qhy right hand - - Earth swalloweth
them/

13 Qhou hast led forth in Dhy kindness Jhe people whom Hhou hast
redeemed. QYhou hast led on in Qhy strength (Unto Jhy holy
habitation,

14 g)eop[es have heard, the«z are troubled; Pain hath seized
inhabitants of Philistia.

15 Qhen have chiefs of Edom been troubled: Mighty ones of
Moab - - Grembling doth seize them! Melted have all inhabitants
of Canaan/

16 Frall on them doth terror and dread; (By the greatness of Qhine
arm Qhey are still as a stone, Qill Jhy people pass over, O
Yehovah; Hill the people pass over Whom GYhou hast purchased.
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Ohou dost bring them in, And dost plant them ‘In a mountain of
Ohine inheritance, A fixed place for Dhy dwelling Hhou hast

made, O Jehovah; A sanctuary, O Yord, Qhy hands have
established;

Jehovah reigneth - - to the age, and for ever!
Oror the horse of Pharaoh hath gone in with his chariots and
with his horsemen into the sea, and Jehovah turneth back on them

the waters o_f the sea, and the sons of CIsrael have gone on dr«z
[and in the midst o_f the sea.

And Miriam the inspired one, sister of Aaron, taketh the timbrel
in her hand, and all the women go out a_fter her, with timbrels and
with choruses;

and Miriam answereth to them: - - Sing ye to Jehovah, For
oriumphing He hath triumphed; Qhe horse and its rider He hath
thrown into the seaf

And Moses causeth CIsrael to journey from the (Red Sea, and
they go out unto the wilderness of Shur, and they go three days
in the wilderness, and have not found water,

and they come in to (Marah, and have not been able to drink the
waters of (Marah, for they [are] bitter; therefore hath [one] called
its name Marah,

And the people murmur against Moses, saying, What do we
drinkQ

and he crieth unto Jehovah, and Jehovah sheweth him a tree,
and he casteth unto the waters, and the waters become sweet.
Ohere He hath made for them a statute, and an ordinance, and
there He hath tried them,

and Tte saith, If thou dost really hearken to the voice of
Jehovah thy (5od, and dost that which is right in Tis eyes, and
hast hearkened to (His commands, and kept all His statutes: none
of the sickness which ‘I [aid on the Egyptians do I [ay on thee,
for I, YJehovah, am healing thee.

And they come to Elim, and there [are] twelve fountains of
water, and seventy pa[m trees; and the\Z encamp there [’Y the
waters,

And they journey from Elim, and all the company of the sons of
UIsrael come in unto the wilderness of Sin, which [is] between
Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month of their
going out from the [and of Egypt.

And all the company of the sons of ‘Israel murmur against (Moses
and against Agron in the wilderness;
and the sons of CIsraefl say unto them, (Oh that we had died by
the hand of Jehovah in the land of Egypt, in our sitting by the
flesh-pot, in our eating bread to satiety - - for ye have brought
us out unto this wilderness to put all this assembly to death with
hunger.
And Jehovah saith unto Moses, o, ‘I am raining to you bread
from the heavens - - and the people have gone out and gathered
the matter of a day in its day - - so that I try them whether they
walk in Oy law, or not;

And Moses saith unto Aaron, Say unto all the company of the
sons of Israel, Come ye near before Jehovah, for de hath heard
your murmurings;
and it cometh to pass, when Agaron is speaking unto all the
company of the sons of Usrael, that they turn towards the
wilderness, and [o, the honour of {Jehovah is seen in the cloud.
And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,
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12 Thave heard the murmurings of the sons of ‘Israel; speak unto
them, saying, (Between the evenings ye eat flesh, and in the
morning ye are satisfied [with] bread, and ye have known that I
[am] Jehovah your (5od.

13 And it cometh to pass in the evening, that the quail cometh up,
and covereth the camp, and in the morning there hath been the
[ying of dew round about the camp,

14 and the [ying of the dew goeth up, and [o, on the face of the
wilderness a thin, bare thing, thin as hoar-frost on the earth.

15 And the sons of Usrael see, and say one unto another, What [is]
itQ for they have not known what it [is]; and Moses saith unto
tﬁem ‘It [is] the bread which Jehovah hath given to you for food.

16 Qhis [is] the thing which Jehovah hath commanded: (sather of it
each according to his eating, an omer _for a po[[; and the number
of your persons, take ye each for those in his tent.

17 And the sons of ‘Israel do so, and they gather, he who is
[gathering] much, and he who is [gathering] [ittle;

18 and they measure with an omer, and he who is [gathering] much
hath nothing over, and he who is [gathering] [ittle hath no [ack,
each according to his eating they have gathered.

19 And Moses saith unto them, et no man [eave of it till morning;

20 and they have not hearkened unto Moses, and some of them do
[eave of it till morning, and it bringeth up worms and stinketh;
and (Moses is wroth with them,

21 And they gather it morning by morning, each according to his
eating; when the sun hath been warm, then it hath melted.

22 And it cometh to pass on the sixth day, they have gathered a
second bread, two omers for one, and all the princes of the
company come in, and declare to (Moses.

23 And he saith unto them, It [is] that which {Jehovah hath spoken
[of]; a rest - - a holy sabbath to Jehovah - - [is] to-morrow; that
which ye bake, bake; and that which ye boil, boil; and all that is
over, [et rest for yourselves in charge till the morning.

24 And they let it rest until the morning, as Moses hath commanded,
and it hath not stank, and a worm hath not been in it,
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25 And Moses saith, Eat it to-day, for to-day [is] a sabbath to
Jehovah; to—da«z ye ﬁnd it not in the _fie[d:

26 six days ye do gather it, and in the seventh day - - the sabbath - -
in it there is none.

27 And it cometh to pass on the seventh day, some of the people have
gone out to gather, and have not found.

28 And YJehovah saith unto Moses, Frow long have ye refused to
keep Oy commands, and Oy [awsQ)

29 see, because Jehovah hath given to you the sabbath, therefore dte
is giving to you on the sixth day bread of two davys; abide ye each
[in] his place, no one doth go out from his place on the seventh
day.

30 And the people rest on the seventh day,

31 and the house of Usrael call its name Manna, and it [is] as
coriander seed, white; and its taste [is] as a cake with honey.

32 And Moses saith, Qhis [is] the thing which Jehovah hath
commanded: GAll the omer with it, for a charge for your
generations, so that they see the bread which I have caused you
to eat in the wilderness, in Oy bringing you out from the land of
Egypt.

33 And Moses saith unto Agron, G)ake one pot, and put there the
fulness of the omer of manna, and [et it rest before CJehovah, for a
charge for your generations;

34 as Jehovah hath given commandment unto (Moses, so doth Aaron
et it rest before the QYestimony, for a charge.

35 And the sons of CIsrael have eaten the manna forty years, until
their coming in unto the [and to be inhabited; the manna the«z have
eaten till their coming in unto the extremity of the [and of Canaan.

36 and the omer is a tenth of the ephah.

1 And all the company of the sons of ‘Israel journey from the
wilderness of Sin, on their journeyings, by the command of
Jehovah, and encamp in (Rephidim, and there is no water for the
people to drink;

2 and the people strive with Moses, and say, (5ive us water, and
we drink. And Moses saith to them, WhatQ - - ye strive with
me, whatQ - - ye try JehovahQ
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and the people thirst there for water, and the people murmur
against Moses, and say, Why [is] thisQ - - thou hast brought us
up out of Egypt, to put us to death, also our sons and our cattle,
with thirst,

And Moses crieth to Jehovah, saying, What do I to this
peop[e? yeta fittle, and the«z have stoned me.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Pass over before the people,

and take with thee of the efders of CIsrael, and thy rod with which

thou hast smitten the (River take in thy hand, and thou hast gone:

Yo, 1 am standing before thee there on the rock in Horeb, and

thou hast smitten on the rock, and waters have come out from it,

and the people have drunk. And Moses doth so before the eyes

of the elders of Usrael,

and he calleth the name of the place Massah, and Meribah,

because of the strife of the sons of CIsrael, and because of their
trying (Jehovah, saying, Us Jehovah in our midst or notQ

And Amalek cometh, and fighteth with Usrael in (Rephidim,

and (Moses saith unto Joshua, (Choose for us men, and go out,

fight with Amalek: to-morrow I am standing on the top of the

hill, and the rod of (sod in my hand.

And Joshua doth as Moses hath said to him, to fight with

Amalek, and Moses, Aaron, and Hur, have gone up [to] the top

of the height;

and it hath come to pass, when (Moses [ifteth up his hand, that

Israel hath been mighty, and when he [etteth his hands rest, that

Amalek hath been mighty.

And the hands of Moses [are] heavy, and they take a stone, and

set [it] under him, and he sitteth on it: and Aaron and Hur have

taken hold on his hands, on this side one, and on that one, and his

hands are sted_fast till the going in of the sun;

and Joshua weakeneth Amalek and his people by the mouth of the

sword,

And Yehovah saith unto (Moses, Write this, a memorial in a

(Book, and set [it] in the ears of Joshua, that I do utterly wipe

away the remembrance of Amalek from under the heavens;

and (Moses buildeth an altar, and calleth its name CJehovah-(Nssi,

2 and Jethro, father-in-law of Moses, taketh Jipporah, wife of
Moses, besides her parents,

3 and her two sons, of whom the name of the one [is] (sershom, for
he said, a sojourner ‘I have been in a strange [and:

4 and the name of the other [is] (Eliezer, for, the (sod of my father
[is] for my help, and doth defiver me from the sword of (Pharaoh.

5 And YJethro, father-in-law of Moses, cometh, and his sons, and
his wife, unto OMpses, unto the wilderness where he is
encamping - - the mount of (sod;

6 and he saith unto Moses, I, thy father-in-law, Jethro, am
coming unto thee, and thy wife, and her two sons with her.

7 And Moses goeth out to meet his father-in-law, and boweth
himself, and kisseth him, and they ask one at another of welfare,
and come into the tent;

8  and {Moses recounteth to his father-in-law all that Jehovah hath
done to Pharaoh, and to the Egyptians, on account of Usrael, all
the travail which hath found them in the way, and Jehovah doth
deliver them,

9 And YJethro rejoiceth for all the good which (Jehovah hath done
to Usrael, whom Tte hath delivered from the hand of the
Egyptians;

10 and JJethro saith, (Blessed [is] Jehovah, who hath delivered you
from the hand of the T gyptians, and from the hand of
Pharaoh - - who hath defivered this people from under the hand
of the Egyptians;

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13 _And it cometh to pass on the morrow, that (Moses sitteth to judge
the people, and the people stand before Moses, from the morning
unto the evening;

14 and the father-in-law of (Moses seeth all that he is doing to the
people, and saith, QWhat [is] this thing which thou art doing to
the people?) wherefore art thou sitting by thyself, and all the
people standing by thee from morning till eveningQ

15 And Moses saith to his father-in-law, (Because the people
come unto me to seek (sod;

16 when they have a matter, it hath come unto me, and I have
judged between a man and his neighbour, and made known the
statutes of (sod, and Fis [aws.

17 And the father-in-law of Moses saith unto him, Qhe thing
which thou art doing [is] not good;

18 thou dost surely wear away, both thou, and this people which [is]
with thee, for the thing is too heavy for thee, thou art not able to
do it by thyself.

19 (Now, hearken to my voice, I counsel thee, and (5od is with
thee: be thou for the people over-against (sod, and thou hast
[wougﬁt in the things unto (sod;

20 and thou hast warned them [concerning] the statutes and the [aws,
and hast made known to them the way in which they go, and the
work which they do.

21 And thou - - thou dost provide out of all the people men of
ability, fearing (sod, men of truth, hating dishonest gain, and hast
placed [these] over them, heads of thousands, heads of hundreds,
heads of fifties, and heads of tens,

22 and they have judged the people at all times; and it hath come to
pass, every great matter they bring in unto thee, and every small
matter the«z judge themselves; and [ighten it J’rom o[f tﬁ«zse[f, and
they have borne with thee.

23 CIf thou dost this thing, and (sod hath commanded thee, then thou
hast been able to stand, and all this people also goetﬁ in unto its
p[ace in peace.

24 And Moses hearkeneth to the voice of his father-in-law, and
doth all that he said,
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and (Moses chooseth men of ability out of all CIsrael, and maketh
them cﬁie_fs over the peop[e. heads of thousands, heads o_f
hundreds, heads o_f ﬁ_fties, and heads of tens,

and they have judged the people at all times; the hard matter the«z
bring in unto (Moses, and every small matter they judge
themselves,

And Moses sendeth his father-in-law away, and he goeth away
unto his own [and,

In the third month of the going out of the sons of CIsrael from the
land of Egypt, in this day they have come into the wilderness of
Sinai,

and they journey from (Rephidim, and enter the wilderness of
Sinai, and encamp in the wilderness; and CIsrael encampeth there
before the mount,

And Moses hath gone up unto (sod, and Jehovah calleth unto
him out of the mount, saying, Dhus dost thou say to the house of
Jacob, and declare to the sons of CIsrael,

Ye - - ye have seen that which ‘I have done to the Egyptians, and
I bear you on eagles wings, and bring you in unto O yself.

And now, if ye really hearken to Iy voice, then ye have kept
My covenant, and been to Me a peculiar treasure more than all
the peoples, for all the earth [is] Mine;
and ye - - ye are to (Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation:
these [are] the words which thou dost speak unto the sons of
CIsrael.

And Moses cometh, and calleth for the elders of the people, and
setteth before them all these words which {Jehovah hath
commanded him;

and all the people answer together and say, Al that ‘Jehovah
hath spoken we do; and (Moses returneth the words o_f the peop[e
unto Jehovah.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, o, !l am coming unto thee in
the thickness of the cloud, so that the people hear in My speaking
with thee, and also believe in thee to the age; and (Moses
declareth the words of the people unto Jehovah.
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And Jehovah saith unto (Moses, (50 unto the people; and thou
hast sancti_fied them to—-dmz and to-morrow, and the«z have
washed their garments,

and have been prepared for the third day; for on the third day
doth {Jehovah come down before the eyes of all the people, on
mount Sinai.

And thou hast made a border [for] the people round about,
saying, Qake heed to yourselves, going up into the mount, or
coming against its extremitxz; whoever is coming against the
mount is certain[y put to death;

a hand cometh not against him, for he is certain[\z stoned or shot
tfwough, whether beast or man it [iveth not; in the drawing out o_f
the juﬁi[ee cornet the«z go up into the mount,

And Moses cometh down from the mount unto the people, and
sanctifieth the people, and they wash their garments;

and he saith unto the people, (Be ye prepared for the third day,
come not nigh unto a woman,

And it cometh to pass, on the third day, while it is morning, that
there are voices, and lightnings, and a heavy cloud, on the mount,
and the sound of a trumpet very strong; and all the peop[e who
[are] in the camp do tremble.

And Moses bringeth out the people to meet (5od from the camp,
and they station themselves at the [ower part of the mount,

and mount Sinai [is] wholly a smoke from the presence of
Jehovah, who hath come down on it in fire, and its smoke goeth
up as smoke of the furnace, and the whole mount trembleth
exceedingly;

and the sound of the trumpet is going on, and very strong; (Moses
speaketh, and (sod doth answer him with a voice.

And Jehovah cometh down on mount Sinai, unto the top of the
mount, and (Jehovah calleth for {Moses unto the top of the mount,
and (Moses goeth up.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, (50 down, protest to the people,
lest they break through unto Jehovah to see, and many of them
have fallen;

and also the priests who are coming nigh unto {Jehovah do
sanctify themselves, lest Jehovah break forth on them.
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And Moses saith unto Jehovah, he people [is] unable to come

up unto mount Sinai, for Jhou - - Phou hast protested to us,

saying, ‘Make a border [for] the mount, then thou hast sanctified

it.

And Jehovah saith unto him, (50, descend, then thou hast come

up, thou, and Aaron with thee; and the priests and the peop[e do

not break through, to come up unto Jehovah, lest He break forth

upon them,

And Moses goeth down unto the people, and saith unto them: --
And (5od speaketh all these words, saying,

4 [am] Jehovah thy (5od, who hath brought thee out of the [and
of Egypt, out of a house of servants,

Ohou hast no other (sods before Me.

Ohou dost not make to thyself a graven image, or any [ikeness
which [is] in the heavens above, or which [is] in the earth beneath,
or which [is] in the waters under the earth,

Ohou dost not bow thyself to them, nor serve them: for ¢I,
Jehovah thy (5od, [am] a zealous (50d, charging iniquity of
fathers on sons, on the third [generation], and on the fourth, of
those hating Me,

and doing kindness to thousands, of those [oving (Me and keeping
My commands.

Ohou dost not take up the name of Jehovah thy (sod for a vain
thing, for Jehovah acquitteth not him who taketh up dis name
for a vain thing.

(Remember the Sabbath-day to sanctify it;
six days thou dost [abour, and hast done all thy work,
and the seventh day [is] a Sabbath to Jehovah thy (5od; thou dost
not do any work, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, thy man-
servant, and thy handmaid, and thy cattle, and thy sojourner who
is within thy gates, - -
for six days hath {Jehovah made the heavens and the earth, the
sea, and all that [is] in them, and resteth in the seventh day;
therefore hath ‘Jehovah blessed the Sabbath-day, and doth
sanctify it.
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12 Tonour thy father and thy mother, so that thy days are
prolonged on the ground which Jehovah thy (5od is giving to thee.

13 hou dost not murder,

14 Qhou dost not commit adultery.

15 Qhou dost not steal,

16 Dhou dost not answer against thy neighbour a false testimony.

17 Dhou dost not desire the house of thy neighbour, thou dost not
desire the wife of thy neighbour, or his man-servant, or his
handmaid, or his ox, or his ass, or anything which [is] thy
neighbour s,

18 And all the people are seeing the voices, and the flames, and the
sound of the trumpet, and the mount smoking; and the people see,
and move, and stand afar off,

19 and say unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and we hear, and (et
not (sod speak with us, [est we die.

20 And Moses saith unto the people, ear not, for to try you hath
(5od come, and in order that His fear may be before your
faces - - that ye sin not.

21 And the people stand afar off, and Moses hath drawn nigh unto
the thick darkness where (sod [is].

22 And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Qhus dost thou say unto the
sons of ‘Israel: Ye - - ye have seen that from the heavens I have
spoken with you;

23 vye do not make with Mg gods of silver, even gods of gold ye do
not make to yourselves.

24 An altar of earth thou dost make for (Mg, and thou hast
sacrificed on it thy burnt-offerings and thy peace-offerings, thy
flock and thy herd; in every place where I cause My name to be
remembered ¢l come in unto thee, and have blessed thee.

25 And if an altar of stones thou dost make to ‘Mg, thou dost not
build them o_f hewn work; when th«z tool thou hast waved over it,
then thou dost po[[ute it;

26 neither dost thou go up by steps on (Mine altar, that thy nakedness
be not revealed upon it.

1 And these [are] the judgments which thou dost set before them:
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When thou buyest a Febrew servant - - six years he doth
serve, and in the seventh he goeth outas a freeman for nought;

3 if by himself he cometh in, by himself he goeth out; if he [is] owner
of a wife, then his wife hath gone out with him;

4 if his lord give to him a wife, and she hath borne to him sons or
daughters - - the wife and her children are her lord s, and he
goeth out by himself,

5 And if the servant really say: I have [oved my [ord, my wife,
and my sons - - I do not go out _free;

6 then hath his [ord brought him nigh unto (5od, and hath brought
him nigh unto the door, or unto the side-post, and his [ord hath
bored his ear with an awl, and he hath served him - - to the age.

7 And when a man sefleth his daughter for a handmaid, she doth
not go out according to the going out of the men-servants;

8  if evil in the eyes of her [ord, so that he hath not betrothed her,
then he hath [et her be ransomed; to a strange people he hath not
power to sell her, in his dealing treacherously with her.

9 And if to his son he betroth her, according to the right of
daughters he doth to her.

10 f another [woman] he take for him, her food, her covering, and
her habitation, he doth not withdraw;

11 and if these three he do not to her, then she hath gone out for
nought, without money,

12 (e who smiteth a man so that he hath died, is certainly put to
death;

13 as to him who hath not [aid wait, and (sod hath brought to his
hand, I have even set for thee a place whither he doth flee.

14 And when a man doth presume against his neighbour to slay him
with subtilty, from (Mine altar thou dost take him to die.

15 And he who smiteth his father or his mother is certainly put to
death,

16 And he who stealeth a man, and hath sold him, and he hath been
found in his hand, is certainly put to death.

17 And he who is reviling his father or his mother is certainly put

to death,
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And when men contend, and a man hath smitten his neighbour
with a stone, or with the fist, and he die not, but hath fallen on the
Bed;
if he rise, and hath gone up and down without on his staff, then
hath the smiter been acquitted; only his cessation he giveth, and he
is thoroughly healed.

And when a man smiteth his man-servant or his handmaid,
with a rod, and he hath died under his hand - - he is certainly
avenged;
only if he remain a day, or two days, he is not avenged, for he [is]
his money.

And when men strive, and have smitten a pregnant woman, and
her children have come out, and there is no mischief, he is
certainly fined, as the husband of the woman doth [ay upon him,
and he hath given through the judges;
and if there is mischief, then thou hast given [ife for [ife,
eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,
burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.

And when a man smiteth the eye of his man-servant, or the eye
of his handmaid, and hath destroyed it, as a freeman he doth send
him away for his eye;
and if a tooth of his man-servant or a tooth of his handmaid he
knock out, as a freeman he doth send him away for his tooth,

And when an ox doth gore man or woman, and they have died,
the ox is certainly stoned, and his flesh is not eaten, and the
owner of the ox [is] acquitted;
and if the ox is [one] accustomed to gore heretofore, and it hath
been testified to its owner, and he doth not watch it, and it hath
put to death a man or woman, the ox is stoned, and its owner also
is put to death.

“If atonement is [aid upon him, then he hath given the ransom of
his [ife, according to all that is [aid upon him;
whether it gore a son or gore a daughter, according to this
judgment it is done to him,

‘If the ox gore a man-servant or a handmaid, thirty silver
shekels he doth give to their [ord, and the ox is stoned.
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33 And when a man doth open a pit, or when a man doth dig a pit,
and doth not cover it, and an ox or ass hath fallen thither, - -

34 the owner of the pit doth repay, money he doth give back to its
owner, and the dead fis his.

35 And when a man s ox doth smite the ox of his neighbour, and it
hath died, then they have sold the [iving ox, and halved its money,
and also the dead one they do halve;

36 or, it hath been known that the ox is [one] accustomed to gore
heretofore, and its owner doth not watch it, he certainly repayeth
ox for ox, and the dead is his.

1 “When a man doth steal an ox or sheep, and hath slaughtered it
or sold it, five of the herd he doth repay for the ox, and four of
the flock for the sheep.

2 “If in the breaking through, the thief is found, and he hath been
smitten, and hath died, there is no blood for him;

3 if the sun hath risen upon him, blood [is] for him, he doth certainly
repay; if he have nothing, then he hath been sold for his theft;

4 if the theft is certainly found in his hand alive, whether ox, or ass,
or sheep - - double he repayeth.

5 “When a man depastureth a field or vineyard, and hath sent out
his beast, and it hath pastured in the field of another, [of] the best
of his field, and the best of his vineyard, he doth repay.

6 When fire goeth forth, and hath found thorns, and a stack, or
the standing corn, or the field, hath been consumed, he who
causeth the burning doth certainly repay.

7 When a man doth give unto his neighbour silver, or vessels to
keep, and it hath been stolen out of the man s house; if the thief is
found, he repayeth double.

8 “If the thief is not found, then the master of the house hath been
brought near unto (5od, whether he hath not put forth his hand
against the work of his neighbour;

9 for every matter of transgression, for ox, for ass, for sheep, for
raiment, for any [ost thing o_f which it is said that it is his; unto
(5od cometh the matter of them both; he whom (s5od doth
condemn, he repayeth double to his neighbour.
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When a man doth give unto his neighbour an ass, or ox, or
sheep, or any beast to keep, and it hath died, or hath been hurt, or
taken captive, none seeing - -
an oath of {Jehovah is between them both, that he hath not put
forth his hand against the work of his neighbour, and its owner
hath accepted, and he doth not repay;
but if it is certainly stolen from him, he doth repay to its owner;
if it is certainly torn, he bringeth it in - - a witness; the torn thing
he doth not repay.

And when a man doth ask [anything] from his neighbour, and it
hath been hurt or hath died - - its owner not being with it -- he
doth certain[xz repay;
if its owner [is] with it, he doth not repay, - - if it [is] a hired
thing, it hath come for its hire.

And when a man doth entice a virgin who [is] not betrothed, and
hath [ain with her, he doth certainly endow her to himself for a
Wife:
if her father utterly refuse to give her to him, money he doth
‘weigh out according to the dowry of virgins.

A witch thou dost not keep alive.

WWhoever [ieth with a beast is certainly put to death.

‘He who is sacrificing to a god, save to Jehovah alone, is
devoted,

And a sojourner thou dost not oppress, nor crush him, for
sojourners ye have been in the [and of Egypt.

Any widow or orpﬁan ye do not aﬂIict;
if thou dost really afflict him, surely if he at all cry unto Me, I
certain[«z hear his cry;
and (Mine anger hath burned, and I have slain you by the sword,
and your wives have been widows, and your sons orphans.

“If thou dost [end My poor people with thee money, thou art not
to him as a usurer; thou dost not [mz on him usury;
if thou dost at all take in pledge the garment of thy neighbour,
during the going in of the sun thou dost return it to him:
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for it alone is his covering, it [is] his garment for his skin; wherein
doth he lie downQ and it hath come to pass, when he doth cry
unto Mg, that I have heard, for I [am] gracious.

(5od thou dost not revile, and a prince among thy people thou
dost not curse.

ﬁhy _fu[ness and th«z [iquids thou dost not de[mz; the ﬁrst—born o_f
thy sons thou dost give to Me;
so thou dost to thine ox, to th\l sheep; seven dmzs it is with its
dam, on the eighth day thou dost give it to (Me.

And ye are holy men to (Me, and flesh torn in the field ye do not
eat, to a dog ye do cast it.

Ohou dost not [i_ft up a vain report; thou dost not put th«z hand
with a wicked man to be a violent witness,

Ohou art not after many to evil, nor dost thou testify concerning
a strife, to turn aside after many to cause [others] to turn aside;
and a poor man thou dost not honour in his strife.

When thou meetest thine enemy s ox or his ass going astray,
thou dost certainly turn it back to him;

‘when thou seest the ass of him who is hating thee crouching under
its burden, then thou hast ceased from [eaving [it] to it -- thou
dost certainly [eave [it] with him.

Ohou dost not turn aside the judgment of thy needy one in his
strife;
from a false matter thou dost keep far off, and an innocent and
righteous man thou dost not s[a«z; for I do not justi_f«z a wicked
man,

And a bribe thou dost not take; for the bribe bindeth the open-
[eyed], and perverteth the words of the righteous.

And a sojourner thou dost not oppress, and ye - - ye have
known the soul of the sojourner, for sojourners ye have been in
the [and of Egypt.

And six years thou dost sow thy land, and hast gathered its
increase;
and the seventh thou dost release it, and hast [eft it, and the needy
of thy people have eaten, and their [eaving doth the beast of the
field eat; so dost thou to thy vineyard - - to thine olive-yard.
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12 Six days thou dost do thy work, and on the seventh day thou
dost rest, so that thine ox and thine ass doth rest, and the son o_f
thine handmaid and the sojourner is re_freshed;

13 and in all that which ¢I have said unto you ye do take heed; and
the name of other gods ye do not mention; it is not heard on thy
mouth,

14 Qhree times thou dost keep a feast to (Me in a year;

15  the Sreast of (Unleavened things thou dost keep; seven da\zs thou
dost eat unleavened things, as ‘I have commanded thee, at the
time appointed [in] the month of _Abib; for in it thou hast come
forth out of Cgypt, and ye do not appear [in] My presence empty;

16 and the S-east of Harvest, the first fruits of thy works which
thou sowest in the field; and the Greast of the Un-(5athering, in

the outgoing o_f the year, in th«z gathering tfnz works out of the
field.

17 Qhree times in a year do all thy males appear before the face of
the ord Jehovah.

18 QDhou dost not sacrifice on a fermented thing the blood of My
sacriﬁce. and the fat o_f 9{«2 festiva[ doth not remain till morning;

19 the beginning of the first-fruits of thy ground thou dost bring into
the house o_f Yehovah th«z (5od; thou dost not boil a kid in its
mother s milk,

20 Yo, 94 am sending a messenger before thee to keep thee in the
way, and to bring thee in unto the place which I have prepared:;

21 be watchful because of his presence, and hearken to his voice,
rebel not against him, for he beareth not with your transgression,
for My name [is] in his heart;

22 for, if thou diligently hearken to his voice, and hast done all that
which I speak, then I have been at enmity with thine enemies,
and have distressed those distressing thee.

23 ror My messenger goeth before thee, and hath brought thee in
unto the Amorite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the
Canaanite, the Hivite, and the Jebusite, and ‘I have cut them off.

24 Qhou dost not bow thyself to their gods, nor serve them, nor do
according to their doings, but dost utterly devote them, and
thoroughly break their standing pillars,
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And ye have served (Jehovah your (5od, and Fte hath blessed
tfnz bread and tfnz water, and I have turned aside sickness _from
thine heart;

there is not a miscarrying and barren one in thy land; the number
of thy days °I fulfil:

My terror I send before thee, and I have put to death all the
people among whom thou comest, and I have given the neck of all
thine enemies unto thee.

And T have sent the hornet before thee, and it hath cast out the
Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite, J’rom be_fore thee;

I cast them not out from before thee in one year, lest the [and be
a desolation, and the beast of the _fie[d hath mu[tip[ied against thee;
fittle [by] [ittle I cast them out from before thee, till thou art
fruitful, and hast inherited the [and.

And T have set thy border from the (Red Sea, even unto the sea
of the (Philistines, and from the wilderness unto the River: for 4
give into your hand the inhabitants of the land, and thou hast cast
them out from before thee;
thou dost not make a covenant with them, and with their gods;
they do not dwell in thy [and, [est they cause thee to sin against
Me when thou servest their gods, when it becometh a snare to
thee.

And unto Moses He said, (Come up unto Jehovah, thou, and
Aaron, (Nadab, and Apihu, and seventy of the elders of ‘Israel,
and e have bowed yourselves afar off;

and Moses hath drawn nigh by himself unto {Jehovah; and they
draw not nigh, and the people go not up with him.

And Moses cometh in, and recounteth to the people all the words
of YJehovah, and all the judgments, and all the people answer - -
one voice, and say, All the words which Jehovah hath spoken
we do.

And Moses writeth all the words of (Jehovah, and riseth early in
the morning, and buildeth an altar under the hill, and twelve
standing pillars for the twelve tribes of CIsrael;
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and he sendeth the youths of the sons of Usrael, and they cause
burnt-offerings to ascend, and sacrifice sacrifices of peace-
offerings to Jehovah - - calves.

And Moses taketh half of the blood, and putteth in basins, and half
of the blood hath he sprinkled on the altar;

and he taketh the (Book of the Covenant, and proclaimeth in the
ears of the people, and they say, A[l that which Jehovah hath
spoken we do, and obey.

And Moses taketh the blood, and sprinkleth on the people, and
saith, Clo, the blood of the covenant which {Jehovah hath made
with you, concerning all these things.

And Moses goeth up, Agaron also, Nadab and Abihu, and seventy
of the elders of Usrael,

and they see the (sod of CIsrael, and under His feet [is] as the
white work of the sapphire, and as the substance of the heavens
for purity;

and unto those of the sons of CIsrael who are near &e hath not
put forth (His hand, and they see (5od, and eat and drink.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, (Come up unto Mg to the
mount, and be there, and CI give to thee the tables of stone, and the
[aw, and the command, which I have written to direct them.
And Moses riseth - - Joshua his minister also - - and (Moses
goeth up unto the mount o_f (od;

and unto the elders he hath said, Abide ye for us in this [place],
until that we turn back unto you, and [o, Aaron and Hur [are]
with you - - he who hath matters doth come nigh unto them.

And Moses goeth up unto the mount, and the cloud covereth the
mount;

and the honour of {Jehovah doth tabernacle on mount Sinai, and
the cloud covereth it six days, and FHe calleth unto {Moses on the
seventh day from the midst of the cloud.

And the appearance of the honour of {Jehovah [is] as a consuming
fire on the top of the mount, before the eyes of the sons of Csrael;
and (Moses goeth into the midst of the cloud, and goeth up unto the
mount, and (Moses is on the mount forty days and forty nights.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,
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2 Speak unto the sons of Usrael, and they take for Me a heave-
oj]'ering; J’rom every man whose heart impe[[etﬁ him ye do take
My heave-offering.

3 And this [is] the heave-offering which ye take from them; gold,
and silver, and brass,

4 and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and [inen, and goats  [hair],
and rams  skins made red, and badgers skins, and shittim wood,
oil for the [ight, spices for the anointing oil, and for the perfume of
the spices,

7 shoham stones, and stones for setting for an ephod, and for a
breastplate.

8 And they have made for Mg a sanctuary, and I have
tabernacled in their midst;

9 according to all that which I am shewing thee, the pattern of the
tabernacle, and the pattern of all its vessels, even so ye do make
[it].

10 And the\Z have made an ark of shittim wood; two cubits and a
half its [ength, and a cubit and a half its breadth, and a cubit and a
half its height;

11 and thou hast overlaid it [with] pure gold, within and without
thou dost overlay it, and thou hast made on it a ring of gold round
about,

12 And thou hast cast for it four rings of gold, and hast put [them]
on its four feet, even two rings on its one side, and two rings on
its second side;

13 and thou hast made staves of shittim wood, and hast overfaid
them [with] gold,

14 and hast brought the staves into the rings on the sides of the ark,
to bear the ark by them,

15 in the rings of the ark are the staves, they are not turned aside
from it;

16 and thou hast put unto the ark the testimony which I give unto
thee.

17 And thou hast made a mercy-seat of pure gold, two cubits and
a half its length, and a cubit and a half its breadth;
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18 and thou hast made two cherubs of gold, beaten work dost thou
make them, at the two ends of the mercy-seat;

19 and make thou one cherub at the end on this side, and one cherub
at the end on that; at the mercy-seat ye do make the cherubs on
its two ends,

20 And the cherubs have been spreading out wings on high,
covering the mercy-seat over with their wings, and their faces
[are] one towards another - - towards the mercy-seat are the
faces of the cherubs.

21 And thou hast put the mercy-seat on the ark above, and unto
the ark thou dost put the testimony which I give unto thee;

22 and I have met with thee there, and have spoken with thee from
off the mercy-seat (from between the two cherubs, which [are] on
the ark of the testimony) all that which ‘I command thee
concerning the sons of CIsrael.

23 And thou hast made a table of shittim wood, two cubits its
[ength, and a cubit its breadth, and a cubit and a half its height,

24 and hast overlaid it [with] pure gold, and hast made for it a
crown of gold round about,

25 and hast made for it a border of a handbreadth round about, and
hast made a crown of gold to its border round about.

26 And thou hast made to it four rings of gold, and hast put the
rings on the four corners, which [are] to its four feet;

27 over-against the border are the rings for places for staves to bear
the table;

28  and thou hast made the staves of shittim wood, and hast overlaid
them with gold, and the table hath been borne with them;

29 and thou hast made its dishes, and its bowl(s, and its covers, and
its cups, with which the\Z pour out; o_f pure go[d thou dost make
them;

30 and thou hast put on the table bread of the presence before Me
continually.

31 And thou hast made a candlestick of pure gold, of beaten work
is the candlestick made; its base, and its branch, its calyxes, its
knops. and its _f[owers are of the same;
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and six branches are coming out of its sides, three branches of the
candlestick out of the one side, and three branches of the
candlestick out o_f the second side;

three calyxes made [ike almonds in the one branch, a knop and a
flower, and three calyxes made [ike almonds in one branch, a
knop and a f[ower; SO for the six branches which are coming out
from the candlestick.

And in the candlestick [are] four calyxes made [ike almonds, its
knops and its flowers;
and a knop under two branches of the same, and a knop under
two branches of the same, and a knop under two branches of the
same, [are] to the six branches which are coming out of the
candlestick;
their knops and their branches are of the same, all of it one beaten
work of pure gold;
and thou hast made its seven [amps, and [one] hath caused its
lights to go up, and it hath given [ight over-against its front,

And its snuffers and its snuff dishes [are] of pure gold;
of a talent of pure gold he doth make it, with all these vessels.
And see thou and do [them] by their pattern which thou art shewn
in the mount,

And thou dost make the tabernacle: ten curtains of twined [inen,
and blue, and purple, and scarlet; [with] cherubs, work of a
designer, thou dost make them;
the [ength of the one curtain [is] eight and twenty by the cubit, and
the breadth of the one curtain four by the cubit, one measure [is]
to all the curtains;
five of the curtains are joining one unto another, and five curtains
are joining one to another,

And thou hast made [oops of blue upon the edge of the one
curtain, at the end in the Joining; and so thou makest in the edge
of the outermost curtain, in the joining of the second.
fifty [oops thou dost make in the one curtain, and fifty [oops thou
dost make in the edge of the curtain which [is] in the joining of the
second, causing the [oops to take hold one unto another;
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and thou hast made fifty hooks of gold, and hast joined the
curtains one to another by the hooks, and the tabernacle hath been
one,

And thou hast made curtains of goats [hair], for a tent over the
tabernacle; thou dost make eleven curtains;
the length of the one curtain [is] thirty by the cubit, and the
breadth of the one curtain four by the cubit; one measure [is] to
the eleven curtains;
and thou hast joined the five curtains apart, and the six curtains
apart, and hast doubled the six curtains over-against the front of
the tent,

And thou hast made fifty [oops on the edge of the one curtain,
the outermost in the joining, and fifty loops on the edge of the
curtain which is joining the second;
and thou hast made fifty hooks of brass, and hast brought in the
hooks into the [oops, and hast joined the tent, and it hath been one.

And the superfluity in the curtains of the tent - - the half of the
curtain which is superfluous - - hath spread over the hinder part
o_f the tabernacle;
and the cubit on this side, and the cubit on that, in the superfluity
in the [ength of the curtains of the tent, is spread out over the
sides of the tabernacle, on this and on that, to cover it;
and thou hast made a covering for the tent, of rams skins made
red, and a covering of badgers skins above.

And thou hast made the boards for the tabernacle, of shittim
wood, standing up;
ten cubits [is] the [ength of the board, and a cubit and a half the
breadth of the one board;
two handles [are] to the one board, joined one unto another; so
thou dost make for all the boards of the tabernacle;
and thou hast made the boards of the tabernacle: twenty boards
for the south side southward;
and forty sockets of silver thou dost make under the twenty
boards, two sockets under the one board for its two handles, and
two sockets under the other board for its two handles.
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20 And for the second side of the tabernacle, for the north side,
[are] twenty boards,

21 and their forty sockets of silver, two sockets under the one board,
and two sockets under another board.

22 And for the sides of the tabernacle westward, thou dost make six
boards,

23 And two boards thou dost make for the corners of the tabernacle
in the two sides.

24 And they are pairs beneath, and together they are pairs above its
head unto the one ring; so is it for them both, they are for the two
corners,

25 And they have been eight boards, and their sockets of silver [are]
sixteen sockets, two sockets under the one board, and two sockets
under another board,

26 And thou hast made bars of shittim wood: five for the boards of
the one side of the tabernacle,

27 and five bars for the boards of the second side of the tabernacle,
and five bars for the boards of the side of the tabernacle at the
two sides, westward;

28 and one hath caused the middle bar in the midst of the boards to
reach _from end unto end;

29 and the boards thou dost overlay [with] gold, and their rings thou
dost make of gold places for bars, and hast overlaid their bars
with go[d;

30 and thou hast raised up the tabernacle according to its fashion
which thou hast been shewn in the mount.

31 And thou hast made a vail of blue, and purple, and scarfet, and
twined [inen, work o_f a designer; he maketh it [with] cherubs;

32 and thou hast put it on four pillars of shittim wood, overlaid
[with] gold, their pegs [are] of gold, on four sockets of silver.

33 And thou hast put the vail under the hooks, and hast brought in
thither within the vail the ark of the testimony; and the vail hath
made a separation for you between the holy and the holy of hofies.

34 And thou hast put the mercy-seat on the ark of the testimony, in
the holy of holies.
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35 And thou hast set the table at the outside of the vail, and the
candlestick over-against the table on the side of the tabernacle
southward, and the table thou dost put on the north side.

36 And thou hast made a covering for the opening of the tent, blue,
and purple, and scarfet, and twined [inen, work of an
embroiderer;

37 and thou hast made for the covering five pillars of shittim [wood],
and hast over{aid them [with] gold, their pegs [are] of gold, and
thou hast cast for them five sockets of brass.

1 And thou hast made the altar of shittim wood, five cubits the
length, and five cubits the breadth - - the altar is square -- and
three cubits its height.

2 And thou hast made its horns on its four corners, its horns are of
the same, and thou hast overlaid it [with] brass.

3 And thou hast made its pots to remove its ashes, and its shovels,
and its bowls, and its forks, and its fire-pans, even all its vessels
thou dost make of brass.

4 And thou hast made for it a grate of net--work of brass, and
hast made on the net four rings of brass on its four extremities,

5  and hast put it under the compass of the altar beneath, and the net
hath been unto the middle of the altar.

6 And thou hast made staves for the altar, staves of shittim wood,
and hast overlaid them [with] brass.

7 And the staves have been brought into the rings, and the staves
have been on the two sides of the altar in bearing it.

8  MHollow with boards thou dost make it, as it hath been shewed
thee in the mount, so do they make [it].

9 And thou hast made the court of the tabernacle: for the south
side southward, hangings for the court of twined [inen, a hundred
by the cubit [is] the [ength for the one side,

10 and its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets [are] of brass, the
pegs of the pillars and their fillets [are] of silver;

11 and so for the north side in length, hangings of a hundred [cubits]
in [ength, and its twenty pillars and their twenty sockets [are] of
brass, the pegs of the pillars and their fillets [are] of silver.
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And [for] the breadth of the court at the west side [are] hangings
of fifty cubits, their pillars ten, and their sockets ten.

And [for] the breadth of the court at the east side, eastward, [are]
fifty cubits.

And the hangings at the side [are] fifteen cubits, their pillars
three, and their sockets three.

And at the second side [are] hangings fifteen [cubits], their pillars
three, and their sockets three.

And for the gate of the court a covering of twenty cubits, blue,
and purple, and scarfet, and twined [inen, work of an
embroiderer; their pillars four, their sockets four.

All the pillars of the court round about [are] filleted [with] silver,
their pegs [are] silver, and their sockets brass.

Ohe length of the court [is] a hundred by the cubit, and the
breadth fifty by fifty, and the height five cubits, of twined [inen,
and their sockets [are] brass,
even all the vessels of the tabernacle, in all its service, and all its
pins, and all the pins of the court, [are] brass.

And thou - - thou dost command the sons of CIsrael, and they
bring unto thee pure beaten olive ol for the [ight, to cause the
famp to go up continually;
in the tent of meeting, at the outside of the vail, which [is] over
the testimony, doth ,Aaron - - his sons also -~ arrange it from
evening till morning before (Jehovah - - a statute age-during to
their generations, from the sons of Clsrael.

And thou, bring thou near unto thee Agaron thy brother, and his
sons with him, from the midst of the sons of CIsrael, for his being
priest to (Mg, [even] Agaron, (Nadab, and Abihu, Eleazar and
Ithamar, sons of Aaron;
and thou hast made holy garments for ,Aaron thy brother, for
honour and for beauty;
and thou - - thou dost speak unto all the wise of heart, whom
have filled [with] a spirit of wisdom, and they have made the
garments of Agaron to sanctify him for his being priest to Me.

5 And they take the gold, and the blue, and the purple, and the
scarlet, and the [inen,

6 and have made the ephod of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet,
and twined [inen, work of a designer;

And the girdle of his ephod which [is] on him, according to its
work, is of the same, of gold, blue, and purple, and scarfet, and
twined [inen,

9 And thou hast taken the two shoham stones, and hast opened on
them the names of the sons of Usrael;

10 six of their names on the one stone, and the names of the
remaining six on the second stone, according to their births;

11 the work of an engraver in stone, openings of a signet, thou dost
open the two stones B«z the names of the sons o_f (Israel; turned
round, embroidered [with] gold, thou dost make them.

12 And thou hast set the two stones on the shoulders of the
ephod - - stones of memorial to the sons of ‘Israel - - and Agron
hath borne their names before Jehovah, on his two shoulders, for
a memovial,

13 And thou hast made embroidered things of gold,

14 and two chains of pure gold, wreathed work thou dost make
them, work of thick bands, and thou hast put the thick chains on
the embroidered things.

15 And thou hast made a breastplate of judgment, work of a
designer; according to the work o_f the epﬁod thou dost make it; o_f
gold, blue, and purple, and scarfet, and twined [inen thou dost
make it;

16 it is square, doubled, a span its [ength, and a span its breadth.

17 And thou hast set in it settings of stone, _four rows o_f stone; a
row of sardius, topaz, and carbuncle [is] the first row;

18 and the second row [is] emerald, sapphire, and diamond;

19 and the third row [is] opal, agate, and amethyst;
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20 and the fourth row [is] beryl, and onyx, and jasper; embroidered
with gold are they in their settings,

21 and the stones are according to the names of the sons of CIsrael,
twelve, according to their names, openings of a signet, each by his
name are they for the twelve tribes.

22 And thou hast made on the breastplate wreathed chains, work of
thick bands, of pure gold:;

23 and thou hast made on the breastplate two rings of gold, and hast
put the two rings on the two ends of the Breastp[ate;

24 and thou hast put the two thick bands of gold on the two rings at
the ends o_f the [rr'eastp[ate;

25 and the two ends of the two thick bands thou dost put on the two
embroidered things, and thou hast put [them] on the shoulders of
the ephod over-against its face.

26 And thou hast made two rings of gold, and hast set them on the
two ends of the breastplate, on its border, which [is] over-against
the ephod within;

27 and thou hast made two rings of gold, and hast put them on the
two shoulders of the ephod, beneath, over-against its front, over-
against its joining, above the girdle of the ephod,

28  and they bind the breastplate by its rings unto the rings of the
ephod with a ribbon of blue, to be above the girdle of the ephod,
and the breastplate is not [oosed from the ephod.

29 And Agaron hath borne the names of the sons of ‘Israel in the
[weastp[ate of judgment. on his heart, in his going in unto the
sanctuary, _for a memorial before Yehovah continua[[«z.

30 And thou hast put unto the breastplate of judgment the Lights
and the (Perfections, and they have been on the heart of Agron, in
his going in before Jehovah, and Aaron hath borne the judgment
of the sons of Usrael on his heart before Jehovah continually,

31 And thou hast made the upper robe of the ephod completely of
blue,

32 and the opening for its head hath been in its midst, a border is to
its opening round about, work of a weaver, as the opening of a
haﬁergeon there is to it; it is not vent,
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33 And thou hast made on its hem pomegranates of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, on its hem round about, and bells of gold in
their midst round about;

34 a bell of gold and a pomegranate, a bell of gold and a pomegranate
[are] on the hems of the upper robe round about.

35  And it hath been on Agron to minister in, and its sound hath
been heard in his coming in unto the sanctuary before (Jehovah,
and in his going out, and he doth not die.

36 And thou hast made a flower of pure gold, and hast opened on
it -~ openings o_f a signet - - (Ho[y to Jehovah;

37 and thou hast put it on a blue ribbon, and it hath been on the
mitre - - over-against the J’ront of the mitre it is;

38 and it hath been on the forehead of Agron, and Aaron hath borne
the iniquity of the holy things which the sons of CIsrael do hallow,
even all their Flo[\Z gifts; and it hath been on his _forehead
continually for a pleasing thing for them before (Jehovah.

39 And thou hast embroidered the coat of [inen, and hast made a
mitre of [inen, and a girdle thou dost make - - work of an
embroiderer,

40 And for the sons of Agron thou dost make coats, and thou hast
made for them girdles, yea, bonnets thou dost make for them, for
honour and for beauty;

41 and thou hast clothed Agron thy brother with them, and his sons
with him, and hast anointed them, and hast consecrated their
hand, and hast sanctified them, and they have been priests to Me.

42 And make thou for them [inen trousers to cover the naked flesh:
they are from the [oins even unto the thighs;

43 and they have been on Agron and on his sons, in their going in
unto the tent of meeting, or in their drawing nigh unto the altar to
minister in the sanctuary, and they do not bear iniquity nor have
they died; a statute age-during to him, and to his seed after him.

1 And this [is] the thing which thou dost to them, to hallow them,
for being priests to Me: ake one bullock, a son of the herd, and
two rams, perfect ones,

2 and bread unleavened, and cakes unleavened anointed with oil, of
fine wheaten flour thou dost make them,
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3 and thou hast put them on one basket, and hast brought them near
in the basket, also the bullock and the two rams,

4 And Agron and his sons thou dost bring near unto the opening of
the tent of meeting, and hast bathed them with water;

5  and thou hast taken the garments, and hast clothed Aaron with
the coat, and the upper robe of the ephod, and the ephod, and the
breastplate, and hast girded him with the girdle of the ephod,

6 and hast set the mitre on his head, and hast put the holy crown on
the mitre,

7 and hast taken the anointing oil, and hast poured [it] on his head,
and hast anointed him,

8 And his sons thou dost bring near, and hast clothed them [with]
coats,

9 and hast girded them [with] a girdle (Aaron and his sons), and
hast bound on them bonnets; and the priesthood hath been theirs [’Y
a statute age-during, and thou hast consecrated the hand of
Agron, and the hand of his sons,

10 and hast brought near the bullock before the tent of meeting, and
Aaron hath [aid - - his sons also - - their hands on the head of
the bullock.

11 And thou hast slaughtered the bullock before Jehovah, at the
opening of the tent of meeting,

12 and hast taken of the blood of the bullock, and hast put [it] on the
horns of the altar with thy finger, and all the blood thou dost pour
out at the foundation of the altar;

13 and thou hast taken all the fat which is covering the inwards, and
the redundance on the [iver, and the two kidneys, and the fat
which [is] on them, and hast made perfume on the altar;

14 and the flesh of the bullock, and his skin, and his dung, thou dost
burn with fire at the outside of the camps; it [is] a sin-offering.

15 And the one ram thou dost take, and ,Aaron and his sons have
laid their hands on the head of the ram,

16  and thou hast slaughtered the ram, and hast taken its blood, and
hast sprinkled [it] on the altar round about,
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17 and the ram thou dost cut into its pieces, and hast washed its

inwards, and its [egs, and hast put [them] on its pieces, and on its
head;

18 and thou hast made perfume with the whole ram on the altar, It
[is] a burnt-offering to Jehovah, a sweet fragrance; a fire-
offering it [is] to Jehovah.

19 _And thou hast taken the second ram, and Aaron hath [aid -- his
sons also - - their hands on the head of the ram,

20 and thou hast slaughtered the ram, and hast taken of its blood, and
hast put on the tip of the right ear of Aaron, and on the tip of the
right ear of his sons, and on the thumb of their right hand, and on
the great toe of their right foot, and hast sprinkled the blood on the
altar round about;

21 and thou hast taken of the blood which [is] on the altar, and of the
anointing oil, and hast sprinkled on Aaron, and on his garments,
and on his sons, and on the garments of his sons with him, and he
hath been hallowed, he, and his garments, and his sons, and the
garments of his sons with him,

22 And thou hast taken from the ram the fat, and the fat tail, and
the fat which is covering the inwards, and the redundance on the
liver, and the two kidneys, and the fat which [is] on them, and the
right [eg, for it [is] a ram of consecration,

23 and one round cake of bread, and one cake of oiled bread, and

one thin cake out of the basket of the unleavened things which [is]
before CJehovah,

24 And thou hast set the whole on the hands of Agaron, and on the
hands of his sons, and hast waved them - - a wave-offering
before Jehovah;

25 and thou hast taken them out of their hand, and hast made
perfume on the altar beside the burnt-offering, for sweet
fragrance before (Jehovah; a fire-offering it [is] to Jehovah.

26 And thou hast taken the breast from the ram of the consecration
which [is] for Aaron, and hast waved it -- a wave-offering
before (Jehovah, and it hath become thy portion;
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27 and thou hast sanctified the breast of the wave-offering, and the
leg of the heave-offering, which hath been waved, and which
hath been [ifted up from the ram of the consecration, of that which
[is] for Aaron, and of that which [is] for his sons;

28 and it hath been for Aaron and for his sons, by a statute age-
during from the sons of “Israel, for it [is] a heave-offering; and it
is a heave offering from the sons of CIsrael, from the sacrifices of
their peace-offerings - - their heave-offering to {Jehovah.

29 And the holy garments which are Agron s, are for his sons

after him, to be anointed in them, and to consecrate in them their
hand;

30 seven days doth the priest in his stead (of his sons) put them on,
‘when he goeth in unto the tent of meeting, to minister in the
sanctuary.

31 And the ram of the consecration thou dost take, and hast boiled
its ﬂesh in the ho[«z p[ace;

32 and Agron hath eaten - - his sons also - - the flesh of the ram,
and the bread which [is] in the basket, at the opening of the tent of
meeting;

33 and they have eaten those things by which there is atonement to
consecrate their hand, to sanctify them; and a stranger doth not
eat - - for they [are] holy;

34 and if there be [eft of the flesh of the consecration or of the bread
till the morning, then thou hast burned that which is [e_ft with _fire;
it is not eaten, for it [is] holy.

35 And thou hast done thus to Aaron and to his sons, according to
all that I have commanded thee; seven da«zs thou dost consecrate
their hand;

36 and a bullock, a sin-offering, thou dost prepare daily for the
atonements, and thou hast atoned for the altar, in thy making
atonement on it, and hast anointed it to sanctify it;

37 seven days thou dost make atonement for the altar, and hast
sanctified it, and the altar hath been most holy; all that is coming
against the altar is holy.

38 And this [is] that which thou dost prepare on the altar; two
lambs, sons of a year, daily continually;
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the one [amb thou dost prepare in the morning, and the second
f[amb thou dost prepare between the evenings;

and a tenth [deal] of fine flour, mixed with beaten oil, a fourth
part of a hin, and a [ibation, a fourth part of a hin, of wine, [is]
for the one [amb.

And the second [amb thou dost prepare between the evenings;
according to the present of the morning, and according to its
[ibation, thou dost prepare for it, for sweet fragrance, a fire-
offering, to {Jehovah: - -

a continual burnt-offering for your generations, at the opening of
the tent of meeting, before Jehovah, whither I am met with you,
to speak unto thee there,

and I have met there with the sons of CIsrael, and it hath been
sanctified by Oy honour.

And I have sanctified the tent of meeting, and the altar, and
Agaron and his sons I sanctify for being priests to Me,
and I have tabernacled in the midst of the sons of “Israel, and
have become their (50d,
and they have known that I [am] {Jehovah their (sod, who hath
brought them out of the land of Egypt, that 1 may tabernacle in
their midst; I [am] Jehovah their (5od.

And thou hast made the staves of shittim wood, and hast
overlaid them with go[d;
and thou hast put it before the vail, which [is] by the ark of the
testimony, before the mercy-seat which [is] over the testimony,
whither ¢I am met with thee.
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7 And Agron hath made perfume on it, perfume of spices,
morning [nz morning; in his making the [amps right he doth
perfume it,

8  and in Agron s causing the [amps to go up between the evenings,
he doth perfume it; a continual perfume before (Jehovah to your
generations,

9 e do not cause strange perfume to go up upon it, and burnt-
offering, and present, and [ibation ye do not pour out on it;

10 and Agron hath made atonement on its horns, once in a year, by
the blood of the sin—oj]'ering of atonements; once in a year doth he
make atonement for it, to your generations; it [is] most holy to
Yehovah,

11 And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

12 QWhen thou takest up the sum of the sons of CIsrael for their
numbers, then they have given each an atonement [for] his soul to
Jehovah in their being numbered, and there is no plague among
them in their being numbered.

13 Qhis they do give, every one passing over unto those numbered,
half a shekel, by the shekel of the sanctuary (the shekel [is] twenty
gerahs); half a shekel [is] the heave-offering to Jehovah;

14 every one passing over unto those numbered, from a son of
twenty years and upwards, doth give the heave-offering of
Yehovah;

15 the rich doth not multiply, and the poor doth not diminish from the
half-shekel, to give the heave-offering of Jehovah, to make
atonement for your souls,

16 And thou hast taken the atonement-money from the sons of
Usrael, and hast given it for the service of the tent of meeting; and
it hath been to the sons of UIsrael for a memorial before Jehovah,
to make atonement for your souls.

17 And Jehovah speaketh unto {Moses, saying,

18 And thou hast made a [aver of brass (and its base of brass), for
washing; and thou hast put it between the tent of meeting and the
altar, and hast put water there;

19 and Agron and his sons have washed at it their hands and their
feet,
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in their going in unto the tent of meeting they wash [with] water,
and die not; or in their drawing nigh unto the altar to minister, to
perfume a fire-offering to Jehovah,

then they have washed their hands and their feet, and they die
not, and it hath been to them a statute age-during, to him and to
his seed to their generations.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

And thou, take to thyself principal spices, wild honey five
hundred [shekels]; and spice-cinnamon, the half of that, two
hundred and ﬁ_ft«z; and spice-cane two hundred and _fift\z;
and cassia five hundred, by the shekel of the sanctuary, and olive
oil a hin;
and thou hast made it a holy anointing oil, a compound mixture,
work of a compounder; itisa ho[«z anointing oil,

And thou hast anointed with it the tent of meeting, and the ark
of the testimony,
and the table and all its vessels, and the candlestick and its vessels,
and the altar of perfume,
and the altar of burnt-offering and all its vessels, and the [aver
and its base;
and thou hast sanctified them, and they have been most holy; all
that is coming against them is ho[«z;
and Agron and his sons thou dost anoint, and hast sanctified them
for being priests to Me.

And unto the sons of Israel thou dost speak, saying, A holy
anointing oil is this to Mg, to your generations;
on flesh of man it is not poured, and with its proper proportion ye
make none [ike it; it [is] holy; it is holy to you;

a man who compoundeth [any] [ike it, or who putteth of it on a
stranger - - hath even been cut off from his people.

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Jake to thee spices, stacte, and
onycha, and galbanum, spices and pure frankincense; they are
part for part;

and thou hast made it a perfume, a compound, work of a
compounder, salted, pure, ﬁo[xz;
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and thou hast beaten [some] of it small, and hast put of it before
the testimony, in the tent of meeting, whither ¢f am met with thee;
most holy it is to you.

As to the perfume which thou makest, with its proper proportion
vye do not make to yoursefves, holy it is to thee to Jehovah;

a man who maketh [any] [ike it - - to be refreshed by it -~ hath
even been cut off from his people.
And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

See, Thave called by name (Bezaleel, son of {Uri, son of Hur,
of the tribe of Judah,
and I fill him [with] the Spirit of (od, in wisdom, and in
understanding, and in knowledge, and in all work,
to devise devices to work in gold, and in silver, and in brass,
and in graving of stone for settings, and in graving of wood to
work in all work,

And ¢, lo, I have given with him -Aholiab, son of Ahisamach, of
the tribe of (Dan, and in the heart of every wise-hearted one 4
have given wisdom, and they have made all that which ‘I have
commanded thee.

Ohe tent of meeting, and the ark of testimony, and the mercy-
seat which [is] on it, and all the vessels of the tent,
and the table and its vessels, and the pure candlestick and all its
vessefls, and the altar of the perfume,
and the altar of the burnt-offering and all its vessels, and the
[aver and its base,
and the coloured garments, and the holy garments for Aaron the
priest, and the garments o_f his sons, _for acting as priests in;
and the anointing oil, and the perfume of the spices for the
sanctuary; according to all that I have commanded thee - - they
do.

And Jehovah speaketh unto (Moses, saying,

And thou, speak unto the sons of ‘Israel, saying, Only, My
sabbaths ye do keep, for it [is] a sign between {Me and you, to
your generations, to know that I, Jehovah, am sanctifying you;
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14 and ye have kept the sabbath, for it [is] holy to you, he who is
polluting it is certainly put to death - - for any who doeth work
in it - - that person hath even been cut off from the midst of his
people.

15 Six days is work done, and in the seventh day [is] a sabbath of
ho[«z rest to Jehovah; any who doeth work in the sabbath~dmz is
certainly put to death,

16  and the sons of Usrael have observed the sabbath; to keep the
sabbath to their generations [is] a covenant age-during,

17 between Me and the sons of Usrael it [is] a sign - - to the age; for
six days Jehovah made the heavens and the earth, and in the
seventh day Tte hath ceased, and is refreshed.

1 And the people see that Moses is delaying to come down from the
mount, and the people assemble against Aaron, and say unto him,

Rise, make for us gods who go before us, for this Moses -~ the
man who brought us up out of the [and of Egypt -~ we have not
known what hath happened to him.

2 And Agron saith unto them, (Break off the rings of gold which
[are] in the ears of your wives, your sons, and your daughters,
and bring in unto me;

3 and all the people themselves break off the rings of gold which
[are] in their ears, and bring in unto Aaron,

4 and he receiveth from their hand, and doth fashion it with a
graving tool, and doth make it a molten calf, and they say, hese
thy gods, O Ysrael, who brought thee up out of the land of
Egypt.

5 And Agron seeth, and buildeth an altar before it, and Aaron
calleth, and saith, A_festiva[ to Jehovah - - to-morrow;

6 and they rise early on the morrow, and cause burnt-offerings to
ascend, and bring nigh peace-offerings; and the people sit down to
eat and to drink, and rise up to play.

and ] consume them, and I make thee become a great nation.
And Moses appeaseth the face of Jehovah his (sod, and saith,

Why, O Jehovah, doth PJhine anger burn against Jhy people,
whom Qhou hast brought forth out of the land of Egypt with
great power and with a strong handQ
why do the Egyptians speak, saying, 3or evil He brought them
out to slay them among mountains, and to consume them from off
the face of the groundQ) turn back from the heat of Qhine anger,
and repent of the evil against Qhy people.

(Be mindful of Abraham, of CIsaac, and of CIsrael, Qhy servants,
to whom Qhou hast sworn by PJhyself, and unto whom FHhou
speakest: I multiply your seed as stars of the heavens, and all this
land, as I have said, 4 give to your seed, and they have inherited
to the age:
and Jehovah repenteth of the evil which Ge hath spoken of doing
to His people.

And Moses turneth, and goeth down from the mount, and the two
tables of the testimony [are] in his hand, tables written on both
their sides, on this and on that [are] they written;

and the tables are the work of (5od, and the writing is the writing
of (5od, graven on the tables.

And Joshua heareth the voice of the people in their shouting, and
saith unto {Moses, A noise of battle in the camp/!

and he saith, It is not the voice of the crying of might, nor is it
the voice of the crying of weakness - - a voice of singing ‘I am
hearing.

And it cometh to pass, when he hath drawn near unto the camp,
that he seeth the calf, and the dancing, and the anger of (Moses
burneth, and he casteth out of his hands the tables, and breaketh
them under the mount;

30 And it cometh to pass, on the morrow, that Moses saith unto the
people, Y -- ye have sinned a great sin, and now 4 go up unto
Jehovah, if so be I atone for your sin.

31 _And Moses turneth back unto Jehovah, and saith, (Oh this
people hath sinned a great sin, that they make to themselves a god
o_f go[d;

32 and now, if Qhou takest away their sin - - and if not -~ blot me,
‘I pray thee, out of Qhy book which Ghou hast written,
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And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Whoso hath sinned against
Me - - I blot him out of Oy book;

and now, go, [ead the people whithersoever I have spoken to thee
of; lo, Oy messenger goeth before thee, and in the day of my
charging - - then I have charged upon them their sin.

And Jehovah plagueth the people, because they made the calf
which _Aaron made,

And Jehovah speaketh unto Moses, (50, ascend from this
[place], thou and the people, whom thou hast brought up out of the
land of Egypt, unto the land which ‘I have sworn to Abraham, to
Usaac, and to Jacob, saying, Jo thy seed I give it,

have set thee in a cleft of the rock, and spread out O y hands over

thee, until Oy passing by,
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and I have turned aside My hands, and thou hast seen (M y back
parts, and Oy face is not seen,

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, Tew for thyself two tables of
stone [ike the first, and CI have written on the tables the words
which were on the J’irst tables which thou hast broken;

and be prepared at morning, and thou hast come up in the
morning unto mount Sinai, and hast stood before Mg there, on
the top of the mount,

All opening a womb [are] Mine, and every firstling of thy cattle
born a male, ox or sheep;

thou dost not ransom, then thou hast beheaded it; every first-born
of thy sons thou dost ransom, and they do not appear before Me
empty.

Six days thou dost work, and on the seventh day thou dost rest;
in ploughing-time and in harvest thou dost rest.

And a _feast o_f weeks thou dost observe for tﬁ«zse[f; _first~_fruits
o_f wheat -harvest; and the _feast of in~gathering, at the revolution
of the vyear,

Ohvree times in a year do all thy males appear before the ord
Jehovah, (sod of CIsrae;
for I dispossess nations from before thee, and have enlarged thy
border, and no man doth desire thy [and in thy going up to appear
before (Jehovah thy (sod three times in a year.

21 and a knop under the two branches of the same, and a knop under
the two branches of the same, and a knop under the two branches
of the same, [are] to the six branches which are coming out of it;

22 their knops and their branches have been o_f the same; all o_f it one
beaten work of pure gold.

23 And he maketh its seven lamps, and its snuffers, and its snuff-
dishes, o_f pure go[d;

24 of a talent of pure gold he hath made it, and all its vessels.

25 And he maketh the perfume-altar of shittim wood; a cubit its
[ength, and a cubit its breadth (square), and two cubits its height;
its horns have been of the same;

26 and he overfayeth it with pure gold, its top and its sides round
about, and its horns; and he maketh for it a wreath o_f go[d round
about;

27 and two rings of gold he hath made for it under its wreath, at its
two corners, at its two sides, for places for staves to bear it with
them,

28 _And he maketh the staves of shittim wood, and overfayeth them
with go[d;

29 and he maketh the holy anointing oil, and the pure spice-
perfume - - work of a compounder.
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And he maketh the altar of burnt-offering of shittim wood, five
cubits its [ength, and five cubits its breadth (square), and three
cubits its Fleigﬁt;

and he maketh its horns on its four corners; its horns have been of
the same; and he overlayeth it with brass;

and he maketh all the vessels of the altar, the pots, and the
shovels, and the sprinkling-pans, the forks, and the fire-pans; all
its vessels he hath made of brass.

And he maketh for the altar a brazen grate of net-work, under
its border beneath, unto its midst;

and he casteth four rings for the four ends of the brazen grate - -
p[aces _for bars;

and he maketh the staves of shittim wood, and overlayeth them
‘with brass;

and he bringeth in the staves into the rings on the sides of the
altar, to bear it with them; hollow [with] boards he made it.
And he maketh the [aver of brass, and its base of brass, with the
[ooking-glasses of the women assembling, who have assembled at
the opening of the tent of meeting.

And he maketh the court; at the south side southward, the
hangings of the court of twined [inen, a hundred by the cubit,
their pillars [are] twenty, and their brazen sockets twenty, the
pegs of the pillars and their fillets [are] silver;

and at the north side, a hundred by the cubit, their pillars [are]
twenty, and their sockets of brass twenty; the pegs o_f the pi[[ars
and their fillets [are] silver;

and at the west side [are] hangings, fifty by the cubit; their pillars
[ave] ten, and their sockets ten; the pegs of the pillars and their
fillets [are] silver;

and at the east side eastward fifty cubits.

Ohe hangings on the side [are] fifteen cubits, their pillars three,
and their sockets three,

and at the second side at the gate of the court, on this and on that,
[are] hangings, fifteen cubits, their pillars three, and their sockets
three;

all the hangings of the court round about [are] of twined [inen,

and the sockets for the pillars of brass, the pegs of the pillars and
their ﬁ[[ets of silver, and the over[mzing of their tops o_f silver, and
all the pi[[ars of the court are ﬁ[[eted with silver,

And the covering of the gate of the court [is] the work of an
embroiderer, of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and twined [inen;
and twenty cubits [is] the length, and the height with the breadth
five cubits, over-against the hangings of the court;

and their pillars [are] four, and their sockets of brass four, their
pegs [are] of silver, and the overlaying of their tops and their
fillets [are] of silver;

and all the pins for the tabernacle, and for the court round about,
[ave] of brass.

Ohese are the numberings of the tabernacle (the tabernacle of
testimony), which hath been numbered by the command of (Moses,
the service of the Yevites, by the hand of (Ithamar son of Agron
the priest.

And (Bezaleel son of {ri, son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, hath
made all that {Jehovah commanded (Moses;

an
